BY THE NUMBERS

Kyle Collinsworth is the only player in the country in the top 100 in rebounds (93rd), assists (25th) and
steals (T35th).

Tyler Haws is the only player in BYU history to surpass 1,700, 1,800 or 1,900 career points during his
junior season. The previous record holder for points through a junior season by a Cougar was Danny Ainge,
who scored 1,685 in his first three years at BYU. Haws and Ainge are the only Cougars to reach 1,000
career points as sophomores.

The number of triple-doubles by Kyle Collinsworth this season, the most by a single player in BYU history
and the most by anyone in the country this season. He had 19 points, 12 boards and 10 assists against
Hawai’i and 13 points, 10 boards and 10 assists vs. Gonzaga. Collinsworth is the first player in the NCAA
since the 2010-11 season with two triple-doubles. Three players had two triple-doubles that season.

The number of conference players of the year for BYU since Dave Rose became head coach in 2005. Keena
Young (2007), Lee Cummard (2008) and Jimmer Fredette (2011) all earned Mountain West Conference
Player of the Year honors. Tyler Haws became BYU's first West Coast Conference Player of the Year in 2014.

The number of triple-doubles recorded in BYU history, with the last two belonging to Kyle Collinsworth. The
last Cougar before Collinsworth to record a triple-double was Michael Smith on Feb. 13, 1988. Fred Roberts,
Danny Ainge and Kresimir Cosic also recorded triple-doubles.

The number of players who scored in double figures vs. Southern Virginia on Nov. 19, a 101-48 BYU win.
Jake Toolson led the way with 15 points, Tyler Haws and Isaac Neilson added 13 apiece, Luke Worthington
had 12 and Chase Fischer, Anson Winder and Dalton Nixon each had 10. It was the first time since Jan. 25,
1975 — and only the second time in program history — that seven players reached double digits. That night,
Grig Clawson (16), Jay Cheesman (13), Mark Handy (12), Troy Jones (12), Brian Frishman (10), Greg Snow
(10) and Veryl Law (10) led the Cougars to a 96-78 win at New Mexico.

The number of times a player in the West Coast Conference has scored 35 points or more in a single game since
BYU joined the league in 2011. Six of the eight instances have been achieved by Tyler Haws: 42 vs. Virginia Tech
on 12/29/12, 37 vs. Washington on 3/19/13, 35 vs. Pepperdine on 1/9/14, 48 at Portland on 1/23/14, 38 vs.
Pacific on 1/30/14 and 35 at Utah State on 12/2/14. The other two players to reach 35 are Stephen Holt of Saint
Mary’s (35 on 2/22/14) and Jared Brownridge of Santa Clara (38 on 3/1/14).

The number of career games for Tyler Haws shooting 100 percent from the free throw line with a minimum
of 10 attempts, a BYU record. He hit 10 of 10 at Wyoming on Feb. 20, 2010, 12 of 12 vs. Cal State North-
ridge on Nov. 24, 2012, 10 of 10 vs. Utah on Dec. 8, 2012, 10 of 10 at Weber State on Dec. 15, 2012, 14
of 14 at Loyola Marymount on March 2, 2013, 11 of 11 vs. Wichita State on Nov. 26, 2013, 14 of 14 vs.
San Francisco on March 10, 2014, 11 of 11 vs. Gonzaga on March 11, 2014 and 10 of 10 vs. Hawaii on
Dec. 6, 2014.

The number of consecutive seasons BYU has won at least 20 games and reached the postseason. Both
streaks are program records.

The number of 3s BYU hit vs. Chaminade at the Maui Invitational on Nov. 25, a program record. The previ-
ous record was 15.

The number of consecutive games Tyler Haws scored in double figures dating back to his sophomore season,
a career-best streak and the 3rd-best streak in BYU history. The streak ended on Dec. 23, 2014, against

Tyler Haws’ career free-throw percentage, first all-time in BYU history. He has hit 605 of 682 from the line
in his career.

