2012-13 STORYLINES AND NOTES

Player and team notes

« BYU won its 20th game with a 70-68 victory against Utah State, giving the Cougars eight-straight 20-win
seasons, the longest such streak in program history. All eight seasons have come under Dave Rose, a pro-
gram record for 20-win seasons by one coach. Stan Watts had seven 20-win seasons.

« Dave Rose earned his 200th career victory with a 74-57 win over San Diego on Jan. 19, 2013. Stan Watts is
the only other coach in BYU history with 200-plus wins. Watts won his 200th game during his 12th season at
the helm on Feb. 2, 1961, at New Mexico. It was his 329th career game (Watts’ career record was 371-254
in 23 seasons). Rose is in his eighth season and earned win number 200 in his 259th game.

« BYU has completed five comebacks after trailing at the half this season. The Cougars trailed Utah and San
Francisco by nine at the half and won 61-58 and 80-76. BYU trailed Pepperdine by five at the half at home
and came back to win 76-51. The Cougars trailed at Pepperdine 31-20 but bounced back in the second half
to win 63-61. BYU was behind 35-33 at the half against Washington before rallying to a 90-79 victory.

« The Cougars have a chance to break team records in steals in a season and steals per game for a season.
BYU has 285 steals in 34 games, good for 8.4 per game. The current records of 307 steals (36 games) and
8.5 steals per game were set during the 2009-10 season.

« Tyler Haws hit 14 of 14 from the free throw line at LMU on March 2, his fourth game this season shooting 100
percent from the line while attempting at least 10 free throws, a BYU single-season record. He had been tied
with Russell Larson (1993-94) and Ken Roberts (1994-95) for most perfect days from the line (minimum of
10 attempts) in a single season at three. Haws has five such games in his career, also a BYU record, and one
ahead of Jimmer Fredette. Danny Ainge, Lee Cummard, Larson and Roberts are tied for third on the career list
with three.

Haws’s big day

On Dec. 29, 2012, Tyler Haws scored a career-high 42 points against Virginia Tech as he hit 14 of 25 from the field,

6 of 8 from three and 8 of 9 from the free throw line. See below for the records Haws set in his breakout game:

» Most points scored by a BYU sophomore

« Tied for eighth-most points scored by an individual in BYU history

« Most points scored by a BYU player not named Jimmer Fredette since 1961 (Bob Skousen, 47 vs. UCLA)

« Gives BYU a father-son duo in the 40-point club (Haws’s father Marty scored 40 vs. Siena in 1989)

« In the final five minutes of games this season, Tyler Haws is 32 of 49 from the field, 7 of 9 from three and 22 of 24
from the free throw line in the last five minutes of games.

Fast start for Tyler Haws

Tyler Haws opened 2012-13 with six-straight 20-point games, the second best such streak in program history. Only
Devin Durrant started a season with more consecutive 20-point games, seven in 1983-84. Danny Ainge, Kresimir
Cosic and Michael Smith started seasons with five-straight 20-point games.

Davies does it all

Brandon Davies has stuffed the stat sheet this season, averaging 18.0 points, 7.9 rebounds, 2.5 assists, 1.0 blocks
and 1.4 steals in 34 games. Last season he became the second Cougar in program history to average at least
one of everything (points, rebounds, assists, steals and blocks). Russell Larson is the only other BYU player to
produce a ‘one of everything’ season and did so twice, in 1993-94 and 1994-95 (blocks and steals were not
tracked until the 1977-78 season).

Dave Rose

BYU head coach Dave Rose has led BYU to its most successful eight-year run since taking over in 2005. His career
record of 208-65 ranks him second in BYU history in total victories and first in winning percentage (.762). Rose has
been named conference coach of the year three times, district coach of the year twice and has guided the Cougars
to four conference titles, six NCAA Tournament appearances and six 25-win seasons. In 2010 he led BYU to its
first NCAA Tournament win in 17 years and the Cougars have also won at least one tournament game in the two
seasons since, including a trip to the Sweet 16 in 2011.
