B She passed all-time leading scorer
Ashley Joens as the fastest ISU player
to 1,000 points, the previous best in B4
games.

B Crooks is also the third fastest Big 12
women’s basketball player to reach
1,000 points behind Courtney Paris
(Oklahoma, 46) and Sheila Lambert
(Baylor, 48).

B Among a loaded sophomore class
nationally, Crooks was the third NCAA
