AHumanities & Sciences Electives, 2000- or 3000-level: In addition to the Humanities & Sciences Requirements, Comics
students complete four additional Humanities & Sciences courses which are chosen from among the six Humanities & Sciences
Categories. At least two of the courses (6 Units) must be at the 3000-level.

~First-Year Review: Comics students participate in First-Year Review in the Spring semester as a capstone event of their First-Year
experience.

#Junior Review: Comics students must complete a Junior Portfolio Review during the second semester of their Third Year to
continue on to their Fourth Year.
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
