not yet been glorified.  

 

ON OUR WAY REJOICING 
 
We tend to think of the last 
segment of the worship service 
as mere packaging—a simple 
way of wrapping up the service 
in a tidy bow.  But that’s way off 
the mark.  In the conclusion of 
the service God sends us on 
our way to live out what has 
been revealed to us through 
the reading and preaching of 
the Word and through the sac-
raments.  In so doing, God as-
sures us and accompanies us 
with God’s blessing. 
 
That parting blessing isn’t just 
an idle promise.  Sure, it sends 
us back out through those solid 
oak doors to face the challeng-
es of our daily lives.  But it also 
assures us that God isn’t just 
slamming those doors shut be-
hind us and leaving us to fend 
for ourselves for another week.  
We leave accompanied by the 
grace and power of the Holy 
Spirit.  In other words, through 
the Spirit, God leaves church, 
hops into our car, and heads 
back home right along with us.  
That ongoing fellowship with 
God keeps us safe, secure, 
joyful, refreshed, challenged 
and ever on our toes. 
 
We expect—and we certainly 
will find—what that parting 
blessing promises: peace.  
Sure, we’ll continue to face 
tears, frustrations, depression, 
anxiety, and lots of challenges.  
But God’s peace will accompa-
ny us in spite of the cross we’re 
challenged to bear.  We’re 
promised the fullness of life 
that only God’s Spirit can bring 
us as we go out to live in true 
faith, love, and hope.   
 
So worship doesn’t end with 
the conclusion of the service!  
In fact, it begins there.   
 

WORSHIP AND WORK ARE 
ONE 
 
Think of worship as worth-ship.  
As best we can, in our ser-
vices, we use words and music 
and art to verbalize God’s true 
worth.  But that’s not nearly 
enough.  As we leave church 
we also want to show God’s 
true worth by holy and devoted 
living every day of the week.  
By humbly and lovingly minding 
God’s business in our relation-
ship and in our lives, we allow 
God’s Spirit and Word to radi-
ate some of God’s true glory 
around us.  We’ll be God’s im-
age-bearers as we were origi-
nally designed to be.  
 
Most of us only spend an hour 
or two each week at church in 
a worship service.  But our op-
portunity to worship God in all 
of our lives makes our daily 
chores take on new meaning 
and purpose as we faithfully 
carry them out. We dedicate 
them all to God. That’s what 
makes them all so very  
important because they bring  
glory to our great God.  As 
God’s kids we lovingly stick up 
for our heavenly Father’s good 
name and reputation.  
 
So the worth-ship that we bring 
to God in our Sunday services 
spills over into all our daily liv-
ing.  That’s how it should be.  
It’s going to take us more than 
our three-score and ten to glori-
fy God enough.  It’s going to 
take us an eternity.  God is so 
great that we’ll never, ever be 
“worshiped out.”  When we 
may see God face to face, it’ll 
just get better and better.
