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PERSONNEL OVERVIEW

Clemson entered the 2018 season as the No. 2 team
in the nation according to both the Associated Press
and USA Today Coaches polls, and enters the postsea-
son with the same ranking.

Despite the pressure of that preseason and continu-
ing rankings, the Tigers swept through 13 games, 12
regular season and the ACC Championship Game, the
second time in four years (2015) head coach Dabo
Swinney’s program accomplished that feat.

The 2018 Tigers have won 11 of their 13 games
by 20+ points, including an active streak of eight con-
secutive games. It is the most accomplished team in
Clemson history in terms of statistical rankings on both
sides of the ball.

Clemson leads the nation in yards per carry (6.75)
and leads the nation in yards per carry allowed (2.40).
No FBS team has accomplished that for the course of
the season in the last 10 years.

Clemson’s scoring margin of 31.7 points per game is
on pace to be the second best in school history and the
best since 1900, when John Heisman’s team won by
35.3 points per game.

A review of the offensive and defensive national
rankings further documents the program as one of the
most well rounded in Clemson history and the country
today.

Clemson is:

e Second in scoring defense and fifth in scoring of-
fense.

e Third in rushing defense and 10th in rushing offense.

e Third in sacks by the defense and 11th in fewest
sacks allowed.

e Fourth in total defense and fifth in total offense.

e Seventh in the nation in first down defense and 10th
in first down offense.

e 11th in the nation in redzone offense and redzone
defense.

The 2018 Tiger team is led by a senior class that
has a 53-4 record, tied for the second-most wins in
a four-year period in the history of Division | college
football. The only class with more wins is the current
Alabama senior class. The class has been a part of four
ACC championships, the first in league history to win
the league outright four consecutive years.

The group is making its fourth straight trip to the
College Football Playoff. Seventeen of the wins have
come against teams ranked in the AP, USA Today or
College Football Playoff top 25 entering the game.

The class has been ranked in the top 12 entering
each of its 57 games and has a streak of 58 consecu-
tive polls in the top 10, tied for the longest active streak
in the nation with Alabama. Clemson’s streak of 21
straight weeks in the top five is also a school record.

OFFENSE

The Clemson offense has already scored more points
than any other in school history (590) and is averaging
a school-standard 529.8 yards per game. That number
is almost evenly divided by rushing (259.8) and pass-
ing (270.1). Clemson is one of three schools nation-
ally (Central Florida, Oklahoma) to average at least 250
rushing yards and 250 passing yards this year.

While those are the averages for the 13 games, the
Tigers have had at least 250 rushing yards and passing
yards in the same game just twice this year. Co-offen-
sive coordinators Tony Elliott and Jeff Scott have done
an outstanding job of “taking what the defense gives
you.” As a result, The Tigers have had five games of at
least 300 rushing yards and five games of at least 290
passing yards.

The quarterback of the Clemson offense is freshman
Trevor Lawrence. The rookie from Cartersville, Ga., split
time with graduate Kelly Bryant the first four games
of the season. Then, after Lawrence had three passing
touchdowns and had a pass efficiency rating of 217

at Georgia Tech, Swinney made Lawrence the full-time
starter.

Bryant decided to take advantage of the new four-
game redshirt rule and left the team so he could play
the 2019 season. He announced he will transfer to Mis-
souri.

That gave Lawrence control of the car, and he re-
sponded by leading the Tigers to nine more victories in
his nine starts. For the year, he has completed 212-326
passes for 2,606 yards and 24 touchdowns against just
four interceptions. In six of his nine starts, Clemson has
scored at least 40 points.

In terms of passing efficiency, Lawrence’s 154.0
rating is 19th best in the nation, the same standing
Deshaun Watson had when he led Clemson to the 2016
national championship.

Lawrence has been outstanding when it comes to
the redzone, as he has 15 passing touchdowns and no
interceptions when inside the opposing team’s 20-yard
line.

