The Wright State men’s basketball team reached the Championship game of 
the Horizon League Tournament for the second straight year but came away 
with a 77-66 loss to Northern Kentucky Tuesday night at Little Caesars Arena 
in Detroit. 

Three Raiders led the way Tuesday night against the Norse as Bill Wampler 
collected 16 points with 15 points each from Mark Hughes and Cole Gentry.  
Loudon Love ended with nine points, six rebounds and four blocks while Alan 
Vest grabbed seven boards.  

Wampler was named to the All-Tournament Team.

First Half
NKU took the tip and the first attempt, but it was a Love layup from a Hughes 
pass that dented the scoreboard first. NKU continued the strong play and solid 
shooting to lead 38-21 at 3:59.  Two straight hustle baskets by the Raiders 
caused an NKU timeout at 2:26 as WSU cut the gap to 40-28.  The Raiders cut 
the lead to ten at 44-34 on a long three-pointer by Cole Gentry late in the pe-
riod.  In the final four minutes, WSU outscored the Norse 13-6. Love and Gentry 
each had eight points in the first 20 minutes with WSU shooting 44% from the 
field.

Second Half
Wright State cut it to nine early but NKU bounced back to go up 50-35 in the 
first two minutes.  The Raiders outscored the Norse 18-9 to end the game.  In 
the final 20 minutes, Wampler had 11 points while Hughes collected 10 points.

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Head Coach Scott Nagy--2018 & 2019 Coach of the Year
Scott Nagy enters his third season at the helm after being named the ninth head coach 

in the history of the Wright State men’s basketball program on April 4, 2016.

His first season with the Raiders saw many successes and improvements that will act as 
a base for the future.  Wright State posted 20 regular-season wins for the first time since 
2008, including  the title of the Men vs Breast Cancer Classic and finished with a 115 RPI.  
Also, WSU had a player named first-team All League for the first time since 2011 as Mark 
Alstork was honored by the Horizon League.

Year two in 2018, Nagy guided the Raiders to their first NCAA Tournament appearance 
since 2007 as senior Grant Benzinger was named to the the Horizon League’s first team, 
freshman Loudon Love to the second team and Newcomer of the Year and junior Mark 
Hughes to the All-Defensive Team.  For his and the team’s efforts, Nagy was named the 
League and the NABC District Coach of the Year as WSU posted a 25-10, 14-4 record.

His third season has seen similar success as the Raider won the Horizon League co-
Championship.  With Nagy picking up his second straight Coach of the Year honor, WSU 
placed Love on the first team, Bill Wampler on second, Malachi Smith on the Freshman 
Team, and Hughes and Parker Ernsthausen on the Defensive Team.

Nagy (NAY-ghee) came to Wright State after 21 seasons at South Dakota State.  During that time, he guided the 
school from Division II to Division I and compiled an overall record of 410-240 (.631).  Since joining the Summit League 
in 2007, Nagy’s teams went 175-119 (.595), earning berths in the NCAA tournament in 2012, 2013 and 2016, an NIT 
berth in 2015, and playing in the College Basketball Invitational (CBI) post-season tournament in 2014.

In his final season at SDSU, he led the Jackrabbits to a 26-8 record, winning the Summit League regular season and 
post-season tournament championships.  They fell to Maryland 79-74 in the first round of the NCAA tournament.  It 
marked their third Summit League championship in five years.

Nagy and his staff recruited and developed several all-league, academic all-league and all-newcomer team members 
during his time at SDSU.  Perhaps his best known player was Nate Wolters, who garnered a host of honors, including 
being named Third Team All-America as a senior in 2013.  He was drafted in the second round by the Milwaukee Bucks.

After a transition to Division I that began in 2004, Nagy’s teams began to hit their stride in 2010. Those six years 
produced a .693 winning percentage, three Summit League regular season and post-season tournament championships, 
multiple wins against Power 5 teams, and the program’s first post-season win against Colorado State in the 2014 NIT.

After graduating, Nagy joined the staff at the University of Illinois under hall of fame coach Lou Henson. In his two 
seasons on staff the Illini advanced to the NCAA tournament both years, including a trip to the Final Four in 1989.  He 
also got to coach alongside his dad, Dick, who was a longtime assistant under Henson.

Nagy and his wife Jamie have five children:  Nick, Tyler, Anthony “AJ”, Natalie, and Naika.

