e Clemson defeated Florida State, 70-69 for its third top-
six win (time of the game) over teams in the AP poll on
Feb. 29, and now leads the nation in top six wins. ¢T h e
Tigers have defeated a third-ranked Duke, fifth-ranked
Louisville and sixth-ranked Florida State this season.

e |t is the first time since 1979-80 that Clemson has
beaten three top-6 teams (top six by one of the two polls)
in the same year.

e |tis the first time in program history that Clemson has
recorded three Top-6 AP ranked wins in the same season.
e Thirty-two different teams have recorded 36 top-6 wins
this year. Louisville and Kentucky are the only other teams
with two wins over top-6 teams. There have been 11 top-
