e Clemson has one of the deepest teams during the
Brownell Era this season and will look to play as many as
12 players in most games.

e |n a season opening tournament to start, the Tigers
played as many as 12 in games against Mississippi State
and Purdue.

e Clemson played 14 players in a 37-point win over SC
State (Dec. 2).

e By far the most impressive was playing all 15 rostered
players in a 16-point win over Maryland in the ACC/Big
Ten Challenge (Dec. 9).

e Of the 15 that played, the Tigers had nine different
scorers.

e With utilizing that depth, the Tigers have had 14
different scorers this season.

(86.1).

e The rating is an estimate of the defensive efficiency
(points allowed per 100 possessions) a team would have
against the average D-| offense.

e The Tigers boast the fifth-highest defensive turnover
percentage (29.7), which represents the percentage of
offensive possessions that end with a turnover.

e Clemson ranks 19th in effective field goal percentage
defense (40.8 percent).

e The Tigers have forced 80 turnovers in their first four
contests of the season.

e The last time Clemson has forced at least 80 turnovers
in four-straight games to start a year was 104 to begin the
2009-10 campaign.

e Clemson forced 27 against Presbyterian, 28 at Liberty,
23 against UNCG and 26 against Winthrop.

e Clemson held Maryland to just 15 points in the first half
of its 16-point victory on Dec. 2. Only seven times in the
Brownell Era have the Tigers limited an opponent to 15
points or less in a single half.

e The 15 points scored by Maryland in the first half was
the fewest they have scored in any half of its last , dating
back to Jan. 13, 2013 at Miami (Fla.).
