The TLC factor paid off as three Tigers
were honored with ACC awards: Kobi
Thornton — ACC All-Second Team, Danielle
Edwards — ACC All-Defensive Team, and
Simone Westbrook — ACC All-Defensive
Team. Senior Aliyah Collier also became
the first Tiger to earn a spot on the ACC
All-Tournament Team since 2002.

As the season progressed, the wins began
to accumulate, including a few signature
wins over rv/23 Miami and 21/19 Florida
State. The Tigers tore through ACC play
to finish the conference slate at 9-7 and
in seventh place in the ACC. After winning
just one ACC game the year before,
Clemson’s nine wins under Butler marked
the largest turnaround by a first-year ACC
head coach in conference history. Her
success in her first year in the ACC earned
Butler ACC Coach of the Year on March 6,
two years to the day of her firing at Florida.
It was also her birthday.

Prior to Clemson, Butler spent 10 seasons
at the head of the Florida Gators women’s
basketball program, posting a 190-137
record in that span with eight postseason
berths. She averaged 19.0 wins per
season in her 10 years at Florida and was
responsible for six of the program’s 15
total 20-win seasons.

Butler's mentorship led to 10 All-SEC
selections and eight All-SEC Freshman
Team honorees during her 10 years at
Florida. Following the spectacular 2008-09
season, Sha Brooks received WBCA and AP
All-America Honorable Mention status. As
a coach, Butler was a United States Marine
Corps/WBCA NCAA Division | National
Coach of the Year finalist in 2016.

Butler began her head coaching career at
Charlotte, where the 49ers posted a 40-22
record in two seasons. She led the 49ers
to two WNIT berths and the team’s first-
ever share of the Atlantic 10 Conference
regular-season championship. In her debut
season, Butler's team posted a 21-9 mark
and a WNIT appearance, earning her

Atlantic 10 Coach of the Year honors.

After graduating from Florida in 1994,
Butler transitioned into an assistant coach
role with the team under then-Florida
coach Carol Ross. In two seasons as an
assistant coach, Butler mentored the team
to two NCAA Tournament berths, including
an Elite Eight appearance.

She spent the next phase of her coaching
career as an assistant coach at Austin
Peay State University before joining the
Charlotte women’s basketball staff as an
assistant coach. Butler earned a promotion
to associate head coach following the
2002-03 season and continued her
success in recruiting, bringing to Charlotte
four All-Atlantic 10 selections, four
Conference USA All-Freshman team
members and one All-Conference USA
honoree. The following season, Butler
received the nod as head coach of the
49ers.

A native of Mt. Juliet, Tenn., Butler enjoyed
a stellar prep career at Mt. Juliet High
School, where she tallied over 1,400
points. Butler went on to a standout playing
career at the University of Florida. During
her junior and senior seasons, she led the
Gators to the first two NCAA Tournament
appearances in program history.

A three-time member of the SEC Academic
Honor Roll, she was voted a finalist on the

CoSIDA Academic All-America District
Team. Butler completed her Gator career
ranked second on the program’s all-time
assists list with 401. During her tenure
with the Gators, Butler helped the team to
73 victories and 21 SEC wins, in addition
to serving as captain during her senior
season.

Butler earned a bachelor’s degree in
exercise and sports science from the
University of Florida ("95) and a master’s
in 1997.

Assistant Coach e Third Season e Michigan (‘94)

Shimmy Gray-Miller joined the Clemson women’s basketball staff in April of 2018 as an assistant coach.

With 20 years of coaching experience, Gray-Miller has spent time at all five of the Power Five conferences.
During her career, she has helped her teams to nine NCAA Tournament appearances including one Sweet 16
appearance. Most recently, prior to Clemson, Gray-Miller spent a season as an assistant coach and interim head
coach at Texas Tech.

Gray-Miller worked with Coach Butler at the University of Florida from 2015-2017 as assistant coach and
recruiting coordinator. She helped pull in a top 25 class in 2017 after the Gators reached the second round of
the NCAA Tournament in 2016.

She primarily oversaw the development of the post players at Florida, coaching senior Ronni Williams (2016-17), a First Team All-SEC selection by the
coaches and the media. Williams led the SEC in scoring and received a WBCA All-American Team Honorable Mention.

Prior to her time at Florida, Gray-Miller served as assistant coach at the University of Nebraska from 2012-15. The team earned an NCAA Tournament
berth in all three seasons with a Sweet 16 appearance in 2012-13. Thanks to her recruiting efforts, Nebraska was ranked the No. 8 and No. 9 November
signing classes in 2014 and 2013, respectively.

