ultra-impressive offensive second half outburst, scoring
48 points en route to a 77-67 victory.

e The Tigers outrebounded the Seminoles 49-35,
including a season-high 19 offensive rebounds.

e Nick Honor showed out in the second half of the
second-straight game, scoring 13 points.

e Clyde Trapp led the way with 15 points, while Dawes
chippedin 11.

e |t marked the second-straight victory for Clemson over
Florida State, dating back to Feb. 29, 2020. Al-Amir Dawes
scored a game-winning layup with 1.0 second remaining
to topple the No. 6 Seminoles 70-69 in Littlejohn.

GETTING OFFENSIVE (REBOUNDS)

e Clemson won the rebounding battle with Florida State
(Dec. 29) by 14 (49-35).

e The 49 total rebounds were the most since 50 against
Auburn on March 18, 2018 in the second round of the
2018 NCAA Tournament.

e Garnering 19 offensive rebounds was the most for a
Tiger team since Dec. 13, 2016 against SC State. Clemson
grabbed 23 offensive rebounds.

e |t was the most offensive rebounds in an ACC game
since March 7, 2015 at Notre Dame. The Tigers produced
19 on the offensive glass.

“WE TOO DEEP”

e This has been a common theme with the football
program at Clemson in recent years, but the basketball
Tigers are attempting their own version in 2020-21.

e Clemson has one of the deepest teams during the
Brownell Era this season and will look to play as many as
12 players in most games.

e |n a season opening tournament to start, the Tigers
played as many as 12 in games against Mississippi State
and Purdue.

e Clemson played 14 players in a 37-point win over SC
State (Dec. 2).

e By far the most impressive was playing all 15 rostered
players in a 16-point win over Maryland in the ACC/Big
Ten Challenge (Dec. 9).

e Of the 15 that played, the Tigers had nine different
scorers.

e With utilizing that depth, the Tigers have had 14
different scorers this season.

e Six different players are averaging at least 5.0 points
per game this season.

e The Tigers produced 25+ bench points in 12-of-its-18
games and 329 overall in those 12 games.

e Clemson has produced: 26 vs. Mississippi State,
28 vs. Purdue and 36 vs. SC State, 25 vs. Maryland, 31
vs. Alabama, 34 vs. Morehead State, 29 against Florida
State, 36 vs. NC State, 36 vs. Virginia, 25 at Florida State,
34 vs. Syracuse and 25 vs. Georgia Tech.

e Five consecutive games this season was the longest
stretch of games during the Brownell Era that the bench
has put together 25+ scoring outputs.

e Three consecutive games has happened just once
during the Brownell Era and you need to go back to his
first season at Clemson.

e The Tigers put together a similar string of games with
25+ points off the bench in December 2010.

prevalent.

e Seven of his teams are in the Top 10 in Clemson history
when it comes to scoring defense.

e Nine of his 10 full seasons are in the Top 20 in Clemson
history.

e With a 66-51 victory over Morehead State on Dec. 21,
Clemson secured a 6-0 mark in non-conference play.
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e |t marked the first time the Tigers finished undefeated
in non-league play since they posted a 16-0 start to begin
the 2008-09 season.

e Clemson won the Space Coast Challenge to begin the
season with wins over Mississippi State and Purdue.

e The Tigers then beat SC State, Maryland and Alabama
to get off to a 5-0 record.

STARTING A SEASON 5-0

e With the 64-56 win over Alabama (Dec. 12), it marked
the 24th time in Clemson history that the Tigers have
started a season 5-0.

e However, it is the first time ever that four-of-those-first-
five have come against Power 5 opponents.

e The Tigers posted three Power 5 victories in their first
five wins in 1934-35 and 1996-97.

TIGERS ROLL TIDE IN ATLANTA

e Clemson’s insufferable defense prevailed in a 64-56
win over Alabama in the Holiday Hoopsgiving event in
Atlanta (Dec. 12).

e The Tigers made stops on 10-of-the-last-11
possessions for Alabama in the game for the eight point
victory.

e Clemson limited Alabama to just 13.6 percent shooting
from 3-point range (3-for-22).

e |t marked just the fifth time since 2014-15 that
Alabama had been held to that percentage or less from
3-point range in a game.

e Since 2010-11, Alabama has shot 13.6 percent or
worse on just 18 occasions, which spans 340 total games.
e Of those 18 games, the 30.4 field goal percentage
Clemson held Alabama to was the second-worst of that
batch of games.

e The only game that Alabama shot worse from the field
was 28.6 percent in a 49-37 loss at Auburn on Feb. 6,
2013.

e When you dissect it even more, on only 11 of those
occasions did Alabama attempt more than 15 threes, and
only once did they attempt more than 20.

