e Clemson made 35 field goals in a win over Bryant (Nov. 15) — which ties for the most made field goals for the Tigers
during the Brad Brownell Era (35 vs. The Citadel on 1/1/13).

e The Tigers finished the game with 20 assists, which gave Clemson its fifth 20-assist game since the 2017-18
season.

e Clemson overcame an eight point deficit in the season
opener and would go on to beat Presbyterian by 11.

e Clemson overcame a halftime deficit to win five times
last season, including in three consecutive games earlier
in the year.

e The Tigers trailed Georgia Tech 30-26 at the half before
exploding for 48 second-half points and winning the game
on a Nick Honor buzzer-beating 3-pointer.

e Clemson trailed Louisville 22-21 on Jan. 27, 2021 and
overcame the slim halftime margin to win 54-50.

e The Tigers trailed by seven to NC State at home on Jan.
5, 2021, but were able to overcome the halftime deficit
and force overtime.

e In Clemson’s first overtime game this season, the
Tigers prevailed 12-8 in the extra period for a 74-70 win.

e Coach Reynolds enters his first season at Clemson with
four decades of experience at the collegiate level.

e Reynolds will be on staff for Hunter Tyson’s senior
season, which provides a special overlap for him.

e While the head coach at Wingate University, Reynolds
coached Tyson’s father, Jonathan.

e Jonathan Tyson was an All-State selection by USA
Today in 1997 and posted a then record of 1,650 points
at Sun Valley High in Monroe, N.C.

e The elder Tyson was a two-time South Atlantic
Conference Second Team selection in 1999-00 and a First
Team selection 2000-01.

e During Tyson’s player career under Reynolds, Wingate
won two conference championships and advanced to the
second round of two NCAA Division Il Tournaments.

e While Reynolds was an assistant at UNCG in 1995, he
recruited the Tigers’ second all-time leading scorer and
current Director of Player Development Terrell Mcintyre.
Needless to say, Reynolds is happy to finally be working
with Mclintyre.

e Current undergraduate manager Conner Pederson is
the son of former basketball manager and current Lander
women’s basketball Head Coach Kevin Pederson.

e Conner is in his sophomore year and second working
with the men’s program. His sister, Clary, works with the
women’s program as a freshman.

e Conner’'s mom, Adair, was as student worker in the
sports information office for longtime SID and current
basketball radio analyst Tim Bourret. Adair's father,
Gary Clary, worked as a student in sports information for
legendary SID Bob Bradley.

e The Tigers were picked to finished 11th in the ACC this
season, as voted on by selected media members.

e Clemson has exceeded the preseason poll projection
eight times in Head Coach Brad Brownell’s 11 full seasons
leading the program.

e With a 10-6 record last year, Clemson finished the
season in a tie for fifth place in the ACC standings entering
games. The Tigers were picked 10th in the preseason vote
by the Atlantic Coast Conference Media — a five-place
improvement over the preseason prediction.

Honor was just
the second Clemson player to make a game winning
three-point field goal in Littlejohn Coliseum since
the three-point rule came into effect for the 1986-87
season. The rule was also used for ACC games in 1982-
83 from 17 feet, 9 inches.

e The only other Tiger to make a three-point winner
inside the last 12 seconds of a game took place on Feb.
