QUICK HITS:

The Wofford men’s basketball team faces its first test of the 2021-22 campaign with a matchup against the
Clemson Tiger (1-0, 0-0 ACC) at Littlejohn Coliseum.

Head coach Jay McAuley enters his third year at the helm of the program, possessing a 35-25 (.583) record at
Wofford. The meeting marks his first against Clemson, as McAuley is 1-1 against ACC opponents - including
Wofford’s second-ever AP Top 25 win over then-No. 17 North Carolina, 68-64. in 2019.

The Terriers opened the season with a 117-79 rout of Bob Jones University, seeing six finishing in double figures
while shooting 65.8 percent for the game (48-of-73), including hitting 16-of-25 from beyond the arc (64%).
Sophomore Max Klesmit (4-for-6 3FG) and senior Ryan Larson (5-for-5 3FG) led with a pair of career-high efforts
of 23 and 19 points, respectively, as the two combined for 9-of-11 from deep in the contest (81.8%).

Four Terriers net career-highs scoring, including sophomore Sam Godwin (17 pts) and Austin Patterson (11 pts).
Wofford was picked to finish fifth in the SoCon Preseason Coaches Poll, while being picked to finish third in the
preseason media poll with one first-place vote.

The Terriers are receiving votes in the 2021-22 preseason Mid-Major Top 25. Wofford was charted among the
Collegeinsider.com Mid-Major Top 25 throughout the 2020-21 season, ranked as high as No. 22.

The Terriers return three starters and 10 lettermen, including senior guard and captain Ryan Larson (started
19 / 21 games, team-high 45.5% from 3-pt in 2020-21), junior forward Messiah Jones (returning scoring /
rebounding leader) and SoCon All-Freshman selections Morgan Safford (9.3 ppg; started 22 / 23 games), Sam
Godwin (6.2 ppg; 3.7 rpg) and Max Klesmit (8.2 ppg; 37.3% from 3-pt; 1.2 stls/g).

Wofford ranked seventh in the NCAA for 3-point field goals per game in 2020-21, avergaing 10.2 per game.
The Southern Conference ranked ninth nationally in RPI and 10th overall in the NET rankings for the 2020-21
season.

- Despite the hardships that COVID-19 presented for the 2020-21 season, McAuley managed
to guide Wofford to another impressive season in his second year, tallying a 15-9 overall
record and finishing the regular season just a half game out of first place with a 12-5 Southern
Conference mark.

- McAuley coached a league-best four Terriers to All-Southern Conference accolades for the
2020-21 season, highlighted by Storm Murphy as a First Team selection and landing three
freshmen on the All-Freshman team for the first time in league history in Morgan Safford

(coaches, media), Sam Godwin (coaches) and Max Klesmit (media).

- In his first year, Jay McAuley led the Terriers to a 19-16 record in the 2019-20 season, includ-
ing a run to the to the Championship game of the Southern Conference Tournament as a No.
7 seed.

- McAuley was named a finalist for the Joe B. Hall Award in 2020, which is presented annually
to the top first-year head coach in Division | college basketball.

- A signature win of McAuley's first season leading the Terriers marks Wofford’s upset victory
of No. 17 North Carolina, 68-64, on Dec. 15, 2019 for their second win over an AP Top 25 team
in school history.
