e Nick Honor is one of five players nationally to have at least: 40.0% FG, 40.0% 3FG (min. 40 attempts) and 35+
assists. He is third in the ACC and 47th nationally in assist/turnover ratio: 2.60.

e Hunter Tyson’s effort vs. South Carolina (Dec. 18) resulted in his first career double-double. Tyson finished with 18
points and 13 rebounds (6-for-12 FG, 6-for-9 FT). 13 rebounds were a career-best, as were six offensive boards.

The Tigers finished the game with 20 assists, which gave
Clemson its fifth 20-assist game since the 2017-18 season.

Littlejohn Coliseum on Feb. 12, 2021 in a 74-72 win over
Georgia Tech.

e Honor’s three-point shot came with just 1.1 seconds
left. The Tigers had gotten possession after Georgia Tech
point guard, Jose Alvarado, an 88.0 percent free throw
shooter for the season, missed two free throws.

e Honor’s shot was roughly four feet behind the three-
point line, making the attempt 26 feet. Honor was just the
second Clemson player to make a game winning three-
point field goal in Littlejohn Coliseum since the three-
point rule came into effect for the 1986-87 season. The
rule was also used for ACC games in 1982-83 from 17
feet, 9inches.
