e PJ Hall is one of the most improved players in the ACC this season. Hall is +11.0 in PPG, +3.8 in RPG, +1.5 in
APG and nearly +1.0 block per game. Hall has increased his 3-point shooting by nearly 20.0 percent and despite the
increased work load is shooting 47.3 percent this season, including a 51.0 effective field goal percentage.

e When Clemson won at NC State on Jan. 8, it was the
30th ACC road win of Brad Brownell’s Clemson career.
The Tigers are 2-2 on the road in ACC games this year. It
marks the 11th time in his 12 years he has take the Tigers
to at last two ACC road wins in a season.

e Not a big deal you say? Clemson had at least two ACC
road wins in 21 of the 57 ACC seasons before Brownell
came to Clemson. Brownell’s 30 ACC road wins are
14 more than any other former Clemson coach (Oliver
Purnell, 16) and Brownell also has the best winning
percentage in Clemson history in ACC road games at
.303.

e Overall, Brownell is 97-103 in ACC games and needs
just three more conference victories to become the first
Clemson coach with 100 ACC victories. His winning
percentage of .485 in league games is also best in

Clemson history.

e Winning close games has been a key of late. The Tigers
are 9-5 in ACC games decided by five points or less over
the last three years. That includes the recent 70-65 win at
NC State.

Virginia dating back to the 2012-13 season. The Tigers
beat Virginia that year 59-44 on Jan. 12, 2013.

home streak between March 1, 2017 and Feb. 18, 2018.
Duke broke the streak with a 66-57 win over the Tigers on
Feb. 18, 2018.

e The longest home winning streak in Clemson history
is a 29-gamer from Jan. 7, 1989 to December 15, 1991.
Charlotte ended that 29-game streak with a 108-100
victory.

e Qverall, the 12-game winning streak is tied for the
eighth longest in school history. Clemson first won at least

e One of the reasons for Clemson’s success so far this
year has been three-point shooting. The Tigers have made
138-0f-359 three-point shots so far this year for a 38.4
percentage. If the season ended today that percentage
would be the second best in school history and the best
since the first year the three-point goal became a national
rule in 1986-87.

* That 1986-87 season Clemson made 44.8 from 3-point
range, a figure that led the ACC and is still the league
record for a season. That is the only season Clemson
has shot over 40.0 percent from 3-point range since
that 1986-87 season. (We should note the ACC had a 17
foot-9-inch three-point line in 1982-83 for league games
and the Tigers hit .435 of their three-point shots in those
league games.)

¢ Nationally, Clemson ranked 17th in the nation in three-
point shooting through games of January 13.

e Clemson has shot at least 40.0 percent from 3-point
range in nine of the first 16 games and the Tigers have a
7-2 record in those games. The only losses was at Miami
when Clemson shot 42.9 from long range in an 80-75 loss
and shot 45.0 in a 75-65 loss to Virginia.

e Clemson shot at least 40.0 percent from three-point
range in just nine of the 24 games a year ago.

e Clemson is 5-0 this season when it makes 10+ threes.

e Reynolds will be on staff for Hunter Tyson’s senior
season, which provides a special overlap for him.

e While the head coach at Wingate University, Reynolds
coached Tyson's father, Jonathan.

e Jonathan Tyson was an All-State selection by USA
Today in 1997 and posted a then record of 1,650 points
at Sun Valley High in Monroe, N.C.

e The elder Tyson was a two-time South Atlantic
Conference Second Team selection in 1999-00 and a First
Team selection 2000-01.

e During Tyson’s player career under Reynolds, Wingate
won two conference championships and advanced to the
second round of two NCAA Division Il Tournaments.

e While Reynolds was an assistant at UNCG in 1995, he
recruited the Tigers’ second all-time leading scorer and
current Director of Player Development Terrell Mcintyre.
Needless to say, Reynolds is happy to finally be working
with Mclntyre.

e Current undergraduate manager Conner Pederson is
the son of former basketball manager and current Lander
women’s basketball Head Coach Kevin Pederson.

e Conner is in his sophomore year and second working
with the men’s program. His sister, Clary, works with the
women’s program as a freshman.

e Conner’s mom, Adair, was as student worker in the
sports information office for longtime SID and current
basketball radio analyst Tim Bourret.

e With a 10-6 record last year, Clemson finished the
season in a tie for fifth place in the ACC standings entering
games. The Tigers were picked 10th in the preseason vote
by the Atlantic Coast Conference Media — a five-place
improvement over the preseason prediction.

e Brad Brownell’s team had the second-best standing
relative to its preseason prediction. Only Virginia Tech
was better, standing eight spots ahead of its preseason
prediction. Virginia Tech was 11th in the preseason media
poll and finished in third.

e Brownell’s teams have finished equal to or better than
its preseason prediction by the ACC media in eight-of-his-
previous 11 years. That includes a 10-place improvement
in 2017-18 when the Tigers were picked 13th in the
preseason and finished third.

e That is the all-time record improvement in ACC history
from the preseason to the postseason.

e Wiggins is a 6-9, 205-pound forward from Covington,
Ga. and is rated a three-star prospect, according to
247Sports and Rivals. Wiggins averaged 12.1 points, 6.6
rebounds, 2.3 assists, 1.2 steals and 1.8 blocks per game
last season for Grayson. He was high school teammates

e Wiggins is ranked as the fourth-best player in the 2022
class from the state of Georgia and is a Top 150 player
according to 247Sports.
