e Clemson routed Pittsburgh 75-48 on Jan. 22 to give
Head Coach Brad Brownell his 55th game of allowing 50
points or less to his opponent.

e Clemson added to this total with a dominating 67-50
performance at Virginia (Dec. 22) for its first ACC win of
the 2021-22 season.

e Clemson’s first in 2021-22 was a 75-48 thrashing of
Temple in the quarterfinal round of the Shriners Children’s
Charleston Classic.

e The third time in ACC play last season and fifth time
overall, the Tigers allowed just 39 points in a 60-39 rout of
Wake Forest.

e The second time in ACC play in 2020-21 and fourth
time overall, the Tigers allowed 50 points or less in 63-50
win over North Carolina.

e The 50 points allowed to the Tar Heels last season was
the fewest in the series since 1985 and tied for the fewest
allowed since 1940.

* The Tigers also held Louisville to 50 or less in a 54-50
victory over No. 25 Louisville (Jan. 27, 2021).

e For the second time in 2020-21, the Tigers held their
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opponent to less than 50 points. Clemson held SC State to
just 38 points in the Tigers’ home opener.

e With a win over Presbyterian on Nov. 9, Clemson has
won 36-out-0f-37 games to open a season, which dates
back to the 1985-86 season.

e Head coach Brad Brownell is 11-1 in season openers
at Clemson.

CLEMSON’S TRANSFER PRODUCTION

e Head Coach Brad Brownell added two highly
experienced and productive transfers during the
offseason.

e The Tigers welcomed David Collins (South Florida) and
Naz Bohannon (Youngstown State) into the fold for the
2021-22 season.

e Both players have had ultra-impressive careers to this
point, combining for 2,776 total points.

e That point total is ninth-best in the nation for the 2021-
22 class of transfers as it pertains to new schools.

e Head Coach Brad Brownell added new staff this
season, including Assistant Coach Kareem Richardson
and Special Assistant to the Head Coach Jeff Reynolds.

e While Coach Brownell was a graduate assistant at
the University of Evansville, he was involved to a degree
in the recruitment of current Assistant Coach Kareem
Richardson.

e For a recruiting visit, Brownell drove from Evansville to
Richardson’s house in Rantoul, Ill. He drove him and his
family to the airport and then drove back to Evansville.

e Although Richardson began his career at East Carolina,
he later transferred to Evansville, at which point Brownell
was a member of the coaching staff at UNC Wilmington.

* Brownell jokes now that he finally recruited Coach
Richardson when he hired the veteran coach this past
summer.

e Coach Reynolds enters his first season at Clemson with
four decades of experience at the collegiate level.

e Reynolds will be on staff for Hunter Tyson’s senior
season, which provides a special overlap for him.

e While the head coach at Wingate University, Reynolds
coached Tyson'’s father, Jonathan.

e Jonathan Tyson was an All-State selection by USA
Today in 1997 and posted a then record of 1,650 points
at Sun Valley High in Monroe, N.C.

e The elder Tyson was a two-time South Atlantic
Conference Second Team selection in 1999-00 and a First
Team selection 2000-01.

e During Tyson’s player career under Reynolds, Wingate
won two conference championships and advanced to the
second round of two NCAA Division Il Tournaments.

e While Reynolds was an assistant at UNCG in 1995, he
recruited the Tigers’ second all-time leading scorer and
current Director of Player Development Terrell Mclintyre.
Needless to say, Reynolds is happy to finally be working
with Mclintyre.

e Current undergraduate manager Conner Pederson is
the son of former basketball manager and current Lander
women’s basketball Head Coach Kevin Pederson.

e Conner is in his sophomore year and second working
with the men’s program. His sister, Clary, works with the
women’s program as a freshman.

e Conner’'s mom, Adair, was as student worker in the
sports information office for longtime SID and current
basketball radio analyst Tim Bourret. Adair's father,
Gary Clary, worked as a student in sports information for
legendary SID Bob Bradley.

CLEMSON CONSISTENTLY EXCEEDING
PRESEASON EXPECTATIONS

e The Tigers were picked to finished 11th in the ACC this
season, as voted on by selected media members.

e Clemson has exceeded the preseason poll projection
nine times in Head Coach Brad Brownell’s 12 full seasons
leading the program.

e With a 10-6 record in 2020-21, Clemson finished the
season in a tie for fifth place in the ACC standings entering
games. The Tigers were picked 10th in the preseason vote
by the Atlantic Coast Conference Media — a five-place
improvement over the preseason prediction.

e Brad Brownell’s team had the second-best standing
relative to its preseason prediction. Only Virginia Tech
was better, standing eight spots ahead of its preseason
prediction. Virginia Tech was 11th in the preseason media
poll and finished in third.

e Brownell’s teams have finished equal to or better than
its preseason prediction by the ACC media in eight-of-his-
previous 11 years. That includes a 10-place improvement
in 2017-18 when the Tigers were picked 13th in the
preseason and finished third.

e That is the all-time record improvement in ACC history
from the preseason to the postseason. That team also
reached the Sweet 16 of the NCAA Tournament and
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Brownell was named the National College Coach of the
Year by Sports Illustrated.

e Asyou can see by the chart below, his 2013-14 finished
eighth spots ahead of its prediction and the 2015-16 team
was five spots better.

2021-22 campaign. Men’s Basketball alumnus Jordan
Roper, now a member of the IPTAY staff, spearheaded the
initiative.

e Theinaugural group of retired jerseys includes: Horace
Grant, Trevor Booker, Dale Davis, Elden Campbell, Terrell
Mclintyre, Tree Rollins, Sharone Wright, Larry Nance,
Banks McFadden, Greg Buckner and Jaron Blossomgame.
e The 11 from the men’s program have combined for five
NBA championships and a Slam Dunk Champion (Horace
Grant — Four titles, Elden Campbell — One title, Larry
Nance — Slam Dunk Champion). Ten of the members have
scored 1,000 points and seven are in the Top 10, including
Campbell and MclIntyre — the only two members to eclipse
1,800 career points. Mclntyre is currently on the men’s
basketball staff as the director of player development.

Jr. (Suwanee, Ga./North Gwinnett) all signed letters of
intent to play for the Tigers beginning in 2022-23.

e Wiggins is a 6-9, 205-pound forward from Covington,
Ga. and is rated a three-star prospect, according to
247Sports and Rivals. Wiggins averaged 12.1 points, 6.6
