.285 with a .489 slugging percentage, .389 on-base
percentage and 29 steals.

® The pitching staff has a 4.61 ERA, .256 opponents’
batting average and 2.16 strikeout-to-walk ratio, and
Clemson is fielding .973.

COASTAL CAROLINA OVERVIEW

e Coastal Carolina, who has a 19-6-1 home record and is
averaging 7.7 runs per game, is led by 27th-year Head
Coach Gary Gilmore.

e The Chanticleers swept Troy in three games on the road
last weekend. They are hitting .284 and have a 4.79
ERA and .971 fielding percentage.

o Tyler Johnson is hitting .360 with 14 homers and 48
RBIs, Eric Brown is batting .318 with 11 steals and
Austin White has 31 steals.

e Coastal Carolina defeated Clemson 16-7 at Doug
Kingsmore Stadium on March 22, 2022.

e A total of 27 of Clemson's last 36 games have been
against top-25 ranked teams.

e Despite being six games (10-16) under .500 in ACC
play, Clemson has only been outscored by three runs
(177-174) in 26 ACC games.

DOUG KINGSMORE STADIUM

Doug Kingsmore Stadium, the home of Tiger baseball
since 1970, has seen many changes and improvements over
the years, but it has not lost its aesthetic beauty and unique
feel on the west side of the Clemson University campus.

Doug Kingsmore Stadium has over 4,500 permanent
seats, but is capable of holding 6,272 fans thanks to a hill
area down the left-field line that is popular with students.

The park features a terrace in the outfield adjacent to the
fence, similar to the old Crosley Field in Cincinnati. Former
Head Coach Bill Wilhelm liked the look and practicality of a
field with grass around the outfield instead of gravel or dirt.

In 2015, a three-story building was constructed behind
the first-base dugout. It houses a state-of-the-art clubhouse,
coaches offices and a player lounge among other amenities.

a season under Head Coach Monte Lee.

TIGERS COMPLETING THEIR SCHEDULE

e The Tigers have developed a competitive streak of
playing the maximum number of games the NCAA and
ACC allows in a regular season.

o Starting in 2002 and every year since (excluding the
shortened 2020 season), Clemson has played the
maximum number of regular-season games.

e From 2002 to 2019 (18 consecutive seasons), Clem-
son played 56 regular-season games every year.

e |n 2021, the ACC only allowed for 50 regular-season
games, a number Clemson reached.

e The Tigers are on track to play all 56 regular-season
games in 2022, marking the 20th full season in a row
they played all allowable games.

SLUGGING TIGERS

e Clemson has a .489 slugging percentage in 2022, its
highest mark since 2002 (.533).

® The Tigers have totaled 91 home runs in 52 games,
good for 1.8 homers per game, the second-highest mark
in school history (1962, 2.0).

e |n the last 18 games (11-7 record), Clemson has totaled
46 homers and a .575 slugging percentage.

e Clemson hit a season-high six homers at No. 10 Louis-
ville on May 1. The Tigers have hit exactly five homers
in five other games.

e Clemson has hit a home run in 39 of the 52 games.
The Tigers are 6-7 in games in which they do not hit a
home run.

e Clemson has hit a home run in each of the last nine
games and 17 of its last 18 games.

* Max Wagner leads the team with 24 home runs, includ-
ing 14 long balls in the last 18 games.

EIGHTH-INNING MAGIC

* Among the first eight innings, the eighth inning has
been among Clemson's best frames, both offensively
and defensively.

® Clemson has scored 56 runs in the eighth inning, three
more than any other inning.

e The Tigers have allowed just 25 runs in the eighth in-
ning, tied for the fewest with the third inning among
innings 1-8.

e Clemson is hitting .277 with 13 homers in the eighth
inning.

e Max Wagner has 14 of his 69 RBIs in the eighth inning.

inning in a game Clemson won 4-2.

e Against No. 9 Florida State on April 22, Max Wagner
hit a grand slam in the eighth to give Clemson a 6-4
lead, the eventual final score.

® Two days later against the Seminoles, Clemson scored
three runs in the eighth inning to break a 5-5 tie and
to defeat Florida State 8-5.

PITCHING POSITIVES

® One of the main storylines of the 2022 Tigers has been
their consistency on the mound.

® The Tigers have a 4.61 ERA, .256 opponents' batting
average and 454 strikeouts against 210 walks in 458.2
innings pitched in 2022.

e Clemson starters have combined for a 12-14 record,
5.42 ERA, .269 opponents' batting average and 183
strikeouts in 209.1 innings pitched.

e The Tiger bullpen has a 20-6 record, 10 saves, a
3.93 ERA, .245 opponents' batting average and 271
strikeouts in 249.1 innings pitched.

