CLEMSON FACES LOUISIANA TECH
IN PRIME TIME ON SATURDAY

For the first time this season, the Clemson Tigers will 
play on a normal cadence this week when the team hosts 
the Louisiana Tech Bulldogs on Saturday, Sept. 17. 
Kickoff at Memorial Stadium is set for 8 p.m. ET.

Clemson opened the season with a long lead-up to its 
Monday night opener against Georgia Tech before facing 
Furman on a five-day turnaround last week.

"There's a reason why you don't see many people play 
on Monday night on the road and then play again on 
Saturday," Head Coach Dabo Swinney said. "I'm thankful 
we can have a normal week. This will be our first normal 
week of the year. We haven't had a normal week yet, so 
I'm excited about that."

Saturday's game will be Clemson's second of the season 
in prime time but its first night game at Death Valley in 
2022. Clemson is 41-7 at night since 2015 and 22-4 
in night games since 2018. Under newly installed LED 
lights as part of recent renovations to Memorial Stadium, 
Clemson will attempt to win its 18th consecutive night 
game in Death Valley, a streak that dates to the middle of 
the 2013 season.

Clemson is coming off a 35-12 win against Furman in 
Death Valley in the Tigers' home opener. It marked the 
35th consecutive game in which the Tigers have walked 
out of Memorial Stadium victorious, tying the 2006-11 
Boise State Broncos for the 14th-longest home winning 
streak in FBS history. Clemson’s streak is only the 15th 
home winning streak of 35 games or more in FBS history 
and is two games shy of the ACC record (Florida State, 
37 from 1992-2001).

Saturday's game will be Clemson's first of three 
scheduled this season against head coaches who have 

never faced Clemson: Louisiana Tech’s Sonny Cumbie, 
Notre Dame’s Marcus Freeman and Miami’s Mario 
Cristobal. A win against Cumbie's Louisiana Tech squad 
on Saturday would improve Clemson to 41-4 since 
2011 when facing an opposing head coach for the first 
time.

Clemson has won eight consecutive games, the 
longest streak in the Power Five. Clemson has not trailed 
at any point in its last five games, victories against 
Wake Forest, South Carolina, Iowa State, Georgia Tech 
and Furman. Clemson last trailed on Nov. 13 last year 
until the Tigers turned a 7-3 deficit against UConn into 
a 10-7 lead on a Will Swinney fake field goal for a first-
quarter touchdown in an eventual 44-7 win.

Clemson 
defeated Charlotte, 52-10, in its first game against an 
active Conference USA opponent in 2019.

- Clemson attempting to win its 36th consecutive home 
game to extend its school record for both the longest 
home winning streak and longest home unbeaten streak 
in school history (as well as extend the nation’s longest 
active home winning streak). No member of Clemson’s 
roster has lost a home game at Clemson in their careers.

SERIES HISTORY VS. LOUISIANA TECH
Clemson and Louisiana Tech met in the Humanitarian 

Bowl in Boise, Idaho at the end of the 2001 season. The 
Bulldogs then traveled to Clemson for the Tigers’ 2002 
home opener, as the two schools met within a three-game 
period on Clemson’s schedule.

The Tigers earned a 49-24 Humanitarian Bowl win 
in Woodrow Dantzler’s last game at Clemson in 2001. 
Despite playing in snowy conditions that featured the 
second-coldest recorded kickoff temperature in school 
history (32 degrees), the Tigers threw five touchdown 
passes in that game, then an all-time Clemson single 
game record.

Clemson then won the 2002 game at Clemson, 33-
13, behind quarterback Willie Simmons, who later joined 
Clemson’s staff en route to his current position as head 
coach at Florida A&M. 

Clemson won the programs’ most recent meeting, 
a 51-0 home shutout in 2006. James Davis (143), 
C.J. Spiller (127) and Demerick Chancellor (113) all 
reached 100 rushing yards in the game, the fourth such 
occurrence in Clemson history.

LAST MEETING
Clemson 51, Louisiana Tech 0
(Sept. 30, 2006, Clemson, S.C.)
Behind three 100-yard rushers and five forced turn-

overs, No. 18 Clemson blanked Louisiana Tech, 51-0, 
at Memorial Stadium. It was the Tigers ' first shutout of 
a Division I-A school since 1998. It was also Clemson's 
largest margin of victory in a shutout since 1990.

James Davis, C.J. Spiller, and Demerick Chancellor 
all went over the 100-yard mark to become the first 
Tiger trio since 1982 to accomplish that feat. Clem-
son had 393 rushing yards on only 41 carries, good for 
9.6 yards per carry. Davis rushed for 143 yards on 11 
carries (13.0 yards per carry) with two scores. Spiller 
rushed 15 times for 127 yards and a score, and Chan-
cellor rushed for 113 yards. 

Clemson amassed 526 yards of total offense on only 
58 plays, (9.1 yards per play). It was the Tigers' highest 
per-play figure in 59 years.

On an early third-and-one, Davis broke free for a 
64-yard touchdown run. Jad Dean then put the Tigers 

ahead 10-0 on their next drive with a 40-yard field goal. 
An acrobatic catch by Chansi Stuckey later set up an 
18-yard touchdown run by Davis.

Ricky Sapp sacked Zac Champion at the five on the 
first play of the ensuing drive, and the Bulldogs were 
forced to punt after another three-and-out. Clemson 
took over at the Louisiana Tech 34, and Stuckey made 
a diving catch in the end zone for a 34-yard score.

The first of five forced turnovers by the Tigers set up 
a 20-yard touchdown run by Spiller.

Louisiana Tech mounted its longest drive, but was 
unable to come away with points. The Bulldogs con-
verted two third downs of 10 yards or more and had 
first-and-goal at the six. But after three plays netted 
only two yards, Maurice Nelson and the Tiger defense 
stopped Johnathan Holland short of the end zone, leav-
ing the score 31-0 at halftime.

The Tigers opened the second half with 13 points 
before they even ran an offensive play. Jacoby Ford 
opened the second half with a 94-yard kickoff return. 
Ford became the first Tiger in history with a punt return 
and kickoff return for a touchdown of 90 yards or more. 
Two plays later, Nick Watkins stepped in front of Cham-
pion's short pass and raced 26 yards for a touchdown, 
giving Clemson a 44-0 lead.

Cullen Harper found Alex Pearson in the corner of 
the end zone for a touchdown with 13 seconds left in 
the third quarter to bring the final score to 51-0.

Clemson’s active 25-game non-conference winning 
streak at home is the longest such winning streak in 
program history.

