COACHES QUOTES

FURMAN HEAD COACH JIMMY SATTERFIELD: "First, let me say that it was
a tremendous opportunity for us to come over here. We're glad to be
playing Clemson. It's good for us, and I think it's good for football
in South Carolina. Coach Ford and the Clemson people have a tremen-
dous program, and they've done a lot for football in this state ahd
region."

But I thought the seniors
had them decently ready to play.

Gardocki and Seyle kicked well and Lott and Woolford had some good
returns.

Our tackling wasn't crisp at times, but I thought we played the
option well. ' We didn't throw the ball well, but I thought we had a
lot of good things happen for us.

Morocco played well when he went in and because of his performance,
guess we should have had him in there earlier.

We wanted to be 2-0 after the first two games and that's where we
are, so don't guess you can as for much more.
