CLEMSON COACH KEN HATFIELD: It was pretty and ugly. But I think one
thing the players will always remember, in addition to this being their
39th victory for the seniors, will be that drive, when the score was
17-15, when we got the ball on the kickoff and drove 90 yards for a
touchdown. And we had to start that drive with a clipping penalty on
the return.

I think that was our best drive of the year and one of the prettiest I
have ever witnessed or been associated with.
