GAME NOTES

When Wayne Sinmons sacked Steve Taneyhill in the second quarter, it was Clonson's
45th sack of the season, breaking the single-season record of 44 set in 1981.

Clanson has a record of 75-36-5 in televised games. The Tigers were 1-4 in TV
gameu this season. The loss was only the fifth when; the Tigers were telivised
the ACC network.

Today's attendance of 83,500 was the fourth largest at Death Valley. The only crowds
larger were Clanson vs. USC in 1988 (84,867), vs. FSU in 1988 (84,576) and vs. USC‘
in 1990 (83,823).

Nelson Vtelch kicked fieJd gocils of 23 and 40 yards. He connected on 12 of his final
13 attaipts during the season and hit a total of 22 of 28 for the year. He was
9 of 11 on field goals of 40 yards or more.

Nelson Welch had a 54-yard punt in the third quarter, his longest punt of the year.

Clemson's defense had two interception returns for touchdowns this seaon, including
Tim Jones' 26-yard return for a score in the second period. The other was against
FSU by James Trapp.

Robert O'Neal had 12 tackles for the Tigers, giving him 252 for his career. That
places him second among defensive backs.

Clemson's pass defense had just four games this season when it yielded more than
250 yards in a game. Two of thos games came last week and today.

Steve Taneyhill's 296 yards passing is the second highest ever for a South Carolina
quarterback against Clenson. Tanny Suggs threw for 316 against the Tigers in 1970.

On the season, Steve Taneyhill completed 86 of 162 for 1,272 yards, the most ever for
a Gamecock true freshman. Redshirt freshman Todd Ellis, however, passed for 3,020
yards in 1986.

South Carolina's 11-point margin, 24-13, is the Gamecocks' largest over the Tigers
at Clemson. In four previous wins at Death Valley, the margins were 7-3 in 1964,
7-3 in 1968 and 22-21 in 1984.

Brandon Bennett's 93 yards rushing against Clemson raised his 1992 total to 646 yards
in 149 attempts, an average of 4.3. For his two-year career, the sophonore frcm Taylors
has rushed for 1,348 yards to rank 17th on South Carolina's all-time list.

Rob DeBoer ranks 15th in USC career rushing with 1,525 yards. The junior frcm Omaha,
had 41 yards on 13 carries against Clemson to finish the season with 540 yards

on 120 attempts, an average of 4.5. Ironically, DeBoer did not score a touchdown
in 1992. He had six as a freshman and one as a sophcmore.

Brandon'Bennett's fourth-quarter TD was his sixth of the season and 15th of his career.
He scored nine TDs as a freshman.

After getting off to an 0-5 start. South Carolina won five of its final six games to
finish 5-6. Two of the wins were one pointers, 24-23 over Tennessee and 14-13 over
Louisiana Tech. The Gamecocks beat Vanderbilt by four, 21-17, Mississippi State by
15, 21-6, and CLoiison by 11, 24-13.
