VIRGINIA COACH GEORGE WELCH . .

"THEY ARE VERY FAST. WE DIDN'T HAVE A PASS RUSH.. WE TACKLED LIKE A HIGH SCHOOL
TEAM. WE DIDN'T HIT ANYBODY. THEY CAN CATCH THE PASS, BUT YOU HAVE TO TACKLE

I think V'rginia was having some trouble wtth their defensive personnel which
enabled us to move the ball early on them. We felt like if we went out there

at a fast pace and executed like we should, we thought that would be advantage
to us. I though Streeter did an outstandinghjob with his passing, hitting his
receiv ers who managed to run a good route and shake their defensive man. Brandon
works real hard all during the week, and it was great to see it pay off for him
on Saturday.

The key was to stop their running game because Jones had gained wxsxxa over a

100 yards. against us in the last two games. He managed to get some yards on us,
but he never really did break a long one on us. I thought if we could points

on the board, we could take them out of their elemene. We were fortunate to get
some turno é€rs and get some points off of those turno érs (17). The key is to get
out players on the field for the right offense and not have any delay of games or
any other penaltieé to hurt us. I think the people want to see a game like we
played today, and I think at times they might have disrupted Virginia wkkk

with their offense.

We have to stay organi éd onthe sidelin-s and make the right substitutions, and I

think the good staff we have is mainly responsible for all of this. We appreciate

what our fans mean to us, and they are going to have to have a little more patience

a little while longer because there is a lot of work to be done with t?e te?m. As lo?g
as the guys will play hard, I think we can get the ship in the right direction. I think
we took a step in the right direction today.
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Clemson vs Virginia Notes

*Clemson quarterback Brandon Streeter broke his own Clemson record for passing yards in
a game when he threw for 343 'yards today. He completed 24-32 passes, the fifth highest
completion total in Clemson history for a single game.
*Streeter also rushed for 23 yards, giving him 366 yards of total offense today. That
is the second highest single game total offense figure 1n Clemson history. The only
figure higher is the 374 by Bobby Gage against Auburn in 1947. Thus, Streeter was just
nine yards away from breaking a 52-year Clemson record. =
*Streeter is now 47-66 passing this season, a .712 completion percentage. He has thrown
for 530 yards and has a passing efficiency rating of 145.7, above his 116. 5 of last year.
*Streeter's first touchdown pass was caught by Pat Cyrgalis, a red-shirt freshman
tight end from New Jersey. That was the first touchdown reception by a Clemson
tight end in the decade of the 1990s. The last Tiger tight end to catch a touchdown
pass was Stacy Fields, who caught a four-yard scoring pass against NC State in 1989.
Clemson had gone 110 consecutive games without a tight end catching a scoring pass.
*Brian Wofford established a career high in reception yardage when he caught 8 for
143 yards. on Saturday. His previous yardage best was 128 against NC State last season
when he caught a career high nine passes.
*For the second straight game, Rod Gardner's reception totals were all the same digit.
He had 11 catches for 111 yards last week, and had 6 for 66 yards today.
*Wofford also had 39 yards in kickoff returns, giving him 182 yards of all- -purpose running
also his career -high.
*Clemson held a 20-0 lead at intermission today, the first time since the 1991 Wake
Forest game that Clemson held a lead that great at halftime in an ACC game. Clemson
led 28-0 at the half in that Wake Forest game in 1991. °
*Virginia was ranked 19th in USA Today and 22nd in AP heading into this game. This
was Clemson's first win overa top 25 team since a 19-17 victory over NC State in
Raleigh in 1997. It was Clemson's first win at home over a top 25 team since a 28-25
win over” Georgia Tech in 1996. Given a 19th ranking by USA Today, it was Clemson's
highest ranked ‘win since the Tigers defeated 15th ranked Virginia in Charlottesville
in 1996. It was Clemson's highest ranked win at home since a win over an 18th ranked
Virginia team in 1993 at Death Valley. Finally, it was Clemson's highest margin of
victory over a ranked team since 1992 when Clemson defeated an 18th ranked North
Carolina team, 40-7.
*Here are some things the Clemson offense accomp11shed today that 1t did not do in
a game all.of 1998:
*Gain.447 yards. of total offense
*Accumulate 17 passing first downs. (In fact, Clemson tied the single game record
for passing first downs with its performance today. Previous mark was 17
against NC State-in 1965.)

*Pick up 23 first downs

*Run 75 plays in a game and ga1n victory.
*Brandon Streeter's previous career high and Clemson record for passing yardage was

329 against NC State in a 46-39 Tloss last year in Death Valley. Brandon Streeter now

has three of the four Clemson 300-yard passing games in history. This is .the first
time Clemson has ever had a 300-yard passer and gained victory.
*Keith Adams unofficially had 13 tackles in today's game, three tackles for Tloss. This
is the second. straight game Adams had had three tackies for 10$s in a game.
*Robert Carswell was credited w1th 12 tackles from the press box. He had 13 Tast week,
his career high.
*Tommy Bowden is the first Clemson coach to win his first ACC game since 1973 when
Red Parker defeated Virginia 32-27." Bowden is just the third Clemson coach (out of
eight) to win his first ACC game. '
*Braxton K. Williams had two tackles for loss for the second straight game. ‘He now has
six tackles for loss in his career and four are against Virginia. He had two sacks today,
and had 1.5 sacks against Virginia last year.
*This is the first time in the decade of the 1990s that Clemson has beaten Virginia in
the month of September Clemson was 0-4 in September in the 1990s against Virginia
entering today's game.
*Jovon Bush (#95) had his first two career tackles for loss and sacks in today's game
*Clemson converted 7-14 third down opportunities today. Clemson was at 50 percent
or better just once all.of last year.
*Brandon Streeter completed 9 of his first 10 passes. today ‘to six different receivers.
*Clemson scored on six of its first seven possessions today.
