FSU head coach Bobby Bowden

When we joind his conference back in 92, [ said the natural games were going to be Florida State and
Clemson and Florida State and Georgia Tech since we are down here on this southern end of the
conference. We’ve had a couple of good battles with Tech and now we’ve had one with Clemson that they
could have won as easy as we won, or as hard as we won. [ sure am proud to win it. This is one of those
games you go out there and play and you feel like you're losing, you're losing, you're losing and you're
going to get beat. Then all of a sudden you win it and I don’t even know how. This was a great game.

I believe the distractions we had last week must have carried over because Pete didn’t catch the ball. Pete
had a couple of times to win the dam game. Ive never seen Peter do what he tonight since he was a
freshman. But that was probably the way it should be. After what has happened, maybe that’s what should
be, Maybe he can get it back together. I think most of the praise goes to Clemson. They fatiqued us, their
came plan was good, they had us us outs synch in the second quarter, we lost out poise. The one thing out
kids did do was they came back in the second half with poise and then got the job done and that’s what it
takes.

Miami and us were 21-21 at the half and we shut them down in the second. Then we shut Clemson down
tonight in the second half. We're so fortunate to have the defensive staff we’ve got. They made pretty good
adjustments at halftime.

I told him after the game that he out-tricked me 3-0. I thought they did a good job. I’ve known Brad Scott,
Jack Hines, Reggie Herring and Rick Stockstill a ling time, Of course I've know Tommy for a long time.

Clemson vs. Florida State Notes
*Rod Gardner had six catches in tonight’s game and now has 50 catches for the season in
just seven games. This is the earliest in Clemson history that a Clemson receiver has
reached 50 receptions in a season. He needs 20 catches in the last four games to tie Tony
Horne’s Clemson record for a season, 70 in 1997. .
*Mal Lawyer’s 49-yard reception was the longest of his career.
*Woodrow Dantzler had 24 rushes for 86 yards and now has 269 yards over the last two
games, most ever in consecutive games by a Clemson quarterback. Louis Solomon had
220 yards in consecutive games against Virginia and Duke in 1992.
*Ryan Romano’s 23-yard pass to Braxton Williams was the first reception for Williams
and the first pass of Romano’s career. Clemson kickers are now 2-2 passing for 32
yards this year. Tony Lazzara completed a 9-yard touchdown pass against Virginia Tech
earlier this year. Infact, With Rod Gardner’s completion tonight, Clemson has run trick
plays with kickers and receivers throwing the ball four times this year and all four have
been completed for 47 yards.
*Dantzler now has two receptions for 15 yards this year.
*Dextra Polite had another outstanding game in the secondary for the Tigers this evening.
He had an interception at the end of the half to end a scoring drive, and was credited with
two passes broken up. He now has 10 for the season, one of the top totals in the ACC
and the top total on the Clemson team.
*Keith Adams had two tackles for loss, including a sack. He has now had at least one
sack in six of the seven games this year and leads the team overall with seven. With his
two tackles for loss, Adams now has 20 for the season. This is the fastest (seven games)
that a Clemson player has reached 20 tackles for loss in a season.

- *Tonight’s attendance of 86, 200 set an all-time record for Death Valley, a facility that
opened in 1942. The previous high was 85,872 against South Carolina in 1994.
*This was the fourth time Clemson has played the number-one team and the Tigers are
now 0-4 against #1. But, this was the closest Clemson has come to victory vs. #1. The
previous best effort was a 7-0 loss to number-one LSU in the 1959 Sugar Bowl (end of
the 1958 season.)
*Florida State broke Clemson’s streak of consecutive ACC games scoring at least 30
points. Clemson had gone four straight ACC games scoring at least 30 points. The only
other team in Clemson history to do that was the 1978 Tiger team that finished 11-1.
Dwight Clark and Joe Bostic, two stars of that team, were in attendance tonight.
*Clemson’s problems at night continue. The Tigers are now 5-14 in the decade of the
1990s at night and 66-44-1 by day. That is 27 percent vs. 66 percent over the decade.
Clemson will play at Wake Forest in a 12:00 noon game next Saturday.
