Clemson Head Coach Tommy Bowden:

we’ve been out of sync. We’ll work hard and find some solutions.”

“I thought the effort was good and the fans generated some enthusiasm. I wish we could’ve done something
to assist them (the fans) because they sure came out in full force. It’s obvious from a coach’s standpoint
that I didn’t. He had his team prepared better in four days than I did, and I'll work hard to get that
corrected.”
