Head Coach Frank Spaziani:
Overall.

“I have to congratulate the players. They’ve been working hard and they haven’t stopped. It paid off in a

‘ W’. I am very happy for them. I think the coaches did one of the better coaching jobs that I’ve been

around: maintaining their enthusiasm, keeping the players going and never once blinking. It paid off.”

“Eveiy week you re-evaluate yourself, you look at what you did, how you can best help your players. We

know our players. We know ourselves. We’re not geniuses. We’re just technicians, not magicians. So we

got them out there. We lined them up and the players executed. We practiced it more. We tweaked some
things and it worked out. This week it worked out.”

On the defensive effort:

“It is a tribute to the players, the coaches and tire type of people we have here at BC. There are no

excuses. No one wants to hear it. No one wanted to hear it when we lost five in a row. Guys stepped up.

Somebody has to play. We’ve got guys on scholarship. They have to do the job and we have to coach

them. We have to manage our way through it. Kudos to those guys. They did a great job.”

On the play of Luke Kuechly, specifically his stopping a Clemson receiver short of a first down on a
fourth-down attempt in BC territory late in the fourth quarter:
“Luke is a very instinctive football player. We try not to get in his way. We try to get him lined up to go

places. He understands what people are trying to do to us. He anticipated, he had a feel on the sideline,
what they were going to do, as well as we did and he stopped them. I wish we had more of him.”

On the play of the offensive line:

“I can’t say enough about the job that those guys did on offense and certainly the offensive line. We’re
not running off to the end of the rainbow yet, but last week we had our first full week of practice where
everybody was there, everybody was at the same position.

Boston College’s 9:32 scoring drive in the second quarter was its longest since the Eagles joined
the ACC in 2005.

With the Boston College win, the all-time series is now tied 9-9-2
It is the Eagles’ first win with Dabo Swinney as Clemson’s head coach.

Individual Notes

Junior RB Montel Harris was named MVP of the game after rushing 36 times for 144 yards. He
also caught a 36-yard touchdown pass that put BC up 13-10.
Harris moved into second place in all-time Cannes with 672, topping Andre Callender (647) and
Troy Stradford (658).
This marks Harris’ 18"’ game with at least 100 yards rushing with, tied for the most in Boston
College histoiy with Derrick Knight and Mike Cloud.
Sophomore LB Luke Kuechly finished the day with 14 tackles and extended the nation’s longest
streak of consecutive games with 10 or more tackles to 17 games.

He also had an interception in the fourth quarter with 1:42 left on the clock. His last interception
was almost a year ago today on October 31,2009 against Central Michigan.
Redshirt freshman K Nate Freese improved to fifth on the BC single season list for field goals
with 15 after kicking three today.
True freshman QB Chase Rettig threw a 40-yard completion to Ifeanyi Momah at 8:56 in the
first quarter to the Clemson two yard line. It was the longest connection between these two
players.
Junior CB Donnie Fletcher had his eighth career interception in the game and his fourth this
season.

Senior FB James McCluskey caught a 21-yard pass in the fourth quarter, his first reception of
the season and the longest of his career.
