e Clemson has scored first in only 26 of its 53 games
and is 22-4 in those 26 games.

e Clemson has trailed at the start of the fourth inning 17
times and is 11-6 in those 17 games.

e Clemson has trailed at the start of the eighth inning
12 times and has won five of those 12 games.

e Clemson has trailed at the start of the ninth inning 12
times and has won three of those 12 games.

e Clemson is 33-2 when scoring seven or more runs.

e Clemson trailed Kennesaw State 6-5 at home in the
eighth inning before rallying for an 8-6 win on Feb. 24.

¢ |n the second game, Florida State led 8-1 entering the
ninth inning, but 11 of the 12 Tigers reached base and
Clemson won 9-8.

e Jacob Hinderleider, who hit a three-run homer earlier
in the ninth, hit a walkoff single after Blake Wright hit
a game-tying grand slam.

e |n the third game, Florida State led 11-2 until the
Tigers scored five runs in the sixth and six runs in the
seventh to take the lead.

e Wright hit another grand slam in the seventh inning to
give Clemson the lead for good.

e Clemson hit .346 with 38 runs, four doubles, seven
homers, 23 walks, five hit-by-pitches and a .485 on-
base percentage in the series.

® Wright totaled three homers and 12 RBIs in the series.
