NC State (18-11) and Florida State (17-12).

e Clemson won the Atlantic Division, its fourth title,
including three outright and one shared, since the ACC
split into divisions in 2006.

e |t was Clemson's first Atlantic Division title since 2018.
Clemson also won the outright title in 2006 and shared
the title in 2010.

e Overall in the ACC standings, Clemson finished in
second place behind North Carolina (22-8).
