LEMSON BASKETBALL HEADLINES

CLEMSON vs. GEORGIA TECH
e Clemson and Georgia Tech will meet for the 147th time in program history. Clemson leads 78-68 and the Tigers are 21-9 against the Yellow
Jackets under Head Coach Brad Brownell. Clemson has won five out of the last seven in the series.

CLEMSON BASKETBALL HEADLINES

e Chase Hunter is the only player nationally to average at least 17.5 points and produce a shooting line of at least .500/.440/.890.

lan Schieffelin is averaging 12.6 points and 10.2 rebounds, while adding 3.0 assists per game. One of five players nationally to average that
line. He earned ACC Player of the Week and Oscar Robertson National Player of the Week for his performances during the week of Dec. 9.

* Schieffelin totaled a career-best 20 rebounds in Clemson's win over Kentucky (Dec. 3). It was the most rebounds in a game for a Tiger since
Harold Jamison collected 20 on March 4, 1999 against Florida State. Schieffelin added 11 points and four assists in addition to 20 rebounds
in the win over Kentucky. He is the only men's division | player in the last 25 years to put up 10+ points, 20+ rebounds and 4+ assists in a win
against an AP Top 5 opponent.

e Clemson began ACC play 4-0 — tied for the third-best start to league play in program history. Clemson started 4-0 in 1986-87, 5-0 in 1996-
97 and a record 7-0 under Head Coach Brad Brownell in 2022-23.

e Clemson began the season 9-1 and it marked its 20th start of 9-1 or better in season. Only once before has it included an AP Top 5 victory.
Schieffelin totaled his third double-double of the season with 18 points and 13 rebounds, earning MVP of the Sunshine Slam, against Penn
State in the title game. Schieffelin added a career-high eight assists, four steals and two blocks.

e Schieffelin is the second to post that stat line in a game dating back 1996-97 (Rayvonte Rice, Drake) and the first to do so in regulation.
Chase Hunter earned All-Tournament Team honors for his peformances in the Sunshine Slam: 13.0 pts, 4.0 reb, 2.5 ast per game.

Chase Hunter has played in 96 Clemson victories in his career. He's set the new mark for most wins in program history.

Dillon Hunter is now first in Clemson history in career assist/turnover radio. He has 111 assists and 44 turnovers in his 85-game career and
that 2.52/1 ratio is the best in Clemson history.

e Dillon Hunter turned in a career-high 15 points in the Tigers' victory over Radford (11/21). He connected on a career-best seven made field
goals and finished with two 3-pointers in the contest. It was the first double-digit scoring game of his career. Hunter followed up the peformance
with 11 points and six rebounds in a win over San Francisco (11/25).

e Jake Heidbreder posted a season-high 15 points off the bench in a win over Wake Forest (12/21). He made three 3-pointers and finished
4-for-5 from the floor and a perfect 4-for-4 from the free throw line.

* Chauncey Wiggins posted a season high 17 points on six made field goals and four 3-pointers in a win over Stanford (1/1).

Chase Hunter posted a career-high 30 points in a loss at Boise State (11/17). He also totaled a career-best 12 made field goals in the effort.
He became the 21st player in program history to score 30 in a true road game and it was the 33rd overall occurrence in a true road environment.
e Chase Hunter and Dillon Hunter completed their last two contests with each recording a career-best in points. Chase finished 12-21 at
Boise State with a career-high 30 points, topping his previous best of 26. Dillon helped lead the Tigers to a 29-point victory over Radford with a
career-high 15 points. He finished 5-8 from the floor. His previous best was nine points.

e Jaeden Zackery has 38 steals (2.24/game). His per game average is fifth-best for a single season in school history as it stands.

Clemson opened the season with consecutive victories of 25 points or more for the 10th time in program history. The Tigers defeated
Charleston Southern (+27) and Saint Francis (+26).

e Clemson swiped 16 steals in a win over Stanford — the most in a game since 1-1-13 against The Citadel (12 years to the day). Since 1984-85,
the Tigers have had 16 or more steals against an ACC opponent just nine times.

e lan Schieffelin and Chase Hunter were tabbed preseason Second Team All-ACC by media at the league’s annual preseason media day.

In addition, Clemson was predicted to finish fourth in the ACC. That is the highest preseason prediction for the Tigers since 2010 when they
were picked to finish third. The last time Clemson was picked fourth in the preseason poll was 2008 when they finished third.

e Brownell has led the Tigers to the fourth-most overall wins amongst ACC teams since 2017-18 (154). The Tigers have won 77 games in the
league, which ranks fifth in that same time frame.

