e Chase Hunter is one of three players nationally to average at least 17.5 points and produce a shooting line of at least .480/.430/.900.
Hunter reached 100 steals for his career against Syracuse and 400 assists against Virginia Tech. He played just 10 minutes against Virginia
Tech, but totaled three assists and became just the eighth player in Clemson history with 400 assists.

* lan Schieffelin is averaging 12.8 points and 9.5 rebounds, while adding 3.1 assists per game. One of six players nationally to average that
line. He earned ACC Player of the Week and Oscar Robertson National Player of the Week for his performances during the week of Dec. 9.

* Schieffelin totaled a career-best 20 rebounds in Clemson's win over Kentucky (Dec. 3). It was the most rebounds in a game for a Tiger since
Harold Jamison collected 20 on March 4, 1999 against Florida State. Schieffelin added 11 points and four assists in addition to 20 rebounds
in the win over Kentucky. He is the only men's division | player in the last 25 years to put up 10+ points, 20+ rebounds and 4+ assists in a win
against an AP Top 5 opponent.

e Clemson started ACC play 10-1 — tying a program record from 2022-23 when the Tigers also started 10-1 in league play.

Clemson began the season 9-1 and it marked its 20th start of 9-1 or better in season. Only once before has it included an AP Top 5 victory.
Schieffelin totaled his third double-double of the season with 18 points and 13 rebounds, earning MVP of the Sunshine Slam, against Penn
State in the title game. Schieffelin added a career-high eight assists, four steals and two blocks.

e Schieffelin is the second to post that stat line in a game dating back 1996-97 (Rayvonte Rice, Drake) and the first to do so in regulation.
Chase Hunter earned All-Tournament Team honors for his peformances in the Sunshine Slam: 13.0 pts, 4.0 reb, 2.5 ast per game.

Chase Hunter has played in 101 Clemson victories in his career. He's set the new mark for most wins in program history.

Dillon Hunter is now first in Clemson history in career assist/turnover radio. He has 121 assists and 45 turnovers in his 90-game career and
that 2.69/1 ratio is the best in Clemson history.

e Dillon Hunter turned in a career-high 15 points in the Tigers' victory over Radford (11/21). He connected on a career-best seven made field
goals and finished with two 3-pointers in the contest. It was the first double-digit scoring game of his career. Hunter followed up the peformance
with 11 points and six rebounds in a win over San Francisco (11/25).

e Jake Heidbreder posted a season-high 15 points off the bench in a win over Wake Forest (12/21). He made three 3-pointers and finished
4-for-5 from the floor and a perfect 4-for-4 from the free throw line.

* Chauncey Wiggins posted a season high 17 points on six made field goals and four 3-pointers in a win over Stanford (1/1).

Chase Hunter posted a career-high 30 points in a loss at Boise State (11/17). He also totaled a career-best 12 made field goals in the effort.
He became the 21st player in program history to score 30 in a true road game and it was the 33rd overall occurrence in a true road environment.
e Chase Hunter and Dillon Hunter completed their last two contests with each recording a career-best in points. Chase finished 12-21 at
Boise State with a career-high 30 points, topping his previous best of 26. Dillon helped lead the Tigers to a 29-point victory over Radford with a
career-high 15 points. He finished 5-8 from the floor. His previous best was nine points.

e Jaeden Zackery has 45 steals (1.96/game). His per game average is ninth-best for a single season in school history as it stands.

Clemson opened the season with consecutive victories of 25 points or more for the 10th time in program history. The Tigers defeated
Charleston Southern (+27) and Saint Francis (+26).

e Clemson swiped 16 steals in a win over Stanford — the most in a game since 1-1-13 against The Citadel (12 years to the day). Since 1984-85,
the Tigers have had 16 or more steals against an ACC opponent just nine times.

e lan Schieffelin and Chase Hunter were tabbed preseason Second Team All-ACC by media at the league’s annual preseason media day.