Dave Rose (2005 to present) is second all-time in BYU basketball history with 242 career victories, behind
only the great Stan Watts, who coached the Cougars to 371 wins from 1949 to 1972 and was inducted
into the Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall of Fame in 1986. Rose and Watts are the only BYU coaches to
coach at least 300 career games.

LAST TIME OUT - COUGARS FALL SHORT AGAINST ZAGS TO START CONFERENCE PLAY

PROVO, Utah — Despite overcoming a 16-point first-half deficit, BYU men’s basketball fell 87-80 to No. 8 Gonzaga
Saturday at the Marriott Center to begin conference play.

“It was a hard-fought game,” BYU head coach Dave Rose said. “It was the first league game and | think you could
feel it. You could tell that it had some real emotion and urgency and tension to it.”

Kyle Collinsworth ended the game with his second triple-double of the year, finishing with 13 points and team highs
of 10 rebounds and 10 assists. Tyler Haws led the Cougars with 17 points to go along with four rebounds. Haws
shot 9 for 9 from the charity stripe. Anson Winder also contributed double-digit points for his team with 17.

Kyle Wiltjer scored the first six points of the game for Gonzaga (12-1, 1-0 West Coast Conference) as it took a 16-4
early lead against BYU (10-4, 0-1 WCC). After a 12-0 Bulldog run, the Cougars were able to go on a 9-4 rally of
their own — capped off by a Skyler Halford 3-pointer — to come back within seven at 20-13.

Gonzaga continued its hot shooting from there, using a 7-0 spurt to take its largest lead of the half at 31-15 with
just over nine minutes left before the break. A Jake Toolson 3-pointer then ignited BYU as it went on an 11-2 run to
bring the lead back to seven at 33-26.

The Bulldogs took their first timeout of the half after a transition layup from Winder kept the Cougars within reach,
down 35-31. The teams traded points from there with Collinsworth tying the game at halftime by hitting a 3-pointer
with time expiring to make it 43-all at the break

A trio of Haws free throws gave BYU its first lead of the game, 46-43, coming out of the intermission. The Cougars
kept the lead until eight-consecutive points from Gonzaga's Kevin Pangos tied the game at 57 apiece.

A step-back Winder jumper tied the game back up at 67, but the Bulldogs scored eight straight to extend their lead
to 75-67 with 6:27 remaining in the game. Back-to-back treys from Halford kept BYU alive, down 77-73, and free
throws from Collinsworth and Haws kept the score within a possession at 80-77, Gonzaga.

The Cougars turned the ball over twice with just 1:36 left, setting up a bucket from the Bulldogs’ Byron Wesley to
extend his team’s lead to five at 82-77. BYU couldn’t overcome Gonzaga’s late-game free throw shooting as the
Zags came away with an 87-80 win.

“They were good. Their execution was good,” Rose said. “They're a good team, and now we look forward to getting
our guys ready for the Portland game on Monday.”

Dave Rose

BYU head coach Dave Rose has led the Cougars to one of the most successful runs in program history since tak-
ing over in 2005. His career record of 242-82 ranks him second in BYU history in total victories and first in winning
percentage (.747). Rose has been named conference coach of the year three times, district coach of the year twice,
led the Cougars to four conference titles, seven NCAA tournament appearances, two NIT appearances, six 25-win
seasons and nine 20-win seasons. In 2010, he led BYU to its first NCAA tournament win in 17 years and the Cou-
gars won at least one postseason game in the next three seasons, including a spot in the Sweet 16 in 2011, a win in
the 2012 NCAA tournament and a trip to the NIT semifinals in 2013.

Hot start from downtown

BYU is hitting threes at a record-setting pace in 2014-15. Through 14 games, the Cougars are on pace to nearly
double last season’s output and break the records for made threes and threes per game set in 2010-11. See below for
more data on BYU'’s 3-point shooting during the Dave Rose era.