Lawrence, named a first-team freshman All-Ameri-
can and Second-Team All-ACC quarterback, has already
broken Watson’s Clemson first-year freshman records
for completions, passing yards, passing touchdowns
and pass efficiency rating. He needs just one more win
to break Kyle Parker’s record for wins by any freshman
starting quarterback in Tiger history.

The game against Notre Dame will be his biggest
challenge, as the Fighting Irish are fourth in the nation
in pass efficiency defense and ninth in scoring defense.
Clemson has not faced a team in the top 25 in the na-
tion in either category.

Chase Brice is Lawrence’s backup. A redshirt fresh-
man, he came off the bench when Lawrence was in-
jured to lead a thrilling comeback victory over Syracuse.
For the year, Brice is 32-49 passing for 442 yards and
five touchdowns. His 162.5 passing efficiency is actu-
ally better than Lawrence's.

Lawrence and Brice have many options when it
comes to his passing targets, as four wide receivers
have at least 34 catches and at least 472 yards.

The leader in terms of receptions (52), yards (802)
and touchdowns (10) is sophomore Tee Higgins. The
native of Tennessee has at least one reception in every
game and has had three games of at least 100 yards,
highlighted by a 142-yard effort against rival South
Carolina. He has had at least one receiving touchdown
in eight games.

Amari Rodgers has 47 receptions for 519 yards and
four touchdowns and is one of the top punt returners in
the ACC. He is second on the team in all-purpose yards
(835). He had six catches for 156 yards and two scores
in the win at Florida State.

Hunter Renfrow is the veteran of the wide receiver
group who has at least one reception in a school-record
41 consecutive games. The graduate has 43 catches for
472 yards this year, and has 180 career receptions for
2,061 yards and 15 touchdowns in his four years in the
program.

Referred to as “Third & Renfrow,” he has 52 ca-
reer third-down catches, 41 of which have resulted in
a first down. When it comes to postseason, no one has
been more productive at any school. In five career CFP
games, the native of Myrtle Beach, S.C., has 31 recep-
tions for 320 yards and five scores. He holds the CFP
records for receptions and receiving touchdowns.

First-year freshman Justyn Ross has 34 receptions
for 699 yards and six touchdowns. His 20.6 yards-per-
catch figure is seventh in the nation. The native of Ala-
bama has six receptions of at least 40 yards this year,
tied for 10th in the nation.

Four more wide receivers, Trevion Thompson (17-
154), Derion Kendrick (15-210), Diondre Overton (13-
187) and T.J. Chase (10-84) are all contributors to the
passing game and are capable of big plays.

Clemson is equally proficient when it comes to the
running game. The Tigers average 6.75 yards per carry

and have three of the top-15 players in the nation when
it comes to yards per carry.

Travis Etienne is the leader with 1,463 yards on 176
carries, a school-record 8.3 yards per carry. He needs
just 65 yards to break Wayne Gallman’s Tiger single-
season record of 1,527 in 2015. The Doak Walker
Award finalist has 21 rushing touchdowns and 22 over-
all to break C.J. Spiller’s record of 21 set in 2009. He
is the 2018 ACC Player-of-the-Year, the first Clemson
running back to win the award since Spiller.

The sophomore from Louisiana has had six games of
at least 150 rushing yards, including a career-high 203
rushing yards and three touchdowns against Syracuse
in Clemson’s four-point win. He finished the season
strong with 150 rushing yards against South Carolina
and 156 yards on just 12 carries against Pittsburgh. He
was the MVP of the ACC Championship Game.

Clemson’s second-leading rusher is first-year fresh-
man Lyn-J Dixon. If you think Etienne's 8.3-yard av-
erage is something, try Dixon’s 9.6-yard figure on 56
carries. He has 536 rushing yards and has added five
touchdowns. He had 163 rushing yards and two touch-
downs at Wake Forest and 116 yards on just four carries
at Florida State.