First Season
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Giles Earned his Stripes

Wright State basketball senior guard Adam Giles might not have been a familiar face during games, but he could be the best for the 
Raiders when it comes to his grit.
 
For any walk-on athlete, one of the biggest challenges can be finding your purpose on the team and having a thick-skin to stay mo-
tivated to remain there. For Giles, who started out as a practice player for the WSU women's basketball team his freshman year and 
wasn't rooming with any of his teammates during his first season as a sophomore, the answer is simple to why he stayed.
 
"Now I live with Loudon (Love), Bill (Wampler) and Cole (Gentry). Making those friends and the relationships with the team and 
coaching staff has been a great experience," Giles said. "That's what has kept me around."
 
The purpose Giles has for the Raiders is something that often goes overlooked in collegiate basketball since players in his position 
are not seen during game action much.
 
As part of his role, he defends the 6-9, 280-pound unmovable object in Love during practice. Giles is listed at 6-3, 205 pounds.
 
"I have to be ready to go everyday in practice. When we go out for games people don't know that I play with Loudon everyday, 
and he is the biggest and toughest guy out there," Giles said. "Those guys do their job during game time, and we do ours during 
practice."
 
"Adam is a hard hat and lunch pail kind of guy. He comes to practice every day ready to work. He is pound for pound the strongest 
guy on our team," WSU head coach Scott Nagy said. "He has a tough task each day of muscling up against Loudon but he manages 
to hold his own.
 
"He is in a role on our basketball team that gets none of the glory. I just appreciate his willingness to always show up and do what is 
best for the team even though he receives little recognition."
 
Playing football at Miamisburg in high school has likely been a reason behind his attitude that would fit with the "rub some dirt on 
it" line once used in a MasterCard ad with Peyton Manning.
 
When asked if there have been any notable moments during his sparring sessions with Loudon down low in practice, Giles chuck-
led and told a story that was probably one of the main topics of discussion at the family dinner table this past Thanksgiving.
 
"The day before Thanksgiving I got a bloody lip to start practice, and about 15 minutes later I got the other lip bloody. Later that 
practice I got a black eye," Giles said. "So I showed up to Thanksgiving with my family with a black eye and fat lip. They asked, 'Did 
you get in a fight?' I said, 'No, I was just guarding Loudon.'"
 
Giles certainly has acumen for athletics in his genes. His mother Julie played basketball, volleyball and softball in high school, and 
his dad Gary played baseball. He added that his brother John had a successful high school basketball career at Miamisburg and is 
now the head coach for the freshman team there.
 
Having that family background, though it could be tough at times, was beneficial for the character he has had to display for the 
Raiders.
 
"Sometimes it's hard because they know a lot about sports, and we'll get into little arguments. They'd get on me about how I played 
when I was younger," Giles said. "I wouldn't take it so well, but they knew what they were talking about. It's tough love. Overall it's 
made me a better athlete and better at taking criticism, because you've got to be able to do that, especially at this level."
 
Giles subbed into WSU's NCAA first round tournament game against third seeded Tennessee for two minutes. Though that might 
seem insignificant with the Raiders losing that game 73-47, he says he'll still cherish that moment.
 
"I know not under great circumstances, I got in against Tennessee. That's something I'll remember for the rest of my life," Giles said.
 
In the classroom Giles has put forth just as impressive an effort as on the basketball floor. The supply chain management major has 
been honored for having a GPA that exceeds 3.2. He has already accepted a civilian job at Wright Paterson in logistics that will begin 
post graduation.
 
What Giles has meant to the WSU program has not been lost in Nagy's eyes, which led to what was done for him this season.
 
"We were honored to award Adam a scholarship for his senior season. It was a tremendous moment where we invited his family 
after practice into our locker room as he was presented," Nagy said. "He earned the scholarship by doing everything we ask him to 
do at a high level both on and off the court."
 
For a player willing to get a black eye for his team, that was a fitting sendoff for Giles.
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Vest Saves Best for Last

It has been a long road for Wright State basketball guard and Chaminade-Julienne product Alan Vest. The fourth and 
final season appears to be a charm for the senior wearing number four.
 
Over the course of his first three seasons Vest played sparingly, 423 minutes total to be exact. He has already eclipsed 
that this year with 562 so far. The most points he averaged those first three campaigns was 1.5 when he was a fresh-
man. Those stats have shot up in 2018-19 to 4.9 points, fourth on the team in total rebounds with 92 and third in steals 
with 22.
 