Gray-Miller coached Nebraska standout Jordan Hooper to first team All-America status and a No. 10 all-time rebounding mark in Big Ten history (1,110
career rebounds). Hooper was a two-time All-Big Ten choice and the 2014 Big Ten Player of the Year.

The longest tenure for Gray-Miller came from 2005-12 when she headed up the Saint Louis University women’s basketball program. While in the Lou,
Gray-Miller coached seven All-A-10 recipients and a pair of CoSIDA Academic All-Americans.

Previous stops for Gray-Miller include two years as an assistant coach at the University of Arizona (2003-05) and three years at the University of Washing-
ton (2000-03) in the same position. In those five seasons, she coached two Pac-10 Champions and helped the teams to two NCAA Tournament berths,
each.

Gray-Miller is a 1994 graduate of the University of Michigan with a degree in sociology. The three-time letterwinner at Michigan served as a team captain

during the 1993-94 season and won the Bob Ufer Quarterback Club Award for leadership and dedication. Gray-Miller played professionally for Olivais
Futebol Clube, a first-division club team in Coimbra, Portugal.

JOY SMITH

Assistant Coach ® Third Season ® Duke (‘10)

Joy Smith (neé Cheek) joined the Clemson women’s basketball staff in May of 2018 as an assistant coach and
also serves as Clemson'’s recruiting coordinator.

Smith works mainly with the forwards at Clemson, guiding Kobi Thornton to All-ACC honors in 2018-19 and
Amari Robinson to All-ACC Freshman Team honors in 2019-20.

In 2018, while serving as an assistant coach and recruiting coordinator at Vanderbilt, Smith was named as one
of the Women’s Basketball Coaches Association’s Thirty Under 30. The award is given to 30 of the up-and-com-
ing women’s basketball coaches age 30 and under across all levels of the sport.

Before her time at Vanderbilt, Smith coached at Ohio State, where she spent three seasons as an assistant
coach and recruiting coordinator after two seasons as an assistant and co-recruiting coordinator at her alma mater, Duke. She worked with post players at
Ohio State and Vanderbilt, where she helped Kayla Overbeck earn All-SEC Freshman Team honors.

Smith’s teams have enjoyed extraordinary postseason success, advancing to the Elite 8 in both seasons at Duke, to the second round of the NCAA Tourna-
ment at Ohio State in her second season and the Sweet 16 in 2015-16.

In her role as recruiting coordinator at Ohio State, she helped the Buckeyes land top-25 classes in each of her final two seasons, including a top-5 class
in 2015-16. While in Columbus, she coached post players, mentoring Shayla Cooper who was drafted in the WNBA.

Smith served as a White House intern after graduating from Duke in the summer of 2009, working in the Office of the Vice President and Economic Poli-
cy. Smith was also a member of the ACC Honor Roll during her career at Duke.

On the court, she was a four-year letterwinner for the Blue Devils, scoring more than 1,000 career points. Smith was drafted by the WNBA's Indiana Fever

with the 35th overall selection in the 2010 draft. She also played professionally in Leszno, Poland and had a brief stint with the WNBA’'s Washington
Mystics.

Daniel Barber is entering his third season at Clemson after rounding out Amanda Butler’s staff in the summer
of 2018.

In May of 2019, after his first season at Clemson, Barber was named as one of the Women'’s Basketball
Coaches Association’s Thirty Under 30. The award is given to 30 of the up-and-coming women'’s basketball
coaches age 30 and under across all levels of the sport.

In his first season as the guards coach at Clemson, Barber was instrumental in the development of a scrappy
backcourt, placing two guards, Simone Westbrook and Danielle Edwards, on the Atlantic Coast Conference
All-Defensive Team.

Barber was another familiar face from Coach Butler’s time at Florida. A 2012 graduate from the University of Florida, Barber served as the head manager
for women'’s basketball from 2011-12 and then went on to work as a graduate assistant while earning a Master’s Degree in Leadership Development.

Barber assisted Butler and her staff in scouting reports, player development and team travel. He was also responsible for conducting individual summer
workouts with the team.

Following his time at Florida, Barber spent the 2013-14 season as an assistant coach at UNC Asheville, working primarily with the Bulldog guards. He
assisted in recruiting, scouting, team academics and team-building activities, as well.

Prior to Clemson, Barber served as an assistant coach at Stetson from 2014-2018. The Hatters found their way to three postseason appearances and
three 20+ win seasons during Barber’s time with the team, including the program'’s first-ever ASUN regular season championship in 2016-17.