TIGERS SHELL SHOCK MARYLAND

e Clemson dominated Maryland in the annual ACC/Big
Ten Challenge en route to a 67-51 victory (Dec. 9).

e The Tigers held the Terrapins to just 15 first half points,
the seventh time the Tigers have held an opponent to 15
points or less in any half of the Brownell Era.

e The 16-point win was the second-largest victory
margin in the series history over the last 32 years for the
Tigers.

e Clemson beat Maryland by 29 on Feb. 17, 2009 by a
final score of 93-64.

e Clemson posted 25+ bench points for the fourth-
straight game and played all 15 players on its roster for
the first time this season.

PERIMETER PROWESS

e Clemson held South Carolina State to just 1-for-14
from long distance in a 37-point blowout win on Dec. 2.

e The Tigers have held an opponent to one or fewer
3-pointers (min. 10 attempts) on just seven prior
occasions during the Brownell Era.

e The Dec. 2 win over the Bulldogs was the first time
this has occurred since Feb. 1, 2017 when Clemson held
Georgia Tech to just 1-for-11 from long range.

championship victory over Purdue on Nov. 25.

e The Tigers tied last season’s performance of 13 steals
against Colgate (Nov. 10, 2019).

e The 13 steals tied for the most in a game for Clemson
since swiping 15 in an 84-67 win over Lipscomb (Dec. 30,
2018).

e Theyear priorin 2017-18, the Tigers stole 15 passes in
a 74-69 overtime win over Louisville (Jan. 6, 2018).

e Besides those two instances, it is tied for the third-
most steals in a game for Clemson under head coach Brad
Brownell since they notched 16 (the most under coach
Brownell) against The Citadel on Jan. 1, 2013.

e Nick Honor came away with a career-best four steals
against Purdue (Nov. 25).

CONSECUTIVEWINS TO END ONE SEASON
AND START ANOTHER

e The Tigers won its quarterfinal matchup against
Miami in the 2020 ACC Tournament 69-64 before the
tournament was cancelled due to COVID-19.

e With a season-opening win over Mississippi State, the
Tigers won its last game of one season and its first game
of the next for the first time since 1945-46 and 1946-47.
e Clemson beat The Citadel on Feb. 23, 1946 by a score
of 76-24. They then opened the 1946-47 season on Dec.
11 and beat Erskine 58-30.

OPENING SEASON WITH TWO POWER
FIVE VICTORIES

e Clemson accomplished something the program has
not done since the 1951-52 season when the Tigers won
the Space Coast Challenge on Thanksgiving Day. The
Tigers opened the season by beating Mississippi State
and Purdue on consecutive days by 11 points each to win
the championship.

e |t marked the first time since 1951-52 and just the
third time in the history of the program that Clemson
opened its season with consecutive wins over teams from
Power Five Conference schools.

e |n 1951-52, under head coach Banks McFadden,
the Tigers defeated Georgia at home on Dec. 1 by a 57-
47 score, then four days later defeated the Bulldogs in
Athens, 77-54.

e Clemson went on to a 17-7 record that year, its finest
under McFadden, and won a then-record 11 Southern
Conference games.

e Theonlyotheryear Clemson accomplished the feat was
1934-35 when the Tigers opened by winning consecutive
games in consecutive days at Auburn. That Clemson team
went on to a 15-3 record, the best winning percentage in
Clemson history (min 15 games).

SEASON

e Clemson defeated Florida State, 70-69 for its third top-
six win (time of the game) over teams in the AP poll on
Feb. 29, and now leads the nation in top six wins.

e The Tigers have defeated a third-ranked Duke, fifth-
ranked Louisville and sixth-ranked Florida State this
season.

e |t is the first time since 1979-80 that Clemson has
beaten three top-6 teams (top six by one of the two polls)
in the same year.

e |tis the first time in program history that Clemson has
recorded three Top-6 AP ranked wins in the same season.
e Thirty-two different teams have recorded 36 top-6 wins
this year. Louisville and Kentucky are the only other teams
with two wins over top-6 teams.