FIELDING AT A HIGH LEVEL

® Clemson has committed just 52 errors in 52 games in
2022, good for a .973 fielding percentage.

e The Tiger record for fielding percentage in a season is
.975, set by the 2018 team.

* Nine of the 52 errors have been committed by pitchers,
meaning non-pitchers have combined to commit just
43 errors.

® The predominant trio of Max Wagner (3B), Benjamin
Blackwell (SS) and Blake Wright (2B) have combined
to commit just 24 errors.

e Clemson is 26-14 when committing less than two errors
and 14-7 when not committing an error.

® Clemson has been errorless in 21 of the 52 games.

® The Tiger defense has 39 double plays.

TIGERS OPEN SEASON 14-0

® Clemson began the 2022 season by winning each of its
first 14 games before falling at home to Northeastern
5-3 on March 13.

¢ |t was Clemson's third-best start to a season, trailing
only the 26-0 start in 1977 and 17-0 start in 1992.

e Clemson won its last game of the 2021 season, mean-
ing it had a 15-game winning streak.

® The 15-game winning streak was tied for sixth longest in
school history and was Clemson's longest since winning
17 games in a row in 2006.

e During the 14-0 stretch to start the season, Clemson
allowed more than four runs only twice, five runs in a
game and six runs in a game.

e Clemson hit .302 with a .472 slugging percentage,
434 on-base percentage and .979 fielding percentage
during the 14-0 stretch.

® Clemson had a 2.48 ERA and .212 opponents' batting
average during the 14-0 stretch, as the Tigers outscored
their opponents 131-39.

OFFENSIVE FIREWORKS VS. HARTFORD

e Clemson capped a three-game series sweep of Hartford
with a 28-3 win in the second game of a doubleheader
at home on Feb. 26.

® The 28 runs were its most in a game since defeating
NC State 41-9 in Raleigh on April 7, 1979.

e The 28 runs tied for second most in a game in Tiger
history. Clemson defeated Buffalo 28-1 at home in a
seven-inning game on March 28, 1969.

® The 25-run victory margin tied for third highest in Tiger
history, trailing only the two aforementioned games.

® The Tigers scored in every inning in which they batted
for the seventh time in history and the first time since
2011.

e Clemson totaled 25 hits, its most in a game since 2006.

o Every Tiger starter had at least one hit and 12 Tigers
in all had at least one hit in the game.

e Clemson outscored Hartford 41-6 in the doubleheader,
as it downed the Hawks 13-3 in the first game of the
doubleheader.

e Clemson outscored the Hawks 47-7 in the series. It
was the most Tiger runs in a three-game series since
2001 (outscored New York Tech 51-3).

Doug Kingsmore Stadium on March 6 in front of a
Tiger-record crowd of 6,636.

e |t marked Clemson's first sweep of the season series
of three or more games against South Carolina since
1996, when Clemson swept 4-0.

e Head Coach Monte Lee improved to 13-8 against South
Carolina as Clemson's head coach (2016-22).

® Bryar Hawkins won the Bob Bradley Award as Clemson's
series MVP, as he hit the go-ahead, run-scoring single
in the ninth inning on March 4.

e With its two-game season sweep of No. 10 Georgia by
a combined score of 12-7, Clemson improved to 5-0
against SEC teams in 2022.

e Clemson was a combined 5-0 against South Carolina
and Georgia by a combined score of 30-13.

GRADUATES

e Four Tiger players received their diplomas during com-
mencement ceremonies in Littlejohn Coliseum on May
12.

e Chad Fairey, Bryar Hawkins, Jackson Lindley and Mac
Starbuck all graduated.

e Hawkins and Starbuck graduated with a degree in sports
communication.

2022.

e |n the ninth inning, he has allowed only four hits (all
singles), no runs and two walks with 21 strikeouts in
13.1 innings pitched.

e |n his career, he is 1-2 with a 3.86 ERA and 43 strike-
outs against 19 walks in 28.0 innings pitched over 31
relief appearances.

e White, who hit .275 with 104 runs and 36 steals at
Clemson from 2014-16, made his MLB debut with the
Texas Rangers on Sept. 1, 2020.

e Every Tiger team from 1974 to 2020 had at least one
future major leaguer on its roster.

e Clemson has had at least one former Tiger play in an