ON THIS DATE
	 - Sept. 17, 1977 - Clemson defeated Georgia, 7-6, 
Clemson’s first win in Athens since 1914.
	 - Sept. 17, 1988 - Florida State defeated Clemson 
24-21 in the “Puntrooskie Game” at Death Valley. It was 
the first battle of top-10 teams in the history of Death 
Valley. Clemson had the Seminoles deep in their own 
territory late in the fourth quarter with the score tied 
21-21 when Florida State Head Coach Bobby Bowden 
ran an intricate fake punt play that resulted in Leroy 
Butler streaking 78 yards to the Clemson three. Florida 
State booted a field goal to win the game.
	 - Sept. 17, 1994 - Clemson and Virginia met in the 
1,000th ACC football game in history. Though Virginia 
won 9-6, Andre Carter had three takeaways in the game, 
becoming the fourth Tiger in history to do that.
	 - Sept. 17, 1995 - The Carolina Panthers met the 
St. Louis Rams in the first regular season NFL game 
in Death Valley. It was the first of eight regular season 
games for the expansion Panthers at Memorial Stadium 
in Clemson. Panthers cornerback Mike Reed, who cur-
rently serves as Clemson’s Assistant Head Coach/Special 
Teams Coordinator/Cornerbacks Coach, missed the game 
with an injury after having recorded two tackles and a 
game-high three passes defensed in the season opener 
two weeks earlier.
	 - Sept. 17, 2005: Miami (Fla.) defeated Clemson, 36-
30, in the longest game in Tiger history, a triple-overtime 
contest before a sellout crowd at Death Valley. Clemson 
tied the score with 15 seconds left on a 27-yard field 
goal by Jad Dean. Tyrone Moss scored what proved to 
be the game-winner in the third overtime on a 25-yard 
run. It was the first overtime loss in Clemson history after 
five consecutive wins. The game took four hours and 10 
minutes to play.
	 - Sept. 17, 2011: Clemson defeated defending na-
tional champion Auburn, 38-24, in Death Valley. The 
win elevated Clemson’s record against a defending visit-
ing national champion in games played at Clemson to 
3-0 and it ended Auburn’s 17-game winning streak. 
	 - Overall: Clemson is 7-3-1 all-time in games con-
tested on Sept. 17, including wins in its last three Sept. 
17 contests in 2011 (vs. Auburn), 2015 (at Louisville) 
and 2016 (vs. SC State).

NOTES FROM LAST GAME
- Quarterback DJ Uiagalelei completed 21-of-27 

passes for 231 yards and two touchdowns for a pass 
efficiency rating of 166.7. He also rushed five times for 
36 yards.

- Uiagalelei’s 166.7 passer rating was a career high, 
surpassing his 164.7 rating at Notre Dame in 2020.

- Other than a 1-for-1 passing performance against 
Virginia in 2020, Uiagalelei’s 77.8 percent completion 
percentage on Saturday was the highest of his career.

- Uiagalelei threw multiple touchdown passes in a 
game for the fifth time in his career.

- Clemson scored a touchdown on each of the first five 
drives led by Uiagalelei. Those five drives covered 346 
combined yards in 41 total plays.

- Running back Will Shipley rushed 10 times for 68 
yards with two touchdowns.

- Shipley has now rushed for multiple touchdowns 
in consecutive games for the second time in his career 
(2021 vs. SC State and Georgia Tech).

- Shipley now has six career games with multiple 
rushing touchdowns, tied with Wayne Gallman for the 
third-most by a Clemson player in the last 10 seasons. He 
has scored multiple touchdowns in half of his 12 career 
games.

- Shipley became the first Clemson player to score 
multiple rushing touchdowns in each of the first two 
games of a season since Wesley McFadden in 1987.

- Clemson opened the scoring on a one-yard touchdown 
run by Shipley on the game’s opening possession.

- Shipley has rushed for a touchdown in five consecutive 
games, dating to last season. His active streak represents 
Clemson’s longest since Travis Etienne rushed for a 
touchdown in seven straight games in 2020.

- Shipley added a 17-yard rushing touchdown in the 
second quarter.

- Tight end Jake Briningstool recorded his first 
touchdown of the season on a two-yard pass from 
Uiagalelei on Clemson’s second possession.

- The touchdown was Briningstool’s second of his 
career and his first since Nov. 13, 2021 vs. UConn. 

- Clemson scored touchdowns on its opening three 
possessions of a game for the first time since Clemson’s 
second game of the 2021 season against SC State.

- Running back Kobe Pace recorded his first rushing 
touchdown of the season — the seventh of his career — 
to complete a nine-play, 75-yard drive in 1:27 of game 
play in a two-minute situation to end the first half.

- Wide receiver Beaux Collins led Clemson with 57 
yards on four receptions and a touchdown.

- Collins recorded his second touchdown of the season 
— the fifth of his career — on a nine-yard pass from 
Uiagalelei in the third quarter.

- Collins has now caught a touchdown in consecutive 
games for the first time since a three-game streak against 
Louisville, UConn and Wake Forest last season.

- Clemson reached the 30-point mark for the seventh 
time in an eight-game span, dating to last season. 
Clemson has averaged 34.8 points during its current 
eight-game winning streak.

- Clemson recorded the game’s first takeaway in the 
second quarter when cornerback Malcolm Greene forced 
a fumble that was recovered by cornerback Fred Davis II.

- The forced fumble and fumble recovery were the first 
in the careers of Greene and Davis, respectively.

- Linebacker Barrett Carter recorded his first career 
interception in the third quarter.

- With Carter’s pick, Clemson intercepted a pass in a 
sixth consecutive game for the first time since a six-game 
streak late in the 2019 season.

- Defensive tackle Ruke Orhorhoro recorded his 
first sack of the season on Clemson’s first defensive 
possession. It was Orhorhoro’s first sack since Nov. 13, 
2021 vs. UConn.

- Linebacker LaVonta Bentley added his first sack of 
the season in the fourth quarter, pushing his career total 
to 5.5.

- With two sacks in the contest, Clemson became the 
first program to post multiple sacks in 50 games since 
2018. 

- Clemson accumulated 306 of its 376 yards in the first 
half. Clemson has reached 300 yards in 10 consecutive 
games, dating to last season.

- Clemson recorded 22 first downs to Furman’s 19. 
During Clemson’s active eight-game winning streak, 
Clemson has a cumulative +58 edge in first downs.

- Both teams had two turnovers. Clemson finished

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even or positive in the turnover margin for a sixth straight 
game, dating to last season, Clemson's first time doing so 
since a six-game streak early in the 2020 season.

- Clemson played its 122nd home opener in school 
history in its 127th season, as there were five seasons in 
which Clemson did not play a game at home. 

- Clemson played on a five-day turnaround, its quickest 
turnaround between games since 2016 when Clemson 
played a Thursday game against Georgia Tech following a 
Saturday game against South Carolina State. 