* Brownell signed a contract extension that runs through 2029. Brownell is the winningest coach in program history with 277 wins as the
leader of the Tigers, earning the 2017-18 Sports lllustrated National College Coach of the Year Award. The Tigers have reached the NCAA
Tournament four times, including three in the last seven seasons that have culminated in a Sweet 16 appearance in 2018 and an Elite Eight in
2024. They are one of just 24 programs since 2018 to advance to a Sweet 16 and Elite Eight in separate seasons.

e lan Schieffelin (Atlanta, Ga./Grayson) and Chase Hunter
(Atlanta, Ga./Westlake) were tabbed preseason Second Team All-
ACC on Tuesday by media at the league’s annual preseason media
day, which was held in Charlotte on Oct. 10.

e |n addition, Clemson was predicted to finish fourth in the ACC.
That is the highest preseason prediction for the Tigers since 2010
when they were picked to finish third. The last time Clemson was
picked fourth in the preseason poll was 2008 when they finished
third.

e Schieffelin and Hunter were named to the second team along
with Jamir Watkins (Florida State), Baye Ndongo (Georgia Tech) and
Ishmael Leggett (Pitt).

e Schieffelin is coming off a season in which he earned the ACC’s
Most Improved Player award after averaging 10.1 points and 9.4
rebounds. It was the second time a Tiger has won the award (Jaron
Blossomgame, 2016). He finished with 340 total rebounds — the
sixth-most in a single season in program history.

e Schieffelin totaled his 10th and 11th double-doubles of the
season with 16 points and 12 rebounds against New Mexico and
18 points and 11 rebounds against Alabama. With his 11th double-

double figures in double-doubles in a season since 2008-09. Hunter
Tyson did it last year with 16, but that is the only other player to do it
since Trevor Booker had 13 double-doubles in 2008-09. Schieffelin
also had 17 double-digit rebounding games last season.

¢ Hunter returns for his sixth season after he led the Tigers in the
NCAA Tournament with 17.8 points, 5.8 assists and 4.3 rebounds
per game. He finished with 20 points and six assists against Baylor.
It was his third 20-point game of the year and second in a row after a
game-high 21 points on 8-0f-16 shooting from the floor against New
Mexico.

¢ Hunter became the 46th 1,000-point scorer in Clemson history
against Louisville (January 30, 2024) and has 1,228 career points
entering this season.

CLEMSON'S HOME SCHEDULE IN 2024-25

e Clemson welcomes many great opponents to Littlejohn
Coliseum in 2024-25.

e The Tigers host five of the top eight winningest programs in
college basketball history (Kentucky, UNC, Duke, Notre Dame
and Syracuse), while also hosting Memphis in the non-conference
portion of the schedule.

e Clemson drew Kentucky in the second annual ACC/SEC
Challenge. It will be Kentucky's first trip to Clemson since 1933
when Clemson played its games in Fike Gym.

e The home schedule this season and coming off an Elite Eight
apperance last year, added much excitement within the Clemson
fan base.

e Clemson sold out of its season ticket allotment for the 2024-
25 season. The most season tickets sold since the mid-1990's.

e The Tigers were picked to finished fifth in the ACC last season,
as voted on by selected media members.

¢ Fifthis the highest the Tigers have been picked in the preseason
media poll since the 2008-09 season. Clemson was also picked fifth
that season.

e |n 2022-23, the Tigers were picked 11th in the preseason poll,
the Tigers finished with a 14-6 mark, the most conference wins
in program history, the Tigers finished eight spots ahead of their
projected finish.

e Clemson has exceeded the preseason poll projection 11 times in
Head Coach Brad Brownell’s 14 full seasons leading the program.
e With a 10-6 record in 2020-21, Clemson finished the season
in a tie for fifth place in the ACC standings entering games. The
Tigers were picked 10th in the preseason vote by the Atlantic Coast
Conference Media — a five-place improvement over the preseason
prediction.

e Brad Brownell’s team had the second-best standing relative to
its preseason prediction. Only Virginia Tech was better, standing
eight spots ahead of its preseason prediction. Virginia Tech was
11th in the preseason media poll and finished in third.

e Brownell’'s teams have finished equal to or better than its
preseason prediction by the ACC media in nine-of-his-previous 12
years. That includes a 10-place improvement in 2017-18 when the
Tigers were picked 13th in the preseason and finished third.

e That is the all-time record improvement in ACC history from the
preseason to the postseason. That team also reached the Sweet
16 of the NCAA Tournament and Brownell was named the National
College Coach of the Year by Sports Illustrated.

e Clemson University and Head Basketball Coach Brad Brownell
have agreed to a contract through 2029.