In addition, Clemson was predicted to finish fourth in the ACC. That is the highest preseason prediction for the Tigers since 2010 when they
were picked to finish third. The last time Clemson was picked fourth in the preseason poll was 2008 when they finished third.

e Brownell has led the Tigers to the fourth-most overall wins amongst ACC teams since 2017-18 (159). The Tigers have won 82 games in the
league, which ranks fourth in that same time frame.

* Brownell signed a contract extension that runs through 2029. Brownell is the winningest coach in program history with 283 wins as the
leader of the Tigers, earning the 2017-18 Sports lllustrated National College Coach of the Year Award. The Tigers have reached the NCAA
Tournament four times, including three in the last seven seasons that have culminated in a Sweet 16 appearance in 2018 and an Elite Eight in
2024. They are one of just 24 programs since 2018 to advance to a Sweet 16 and Elite Eight in separate seasons.

DICK VITALE MAKES RETURN TO COLLEGE BASKETBALL AT
LITTLEJOHN COLISEUM

¢ Hall of Fame broadcaster Dick Vitale will make his return to
college basketball at Clemson’s Littlejohn Coliseum on Saturday,
Feb. 8 when the Tigers face the No. 2 ranked Duke Blue Devils.
This will be Vitale's first broadcast since he did the April 3, 2023
National Championship game between UConn and San Diego
State.

¢ Vitale has been diagnosed with throat cancer four times in the
last few years, had multiple surgeries and 65 radiation treatments.
He was declared cancer free last month.

e The 85-year-old Vitale broadcast the first college basketball
game on ESPN on Dec. 5, 1979 when he did a Wisconsin vs. DePaul
game.

e Vitale first came to Clemson during the 1982-83 season when
he did three games at Littlejohn Coliseum. He has broadcast many
Clemson games home, away and neutral site.

¢ Vitale was on the call of one of Clemson’s most famous victories,
a 79-71 overtime victory over No. 3 Kentucky at the Hoosier
Dome in Indianapolis in November of 1996. It is still the highest
ranked non-conference team Clemson has defeated in its history.
Current Clemson basketball Director of Player Development Terrell
Mclntyre played in that game.

¢ Vitale also broadcast Clemson’s victory over No. 6 ranked South
Carolina at Clemson in December of 1997. He was also on the call
for ESPN for Clemson’s ACC Tournament win over Duke in 2008.
His most recent game at Clemson was on Jan. 20, 2018 when the
Tigers defeated Notre Dame 67-58.

CLASSIC CLEMSON VS. DUKE GAMES AT LITTLEJOHN

e Clemson will face No. 2 Duke at Littlejohn Coliseum on Saturday.
Clemson has 13 wins over top 25 Duke teams in the city of Clemson
and 12 have taken place at Littlejohn, the same total Clemson has
over North Carolina. The list includes Clemson’s first win over the
No. 1 ranked team, on Jan. 9, 1980. Overall Clemson has defeated

four top five Duke teams, including most recently under Brad
Brownell on Jan. 14, 2020 when the Tigers downed a third ranked
Duke team, 79-72.

e Clemson’s first win at home over a top 25 team took place
on Valentine’s Day 1967 when the Tigers won 73-68 over a 14th
ranked Duke team at Fike Fieldhouse.

e Clemson’s first win over a top 25 Duke team in Littlejohn
Coliseum took place on Feb. 21, 1979, a 70-49 victory behind Bill
Foster’s (Clemson) Tiger PAWS offense. Duke was sixth in the AP
poll entering that game.

e Two other wins over ranked Duke teams stand out in terms
of importance in the history of Clemson basketball. The Tigers
defeated a No. 1 ranked team for the first time on Jan. 9, 1980 when
Clemson coach Bill Foster, defeated Duke coach Bill Foster, 87-82
in overtime. Both teams advanced to the Elite Eight of the NCAA
Tournament at seasons end.

e Ten years later on Feb. 28, 1990, Clemson defeated a fifth
ranked Duke team that would go on to the Final Four by a 97-93
score. That victory on March 5, 1990 clinched at least a tie for the
ACC regular season championship, still the only time Clemson has
claimed that championship. Clemson then won the title outright
when North Carolina won at Duke on Sunday afternoon.