Adam Choice (7.4) and Tavien Feaster (5.8) have
also contributed healthy averages this year. Choice has
gone over the 500-yard rushing mark as well (506) and
has scored seven touchdowns, three of which came in
his final home game against South Carolina. Feaster
has 409 rushing yards and six scores, as the Tigers have
rushed for 46 touchdowns in 2018, already a Clemson
single-season record and tied for most in the nation.

Milan Richard is the most experienced of the tight
ends with 56 games, including 16 starts. He has six
catches for 60 yards and a touchdown. Garrett Wil-
liams is one of the reasons for Clemson’s success on
the ground due to his blocking from the H-back and
tight-end positions. Cannon Smith, a senior tight end,
has played in all 53 victories over the last four years,
one of just two Tigers who can make that claim. Fresh-
man tight end Braden Galloway is a star of the future.

The offensive line has a great deal to do with Clem-
son’s success this year. Clemson is 11th in the nation
in sacks allowed and has allowed just two sacks in the
last six games on 205 passing attempts.

The leader of the offensive line is senior Mitch Hyatt.
Among the most decorated Clemson linemen in history,
he is a two-time, first-team All-American and was one of
eight semifinalists for the Outland Trophy this year. The
only three-time, First-Team All-ACC offensive tackle in
Clemson history has won the ACC’s Jacobs Blocking
Trophy each of the last two years after Clemson had not
had a winner of that award since 1987. Hyatt is Clem-
son’s career leader in starts at any position (55) and has
played more snaps than any other Tiger in history.

Hyatt was the only Tiger offensive lineman to earn
First-Team AllI-ACC honors this year, but the other four
starters all earned at least Second or Third-Team hon-
ors. Tremayne Anchrum, Sean Pollard and Justin Falci-
nelli all earned Second-Team AlI-ACC honors in 2018.

Anchrum has started all 13 games and has played
672 snaps. He is a veteran of 38 games and 20 starts.
Pollard is in his third year as a starter and has started
seven of his 12 appearances and has played 441 snaps.
He was also honored as one of 22 players from around
the nation named to the Allstate Good Works Team in
2018. Falcinelli is completing his second full season
as Clemson’s starting center. The graduate student, who
is the son of a former Notre Dame football player and
graduate, has started 12 games and has played 673
snaps this year.

John Simpson is a starting offensive guard as a soph-
omore this year and was named to the Third-Team All-
ACC squad. He has started all 13 games and has played
730 snaps, just nine fewer than Hyatt's team-leading
total. Gage Cervenka has come one in the second half
of the season to become a starter at guard as well.
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DEFENSE

With the return of three defensive linemen who could
have gone within at least the first-two rounds of the
NFL draft, most expected Clemson would have a strong
defense in 2018. The unit has not disappointed, post-
ing top-10 national rankings in scoring defense, total
defense, rushing defense and pass efficiency defense.
The unit has a chance to lead the ACC in all four cat-
egories with a solid performance in the College Football
Playoff.

Clemson has allowed just 13.7 points per game,
276.7 yards per game, 92.9 rushing yards per game
and 183.8 passing yards per game. Clemson has held
nine opponents under 300 yards total offense, seven
opponents under 100 rushing yards and six opponents
under 105 passing yards. Only three teams have scored
more than two touchdowns against the Tigers, and
Clemson's defense has allowed just 19 touchdowns,
eight rushing and 11 passing.

Nine of the 11 starters on Clemson’s defense earned
First, Second or Third-Team AlI-ACC honors and all four
of Clemson’s defensive line starters have made an All-
American team over their respective careers.

The defensive front of Christian Wilkins, Clelin Fer-
rell, Dexter Lawrence and Austin Bryant have played a
combined 188 games and have totaled 709 tackles,
138 tackles for loss and 70 sacks. This year, the group
has 176 tackles, 48.5 tackles for loss and 23 sacks.