Being fully recovered from hip surgery during this past offseason has been one of the reasons for the turnaround he 
added.
 
“I feel like I’m good at what I do now because I had so many of those tough moments,” Vest said. “It might have been a 
little different if things were easier the first three years I was here. The fact that it was a little harder was better for me 
now.
 
“It’s nice that the coaches and my teammates trust me and put me in the position to do that. I’ve put the hours in I feel, 
so it speaks for itself.”
 
“Alan has shown a tremendous amount of dedication to our program. During his first three years he had a limited role,” 
WSU head coach Scott Nagy said. “He continued to show up and never complained and it has all worked out during 
his senior year. We are fortunate to have him playing at the level he has all season.”
 
The Vest name is well documented at WSU. Alan’s father Mark scored 1559 points for the Raiders from 1984-86, and his 
brother Matt starred for the team from 2011-14. His sister Sara was also director of basketball operations two seasons 
for the women’s basketball team.
 
Matt still plays overseas in Germany’s ProA, which is a second-tier league, for the Niners Chemnitz.
 
“He (Matt) is a really good role model to have. I keep in touch with him a lot,” Vest said. “He is more of a mindset guy 
because we both understand how the game of basketball works. But he keeps my mind where it needs to be.”
 
During his first two seasons at WSU Vest admits that the pressure of his family name weighed on him from time to 
time. However that perspective has changed.
 
“I knew that I was signing up for that and actually kind of like going to a school where the Vest name is already re-
spected and appreciated,” Vest said. “My family really stuck with me through everything, and that helped a lot. I’m glad 
to be a Vest.”
 
When the Raiders made their run to the NCAA tournament last season, a pulse of the team was prolific WSU guard 
Grant Benzinger. Vest has taken that baton it seems as he has taken charges from opponents often this year.
 
“When he left I took it upon myself to maybe not do all the scoring he did, but be a leader and the role as the tough 
guy,” Vest said. “I feel like I’ve done that for my team so far.
 
“When I take a charge or make a good play it’s nice, but two seconds later I have my teammates helping me up, the 
fans are cheering me on and the coaches are screaming, ‘Good job.’ That’s what really matters.”
 
“Alan is the epitome of a team player. He thrives in situations where we need a tough play to be made.” Nagy said. “Our 
team can rely on him on the defensive end and he has the ability to step up and make a big shot.”
 
His game isn’t the only thing that has undergone a transformation. Vest’s hairstyle has as well. Last season he sported a 
man-bun, but has switched back to a more traditional medium length haircut with a beard.
 
“I had to test that out to see if I could grow a man-bun. My parents are pretty happy that I cut it off. I’m glad that’s over 
with,” said a chuckling Vest.
 
Something that has remained consistent is Vest’s pre-game beverage of choice.
 
“Right after our shoot around I try to drink as much coffee as possible so I can stay up and engaged during the game,” 
he said.
 
When this season concludes Vest hopes to pursue a career as a financial planner with his financial services degree.
 
After everything that has happened to Vest this season, the best may still be yet to come.
 
“It feels like the climax of a movie. I really like the process that I’ve gone through,” Vest said.
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Smith’s Effort Shows His Competitive Soul

Wright State men’s basketball is in the midst of a key seven out of nine game home stand as they sit at 11-10 overall 
and 5-3 in the Horizon League. It was a victorious outcome by WSU last Thursday night that could have significant 
bearing on a turnaround for the squad after an 8-10 start to the season beforehand.
 
After a sloppy first half defensively, WSU trailed  Youngstown State 38-45. The Raiders were on the brink of digging a 
bigger hole in the HL standings with a possible 2-4 record if they ultimately lost.
 
After WSU head coach Scott Nagy made his frustrations known during halftime, the team banded together and out-
scored the Penguins by 13 in the second half for a 80-74 victory. Freshman guard Malachi Smith helped spur the run 
with 17 points and nine rebounds, while scoring 11 in the final frame.
 
“We were struggling and coach (Nagy) got mad at halftime. He was just upset because he knows what type of team 
we are and the potential we have,” Smith said. “In the locker room, we knew that we had to do this together because 
he is not going to play for us. I felt like we needed that win. It just so happens that I was a spark, but it was a full team 
effort.”
 