While working with the guards, Barber helped coach ASUN Player of the Year Brianti Saunders and ASUN Freshman of the Year McKenna Beach. Saun-
ders finished her career as Stetson’s all-time leading scorer with 1,975 points.

Barber was married to the former Robyn Jones in the summer of 2017.

JOI WILLIAMS

Director of Quality Control ® Second Season

Joi Williams is entering her second season as the Director of Quality Control on Amanda Butler’s Clemson staff.

Williams has over 20 years of overall coaching experience, including 13 years of Division | head coaching
experience, under her belt and spent time as an assistant coach for the WNBA's San Antonio Stars (now the Las
Vegas Aces) prior to joining the staff at Clemson.

Williams spent nine years as the head coach at UCF and finished as the program’s winningest head coach (114
wins). She guided the Knights to two conference championships and two NCAA Tournament appearances.

Williams has also worked with USA Basketball. She served a four-year term with the USA Junior National Team
Committee, helping select coaches and athletes for USA Basketball’s college-aged competitions. In the summer
of 2010, Williams served as an assistant coach of the USA Basketball Women’s U-18 National Team and helped lead the squad to the gold medal at the
FIBA Americas U-18 Championship for Women.

She reprised that role with USA Basketball in the summer of 2011 as an assistant coach with the national team at the U-19 World Championships in
Chile. Williams and the US defeated Spain to once again take home the gold medal for the second straight summer.

Williams came to UCF after four seasons as the head coach at Murray State (2003-04 to 2006-07), where she helped the Racers to a WNIT berth and
the program’s first 20-win season in 18 years. The Racers had a 54-61 overall record in her time rebuilding Murray State. In her final campaign with the
Racers in 2006-07, Williams led Murray State to a 21-10 mark and a trip to the WNIT. The WNIT berth marked only the second postseason appearance in
Murray State history. The Racers also advanced to the Ohio Valley Conference (OVC) Championship title game. Murray State finished the campaign among
the national leaders in several statistical categories, including free-throw percentage, field-goal percentage and scoring offense.

Williams spent the 2002-03 season as the recruiting coordinator at Clemson. Prior to Clemson, Williams was the assistant coach and recruiting coordina-
tor at the University of Florida for 12 seasons (1990-91 to 2001-02). During her tenure, the Gators participated in nine NCAA Tournaments and tallied a
247-121 overall record (.671 winning percentage). Williams helped attract five All-America selections to Florida, and nine standouts who were recruited
by and played under Williams were selected in the WNBA Draft. The list of WNBA draftees includes DelLisha Milton-Jones, who was the 1997 Southeast-
ern Conference Player of the Year, the first UF player ever selected to the Kodak All-America First Team and a member of the gold-medalist 2000 and
2008 U.S. Olympic basketball teams. Milton-Jones also earned gold medals with the 1998 and 2002 USA World Championship teams.

Born and raised in Jacksonville, Williams played on the collegiate level at the University of South Florida from 1984-88. She was a four-year starting point
guard and currently ranks among USF’s career assist leaders. She earned a bachelor’s degree in marketing from USF in 1988.

== Clemson Women's Basketball
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After a historic 2018-19 season, Clemson women’s basketball opened the year picked to finish in the top half of the ACC
and senior Kobi Thornton was Clemson'’s first preseason all-conference selection since 2014. However, with eight new faces
and the departure of all-conference guards Simone Westbrook and Danielle Edwards, the Tigers had a lot to overcome.

Clemson won eight games in 2019-20, but Amanda Butler and company laid a solid foundation for success in years to
come. Of the top five scorers, four were playing in their first games in a Clemson uniform (two freshmen, two transfers).
The same can be said for four of the top five rebounders (two freshmen, two transfers). Clemson started two true freshmen
during the season, as well as three transfers in their first year of eligibility for the Tigers.

Senior Kobi Thornton led the Tigers in scoring in her final season, averaging 13.1 points on the year. She finished with two
double-doubles, 22 double-figure scoring games, four 20+ point games and ranked #7 in the ACC in field-goal percentage.
Thornton became just the second player in Clemson basketball history to finish her career with at least 1400 points, 700
rebounds and 100 blocks. The other? Clemson/ACC legend Barbara Kennedy-Dixon.