- The game was a rematch of the first game in Clemson 
history. Guided by Head Coach Walter Riggs, Clemson 
earned a 14-6 road victory against the Furman Purple 
Hurricane in the Tigers’ gridiron debut on Oct. 31, 1896.

- Captains for the contest were defensive tackle Bryan 
Bresee, defensive tackle Ruke Orhorhoro, placekicker 
B.T. Potter and wide receiver Drew Swinney. Clemson also 
named Ella Bresee, sister of Bryan Bresee, as an honorary 
captain as part of the program’s “Ella Strong” game as 
she continues to battle brain cancer.

- Clemson earned its eighth straight victory, dating to 

last season, the longest active winning streak in the Power 
Five.

- Clemson won its 19th straight home debut. The 
win extended Clemson’s longest winning streak in home 
openers all-time, ahead of its 17 from 1944-60.

- Clemson improved to 97-17-8 in home openers. 
- Clemson won its 35th consecutive home game 

to extend its school record for both the longest home 
winning streak and longest home unbeaten streak in 
school history. 

- Clemson’s 35-game home winning streak is the 
nation’s longest home winning streak. No member of 
Clemson’s roster has lost a home game at Clemson in 
their careers. 

- Clemson (35) tied the 2006-11 Boise State Broncos 
for the 14th-longest home winning streak in FBS history. 
Clemson’s streak is only the 15th home winning streak 
of 35 games or more in FBS history and pulls Clemson 
within two games of the ACC record (Florida State, 37

- Clemson is now a national-best 54-1 at home in the 
College Football Playoff era (since 2014).

- Clemson won its 25th consecutive non-conference 
home game. Clemson’s active 25-game non-conference 
winning streak at home is the longest such winning streak 

in program history, as Clemson’s last home loss in non-
conference play was in 2012. 

- Clemson improved to 35-3 against non-conference 
opponents at Death Valley under Dabo Swinney.

- Clemson improved to 44-10-4 against Furman all-
time. Clemson’s 44 all-time wins against Furman are 
fourth-most against a single opponent in Clemson history

- Clemson won its 32nd consecutive contest against 
Furman and extended its unbeaten streak against the 
Paladins to 33 consecutive games. The last tie between 
the two teams occurred in 1937, and the most recent 
Furman victory in the series came during the 1936 
campaign. Clemson’s 32-game winning streak against 
Furman is its longest winning streak — both active and 
all-time — against any opponent.

- Clemson won its 22nd consecutive home game 
against Furman to add to its longest single-opponent 
home winning streak in school history, which dates to 
1938 and predates the opening of Memorial Stadium in 
1942.

- Clemson improved to 37-0 against Football 
Championship Subdivision teams since the NCAA formed 
the division prior to the 1978 season.

- Clemson improved to 119-13 against AP-unranked 
teams under Dabo Swinney. Clemson is now 96-3 against 
unranked teams since the start of the 2012 season.

- Clemson improved to 27-2 in September games since 
2015. 

- Clemson improved to 29-6 under Dabo Swinney 
in games in which the Tigers enter ranked lower in the 
AP Poll than they did in its previous contest. Clemson 
dropped from No. 4 to No. 5 in the most recent poll 
following a 31-point road win in conference play in the 
season opener.

- Clemson is now 68-4 when scoring first since 2015.

HISTORIC CONFERENCE REIGN 
Even though the Tigers entered the final week of the 

season still alive in the conference title race for "A"nother 
"C"lemson "C"hampionship, Clemson's six-year reign atop 
the ACC ended in 2021.

With a sixth straight conference title in 2020, 
Clemson became the first program ever to win 20 ACC 
Championships, five more than Florida State, which 
ranks second with 15. That year, Clemson became the 
first program in the conference championship game era 
to win six straight conference championship games. 
Clemson also became the first ACC program to win six 
consecutive outright titles, as Florida State had a streak 
of nine straight ACC titles, but that streak included 
two co-championships that prevented Bobby Bowden's 
Seminoles from ever winning more than three straight 
titles outright.

Including titles from its days as a member of the 
Southern Intercollegiate Athletic Association and 
Southern Conference, Clemson has 26 conference 
championships overall, also the most of any current ACC 
school. Duke ranks second among the ACC's current 
membership with 18 overall conference titles, including 
11 Southern Conference titles and seven ACC titles. 

The Tigers won the 1900, 1902 and 1903 SIAA 

Conference championships under John Heisman, then 
the 1906 SIAA title under Bob Williams. Clemson also 
won the 1940 and 1948 Southern Conference titles 
under Frank Howard. Howard won eight total conference 
titles, including two in the Southern Conference and six 
in the ACC.

	 Early in his head coaching tenure, Dabo Swinney 
laid out his belief to then-Clemson athletic director 
Terry Don Phillips that the Tigers needed to add tough 
non-conference challenges on top of their tests in ACC 
play to serve as a foundation for the program's growth.

	 While proud of his incoming classes, Head Coach 
Dabo Swinney has long stated that a true ranking of 
a recruiting class cannot and should not be published 
until four years later when the group can be evaluated 
on performance rather than potential. 
	 Much to Swinney's delight, The Athletic has annually 
assumed that role in recent years, re-ranking every 
recruiting class four years later to account for on-field 
performance. 
	 For its re-rankings, The Athletic uses the following 
grading scale: 5 points: All-American, award winner, 
top-50 NFL Draft pick; 4: Multi-year starter, all-
conference honors; 3: One-year starter or key reserve; 
2: Career backup; 0: Minor or no contribution, left 
the program. The outlet also adds a bonus to each 
program’s class average, derived from its total number 
of wins from 2017 through 2020 (e.g.: For re-ranking 
the Class of 2017, Clemson won 51 games, so its class 
average received a bonus of 0.51).

RESPONDING THE RIGHT WAY
At the end of September last year, Clemson sat at 2-2 

with a bevy of injuries, and the Tigers' season seemingly 
sat at a very early crossroads. Clemson rebounded from 
that 2-2 start by winning eight of its last nine games to 
extend its historic streak of 10-win seasons.

“I really think that this has been one of [Swinney's] 
best coaching jobs,” Wake Forest Head Coach and ACC 
Coach of the Year Dave Clawson said. “Sometimes 
when everything goes your way, things run themselves. 
This has not been a year that everything bounced their 
way, and you can tell he’s never lost his team. They’ve 
gotten better.”

Swinney routinely cited the foundation of the 
program and its success being paved through adversity 
throughout the season. He often cited the ability to 
teach lessons that resonate differently at 4-3 than 
they do at 15-0. He noted that though his team had 
disappointment, true football adversity was something 
most of his team had not faced.

“They’ve rallied, they’ve battled," Swinney said. “The 
foundation of our program has won the day for us.”