* “I'm honored and grateful to continue to lead the Clemson
Basketball program. | want to thank Graham Neff, President
Jim Clements and our entire administration for their continued
belief and confidence in me and my staff. | am extremely proud of
our recent success, both on and off the court, and there is not a
better time than now to be a part of the Clemson family.”

* Brownell is the winningest coach in program history with 265
wins as the leader of the Tigers, earning the 2017-18 Sports
Illustrated National College Coach of the Year Award. The Tigers

have reached the NCAA Tournament four times, including three
in the last seven seasons that have culminated in a Sweet 16
appearance in 2018 and an Elite Eight in 2024. They are one of just
15 programs since 2018 to advance to a Sweet 16 and Elite Eight in
separate seasons.

e Clemson most recently reached the Elite Eight for just the
second time in history and the first time in 44 years. The Brownell
led Tigers beat New Mexico, Baylor and Arizona en route to a
historical 24-win campaign for Clemson.

e The Tigers have won 47 games over the last two seasons, the
second-most in program history, while also posting a .625 (25-
15) win percentage in the ACC over that same period. That is the
highest in consecutive seasons in program history. Since 2017-18,
the Tigers are fourth in the ACC in wins (141) and fifth in league
wins (72).

e During Brownell’s 14 seasons, his impact off the court at
Clemson has been just as successful as on it.

¢ Developing a basketball donor base has been central to Clemson
and Brownell’s success since he was hired in 2010. He has been
instrumental in the fundraising for the Littlejohn Coliseum/Swann
Pavilion renovation, helping spearhead the $63.5 million project,
to the basketball program’s home arena in 2015, in addition to
multiple overseas experiences for student-athletes and much,
much more.

e Now, another addition has been planned for the future of the
building, with the gracious support of the Brown family, that will
provide the men’s basketball program with 30,000 feet of new
construction. That will include new and updated team areas, offices
and an additional practice gym.

e Under Brownell's direction, the basketball program has
maintained very good Athletic Progress Rate performances,
including being one of eight Power-Six programs with a 1000 multi-
year score and one of two in the ACC. It was the program’s third
1000 in its history and its first since the 2015-16 cohort. This last
cohort comprised 2019-20 through 2022-23 academic years.

e Basketball associate head coach Billy Donlon and assistants
Sean Dixon and Dick Bender also received new contracts.

e Chase and Dillon Hunter scored in double figures in the same
game for the first time in their career against Radford (11/21). A

e Dillon scored 15 off the bench for the Tigers — a new career-
high. Chase scored 10. Both were a combined 9-16 from the floor
and 4-10 from three.

e The last time two brothers scored double figures in the same
game for the Tigers was Trevor and Devin Booker on Dec. 22, 2009
against Western Carolina. A 79-57 win for Clemson.

e Trevor finished with a game-high 31 and Devin totaled 10 off the
bench.

e The Clemson record for points in a game by two brothers is 62,
set by Randy (34) and Richie (28) Mahaffey in a home game against
Virginia on Jan. 14, 1967.

e Head Coach Brad Brownell was an assistant coach for Jerry
Wainwright at UNCW from 1994-02 before becoming the head
coach from 2002-06.

e While an assistant at UNCW, Brownell coached his current
associate head coach, Billy Donlon.

e As a collegiate player, Donlon was a star guard at UNC
Wilmington for four seasons (1996-99), playing in 118 career
games. He finished with 901 points and at the time of his graduation
he was the Seahawks all-time assist leader with 456, which
currently stands fourth in UNCW history. He was a member of the
Colonial Athletic Association’s (CAA) All-Rookie Team in 1996 and
led the team in assists as a junior (5.6 apg) and senior (5.2 apg).

e Director of Recruiting Lucas McKay attended UNCW during
his undergrad years and first worked under Brownell as a student
manager from 2003-06.

e Prior to Brownell's arrival in 1994, his current special assistant
Jeff Reynolds had spent the previous (1990-94) four seasons as an
assistant for the Seahawks.