e Clemson defeated No. 4 Duke 74-47 in a nationally televised
game during Trevor Booker’s junior year. The 26-point win is
Clemson’s largest margin of victory over a top 15 team and second-
largest victory margin over any ranked team.

e Brad Brownell has four wins over Top 25 Duke teams, including
the win over the third ranked Blue Devils team on Jan 14, 2020 —
the year was cut short by COVID-19.

e Clemson University and Head Basketball Coach Brad Brownell
have agreed to a contract through 2029.

* “I'm honored and grateful to continue to lead the Clemson
Basketball program. | want to thank Graham Neff, President
Jim Clements and our entire administration for their continued
belief and confidence in me and my staff. | am extremely proud of
our recent success, both on and off the court, and there is not a
better time than now to be a part of the Clemson family.”

e Brownell is the winningest coach in program history with 265
wins as the leader of the Tigers, earning the 2017-18 Sports
lllustrated National College Coach of the Year Award. The Tigers
have reached the NCAA Tournament four times, including three
in the last seven seasons that have culminated in a Sweet 16
appearance in 2018 and an Elite Eight in 2024. They are one of just
15 programs since 2018 to advance to a Sweet 16 and Elite Eight in
separate seasons.

e Clemson most recently reached the Elite Eight for just the
second time in history and the first time in 44 years. The Brownell
led Tigers beat New Mexico, Baylor and Arizona en route to a
historical 24-win campaign for Clemson.

e The Tigers have won 47 games over the last two seasons, the
second-most in program history, while also posting a .625 (25-
15) win percentage in the ACC over that same period. That is the
highest in consecutive seasons in program history. Since 2017-18,
the Tigers are fourth in the ACC in wins (141) and fifth in league
wins (72).

e During Brownell’'s 14 seasons, his impact off the court at
Clemson has been just as successful as on it.

* Developing a basketball donor base has been central to Clemson
and Brownell’s success since he was hired in 2010. He has been
instrumental in the fundraising for the Littlejohn Coliseum/Swann
Pavilion renovation, helping spearhead the $63.5 million project,
to the basketball program’s home arena in 2015, in addition to
multiple overseas experiences for student-athletes and much,
much more.

e Now, another addition has been planned for the future of the
building, with the gracious support of the Brown family, that will
provide the men’s basketball program with 30,000 feet of new
construction. That will include new and updated team areas, offices
and an additional practice gym.

e Under Brownell's direction, the basketball program has
maintained very good Athletic Progress Rate performances,
including being one of eight Power-Six programs with a 1000 multi-
year score and one of two in the ACC. It was the program’s third
1000 in its history and its first since the 2015-16 cohort. This last
cohort comprised 2019-20 through 2022-23 academic years.

e Basketball associate head coach Billy Donlon and assistants
Sean Dixon and Dick Bender also received new contracts.

HUNTER TYSON DRAFTED 37TH OVERALL BY DENVER
NUGGETS

e Tyson was selected 37th overall by the Oklahoma City Thunder
in the second round of the 2023 NBA Draft on June 22. The pick
was made by the Denver Nuggets as part of a previously agreed
upon trade.

e Tyson was selected the highest in the NBA Draft by a Tigers
since K.J. McDaniels was picked 32nd by the Philadelphia 76ers in
2014. He was the first Tiger selected since Jaron Blossomgame in
the 2017 NBA Draft (59th overall).

¢ Tyson earned his first career All-ACC honor last season and was
named to the All-ACC First Team for his performance in 2022-23.
Tyson put together a career year this past season season.

e He averaged a team-best 15.3 points and 9.6 rebounds per
game while shooting 47.9 percent from the floor, 40.5 percent from
three and 83.8 percent at the free throw line. In league play, he
was even better. He averaged 16.4 points and 9.9 rebounds while
shooting 50.5 percent and 84.3 percent at the charity stripe.