Wilkins is the most decorated player of the four. He
was named an All-American for the third time this year,
just the third Tiger in history to earn All-America hon-
ors in three different seasons (William Perry, Sammy
Watkins). Wilkins is a two-time finalist for the Nagurski
Award and was also a finalist for the Bednarik Award,
Outland Trophy and Lott IMPACT Trophy this year.

This season, Wilkins became the program's first win-
ner of the Campbell Trophy, presented by the National
Football Foundation. It is regarded as the academic
Heisman Trophy. He was also the recipient of the Jim
Tatum Award as the top football student-athlete in the
ACC.

On the field, Wilkins is fifth in the team in tack-
les (52), most among Tiger defensive linemen. He has
13.5 tackles for loss and five sacks. He had two pass
breakups and 16 for his career, more than any other
defensive lineman in school history. He has also found
time to score two rushing touchdowns on offense.

Wilkins has played all 57 games of his career, and
53 have been Clemson victories. He has more starts
(43) on the defensive line than any other Tiger in history
as well.

Joining Wilkins on the defensive interior line is Dex-
ter Lawrence. The junior has 44 tackles, 7.5 tackles for
loss and 1.5 sacks. His ability to clog the middle of the
line is a big reason Clemson has allowed just 2.4 yards
per carry this year, best in the nation.

Clelin Ferrell won the Ted Hendricks Award as the
top defensive end in college football this year. He has
45 tackles, a team-high 17 for loss and a team-high
10.5 sacks. His career sack total is tied for second in
Clemson history and only trails Vic Beasley, who had 33
from 2011-14.

Austin Bryant first made a splash as a freshman in
the 2015 Orange Bowl against Oklahoma. He had to
replace an injured Shaq Lawson in the first quarter and
had eight tackles and two tackles for loss.

The senior has had a strong 2018 with 35 tackles,
10.5 tackles for loss and six sacks. He has 31 career
tackles for loss and 18 sacks.

Clemson’s second-team defensive line has also been
productive, combining for 916 snaps, 99 tackles, 21
tackles for loss and 6.5 sacks. Xavier Thomas is a pre-
cocious freshman who has 38 tackles, 9.5 tackles for
loss and three sacks. He was named a first-team fresh-
man All-American.

Sophomore Nyles Pinckney and senior Albert Hug-
gins both have 24 tackles and 3.5 tackles for loss off

the bench this year, while Justin Foster is a defensive
end who has 13 tackles and 4.5 tackles for loss.

The second line of defense is led by Isaiah Sim-
mons, Tre Lamar and Kendall Joseph. They are the top
three tacklers in Brent Venables' defense.

Simmons is a sophomore who saw his tackle total
rise from 49 as a freshman to 83 as a sophomore.
Clemson’s top tackler has 64 first hits and 19 assists.
Additionally, he has eight tackles for loss and five pass
breakups in coverage and a touchdown on an intercep-
tion. He had a career-high 12 tackles in the win over
NC State this year and added nine tackles in the ACC
Championship Game against Pittsburgh.

Joseph is second on the team in tackles with 78,
including five tackles for loss and four sacks. He enters
the CFP with 300 career tackles, more than any other
active Tiger. Four times he led Clemson in tackles this
year.

Lamar is third on the team in tackles (74), includ-
ing 5.5 tackles for loss and three sacks. Lamar was a
finalist for the Butkus Award. After missing the South
Carolina game with an injury, Lamar returned for the
ACC Championship Game against Pittsburgh.

J.D. Davis has started two games at linebacker and
has 40 tackles in 2018, most among non-starters.
Chad Smith is a reliable linebacker who has 34 tack-
les, including eight on special team. Jalen Williams is a
graduate who has played in five CFP games and has 19
tackles this year.

The secondary features three starters who earned
All-ACC honors this year. Cornerback Trayvon Mullen
was a Second-Team AlI-ACC selection, while corner-
back A.J. Terrell and safety Tanner Muse earned Third-
Team All-ACC selections.