“If Malachi wasn’t there, we wouldn’t have won. He was our leading scorer and rebounder, and to have him play like 
that particularly in a game where a lot of our guys didn’t play very well was really important,” Nagy said. “We know he 
is a good player. We were just waiting for something like that to happen, and it did.”
 
Despite feeling his team’s effort wasn’t quite up to par against YSU, Nagy says there was a positive with the result.
 
“Good teams can play poorly sometimes and scratch out a way to win a game,” Nagy said. “That is when you have 
great seasons. We have struggled a little more this year. I’m hoping we’ll turn the corner on the close game deal.”
 
Smith had similar sentiments.
 
“Down the line, we’re going to face more adversity, but we can say we’ve experienced it plenty already. We have a lot 
of upperclassmen on our team, so we should be able to pull those games out.”
 
It was Smith’s strong outing that propelled him to be named HL Freshman of the Week. He credits the improvements 
he has made this season to a heightened level of belief in himself.
 
“I’ve been perfecting my craft every day; I’m more confident out there and know that I deserve to be out there,” Smith 
said.
 
After hearing about the accolade, Smith remained selfless.
 
“I didn’t know, but I felt blessed and honored. I’m not satisfied though,” Smith said. “I want to get better, and I’m not 
going to get too high and think that I’m this great player. I still have work to do and I honestly just want to keep doing 
what I can to help this team.”
 
During the WSU media session Wednesday, another team’s practice was taking place in the practice pavilion and a 
song that played was “All These Things That I’ve Done” by the rock band The Killers. One of the lyrics is “I got soul, but 
I’m not a soldier.”
 
The Raiders might not quite be the soldiers they want to be yet on the court, but they certainly appear to have some 
of the soul they’ll need moving forward with players like Smith stepping up.
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Potter Hopes to Reach Great Heights with Raiders

Wright State freshman guard Skyelar Potter will be lacing up for the first time in a game for the Raiders soon, and he is 
sure to be, well, skying the boards this season.
 
Initially, Potter struggled with shooting when he played for Warren Central in Bowling Green, Ky. His coach William Un-
seld noticed what his strengths were, however, during this time.
 
“I couldn’t hit anything. He (Unseld) realized all I could do was jump and rebound, so that was my main focus,” Potter 
said. “As I progressed through high school, I finally got a jump shot together.”
 
After being counted on to lead his high school team, Potter has been adjusting to his different role at WSU.
 
“Everybody can do what I can do, so I have to adjust and rely on my teammates instead of being the main guy. Now I 
stay back,” Potter said. “If I have an open shot, I’m going to take it. If I don’t, I’ll move the ball and let the vets do the scor-
ing.”
 
WSU assistant coach Clint Sargent has been impressed by what he has seen from Potter so far.
 
“Overall, I think Skyelar’s physicality has stood out the most. He’s not afraid to scrap for loose balls and compete for 
rebounds,” Sargent said. “Like most freshmen, I think the speed of the game has been his biggest adjustment. He has 
done a good job of adjusting to where he can be an assertive and efficient offensive player at the college level.”
 
Potter describes himself as a guard who can get to the rim, and opposing teams should probably watch out when 
he does. When asked about a dunk Potter had in practice last month that he posted on Twitter, his face lit up and he 
already knew that his 360 windmill was being referred to.
 
“I love dunking,” Potter said. “Anytime I have a ball, and people are around, I go and dunk the ball for no reason.”
 
“At the guard spot, he (Potter) is probably the best athlete I’ve had the opportunity to either play with or coach,” Sargent 
said. “Vertically, he is obviously very gifted but also has a great motor to recover and play when he’s tired.”

Though not a basketball player himself, Potter says his father Brad helped through being supportive of his effort while 
he was playing in high school.

“If I was getting frustrated, he told me to get the ball and take over. When I did, it made him proud,” Potter said. “He 
didn’t teach me much, but he was there to push me.”
 
When he started working with his teammates more, Potter says WSU guard Jaylon Hall showed him the ropes.
 
“He’s (Hall) been to the NCAA tournament and knows what it takes to get there,” Potter said.
 
Potter says that WSU head coach Scott Nagy has been dispensing defensive advice to him. Sargent has also had a posi-
tive impact on him.
 
“Coach Sargent has helped me out after practice. He talks to me and asks how I’m doing,” Potter said.
 
After witnessing the Raider’s coronation of a Horizon League title last season, Potter is hoping he can eventually get up 
to the basket on a ladder rather than jumping, with the contribution of his teammates who have been there before.
 