One of the top moments of the year came in the final game of the 2019 calendar year — a 71-55 thrashing of Notre Dame
on December 29. Thornton tallied 23 points in 30 minutes of play, but the story of the evening was redshirt junior Kendall
Spray’s 24-point explosion. Spray finished this game with eight 3s, tying Kelly Gramlich’s school record set back in 2013.
Clemson led by as many as 28 in the first half and became the first ACC opponent to defeat the Fighting Irish on their
home floor in conference play, snapping a 58-game ACC home winning streak.

Arguably the biggest win of the season came inside Littlejohn Coliseum on January 19, when Clemson downed Duke for the
first time since the 2000-2001 season. The Tigers led from start to finish and used clutch performances from freshman
Amari Robinson (8-10 FTs) and Spray (16 points, 12 rebounds) to end the Blue Devils’ 23-game winning streak against the
Tigers.

Thornton turned in her best performance of the year in Clemson’s final win of the season — a 71-56 revenge win over the
Miami Hurricanes. She finished 12-16 from the floor, including a three, for a career-high 27 points, while pulling down sev-
en rebounds. Clemson’s defense held Miami to just 4-25 shooting from beyond the arc, including 0-6 in the third quarter,
while the Tigers' offense was on fire, shooting .509 from the floor for the game.

Senior Kobi Thornton was drafted by the Atlanta Dream in the WNBA draft.
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A bright spot for the Tigers in 2019-20 was the emergence
of freshman Amari Robinson. Robinson, a 6-0 guard from
Douglasville, Ga., appeared in 30 of Clemson’s 31 games
last season, making 29 starts. She finished second on the
team in scoring (10.7) and field goal percentage (.457),
while leading the Tigers in rebounding (6.0). Robinson
turned in two huge performances in back-to-back games in
January, when Clemson downed Pitt and Duke in consecu-
tive games. Against the Panthers, Robinson finished 4-0f-8
from the floor and 12-0f-13 from the free throw line to help
the Tigers down Pitt in overtime. Three days later, she added
16 points (8-10 FTs) against the Blue Devils to lead the
Tigers to victory. Following those performances, Robinson
was named the ACC Freshman of the Week and was tabbed
as Clemson'’s first-ever USBWA Tamika Catchings National
Freshman of the Week.

Spray provided another spark for the Tigers in her first year
of eligibility after transferring to Clemson from UT Martin.
She appeared in 30 of 31 games on the year (all starts) and
finished third in scoring (10.3). Spray knocked down 80
threes this season, a Clemson single-season record. She hit
at least one three in 26 games and recorded her first-career
double-double (16 points, 12 rebounds) against Duke.

Destiny Thomas stepped up for the Tigers in 2019-20, as
well, becoming the primary point guard. Thomas started
28 games and turned in 95 assists on the year, includ-
ing a career-high 12 assists in the win over Notre Dame.
Freshman Hannah Hank started 25 games at center, while
transfer Nique Cherry provided a rebounding advantage

off the bench. Transfer Shania Meertens shared the point
guard role with Thomas and looks to improve on her game in
2020-21.

The Tigers lose just two seniors from the 2019-20 squad
(Thornton and Chyna Cotton) and gain a transfer in Delicia
Washington, the 2016-17 SEC Freshman of the Year. Butler
also added five-star guard Gabby Elliott as part of the 2019
signing class, so the future is bright for 2020-21.

March 17, 1990

Clemson played in the inaugural NCAA Tourna-
ment. The Tigers lost to Penn State at Univer-
sity Park, PA. This was the first women’s NCAA
Tournament game ever played.

Barbara Kennedy played in her last game as a
Lady Tiger and scored 43 points against Penn
State in a first-round NCAA loss at University
Park, PA. Kennedy completed her career with
3,113 points and 1,252 rebounds. The 43
points against Penn State is still the third most
points scored in an NCAA Tournament game.
Kennedy also led the nation in scoring with a
29.3 ppg. average for the 1981-82 season. She
has the honor of scoring the first points in the
history of the women’s NCAA Tournament.

March 19, 1988

James Madison defeated Clemson, 70-63, in
the second round of the NCAA tournament at
Harrisonburg, VA.

March 18, 1989Clemson defeated Georgia, 78-65,
in the second round of the NCAA tournament at
Clemson, SC. The Lady Bulldogs were ranked
number 10 in the country.

March 23, 1989 Auburn

| PAST COACHES

Mary King
1975-1976

Mary Kennerty King served
as the first head coach of the
Clemson women’s basketball
and women’s tennis teams after
Athletic Director Bill McLellan
announced that the university
would begin women’s programs
in both for the 1975-76 sea-
son. King earned a Bachelor’s of Arts in secondary educa-
tion from Clemson in 1973.