On Oct. 1 of last season, 28 different Power Five 
teams had two or more losses. Of that group, only 
Clemson (10-3) and Utah (10-4) rebounded to finish 
with 10 wins in 2021.

CARDIAC CLEMSON
In rattling off 10 consecutive 10-win seasons from 

2011-20, Clemson's dominance resulted in the Tigers 
playing only 32 games decided by one possession, the 
13th-fewest in the FBS in that span (with many of the 
teams ranked lower having not played at the FBS level 
throughout that entire timeframe). 

The Tigers diverged a bit from their runaway-game 
reputation in 2021, as cardiac Clemson had seven 
of its 12 games against FBS opponents in 2021 be 
decided by eight or fewer points (and nine of the 12 be 
decided by 10 or fewer points). Clemson nearly played 
another one-possession game against Florida State on 
Oct. 30 until a defensive touchdown on a desperation 
lateral play on the final play of the game gave Clemson 
a 10-point victory margin over the Seminoles.

SUCCEEDING DESPITE ATTRITION
Attrition unlike any Clemson had faced in the Dabo 

Swinney era reared its head in 2021. By the time 
Clemson wrapped up its 2021 Cheez-It Bowl win, for 
various reasons, the Tigers were without the services 
of 30 scholarship players from the start of the season.

Clemson had 48 different players record at least 
one start in 2021, eight more than its 40 different 
starters in 2020’s erratic and unpredictable pandemic-
impacted season. Only 23 Clemson players played in 
every game, and only six started every game (including 
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kicker and punter).

STRENGTH OF RECORD
One of the metrics used by the College Football 

Playoff committee to evaluate teams is Strength of 
Record, described by SportSource Analytics as such: 
"The Strength of Record (SoR) Rating is a measurement 
of a team’s performance against the average margin of 
victory of the opponent. For example, if a team plays 
an opponent that wins by 7 points on average and they 
beat that team by 10 points, then they would have SoR 
Rating of +17 for that game. Each game is also adjusted 
for home and away factors. When viewed as an overall 
rating, it tells you that a team typically performs better 
(if positive) or worse (if negative) against opponents 
than teams typically perform against them."

Clemson ranked second in the ACC and 17th in the 
nation in Strength of Record in 2021. Clemson finished 
ahead of the two teams it lost to in conference play 
(Pitt and NC State) and just behind a Wake Forest team 
Clemson defeated by 21 points.

Clemson's only losses in 2021 came in one-score 
games against No. 1 Georgia and No. 20 North Carolina 
State and a 10-point loss to No. 13 Pitt, three teams 
that finished 2021 with a combined 34-7 record (all AP 
rankings from final poll). 

Clemson has lost only 10 games since 2015 and 
only six games since 2018. Six of Clemson's 10 losses 
since 2015 have come against AP Top 5 teams, and 
those six were all College Football Playoff participants 
that season.

The opponents to whom Clemson has lost since 
2015 have a combined final record of 104-25, a 
winning percentage of .806. Since 2018, opponents 
responsible for Clemson's defeats have a combined 
final record of 65-10 (.867).

WHEN IN DOUBT, CLEMSON RESPONDS
In Head Coach Dabo Swinney's tenure, the Tigers 

have routinely responded well following dips in the AP 
rankings. 

Under Swinney, Clemson is 29-6 in games in which 
it enters ranked lower in the AP Poll than it did in its 
previous contest. This includes the 2014, 2016, 2017, 
2018 and 2021 season openers in which Clemson 
opened the season lower than its ranking from the final 
game of the previous campaign. Before a loss to Georgia 
to open 2021, Clemson had won its previous 17 games 
when entering ranked lower in the AP Poll than in its 
previous game.

Clemson is also 29-7 in games following a loss under 
Swinney, including season openers following a loss in the 
previous season finale. Losses to Top 5 opponents Ohio 
State and Georgia across the 2020 and 2021 seasons 
ended a streak of 127 games since losing back-to-back 
contests, which had been the longest active streak in the 
nation and the longest in ACC history. 

Previously, Clemson’s last time losing back-to-back 
games had come in 2011. That also represents the last 
time Clemson has lost consecutive games in a single 
season.

ACC WINNING STREAKS
Clemson has won 59 of its last 64 games vs. ACC 

opponents, a time frame that includes ACC Championship 
Game wins against North Carolina (2015), Virginia Tech 
(2016), Miami (2017), Pitt (2018), Virginia (2019) and 
Notre Dame (2020). Clemson has an active winning 
streak against 11 of its 13 ACC counterparts, with at least 
three games comprising each of those 11 streaks.

TAKING CARE OF BUSINESS
Prior to a loss at NC State in late September of 

2021, Clemson had won 36 consecutive games against 
teams unranked in the AP Poll, the program's second-
longest such winning streak since the inception of the 
poll in 1936. Prior to the loss to NC State, Clemson's 
last defeat at the hands of an unranked squad had 
come in 2017 at Syracuse.

Clemson's longest winning streak against unranked 
teams came across the 2012-16 seasons, when 
Clemson won 46 in a row starting with a season-opening 
win against Auburn in 2012 and ending with an upset 
loss to Pitt in 2016.

Clemson is 119-13 against AP-unranked teams 
under Dabo Swinney, including wins in 96 of 99 games 
against those unranked teams since the start of the 
2012 season.

RETURNING EXPERIENCE
The 2021 Tigers faced a perfect storm of injuries, 

attrition, adversity and inexperience in key positions but 
battled to finish 10-3 in what Head Coach Dabo Swinney 
called a victory for the team’s culture. Clemson continued 
its historic 10-win-season streak despite only four 
offensive or defensive players starting every game and 
despite the Tigers ending the season with an incredible 
30 scholarship players unavailable. 

But for all the strife those injuries created in 2021, 
Clemson stands to benefit from them greatly in 2022. 
Entering fall camp, Clemson returned 53 lettermen 
among its 81 returning players that have appeared in at 
least one game at Clemson, and while Clemson returned 
15 of its 22 primary offensive and defensive starters from 
2021, a total of 36 different returning players entered 
2022 having started at least one career game for the 
Tigers.

SHIP HAPPENS
Despite missing three games due to multiple injuries, 

running back Will Shipley led Clemson in rushing 
touchdowns (11), total touchdowns (11), rushing 
attempts (149) and rushing yards (738) as a true 
freshman in 2021.

This season, Shipley has picked up where he left off in 
2021. The sophomore recorded multiple touchdowns on 
the ground in each of Clemson's first two games, giving 
him multiple rushing touchdowns in exactly half of his 12 
career games played. He became the first Clemson player 
to score multiple rushing touchdowns in each of the first 
two games of a season since Wesley McFadden in 1987.

He is already one of nine Clemson players since 2000 
to record at least six career games with multiple rushing 
touchdowns.