HUNTER TYSON DRAFTED 37TH OVERALL BY DENVER
NUGGETS

¢ Tyson was selected 37th overall by the Oklahoma City Thunder
in the second round of the 2023 NBA Draft on June 22. The pick
was made by the Denver Nuggets as part of a previously agreed
upon trade.

e Tyson was selected the highest in the NBA Draft by a Tigers
since K.J. McDaniels was picked 32nd by the Philadelphia 76ers in
2014. He was the first Tiger selected since Jaron Blossomgame in
the 2017 NBA Draft (59th overall).

e Tyson earned his first career All-ACC honor last season and was
named to the AllI-ACC First Team for his performance in 2022-23.
Tyson put together a career year this past season season.

e He averaged a team-best 15.3 points and 9.6 rebounds per
game while shooting 47.9 percent from the floor, 40.5 percent from
three and 83.8 percent at the free throw line. In league play, he
was even better. He averaged 16.4 points and 9.9 rebounds while
shooting 50.5 percent and 84.3 percent at the charity stripe.

e He was named the 2023 ACC Skip Prosser Scholar-Athlete of
the Year for his work on the court and in the classroom.

e Tyson became the 44th player in Clemson history to amass
1,000 career points and has since moved into the top 40 all time.
He was named to the 2023 Naismith Hall of Fame Karl Malone
Award Top 10 and the 2023 USBWA Oscar Robertson Trophy Award
Midseason Watch List.

e He collected 16 double-doubles which tied him for eighth all-
time in Clemson history for a single season with Sharone Wright
(1992-93). It is the most in a season since Wright posted 18 in
1993-94.

e Tysonranked 11thin the nation in double-doubles and is second
in the ACC. He’s first in defensive rebounding per game (8.26) and
second nationally. His 325 rebounds are fourth in the league and
18th nationally.

e The Monroe, N.C. native became just the 17th player in Clemson
history to eclipse 1,000 points and 600 rebounds in a career. In
Clemson’s win over the Wolfpack (Feb. 25), Tyson became the all-
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time games played leader in Clemson history (136).

He played a season-high four
minutes and finished 1-for-2 from the field with his first basket
coming on a dunk. He also added a rebound.

e Hunter Tyson played in 18 games last season for the Denver
Nuggets, averaging 2.7 minutes per contest.

e He scored 20 points, grabbed nine rebounds and totaled two
assists and one steal.

PJ HALL SIGNS TWO-WAY CONTRACT WITH DENVER
NUGGETS

e PJ Hall (Spartanburg, S.C./Dorman) agreed to terms with
the Denver Nuggets. Hall will join Hunter Tyson (Monroe, N.C./
Piedmont) in Denver after Tyson spent his rookie season with the
Nuggets in 2023-24.

e Hall was an All-ACC First Team selection as a senior after being
named to the Third Team as a junior. He was an AP All-American
Honorable Mention and was named to the NCAA All-West Region
Team, NABC All-District First Team, a finalist for the Kareem Abdul-
Jabbar Award (nation’s best center) and the Oscar Robertson
Trophy All-America Watch List in 2024.

e Hall finished with 659 points this year in 36 games, an 18.3
average per game. He set the school record for points in a season.
The existing record was 651 points by Horace Grant in 1986-87 and
Bill Yarborough in 1954-55.

e He posted fourteen 20-point games this season and has scored
in double-figures 35 times. Hall totaled seven double-doubles and
netted one 30-point game, which was a career high 31 points and
17 rebounds against Georgia Tech (Jan. 16).

e Hall finished fourth in the ACC in scoring with 18.3 points per
game, while ranking 15th in rebounding (6.4 per game). He shot at
a very high clip this past season, ninth in the league (48.8 percent).
Defensively, Hall was fourth in the ACC blocks per game (1.42) and
had 51 blocked shots.

e He finished seventh on Clemson’s all-time scoring list (1,702
points). He is just the fourth Tiger to amass 1,700 points, 600
rebounds and 100 blocks in a career (Trevor Booker, Elden
Campbell and Dale Davis).

e Hallis seventh in career points (1,702), 15th in scoring average
(14.20), 22nd in rebounds (634) and seventh in field goals made
(641).

e He finished with five NCAA Tournament games played in his
career. He averaged 11.2 points and added 19 rebounds, three
assists, two blocks and a steal.