Mullen has 26 tackles in his 13 games and four pass
breakups. Opposing quarterbacks rarely throw in his di-
rection. Terrell has 42 tackles and six pass breakups to
go with two interceptions. Muse has 68 tackles, fourth
on the team, two interceptions and four pass breakups.

K'Von Wallace is a starting safety who has 46 tack-
les, including 42 first hits and a team-high seven pass
breakups to go with an interception. He leads the sec-
ondary in tackles and was an Honorable Mention All-
ACC selection.

Denzel Johnson and Nolan Turner are two reserve
safeties who see a lot of action. Johnson has 39 tackles
in 347 snaps and Turner has 38 tackles in 341 snaps.
Mark Fields is a senior who has had some injuries that
have limited his playing time, but he has played in the
secondary in four CFP games and has nine tackles and
four pass breakups this year.

SPECIAL TEAMS

Clemson has an experienced and talented placekick-
ing game, led by senior Greg Huegel, who has made
9-13 field goals and all 68 of his extra points this sea-
son. That is a school record for extra points and for
consecutive extra points in a season. He has made 72
in a row dating to the Louisville game in 2017.

Huegel was an All-American according to Sports II-
lustrated as a freshman when he led the nation in field
goals, making 27-32 that year. He was injured and
played just three games last year, but is a veteran of
four CFP games and is 6-9 on field goals and 17-17
on extra points, giving him 35 total points in playoff
games.

Huegel is second on the team in scoring this year
with 95 points and has 366 career points, second in
Tiger history to former placekicker Chandler Catanzaro
(404). Huegel’s holder is Will Swinney, the son of the
Tiger head coach. He is in his second year as the holder
on placekicks.

Will Spiers is the punter and has 56 punts for a
39.4-yard average with 17 punts inside the 20 against
just four touchbacks. He has eight punts of 50+ yards,
including a 63-yarder in the ACC Championship Game
that is his season long and the longest in the history

of the ACC Championship Game. This is Spiers' sec-
ond year as Clemson’s starting punter. He punted seven
times for a 39.3-yard average in the Sugar Bowl| against
Alabama last year.

One of the top special teams weapons has been B.T.
Potter, who handles kickoffs. The freshman has 100
kickoffs this year and has 67 touchbacks, the most
touchbacks in Clemson history. He is third in the nation
in touchbacks this season and has not had a kickoff go
out of bounds. He is a big reason Tiger opponents have
started 132 drives at their own 25 or worse and have
driven for a touchdown just seven times.

Clemson'’s top tackler on special teams is Simmons,
who is also the Tigers' leading tackler overall. He has
11 special teams tackles this year, three ahead of Chad
Smith, who has eight.

Troy Pride: Current Notre Dame starting defensive
back Troy Pride played his high school football at Greer
High School in Greer, S.C. His high school coach was
former Clemson All-ACC offensive lineman Will Young
(1992-95). Pride helped Greer to an 11-1 record his
senior year.

Banks McFadden & Moose Krause: Only eight ath-
letes in college sports history have earned All-America
honors in football and basketball over their careers.
Clemson and Notre Dame each had one of the eight.

McFadden was an All-American in basketball first in
1938-39 when he took Clemson to the Southern Con-
ference championship. He then made All-American as
a quarterback and defensive back in the fall of 1939
when he led Clemson to a 9-1 record and a win in the
Cotton Bowl.

Krause was better known for his basketball and was
a three-time All-American from 1931-33. He was the
second three-time All-American in college basketball
history. The first was Purdue's John Wooden, later the
coach at UCLA. Krause, who was recruited to play foot-
ball by Knute Rockne before the legendary coach died
in a plane crash, was an All-America tackle in 1932 on
the gridiron.

Later as Notre Dame director of athletics, Krause
brokered the deal with Frank Howard to play a two-
game series between Clemson and Notre Dame in 1977
and 1979.