“As we go we’ll grow,” Potter said. “They’ll help me and explain what to do and what not to do. Our goal this year is to 
get there (NCAA tournament) and go deeper than last year.”
 
“Skyelar’s ability to defend and rebound at a high level will be important for our team this year,” Sargent said. “He is 
naturally gifted and has all the tools to be a great player this year and throughout his career here at Wright State.”

When Bill Wampler made his debut for Wright State this season, he was expected to be a defense-stretching 3-point 
specialist who did little else except ignite the offense from outside.

But though he made 87 treys while hitting 37 percent in two seasons at Drake before transferring, the perception of 
the junior wing turned out to be all wrong.

Far from a one-dimensional player, Wampler gives opponents fits by being in perpetual motion with or without the 
ball. He’s still a 3-point threat, but as IUPUI found out in the Horizon League quarterfinals Tuesday, he plays more like 
former Boston Celtics great John Havlicek than current Golden State sharpshooter Klay Thompson.

“The big key about him is not only can he shoot and pass, but he’s a heckuva cutter,” Jaguars coach Jason Gardner 
said. “He does a very good job of reading. If you take your eyes off him one second, he’s cutting. That’s something 
that’s hard to teach.

“It’s almost like passing or shooting or ball-handling — you just have to have a knack for it. He has an unbelievable 
knack for it, whether the ball is on the wing, the top of the key or the post. He finds himself in a lot of positions to 
score.”

Wampler tallied a game-high 18 points, going 7 of 9 from the field, in the 71-56 win . He made four 3’s and three 
other buckets in the lane.

And Gardner’s depiction of him is just what he wants to hear.

“I’ve worked hard at developing my game where I can use the dribble and get to spots where I want to,” Wampler 
said.

If he starts to become stationary, coach Scott Nagy will remind him to quit being a spectator.

“He really presses me about it. Most of the time when he’s yelling at me, it’s because I’m not moving enough,” he said. 
“Every time we get movement, we get good offense.”

His transformation as a player is why he was named to the all-league second team this week, and it actually has made 
up for some deficiencies at times from long range.

He was shooting 40.6 percent from the field and 31.5 on 3’s before detonating for a career-high 29 points in a win 
over Northern Kentucky on Feb. 15 .

He’s made 34 of 64 field goals and 17 of 36 three-pointers in the last six games, helping the Raiders (20-12) surge to a 
share of the conference crown. He’s the team’s second-leading scorer with a 14.8 average.

“He had a tough start, but he figured out how to cut and put the ball on the floor and do those other things,” Nagy 
said. “He got to the free-throw line. Really, he made himself a complete player. We play him out of position defensive-
ly (guarding taller opponents), and he does a great job. He fights.”

Even through some cold stretches — including an 0-for-9 game against Milwaukee — he’s still been encouraged to 
be aggressive on offense.

“He’s really been shooting well of late,” Nagy said. “The last two days of practice (before IUPUI), I walk in the gym and 
hear the music playing, and Bill is in there shooting by himself. He just stays after it.

“He’s put the time in, so we’re telling him to shoot it because he’s earned the right to shoot it.”

After Loudon Love pulled down the rebound with one hand because Northern Kentucky’s Drew McDonald had hooked 
his other arm and was holding it down – after the referee’s whistled a Flagrant 1 foul and the large, revved-up Nutter 
Center crowd cheered wildly and Love responded with a biceps-bulging muscle pose – Parker Ernsthausen knew his 
job was done.

At that very moment—with just 23.5 seconds left and Wright State about to muscle aside NKU, 81-77, for its eighth win 
in nine games and a share of the Horizon League lead with the Norse – Love did look like the Horizon League Player of 
the Year.

But early in the game, the 6-foot-9, 270-pound sophomore center looked nothing like a player worthy of a pedestal.

“I think Loudon would tell you himself,” Raiders coach Scott Nagy said. “Honestly, he did not play great. There were a lot 
of times early in the game where he was just kind of floating around. He didn’t have great focus.”

Raiders guard Bill Wampler – who came off the bench to score a game-high 29 points, including 13 in a row late in the 
first half – agreed: “He was kind of lulling around in the first half.”

Later, Love tried to explain what was going on during the first part of the Horizon League showdown with the Norse:

“Sometimes it just takes a second to adjust. I think I was a little hesitant at first because the last time we played them I 
was in foul trouble in the first half. Then tonight I made my first roll and got a questionable charging foul.”