She spent the next year teaching history and coaching
girls’ basketball at Russell High School in Atlanta, GA
before returning to Clemson as a graduate student. The
women’s basketball team compiled a 14-11 record in its
inaugural season under King, while the women’s tennis
team went 10-6 in its first year.

King continued to coach the tennis team for the next six
years but handed over the reins to the basketball team to
Annie Tribble.

Annie Tribble
1976-1987

Annie Tribble was named the
head coach of the Tiger basket-
ball program on May 28, 1976
and held the position until Feb-
ruary 28, 1987. She compiled
an impressive 200-135 ledger
at Clemson with a 348-147
career record (19 years). Seven
times her teams collected 20 or more victories, and she
guided the Lady Tigers to seven post-season tournaments.

Prior to Clemson, Tribble spent nine seasons at Anderson
Junior College, where she directed the Trojans to three
National Junior College Championships and one runner-up
finish. She won over 82 percent of her games at Anderson,
finishing with a 155-33 record.

Player honors during Tribble’s reign include five All-Ameri-
cans and eight all-conference players. In addition, Tribble
was named the South Carolina Coach-of-the-Year in 1977
and served as the coach of the South Team for the Nation-
al Sports Festival Il games in 1981.

A member of many collegiate steering committees, Tribble
was a guiding force on the United States Olympic Com-
mittee that was instrumental in selecting the 1976 U.S.
Silver Medal team.

Jim Davis
1987-2005

Jim Davis spent 18 seasons
at the helm of the Lady Tiger
basketball program, guiding
Clemson to 355 victories in 552
games. He brought the program
into national prominence and
left as the winningest basketball
coach in Clemson history, men
or women. He led the Lady Tigers to 14 NCAA Tournament
appearances and 11 final national rankings.

Davis is the only Clemson basketball coach to win the ACC
Championship, leading the Lady Tigers to the tournament
title in 1996 and 1999. He finished with 51 wins over top
25 teams, and his teams won at least 20 games in 11 of
his 18 seasons with Clemson.

Under Davis’ direction, 16 former Tigers achieved All-ACC
status. Included in the list was Jessica Barr, the 1994
ACC Player-of-the-Year. Davis coached Itoro Umoh to three
AllI-ACC seasons and former great Chrissy Floyd to four
All-ACC seasons.

Davis also coached two ACC Tournament MVPs in Laura
Cottrell and Umoh. Cottrell claimed the honors in 1996 when
Davis led the Tigers to their first ever ACC Championship.
Umoh was named MVP in 1999 when Davis and the Tigers
claimed their second conference title. Clemson had four

selections to the ACC’s 50-Year Anniversary team in 2002,
and three of the four played under Davis.

In the 2000-01 season, Clemson advanced to the NCAA
Tournament’s second round, and the Tigers finished the
season with a 21-10 record overall. Clemson was ranked
22nd in both the USA Today and Associated Press final polls.
The Tigers also had four wins over top 25 teams. The 1999-
2000 season Clemson finished with a 19-12 record overall
and advanced to the NCAA Tournament’s second round.

The 1998-99 season was a record-breaking year as the Tigers
finished with a 26-6 record overall and the school’s second
ACC Championship in four years. His team also advanced
to the NCAA's Final 16. Clemson was seeded second in the
Mideast Region, the highest seed in the school’s history.
The Tigers also were ranked 10th in the final Associated
Press poll, the highest finish for the Tigers ever in that poll.

During the 1997-98 season, the Tigers set the school record
for most ACC wins (12) in a single season as Clemson
finished with a 25-8 record overall. The Tigers also went
undefeated at home (13-0) for the first time in school history.
The Tigers finished 14th in the Associated Press poll and
21st in the USA Today listing.

In 1996-97, Davis became the school’s winningest
coach. He guided the Tigers to another NCAA Tournament
appearance. The Tigers finished ranked 21st in the
Associated Press poll and 25th in the USA Today listing.

At the 1996 ACC Tournament, Davis led his fourth-seeded
Tigers to the championship with victories over North Carolina,
Virginia, and Duke, the school’s first ACC Championship.

Clemson finished the magical 1995-96 season with a 23-8
record overall, then tied for the second most victories in a
season by a Clemson team. Clemson was seeded third in
the 1996 NCAA Midwest region. The Tigers also finished
14th in the 1996 final Associated Press poll.

In 1991, Davis led the Tigers to the NCAA Tournament’s
Elite Eight, before Clemson lost in the finals of the East
Regional. It was the farthest Clemson ever advanced in a
women’s postseason national tournament.

The Tigers concluded the 1990-91 season with a 22-11
record overall, and ranked 21st in the final Associated Press
poll, and eighth in the final USA Today poll. The eighth-place
ranking is the highest the Tigers have ever been ranked in
any poll at any time.

In 1989 and 1990, the Tigers advanced to the NCAA
Tournament’s Final 16. In 1990, he was named ACC
Coach-of-the-Year, the first of two selections (1994 the
other) for Davis.

In 1987-88, his first year at Clemson, Davis put his stamp
on the Tiger program in unprecedented fashion. In one short
year, he tripled the number of wins of the 1986-87 team by
turninga 7-21 club into a 21-9 squad in 1987-88, the best
turnaround season in the history of the ACC.

Davis became the third women’s basketball coach in
Clemson history on April 1, 1987.

Davis graduated from Tennessee Wesleyan in 1970 with a
B.S. degree in health and physical education. After doing
graduate work at East Tennessee State, he received his
master’'s degree in supervision and administration from
Tennessee Tech in 1975.

In 1996, Davis was inducted into the Tennessee Junior
and Community College Athletic Association (TJCCAA) Hall-
of-Fame. In the fall of 1996, he was inducted into Tiger
Brotherhood and was inducted into the Clemson Athletic
Hall of Fame in the fall of 2008.

Cristy McKinney
2005-2010

Cristy McKinney served as head
coach of the program for five
seasons from 2005-06 until
2009-10. McKinney coached
one of Clemson’s best players
in Lele Hardy.

McKinney coached Hardy to two
All-ACC seasons and two ACC All-Defensive team selections.
Hardy ended her career ranked fifth in Clemson history in
scoring, third in rebounding, and first in steals. Her 398
steals ranked 23rd in NCAA Division-| history when she

ended her career in 2009-10.

McKinney improved on the win totals in three of her five
seasons, and led Clemson to its first home winning mark
in ACC play since the 2002-03 season in 2009-10 when
the Tigers went 4-3 in league play and 9-5 at home overall.

Prior to her time at Clemson, McKinney spent nine seasons
at Rice, where her teams won 20 or more games six times.
McKinney attended NC State where she played under Kay
Yow. McKinney still holds freshman scoring records for the
Wolfpack, and she ended her career with more than 1000
points and 500 rebounds.

Iltoro Coleman
2010-12

Itoro Coleman spent three
seasons as the head coach of the
program. She compiled a career
record of 25-63 as Clemson’s
head coach, and a 10-38 record
in ACC play.

She led Clemson to an historic
win at No. 21 North Carolina, the first signature win as a
head coach, during the 2011-12 season. It was Clemson’s
first win against a ranked team on the road since the 2003-
04 season, and the Tigers held the Heels to their fewest
points in school history at home in the 52-47 win.

Defensively, Coleman’s team took 23 charges in 2011-12,
and set a school record for shot-blocking with 168, which
ranked fourth-best in the nation.

As a player at Clemson, she led the Tigers to a pair of ACC
Tournament championships as the team’s point guard.
Clemson won the conference title her freshman (1995-96)
and her senior years (1998-99). She was the tournament’s
MVP as a senior, in addition to a first-team All-ACC selection.

That same season, she was an honorable mention AP
All-American. She was selected to the ACC’s 50-Year
Anniversary team in 2002, one of just four Clemson players
honored by the conference. Coleman still ranks 11th in
Clemson history in scoring (1,409 points), fourth in games
played (127), second in free throws made, third in assists,
and first in assist-to-turnover ratio (1.73).

Clemson had a record of 93-33 in her four years as a player,
the most wins in Clemson history for a senior class. Her
senior class won the only two ACC Championships in school
history, played in four NCAA Tournaments, including one
Sweet 16 season, and all four of her teams were ranked in
the final top-25, including a final #10 AP rank in 1999.
She was inducted into the Clemson Athletic Hall of Fame
as a player in 2008.

Audra Smith
2012-2018

Audra Smith took over the
Clemson program prior to the
2012-13 season, looking to
revitalize the Tigers. Building
momentum of the seasons,
Smith coached the Tigers to a
15-16 record during her fourth
season at the helm, 11 more
games than Clemson had won the previous year and the
best record since 2003-04.

The Tigers were 11-2 in non-conference play in 2016-17,
the program’s best non-conference record since 2003-04.
The team’s only two non-conference losses came to top-25
teams (No. 6 South Carolina and No. 25 Oregon). The
program went 13-19 in Smith’s first season, 2013-14, and
the 13 wins were the most by the team since 2009-10.

Smith coached a pair of Atlantic Coast Conference Players
of the Week in Nyilah Jamison-Myers (12/17/2012) and
Danielle Edwards (12/28/2015), in addition to five ACC
All-Academic Team honorees.

Before coming to Clemson, Smith served as the head
coach at the University of Alabama-Birmingham for eight
seasons and an assistant coach at her alma mater, Virginia
(1994-2004).
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MARY KING: 1975-76

September 7, 1975

It was officially announced that Clemson would
compete in women'’s basketball as a varsity sport
for the 1975-76 season.

December 6, 1975
Clemson played and won its first game with a 55-
51 win over Davidson at Clemson, SC.

January 10, 1976
Cookie Blackney had a school record 25 rebounds
against South Carolina.

January 17, 1976
The Lady Tigers won their first-ever overtime game
with a 68-66 win over Baptist College.

ANNIE TRIBBLE: 1976-87

May 28, 1976
Annie Tribble was named the first Head Coach of
Clemson Women'’s Basketball.

February 12, 1977
Donna Forester tied the school-record with 25
rebounds in the Columbia College game.

February 26, 1977
Clemson scored a school-record 136 points against
Gardner-Webb.

March 12, 1977

Clemson claimed its first win over a ranked op-
ponent. The Lady Tigers defeated 16th-ranked
Memphis State, 79-72, in the AIAW Region Il
Tournament in Memphis, TN.

December 12, 1977

Donna Forester was 12-12 from the field against
Claflin. The perfect game from the field is a
school record.

January 14, 1978

Clemson won its own Lady Tiger Invitational at
Clemson, SC, with a win over South Carolina, 79-
66, in the championship game.

January 11, 1979

The Lady Tigers won their own Lady Tiger Invi-
tational at Clemson, SC, with a 61-60 win over
East Carolina.

January 17, 1979
Drema Greer had a school-record 17 assists in
the Wake Forest game.

January 23, 1979

Clemson appeared in its first Associated Press
poll. The Lady Tigers were ranked 20th with an
11-5 record.

December 20, 1979

Clemson won the Carolina Christmas Classic
with a 80-77 win over host North Carolina in the
championship game.

January 9, 1980

Clemson defeated Duke, 111-56, in front of 9,000
fans at Littlejohn Coliseum, the largest crowd to
date to see a Lady Tiger home game.

January 12, 1980
Clemson won its own Clemson Lady Tiger Invi-
tational with a 94-74 win over the University of

Mississippi for Women.

February 23, 1980

Clemson won its 100th all-time game
with a 77-69 win over the College of
Charleston.

February 24, 1980
Barbara Kennedy scored a school record
45 points against Claflin.

March 20-22, 1980

The Lady Tigers participated in the
NWIT in Amarillo, TX. Clemson won
one game and lost two in the tourna-
ment.

January 10, 1981

Clemson won its own Lady Tiger In-
vitational at Clemson, SC. The Lady
Tigers defeated Alabama, 79-72 in the
championship game.

February 2, 1981

The Lady Tigers defeated Duke, 67-54,
which made Clemson the regular season
champions of the ACC with a 6-1 league
record.

February, 10, 1981
Clemson defeated second-ranked Old Dominion,
73-64, at Clemson.

February 12-14, 1981The Lady Tigers played host
to the fourth annual ACC Tournament. Clemson
defeated Wake Forest in the opening round and
lost to N.C. State in the semifinals.

March, 26 1981  Clemson finished 20th in the
final Associated Press poll, its first top-20 ranking
in a final poll.

November 28, 1981

Clemson defeated Missouri, 68-52, in the cham-
pionship game of the Wayland Baptist Queens
Classic at Plainview, TX.

December 19, 1982

Clemson won the South Florida Invitational at
Tampa, FL with a 74-59 win over Miami in the
championship game.

February 28, 1982
Maryland defeated Clemson, 93-81, in the cham-
pionship game of the ACC Tournament.

March 12, 1982

Clemson played in the inaugural NCAA tourna-
ment. The Tigers lost to Penn State at University
Park, PA. This was the first women’s NCAA
tournament game ever played.

Barbara Kennedy played in her last game as a Lady
Tiger and scored 43 points against Penn State in
an NCAA first round loss at University Park, PA.
Kennedy completed her career with 3,113 points
and 1,252 rebounds. The 43 points against Penn
State is still the second most points scored in a
NCAA tournament game.

Kennedy also led the nation in scoring with a 29.3
ppg average for the 1981-82 season. Kennedy
also scored the first points in the history of the
women’s NCAA tournament.

March, 1982

Barbara Kennedy is named first-team All-American
by Kodak, Women'’s Basketball Coaches Associa-
tion, and Baskethall Weekly.

April 17, 1982
Barbara Kennedy had her No. 42 jersey retired at
a ceremony at the annual Orange-White Spring
football game.

January 5, 1983

Peggy Caple became the first player in ACC and
Clemson history to finish a game with a triple-dou-
ble. Caple had 19 points, 10 rebounds, and 10
blocked shots vs. Kansas State.

November 26, 1983

Clemson won the Wayland Baptist Queen’s Classic
at Plainview, TX with a 95-75 win over S.F. Austin
in the championship game.

March 22-24, 1984
Clemson participated in the NWIT at Amarillo, TX.
The Lady Tigers finished in third place.

Nov. 23-24, 1984

The Lady Tigers defeated Nebraska, 99-84, in the
championship game of the Nebraska Invitational in
Lincoln, NE. Clemson shot a school-record .642
(43-67) from the field.

December 7, 1985

The Lady Tigers won their 200th all-time game
with a 62-61 win over South Carolina at Clem-
son, SC.

January 11, 1986

Melinda Ashworth made 18 free throws (attempted
20) against Virginia. The 18 made free throws and
the 20 attempted free throws are both single-game
school records.
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January 22, 1987

Annie Tribble announced her decision to retire
as Head Coach of the Lady Tigers effective at the
end of the season.

February 21, 1987

Clemson defeated Wake Forest, 95-83, in Annie
Tribble’s last home game as Head Coach of the
Lady Tlgers. This was also her 200th win at
Clemson.

February 28, 1987

Annie Tribble coached her last Clemson game.
NC State defeated the Lady Tigers, 79-58, in
the ACC tournament. Tribble finished her career
with a 200-135 record at Clemson and a 355-168
record as a Head Coach.

They received a first-round bye in the national
event and met 10th-ranked Georgia in the
second round. Clemson knocked off the Lady
Bulldogs, 78-65, for the program’s first win in
the NCAA Tournament after two previous tries.
The victory advanced the Lady Tigers to the
semifinals of the Mideast Regional where
they fell to Auburn, the #2 ranked team in
the nation, by a 71-60 margin.

Clemson reached the semifinals of the
ACC Tournament before dropping a 93-86
decision to 14th-ranked NC State. Louise
Greenwood totaled 32 points in the Lady
Tigers’ two games while Ramona O’Neal
added 31, including a team-best 26 against
the Wolfpack.

Louise Greenwood became only the second player in Clemson history to score more than 1,200 points and have over 800 rebounds in a career. Greenwood
finished her career with 1,268 points and 859 rebounds. For her performance, Greenwood earned Second-Team All-ACC honors, alongside Michelle Bryant.

Clemson won 11 of its final 14 games, including seven regular season victories over conference opponents. The Lady Tigers’ nine ACC wins tied a school

record for most ACC wins in a season. Five starting seniors, Louise Greenwood, Michelle Bryant, Ramona O’Neal, Karen Ann Jenkins, and Becky Hollaway
scored 1,669 of the 2,292 points that Clemson registered and accounted for 832 of Clemson’s 1,243 rebounds that season.

1989-90

Clemson advanced to the NCAA “Sweet 16" for the second consecutive season after losing
all five starters from the previous year. The Lady Tigers defeated Manhattan in the first
round and then won, 61-59, over Connecticut on the Huskies’ home court to advance to
the East Regional Semifinals. Clemson then fell to #4 Tennessee.

The Lady Tigers set the school record for most ACC wins in a season with 10 and finished
with an overall record of 22-10. Clemson was ranked 19th in the final USA Today poll.

Freshman Kerry Boyatt led the team in scoring with a 15.3 point per game average and
was named the ACC Rookie-of-the-Year, the third in program history.

Clemson led the conference in three-point field goal pct. (.426), blocked shots per game
(5.1), and steals per game (10.8).

Jackie Farmer led the squad in rebounding with a 8.9 rebounds per game mark and ranked
first in the league with a 2.2 blocks per game average. Her blocking averaged ranked 24th
in the nation that year.

The Lady Tigers’ 22 wins were the most victories since the 1979-80 season.