Shipley's freshman performance in 2021 was another 
entry in Clemson's recent history of feature backs 
declaring their arrival immediately. Clemson was led in 
rushing yards in each of the previous seven years by either 
Wayne Gallman (2014-16) or Travis Etienne (2017-20), 
both of whom led Clemson in rushing in their freshman 
seasons (Gallman's redshirt freshman season in 2014 
and Etienne's true freshman season in 2017). Before 
Shipley, the last time someone other than Etienne or 
Gallman led Clemson in rushing in a season was 2013 

(Rod McDowell), when Shipley was in fifth grade.
Shipley's 2021 performance ranked second in rushing 

touchdowns by a Clemson true freshman since 1972.

COMEBACK "BIG CINCO"
In "Big Cinco" DJ Uiagalelei's first career start in 

October of 2020, Clemson trailed Boston College at 
home, 28-10, with 1:02 remaining in the first half. With 
no timeouts, Uiagalelei led a 10-play, 42-yard drive in 
55 seconds to get a B.T. Potter 50-yard field goal before 
half. The drive jumpstarted Clemson's comeback 34-
28 victory, as the Tigers scored 24 unanswered for the 
win. Of note:

- Clemson trailed by 18 points in the first half, 
making the win Clemson’s largest home comeback 
victory in school history. 

- The win tied for the second-largest comeback win 
in school history at any location, matching an 18-point 
comeback at Maryland in 2011, which had also stood as 
Clemson’s largest comeback win under Dabo Swinney.

In 2021, Uiagalelei helped engineer fourth-quarter 
comeback wins in back-to-back games against Florida 
State on Oct. 30 and at Louisville on Nov. 6. Against 
Florida State, Clemson led going into the fourth 
quarter but fell behind on a strip-sack recovered for 
a touchdown with fewer than eight minutes to play. 
Uiagalelei and Clemson engineered a three-play, 58-
yard touchdown drive to reclaim the lead with fewer 
than three minutes to play in the win.

A week later, Clemson trailed 24-17 entering the 
fourth quarter but outscored the Cardinals 13-0 in the 
final frame to earn the victory. The wins gave Clemson 
fourth-quarter comeback victories in back-to-back 
games for the first time in the Dabo Swinney era. 

It was the first time since 2005 that Clemson played 
consecutive games that it won with a fourth-quarter 
comeback. In the season opener that year, Clemson 
defeated Texas A&M, 25-24, after kicker Jad Dean 
kicked a 42-yard game-winning field goal with two 
second remaining for the win. A week later, Clemson 
faced a 10-point fourth-quarter deficit against Maryland 
but used a 51-yard Charlie Whitehurst touchdown pass 
and a 38-yard touchdown run by Reggie Merriweather 
to outscore the Terps 14-0 in the final frame for a 28-
24 win.

Uiagalelei is one of seven Clemson quarterbacks 
since 2000 to engineer multiple fourth-quarter wins 
(tied or trailing) and one of four to do so at least three 
times.

INTERCEPTION AVOIDANCE
In his debut season in 2020, Uiagalelei became only 

the second FBS player since 2000 to throw at least 
115 passes and record at least five passing touchdowns 
and no interceptions, joining Georgia Southern’s Shai 
Werts from 2018.

Uiagalelei’s first career interception came on his 
12th pass of the 2021 season opener, the 129th pass 
attempt of his career. His interception-free streak of 
128 passes concluded only 37 attempts shy of the 
Clemson record for most pass attempts without an 
interception to start a career, held by Cullen Harper 
(first 165 passes of his career that spanned 2005-07). 

He ranks second in Clemson records in career 
interception percentage among qualified passers.

DJU'S RIVALRY DEBUT
Uiagalelei made his Clemson-South Carolina rivalry 

debut in 2021 and led the Tigers to a 30-0 road win in 
Columbia. In doing so, he became the 23rd Clemson

-- NO. 16 WR WILL TAYLOR --

MAVERICK CLEARED FOR TAKEOFF
In the summer of 2021, a pair of Clemson enrollees 

faced a difficult decision. Though both had signed as 
dual-sport scholarship athletes to play football and 
baseball at Clemson, incoming freshman quarterback 
Bubba Chandler and wide receiver Will Taylor were both 
slated as presumptive early-round picks in the 2021 MLB 
Draft.

When the draft came, Chandler made known his 
services would be available to MLB teams and opted for 
pro baseball after being selected in the third round by the 
Pittsburgh Pirates. However, despite first-round feedback, 
Taylor told MLB teams he wanted to pursue his dream of 
playing both sports at Clemson and told Clemson coaches 
Dabo Swinney (football) and Monte Lee (former baseball 
coach) of his intent to play collegiately.

"I’ve heard the term ‘life-changing’ [money] and that’s 
true, but also it was going to have to be the perfect 
situation for me to leave this place,” Taylor said of his 
options. “We kind of knew what the college experience 
was going to be like. We didn’t really know what the 
professional life was like.”

The Texas Rangers took a flyer on Taylor in the 19th 
round, but Taylor was already mentally on his way to 
carving out a role on Clemson's football team. He won 
the starting punt return job in Clemson's season opener 
against Georgia and a week later recorded a 51-yard punt 
return against SC State.

Taylor's attitude garnered him the nickname "Maverick" 
from former offensive coordinator Tony Elliott.

“I called him Maverick first [because] he reminds 
me of a young Tom Cruise from Top Gun. He’s got that 
feistiness to him, that edge to him. I think he likes it 

too," Elliott said in 2021. "He provides a spark around 
here. What I think he’s done, too, he has garnered the 
respect of everybody in that locker room. It’s obviously 
tough for him, coming in as a baseball and football guy, 
so he came in with some challenges. But he came in here 
and right away showed the guys in the locker room that 
‘Hey, I’m a football guy. I’ll do whatever it takes,’ and kind 
of dispelled all of that.”

The electrifying slot receiver who trained as an 
emergency quarterback in his first year had his freshman 
football season end prematurely — and his freshman 
baseball season start late — as the result of an ACL tear 
in Clemson's fifth football game. 

Beyond his multi-sport skillset that has Swinney and 
his baseball counterparts debating whether his future is 
as an NFL slot receiver or as an MLB outfielder, Taylor's 
demeanor, mindset and drive continue to impress them 
most. 

“This kid turned down millions of dollars to play football 
and baseball and chase his dream,” Swinney said. “He’s 
just a natural. He’s a gamer. He’s got incredible moxie 
and poise.”

KEEPING OFFENSES OUT
Through the first three weeks of the 2021 season, 

Clemson did not allow a touchdown on defense, the 
nation's only team able to make that claim. 

Clemson surrendered its first offensive touchdown 
of the season with five seconds remaining in the first 
quarter at NC State, ending a streak of 194:55 to 
open the season in which Clemson did not allow an 
offensive touchdown. The touchdown came on the 
38th drive faced by Clemson’s defense that season and 
was Clemson’s longest season-opening streak without 
allowing an offensive touchdown since 1950, a year 
in which Clemson similarly did not allow an offensive 
touchdown until the first quarter of the season’s fourth 
game.

Clemson's streak in the first three games was the 
first time it held three consecutive offenses without a 
touchdown at any point in a season since midseason 
1990 (Appalachian State, Duke and Georgia). It 
represented the first time Clemson had not allowed 
an offensive touchdown in any of its first three games 
of a season since 1950, when Clemson shut out 
Presbyterian, Missouri and NC State in the season's 
first three contests.

in February that Clemson’s biggest signee of its 2022 
recruiting class wasn’t a freshman or a transfer, it was 
placekicker B.T. Potter, who opted to use his extra year 
of eligibility and return for his super senior fifth season. 
Potter was a Groza Award semifinalist in 2019 and 
enters 2022 as a prime candidate for that award, as he 
is Clemson’s school record holder in career field goals 
of both 40-plus and 50-plus yards and ranks among the 
leaders in Clemson history in career PATs, career points 
by a kicker, career points and field goals. 

Potter is the only player in Clemson history to score 
100 points in three different seasons, has been one of 
the nation’s foremost kickoff specialists and holds the 
Clemson record for consecutive PATs made (122 from 
2018-20).

Potter's 55 career field goals have covered 2,056 
yards. He surpassed the 2,000-yard mark on made field 
goals in Clemson's season opener at Georgia Tech. The 
Clemson career record for yards on field goals is 2,370, 
set by Nelson Welch from 1991-94.

THE OTHER SWINNEY DYNASTY
Like Colquitts punting at Tennessee, Swinneys 

holding at Clemson are becoming a dynasty of their 
own. 

Head Coach Dabo Swinney's oldest son, Will, arrived 
at Clemson in 2017 and immediately earned Clemson's 
starting holder position on placekicks. He played five 
seasons and a record-tying 69 games at Clemson 
through 2021. In those five seasons, Clemson scored 
565 points on placekicks, including field goals and 
PATs, and he held for 558 of those 565 points. 

The only seven Clemson kicking points not held 
by Will in his career were instead held by his brother, 
Drew, now Clemson's starter at the position in 2022. 
Drew is joined on the roster this season by the youngest 
of the three Swinney boys, Clay, who could claim the 
role in future seasons. Clay's arrival creates a plausible 
scenario in which every Clemson placekick in a full 10-
year span from 2017-26 could be held by a Swinney.

Clemson's last hold by any player outside the Swinney 
family was on the final point of Clemson's 2016 
national championship, as Seth Ryan, coincidentally 
also the son of a famous long-time coach (Rex Ryan), 
held the PAT following Hunter Renfrow's game-winning 
touchdown with one second remaining.

Announcers, you're going to need a bigger board.
In four of the last five seasons, Clemson led all Power 

Five conference teams in average players per game. 
Prior to the 2021 season in which Clemson's playing 
rotations were limited by significant attrition, the last 
time Clemson did not lead Power Five teams in that 
category was in 2016, when Clemson finished second 
in that category.

Clemson has not only often led the nation in that 
category but has typically lapped the field. In 2019, 
Clemson played an average of 76.0 players per game, 
an average that far exceeded all Power Five programs 
by more than 11 players — a full unit — per game. 
Clemson's lead in that category in 2020 was more than 
seven players per game.

Clemson finished fourth in the Power Five with 63.9 
players per game in 2021 but tied for the Power Five 
lead in total players played.

The approach to creating functional depth and 
rewarding players ready to play has been a key 
philosophy for Head Coach Dabo Swinney, whose own 
collegiate playing career was hatched as a walk-on 
fighting for playing time in Alabama's receiving corps.

“We’re fully committed to playing guys who deserve 
to play,” Swinney said. “You commit to a guy early 
in the season, and even if a guy has only played 10 
percent of the snaps, when you get to game eight or 
nine, they’ve got some good experience.”

Clemson played 102 players against South Carolina 
State in the second game of the 2021 season, its third-
most in a game under Dabo Swinney. Clemson played 
90 against UConn on Nov. 13, just shy of cracking the 
Top 10 in Swinney's tenure.

YOUTH IS SERVED
In the first year of new redshirt regulations in 2018, 

Clemson played a then-school-record 20 true freshmen. 
Clemson immediately shattered that record in its 2019 
season opener, with 27 true freshmen making their 
collegiate debuts in that contest. An additional eight 
true freshmen made their debuts to push that 2019 
total to a school-record 36. 

In 2020, Clemson played 27 true freshmen, tied 
for the most in the country at the end of the regular 
season. Twenty-two first-year freshmen made their 
debut for Clemson in 2021. Coinciding with redshirt 
rule changes, Clemson's four most recent seasons have 
resulted in the most game action for first-year freshmen 
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since 1982.

Ten true freshmen have already made their Clemson 
debuts in 2022: WR Antonio Williams, CB Jeadyn 
Lukus, S Sherrod Covil Jr., LB Wade Woodaz, CB 
Toriano Pride Jr., LB T.J. Dudley, K Robert Gunn III, 
OL Collin Sadler, OL Blake Miller and DT Caden Story.

In the 2021 season opener against Georgia, Clemson 
started two true freshmen in the first game of a season 
for the first time under Dabo Swinney. Safety Andrew 
Mukuba became the first Clemson true freshman to 
start at defensive back in records back to 1973, and 
guard Marcus Tate became only the third true freshman 
offensive lineman to start a season opener at Clemson 
since 1973, joining center James Farr (1980) and 
tackle Mitch Hyatt (2015). 

In 2022, true freshman Blake Miller added himself 
to the list, as his physical and mental preparedness 
impressed Clemson's veterans, including fellow 
offensive lineman Walker Parks.

"Blake came in in January, and we had to check his 
birth certificate because we thought he was 25 years 
old,” Parks said. “That might be the most developed 
freshman we've ever seen, out-lifting dudes and out-
running dudes... He's a great player, he's smart, picks 
things up fast and he's physical."

OFFENSIVE BALANCE
Clemson's distribution of talent throughout its 

offense and its willingness to adapt to how defenses are 
game planning has resulted in the Tigers fielding one of 
the nation's more balanced offenses in recent years. In 
2018, Clemson set a school record with 3,723 rushing 
yards. In 2020, Clemson set a school record with 348.5 
passing yards per game.

Clemson has exceeded both 200 passing yards and 
200 rushing yards in 56 games under Dabo Swinney, 
posting a perfect record in those contests. Clemson's 
22 such games since the start of the 2018 season are 
among the most in the country.

Clemson has averaged at least 200 rushing yards and 
200 passing yards per game four times in school history, 
with two of those seasons occurring in the 2018 and 
2019 campaigns. Clemson broke the 3,000-yard mark 
both rushing and passing in both 2018 and 2019, two 
of three 3,000/3,000 seasons in school history (2015).

YARDS PER PLAY
Clemson shattered its school record for yards per play 

in 2018 at 7.35, the program's first time exceeding 
seven yards per play in a season.

In 2018-19, Clemson became only the third school 
since 2000 to average 7.35 or better yards per play 
in back-to-back seasons, joining Alabama, which did 
it across 2018-19, and Oklahoma, which was in the 
midst of a four-year streak across the 2016-19 seasons.

Collectively, Clemson averaged 7.2 yards per play 
across the 2018-20 seasons, joining Oklahoma (7.9) 
and Alabama (7.8) as the only programs to average at 
least seven yards per play across those three seasons.

650-POINT SEASONS
Clemson remains responsible for two of the 22

POINTS OFF TURNOVERS
Clemson's offense and defense have both been 

dominant in possessions following turnovers since the 
2018 ACC Championship Game. Since that time, the 
Tigers hold a 339-93 advantage against opponents in 
points off turnovers.

In 2021, Clemson allowed only 27 points off 
turnovers. However, 21 of those points came off of 
two pick-sixes and a strip-sack fumble return, so the 
Clemson defense surrendered only an incredible six 
points on possessions following Clemson turnovers last 
year. The only offenses to score following a Clemson 
turnover in 2021 were South Carolina State, which 
turned a fumble at the Clemson 36 into a field goal, 
and Iowa State, which turned an interception at the 
Clemson 28 into three points.

FINISH
In 2018, Clemson debuted a new version of its "This 

is Why We Work" fourth quarter video at Death Valley, 
a hype video imploring the team to finsh and featuring 
Director of Strength and Conditioning Joey Batson 
bellowing:

“Let me tell you something right now: they don’t 

put championship rings on smooth hands! You gotta 
go earn it! You gotta go earn it six seconds at a time! 
You win championships when the stadium is empty, 
when the band ain’t playing, when the cheerleaders 
ain’t cheering, when it’s just you and your brothers right 
beside you. That’s when you win championships! In the 
fourth quarter, that is when we shine!”

The video and the speech became a part of Clemson 
lore, buoyed by its playing during Clemson's comeback 
win against Syracuse that year en route to a 15-0 
national championship season. Over the years, the 
video has changed but the speech remains the same, 
with many Clemson fans yelling it in unison as it plays.

Clemson's fixation on finishing has led to the Tigers 
owning the fourth quarter, with Clemson holding a 
120-2 record since 2011 when leading after three 
quarters.  Clemson is also the only Power Five school to 
be undefeated since 2017 in games in which it holds 
a lead at halftime.

ACADEMIC EXCELLENCE
- Through the summer of 2022, of 328 eligible 

players who completed their athletic eligibility at 
Clemson and/or graduated early in Dabo Swinney’s 13+ 
full years as head coach, 322 (98 percent) have earned 
a degree during their time at Clemson.

- Clemson broke program multi-year APR records 
in three straight years from 2017-19 (987 in 2016-
17, 992 in 2017-18 and 993 in 2018-19) before the 
NCAA suspended APR reporting during the COVID-19 
pandemic. Upon reinstatement of APR reporting in 
June 2022, Clemson shattered its multi-year APR 
record with a 999 covering the 2017-18 through 2020-
21 academic years.

- Clemson’s 999 APR in that span tied Ole Miss for 
the FBS lead and finished tied for second nationally 
across all of Division I, trailing only Columbia University 
of the Ivy League. Clemson lofty academic success in 
that period coincided with on-field excellence that 
included four ACC titles, four College Football Playoff 
berths, two national championship game berths and the 
2018 national championship.

- Clemson, Air Force, Navy, Northwestern and 
Washington are the only FBS programs to produce a 
985+ multi-year APR in each of the last four reported 
cycles.

- Clemson is the only program in the country to have 
finished in both the Top 10 percent of NCAA APR data 
AND the AP Top 25 in 10 of the last 11 academic 
cycles.

- Clemson is the only FBS program since the NCAA 
created the APR metric in 2003 to win a national 
championship and an APR Public Recognition Award in 
the same year multiple times. Alabama is the only other 
school to accomplish the title/APR double in a single 
year once (2011-12 academic year).

Clemson's national academic success has 
understandably resulted in the shattering of its own 
internal metrics:

- Clemson posted a program-record 3.11 cumulative 
GPA in Spring 2022, including a record 81 of 109 
players earning a 3.0 or better, far exceeding the 
previous spring record of 63. Of the 81 with a 3.0 or 
better, 14 earned a perfect 4.0. 

- According to current projections by Clemson's 
academic staff, 31 different players on Clemson's 
current roster are expected to have completed their 
degree program prior to bowl season. Entering the bowl 
season of its 2018 national championship campaign, 
Clemson’s roster featured 26 graduates, the most of any 
bowl team that year.

ALL EYES ON CLEMSON
"Where the Blue Ridge yawns its greatness, where the 

Tigers play..."
Those are the opening words to Clemson's alma 

mater. In recent years, "where the Tigers play" has also 
been where eyes and television sets inevitably turn. 

From 2018-21, Clemson games accounted four of 
the five most-watched college football games and five of 
the 12 most-watched games in that span.

The interest in watching Clemson play hasn't been 
limited to television broadcasts. Clemson continues to 
provide one of the marquee in-venue experiences in all 
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of sports, as Clemson enters 2022 having been ranked 
in the Top 20 in the nation average home attendance at 
Memorial Stadium for 41 straight seasons. 

DEATH VALLEY RENOVATIONS
Clemson's home opener against Furman on Sept. 10 

also represented the debut of a substantial number of 
enhancements to Memorial Stadium and the gameday 
experience at Death Valley. Among the most recent 
updates:

- Clemson’s videoboard got its first major upgrade 
since 2005, with nearly five times the surface area of 
the previous board, which was last updated before the 
2012 season. The new video system, affectionately and 
unofficially nicknamed "DaboTron," measures 127 feet 
wide by 57 feet tall, eighth-largest in the NCAA. It also 
sits 20 feet off the ground, giving fans a 365-day open 
view into the stadium. The new board also features color 
LED fixtures on the inside and custom portal LED lights 
for the team entrance. Ribbon boards on the north, 
south, and west, along with new corner video boards in 
the west were also upgraded to be higher quality, easier 
to read, and more immersive.

- The eight main stadium light poles were updated to 
an LED system, which allows for individual light fixture 
control, spotlighting of Howard’s Rock, and higher-
quality field lighting. 

- A Tiger has sat atop the video board since the 1970s, 
and a new Tiger will debut this season, measuring 
nearly 17 feet wide, with eyes that light up and a tail 
that wags. The Tiger will also be able to be raised and 
lowered out of the board as needed. Later this season, 
the previous Tiger is expected to be available as an 
interactive element at Tigertown Tailgate. Fans will be 
able to take a photo with the Tiger and have the tail wag 
and eyes light up.

- The west side of the stadium received a facelift 
with the addition of IPTAY’s Masters Club, a 688-seat 
premium area on the concourse level. As part of this 
renovation, concessions and restrooms in the west were 
relocated and expanded to the terraces, allowing easier 
pedestrian flow and access.

- Clemson Athletics partnered with Kulture City to 
make all its venues and all the programs and events that 
those venues host sensory inclusive. This new initiative 
promotes an accommodating and positive experience 
for all guests and fans with a sensory issue that visits 
athletic events at Clemson University. Clemson is the 
first school in the country to be Sensory Certified at 
every venue. Memorial Stadium, Historic Riggs Field, 
Littlejohn Coliseum, Jervey Gym, Doug Kingsmore 
Stadium, and McWhorter Stadium will all carry the 
Certification and will have available sensory bags, 
noise canceling headphones, fidget tools, verbal cue 
cards, and strobe reduction glasses to guests, at Guest 
Services Stands while attending Events in Clemson 
Athletic Venues.

- As part of the stadium facade updates, Clemson 
installed new signage honoring the all-time greats, 
championship years, and backlighting the traditional 
“Clemson Welcomes You To Death Valley” signage.

Clemson will begin Phase II of renovations following 
the 2022 season, including a new gameday locker room 
and a complete reimagining of Lot 5 and the Tiger Walk 
experience as a 365-day destination for Clemson fans.

LOUD AND PROUD DEATH VALLEY CROWD
In a 2021 campaign in which Clemson played 

far more close games than its crowd had become 
accustomed, Clemson's home crowd made an impact 
all year long. 

In six home games in 2021, Clemson opponents 
false started 24 times. After forcing four false starts in 

the first two games (one by SC State, three by Georgia 
Tech), Clemson and its crowd lured opponents into 20 
false starts across Clemson's final four home games.

Clemson played its first home prime-time game of 
the season on Oct. 2, hosting Boston College for a 7:30 
p.m. game at Death Valley. Clemson's announced crowd 
of 79,159 people made its impact in a 19-13 win, 
helping force five false starts by the Eagles.

Death Valley repeated the feat on Nov. 13, as UConn 
false started five times in a 44-7 Clemson win. Death 
Valley also helped cause Florida State to false start four 
times in a 30-20 Clemson win on Oct. 30.

On Nov. 20, Clemson fans helped force Wake Forest 
into six false starts as the Tigers defeated the CFP No. 
10-ranked squad by three touchdowns. The six false 
starts by Wake Forest tied for the most by an opponent 
at Death Valley since 2014.

Clemson collected four first-team selections, all from 
the defense, as defensive tackle Tyler Davis, linebacker 
James Skalski and cornerbacks Andrew Booth Jr. and 
Mario Goodrich all earned first-team nods. Three Clemson 
players were selected to the second team, including 
offensive tackle Jordan McFadden, defensive end Myles 
Murphy and placekicker B.T. Potter. Defensive end 
Xavier Thomas, defensive tackle Bryan Bresee and safety 
Andrew Mukuba rounded out the selections with third-
team honors.

ATLANTA — No. 4 Clemson defeated Georgia Tech, 
41-10, at Mercedes-Benz Stadium on Labor Day 
night. Clemson's special teams had a superlative per-
formance, as Carson Donnelly and Wade Woodaz both 
blocked punts to give Clemson multiple punt blocks in 
a single game for the first time since 2007.

Clemson’s defense made an impact on the game’s 
first play from scrimmage, as pressure from defensive 
end K.J. Henry resulted in safety Andrew Mukuba’s first 
career interception. 

In the second quarter, after its first punt block, 
Clemson opened the scoring on a one-yard touchdown 
run by running back Will Shipley. Clemson then drove 
67 yards in eight plays and extended the lead on a six-
yard touchdown pass from quarterback DJ Uiagalelei 
to wide receiver Beaux Collins. Clemson would carry a 
14-3 lead into halftime.

Georgia Tech drew to within four on a 13-yard touch-
down pass early in the third quarter. The Tiger offense 
provided a quick answer to take a 17-10 lead, as B.T. 
Potter hit a 29-yard field goal with 5:41 to play in the 
third quarter, capping a 12-play, 63-yard drive.

The field goal started Clemson's run of 27 unan-
swered points down the stretch to earn the win. Pot-
ter converted field goal attempts of 29 and 32 yards, 
and the first-team offense added rushing touchdowns 
by Uiagalelei and Shipley before ceding to the second 
unit, when true freshman quarterback Cade Klubnik 
led Clemson 66 yards and found Will Taylor in the end 
zone for a three-yard touchdown pass, pushing the final 
margin to 41-10.

CLEMSON, S.C. — No. 5/4 Clemson scored touch-
downs on five of its first six drives in a 35-12 win 
against Furman. Clemson debuted new renovations to 
Memorial Stadium, including its 7,100-plus-square-
foot videoboard, on a cool, overcast afternoon.

The win was Clemson's 35th consecutive victory at 
home, only the 15th home winning streak of 35 games 
or more in FBS history. 

Quarterback DJ Uiagalelei completed 21-for-27 
passes for 231 yards for a career-high 166.7 passer 
rating. Clemson rushed for 147 yards on 28 carries, led 
by Will Shipley, who scored two touchdowns. 

Clemson’s defense held Furman to 12 points, forced 
two turnovers and recorded two fourth-down stops. 
The unit registered nine tackles for loss. Five different 
Clemson players registered at least seven tackles, in-
cluding LaVonta Bentley, who had three tackles for loss.

Clemson scored touchdowns on each of its first three 
possessions with two touchdown runs by Shipley book-
ending a two-yard touchdown pass from Uiagalelei to 
Jake Briningstool, giving the Tigers a 21-3 lead early 
in the second quarter. The teams traded touchdowns in 
the final two minutes of the first half to enter halftime 
with a 28-9 Clemson advantage.

Clemson opened the second half with a stop on Bar-
rett Carter's first career interception. On the ensuing 
drive, Beaux Collins toe-tapped a nine-yard pass from 
Uiagalelei in the right side of the end zone to give Clem-
son a 35-9 lead. Furman added a field goal with 48 
seconds to play in the third quarter, and a scoreless 
fourth quarter resulted in the 35-12 final score.