1978 Final UPI Poll: The only time Clemson has
been tied with another school in a final poll was in
1978 when Clemson and Notre Dame were tied for
sixth in the nation in the final UPI Coaches poll. The
two schools played in 1977 and 1979, but not 1978.

Horace Grant & Jerian Grant: The biggest common
denominator between Clemson and Notre Dame outside
of football took place in basketball. Horace Grant was
the MVP of the ACC in 1986-87, the only time a Clem-
son basketball player has been MVP of the ACC. His
nephew, Jerian Grant, was the MVP of the ACC Tourna-
ment and led the Irish to the ACC Championship in
2015. He is the only Notre Dame player to be MVP of
a postseason conference tournament. Horace and his
twin brother, Harvey Grant, Jerian’s dad, who also went
to Clemson, were in Greensboro for that ACC Tourna-
ment to witness it.

Notre Dame 21, Clemson 17
Nov. 12, 1977 at Memorial Stadium
Game Notes

- Clemson was 7-1-1 and ranked 15th in the na-
tion entering the game while Notre Dame was 7-1 and
ranked fifth. It would be the first meeting of top 15
teams in the history of Memorial Stadium. Clemson had
not been to a bowl game in 18 years and first year head
coach Charley Pell had brought renewed enthusiasm to
the program.

- The day would see arguably the greatest collection
of players on the Memorial Stadium turf in the history of
the facility. A look back at the rosters of the two teams
shows that 36 players went on to play in the NFL that
combined to collect 14 Super Bowl rings. Seven play-
ers between the two teams would be first-round draft
choices and 18 players would go on to be selected as
All-Americans by the end of their careers.

Nineteen of Notre Dame’s 22 starters were eventu-
ally drafted by the NFL, which does not include Vagas
Ferguson, who was Notre Dame’s top rusher that day
but came off the bench following senior Terry Eurick.
Nine of Clemson’s 22 starters would go on to play at
least five years in the NFL, more NFL five-year vets than
Notre Dame had among its starters.

- The list of players from Clemson included offen-
sive linemen Joe Bostic and Jeff Bostic, who went on

to play a combined 24 years and 316 games in the
NFL. Clemson Ring of Honor inductees Steve Fuller and
Jerry Butler were keys to the Clemson offense. Fuller
won a Super Bowl Championship ring with the Chicago
Bears and Butler went on to a Pro Bowl career with the
Buffalo Bills. Dwight Clark was the “other” Clemson re-
ceiver. He had his number retired by the San Francisco
49ers and is the only former Clemson player to be the
MVP of the NFL (1982).

- Notre Dame featured tight end Ken MacAfee and
defensive end Ross Browner, who are now in the Col-
lege Football Hall of Fame, All-American linebacker
Bob Golic and junior quarterback Joe Montana.

- The media interest in the game was like no other at
Clemson at the time and is topped only by the Bowden
Bowl of 1999 when Clemson played host to college
football’s first Division | meeting of father and son head
coaches. Forty-five different newspapers had media
covering the 1977 Clemson vs. Notre Dame game, in-
cluding the New York Times, Chicago Tribune, Dallas
Morning News, Philadelphia Inquirer. Neither ESPN
nor USA Today had started at the time. Thirteen scouts
from eight different bowls attended.

- Notre Dame was ranked fifth in both polls entering
this game, but had a loss on its resume at Mississippi in
the second game of the year. But the Irish were on a hot
streak coming to Death Valley having beaten then fifth-
ranked Southern Cal, 49-19, and Georgia Tech, 69-13,
over the last two games. Tech’s loss was its worst since
a 73-0 loss to Clemson and head coach John Heisman
in 1903.

- Despite the loss, Clemson gained more national
respect for its overall program than any of its previous
seven victories. The national media was impressed with
Clemson'’s ability to compete with the team that would
go on to win the national championship. The following
Tuesday when the polls came out, Clemson remained
No. 15 in the nation, still the only time in school history
Clemson has lost a game but did not drop in the polls.

- Ross Browner had four tackles for loss in the game
for Notre Dame, the Clemson opponent record in Me-
morial Stadium until Jadeveon Clowney broke it for
South Carolina in 2012 with 4.5.

- This was the only close game Notre Dame had over
its last eight games. Notre Dame beat Clemson by four
and the other seven opponents by an average of 36.7
points a game, including previous No. 1 Texas, 38-10
in the Cotton Bowl.

- The 1977 game also had a positive effect on Clem-
son’s recruiting. Terry Kinard and Jeff Davis, who are
now both in the College Football Hall of Fame, were on
official visits for that game, as was future All-American
Perry Tuttle. It is the only signee class for an ACC pro-
gram that brought in two future College Football Hall
of Famer.

Game Summary

Clemson held a 10-7 lead at intermission and the
lead could have been larger. The Tigers held a 213-101
advantage in total offense and Fuller was on fire in the
first 30 minutes, hitting 9-12 passes for 124 yards.
Montana was held to 3-9 passing for 53 yards by the
Clemson defense by intermission.

The third period was more Clemson. On the Tigers
first possession, Fuller hit Warren Ratchford for a 35-
yard completion. Four plays later Lester Brown scored
around left end from two yards out, a play that drew the
ire of Notre Dame coach Dan Devine because an official
had gotten in the way of Notre Dame defensive back
Ted Burgmeier as he was trying to make the tackle.

It was still 17-7 Clemson entering the fourth period
when Montana led Notre Dame on one of his famous
comebacks. On the last drive of the third period, which
continued into the fourth, Montana led the Irish on a
drive that actually gained 119 yards in total offense.

Devine picked up an unsportsmanlike conduct pen-
alty when he went on the field and picked up a flag

that negated a 30-yard run by Vagas Ferguson. It set up
a second-and-31, but Montana overcame his coach’s
tirade, hitting MacAfee for 27 yards then 16 yards on
fourth-and-two. Montana finished off the drive with a
one-yard run to make it 17-14.

After a Clemson turnover, Notre Dame got the ball
back at midfield. Montana had been saving a screen
pass for a special occasion and he connected with Fer-
guson for 36 yards, bringing the ball to the Clemson
14. Montana scored later in the possession to make the
count 21-17, Irish.

Clemson, who was going for its 100th all-time vic-
tory in Memorial Stadium, had two more possessions,
but the Tigers could not get a first down and the Fight-
ing Irish had escaped Death Valley with the four-point
win, keeping alive Notre Dame’s hopes for a National
Championship.

He won the
2018 Burlsworth Trophy, which honored the nation's
top college player who started his career as a walk-on.
Against Syracuse, Renfrow became only the 10th
player in school history to record 150 career receptions.
During the contest, he also surpassed Perry Tuttle for
ninth on the team's career receptions list. Tuttle and
Renfrow will always be linked in Clemson lore as the
recipients of game-winning touchdown passes to secure
the program's national championships in 1981 and
2016, respectively.

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Since the program's inception in 1896, Clemson's
strong coaching heritage across the 123 seasons of
Clemson football dates to the early 1900s, when John
Heisman led the program. Jess Neely, Frank Howard
and Danny Ford continued the winning and joined Heis-
man in the College Football Hall of Fame.

Dabo Swinney has been at Clemson for just 11 years
as head coach (10 in a full-time capacity), but he ce-
mented himself as a coaching legend when he led the
Tigers to the 2016 national championship, the second
in school history (1981).

Swinney's Clemson legacy and his reputation as one
of the game's premier leaders was only further solidified
by another exemplary campaign in 2018. Entering the
College Football Playoff Semifinal at the Goodyear Cot-
ton Bowl Classic, Swinney's Tigers are 13-0 for only the
second time in school history (2015) and are a victory
away from matching the school record for wins (14 in
2015 and 2016).

The 2018 season was historic for Clemson in a num-
ber of capacities. Citing the team as his most experi-
enced and senior-laden in his tenure in Clemson, Swin-

ney and his staff deftly integrated a string of impact
newcomers to his established corps of contributors.
Four games into the season, he entrusted the starting
quarterback position to true freshman Trevor Lawrence,
who won ACC Rookie of the Year in helping Clemson
win his nine starts by an average margin of 34 points
per game, all in ACC regular season or postseason play.
Swinney's decision to transition to the freshman helped
him earn the Woody Hayes Award from the Touchdown
Club of Columbus and collect his second career ACC
Coach of the Year selection. He is also a finalist for the
2018 Eddie Robinson Coach of the Year award from the
FWAA and a semifinalist for the 2018 George Munger
Award from the Maxwell Football Club.

Clemson's 2018 squad secured the program's 18th
all-time ACC championship (its 24th overall in any
conference) in program history. In doing so, Swin-
ney's Tigers became the first program ever to win four
consecutive outright ACC titles, winning four straight
crowns from 2015-18 to become the first Power Five
program to win four consecutive conference champi-
onship games since the 1993-96 Florida Gators. The

group also won Clemson's 100th game of the decade,
marking Clemson's first time reaching the century mark
in any decade and making the Tigers only the third pro-
gram to 100 wins in the 2010s.

In 2017, the Tigers maintained their elite status a
year after the 2016 national championship despite hav-
ing only six scholarship seniors and losing most of their
offensive firepower from 2016. The 2017 season might
have been some of Swinney's finest work, as he was
named a finalist for the AP, Bear Bryant, Bobby Dodd,
Eddie Robinson and George Munger Coach-of-the-Year
Awards.

Offensively, Swinney had to replace players who ac-
counted for 77 percent of the offense during the 2016
national championship season.

While Clemson was ranked No. 5 in the preseason
AP poll, few expected the Tigers to be ranked No. 1
in both polls and the College Football Playoff ranking
entering the bowl season. In fact, Clemson was not even
the preseason choice to win the ACC Atlantic Division.
But the Tigers won that title for the third year in a row
(a first for the program since 1986-88).
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Despite the setback in the Sugar Bowl to the eventual
national champion, Alabama, Clemson finished ranked

Clemson's shutout bid was denied with just over a
minute remaining in the game, when Furman scored
on a 16-yard touchdown pass from quarterback Darren
Grainger to Ryan Deluca.

Clemson kicker Greg Huegel recorded 11 points in
his return from a knee injury, connecting on two field
goals (including a career-high-tying 49-yarder) and five
of the team's six PATs on the day.

Texas A&M still got on the board first, when kicker
Daniel LaCamera hit a 40-yarder to give his squad a
3-0 lead 10 minutes into the game. However, the Tigers
answered on the ensuing drive, with Bryant scoring on
a one-yard run.

Clemson upped its lead to 14-3 with less than a
minute gone in the second quarter, when Tee Higgins
hauled in a 64-yard touchdown pass from Trevor Law-
rence on the freshman quarterback’s first play of the
night behind center. The Clemson defense blocked a
Texas A&M 50-yard field goal attempt with just over
five minutes left in the first half to take a 14-3 lead
into the break.

Clemson led 21-6 following an eight-yard Bryant
scoring pass to Diondre Overton, but the teams traded
touchdowns to enter the fourth quarter at 28-13 in fa-
vor of Clemson. The rest of the game saw Texas A&M
bookend the fourth quarter with a pair of touchdowns,
with the latter one coming with just 46 seconds remain-
ing in the matchup and cutting the Clemson lead to just
two points. However, safety K'Von Wallace intercepted
the Aggie two-point conversion attempt and wide re-
ceiver Hunter Renfrow recovered an onside kick at-
tempt to secure the 28-26 victory in front of the largest
crowd ever to witness a game in Clemson history.