That came less than three minutes into the game and Love said it bothered him:

“I was kind of worried and it kind of stayed with me through the first half.”

As Love floated, the Raiders failed and with 5:50 left in the half, WSU trailed by 16 points (40-24.)

Wright State needed its big man to rise to the moment, especially on this night as he went up against McDonald, 
whom at 6-foot-8, 250 pounds, is of similar size and came in with much more billing.

For the second straight season, McDonald was picked as the conference’s preseason player of the year. He’s already 
won All Horizon League first team honors two years in a row, has had 12 double doubles this season and over his four-
year career at NKU, he’s scored 1,949 points and grabbed 1,029 rebounds.

It was with all that in mind that Ernsthausen, WSU’s 6-foot-11, fifth-year senior, said he went to work on “Big Lou,” as the 
team calls Love, in a timeout huddle with 2:50 left in the first half:

“I looked at Big Lou and said ‘I need the Player of the Year Big Lou for the rest of the game!’”

Other Raiders tried different tactics.

“I try to push the right buttons for him so I’ll yell and shove him,” Wampler grinned. “That’s the best way for me to get 
him going. I try getting in his face and amping him up as much as I can.”

Nagy admitted: “ I kinda got on him at halftime about it.”

But nobody has Love’s ear like Ernsthausen.

Call him the Big Lou Whisperer.

“He was yellin’ on my free throws at the end, too,” Love laughed. “We went from my redshirt year where he was taking 
a charge from me almost every time I went in there. It’s that kinda deal. We fight each other every day in practice, then 
we go back to what we had tonight. He’s the 4 and I’m the 5 and we just go and it works.”

“Playing him is a great challenge He’s a very good player. Coach Nagy said it earlier this week. He brings a lot of energy 
to the program, to NKU and the fans.”

Love does the same at Wright State and you saw that as joyous Raiders players walked off the court.

That’s when Ernsthausen wrapped an arm around Love’s neck and chatted him up most of the way back to the dressing 
room while giddy WSU fans leaned down from the stands up above, reached out with their hands and showered then 
with cheers.
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“I think he showed why he’s one of the best players in the league and that’s why we need him to continue to play like 
that if we’re going to do what we want to do,” Ernsthausen said. “And I think he’s OK with that. He just needs to be 
reminded sometimes and I’m happy to do it.”

After the game Nagy was happy, too. After he had talked about Love’s momentary lapses, he had glanced at the box 
score and saw the double double, along with a couple of assists, a steal and a blocked shot.

“That tells you how good he is,” Nagy said. “He had 20 and 11 and he didn’t play that well. When Loudon wants to go 
get it, it’s hard to stop him from doing just that.”

With a smile he added: “I wouldn’t trade him.”

And on this night that left us with just one more thing.

As Love huddled with his mom and sister on the edge of the Nutter Center court after the game, you noticed the faint 
moustache above his upper lip and the small, blond thatch of whiskers on is chin.

He admitted he’s trying to grow a goatee, but said his teammates aren’t so quick with the embrace as they are out on 
the court:

“So many people talk bad about it,” he said with a little laugh, then a shrug.

But that was OK.

By the end of this night, everything else people had to say about him was good.

Love played inspired basketball down the stretch and finished with 20 points and 11 rebounds, his 11th double, 
which ties him for 21st in the nation in that category.

When he and McDonald had battled for that late rebound and he snagged it one handed, Love said that muscle pose 
had just been a spur-of-the-moment reaction:

“My teammates energy came through me. Everyone was playing hard and I felt my teammates around me.”

McDonald was whistled for the flagrant foul and that gave Love two free throws – he made one – and WSU also got 
the ball to help seal the game.

McDonald finished with 23 points and nine rebounds, but Love exerted himself down the stretch and that prompted 
Wampler to praise his big man:

“I think he’s the best player in the league.”

Wampler didn’t say that lightly. He knows McDonald well. The two toured Brazil this summer with an Athletes in Ac-
tion team:

“He’s a heck of a good player. It’s hard to pick, but I think Big Lou is probably the best.”

A radio broadcaster asked Love about playing against McDonald, who, he said “ is considered the league’s NBA pros-
pect.”

Love sort of laughed and leaned back in his chair as if to say: ‘Whoa, wait a minute!”

One day Love will almost certainly have a pro career, too, but he quickly caught himself:
