CLEMSON'S THREE-YEAR RUN
•	 Clemson has been on quite a three-year run. The Tigers 
were 23-11 in 2022-23, 24-12 last year and 27-5 so far this 
year. That is a three-year record of 74-28.    
•	 With the win over Virginia Tech, Clemson set a school mark 
for total victories in three consecutive years. Clemson won 
72 games over the 2006-07 (25-11), 2007-08  (24-10) and 
2008-09 (23-9) campaigns. That three year run finished at 72-
30.
•	 Northing can compare to Clemson’s record in ACC play 
over the last three years. The Tigers have gone 14-6, 11-9 and 
18-2 in ACC play over the last three years for a 43-17 (.717) 
record. That includes a 19-11 ACC road record.  
•	 This is just the second time Clemson has had a winning 
record in at least three consecutive ACC seasons. Clemson 
had four consecutive winning league seasons from 2007-08 
through 2010-11.
•	 Clemson finished 18-2 in the ACC this season, third in the 
league. The Tigers finished 11-9 in 2023-24 and have now 
gone 29-11 over the last two seasons. 
•	 The .725 winning percentage is the highest in program 
history over the course of back-to-back seasons in the ACC 
dating back to 1953-54.

A RECORD SETTING PERFORMANCE AGAINST THE ACC
•	 Clemson has had its best performance in Atlantic Coast 
Conference games this year. Here is a list of some of the more 
noteworthy accomplishments in league play:
•	 Posted a 18-2 record, four more wins than the previous 
Clemson record for any league schedule (14-6 in 2022-23).
•	 Fifteen of the 18 wins have been by double digits, the most 
in a season in school history. The previous record was nine 
double-digit wins among the 14 conference victories in 2022-
23.
•	 Clemson finished its ACC road schedule with a 9-1 mark. 
It is four more ACC road wins than any previous season. The 
1986-87 (5-2), 2022-23 (5-5) and 2023-24 (5-5) all had five 
ACC road wins.
•	 The 9-1 ACC road record has a .900 winning percentage, 
by far a Clemson record for winning percentage in ACC road 
games. The previous record was the 5-2 mark by Horace 
Grant’s 1986-87 team that posted a .714 winning percentage 
in ACC road games.
•	 Clemson has also established a school mark for ACC 
winning percentage with its 18-2 record so far, a .900 winning 
percentage. The previous best were the 10-4 records of the 
1986-87 and 1989-90 teams. Those teams won .714 of their 
league games.   
•	 Clemson won its final eight ACC road games, the longest 
streak of ACC road wins in school history. It is three more than 
the previous record of five set in 1986-87. That Clemson team 
won its first five ACC road games before losing at Duke and 
North Carolina to end its ACC road schedule.  
•	 When Clemson defeated Boston College on March 5 it 
gave the Tigers at least one victory over 16 of the other 17 
ACC schools. Louisville is the only ACC team Clemson has not 
defeated this year as the Cardinals defeated Clemson 74-64 in 
Louisville on Jan. 7.
•	 Clemson’s +11.2 points per game victory margin is also a 
school record for league games.
•	 Clemson set a school record for consecutive ACC wins 
regardless of site with its win over Virginia Tech. Clemson 
finished the regular season winning eight straight ACC games. 
The previous mark of seven was set in 1966-67 and 2022-23.

CLEMSON IN THE ACC TOURNAMENT
•	 Clemson is now 24-70 in the ACC Tournament over the 
years with two appearances in the championship game. Those 
appearances took place in 1962 and 2008.
•	 In 2008, the Tigers reach the Championship game in 
Charlotte with wins over Boston College by 34 points and 
Duke. The Blue Devils were ranked seventh in the nation, but 
the Tigers came away with a 78-74 victory behind 18 points 
from Trevor Booker. The win broke a 22-game losing streak for 
Clemson against Duke. Clemson lost the championship game 
the next day to North Carolina, 86-81.
•	 Clemson reached the ACC Championship game in 1962 in 
Raleigh. The Tigers were the sixth seed, but upset No. 3 seed 
and home standing NC State in the first round, 67-46, in one of 
the great upsets in Clemson history. The Tigers then beat No. 
2 seed and eighth-ranked (AP) Duke in the semifinals, 77-72 
behind 34 points by Jim Brennan. Wake Forest and point guard 
Billy Packer downed Clemson in the finals 77-66.
•	 One of the most exciting Clemson victories in the ACC 
Tournament took place in Greensboro in 1996. The Tigers 
defeated North Carolina 75-73 on a dunk by Greg Buckner 
with just 0.6 seconds left. Terrell McIntyre, who is now on 
the Clemson staff, was the starting point guard in that game. 
Freshman forward Harold Jamison, who had just 29 assists all 
season, made the pass that led to Buckner’s dunk. It is still 
the only time Clemson has defeated North Carolina in the ACC 
Tournament.
•	 BY SEED: Clemson has the following records: 1-1 as #1; 
0-1 as #2; 7-6 as #3, 4-7 as #4, 1-6 as # 5; 4-11 as #6, 1-14 as 
#7; 2-13 as #8; 2-8 as #9, 1-1 as #10, 0-1 as #11 and 1-1 as

•	 BY CITY IN THE ACC TOURNAMENT: Clemson is 3-13 in 
Raleigh, 6-13 in Charlotte, 9-28 in Greensboro, 1-6 in Atlanta, 
1-3 in Landover, 1-3 in Washington, D.C., 0-1 in Tampa and 
3-3 in Brooklyn.
•	 BY OPPONENT: Clemson is 3-1 vs. Boston College, 4-7

CLEMSON IN ACC TOURNAMENT AS NO. 3 SEED
•	 Clemson is now 7-6 all-time in the ACC Tournament as a 
No. 3 seed, following a 57-54 win over SMU on March 13.
•	 The last time Clemson was a No. 3 seed in Charlotte it 
reached the ACC Championship game for just the second time 
in its history – 1962 being the other.
•	 Clemson defeated No. 11 seed Boston College (82-48), No. 
2 seed Duke (78-74) and fell to No. 1 seed North Carolina (81-
86).
•	 Clemson was the No. 3 seed in the 2023 tournament, 
defeating NC State and losing to Virginia.
•	 The Tigers went 1-1 in 1977, 1-1 in 1975, 0-1 in 1966 and 
1-1 in 1964 serving as the third seed.

CLEMSON SETS RECORD FOR MOST WINS IN PROGRAM 
HISTORY
•	 Clemson won its 27th game of the season against SMU in 
the quarterfinals of the ACC Tournament in Charlotte on March 
13.
•	 The Tigers set a program record for regular season wins 
against Virginia Tech with their 26th victory, but set a new 
program standard with its 27th against SMU.

CLEMSON SETS RECORD FOR WINS IN REGULAR 
SEASON
•	 Clemson won its 26th game of the regular season against 
Virginia Tech on March 8. That set the school record for regular 
season victories, surpassing the 1986-87 team that had a 25-4 
record in the regular season before losing in the first round the 
ACC Tournament and the first round of the NCAA Tournament.  
•	 That 1986-87 team ran to a 24-2 record, including 10-2 
in the ACC and won its first eight road games and its first 10 
games away from home. Clemson was the last team in the 
nation to suffer a loss away from home that year. The streak 
was finally broken when point guard Grayson Marshall suffered 
a sprained ankle at Duke and the Tigers lost, 65-59.
•	 The victory over the Hokies tied the mark for overall wins on 
the court in a season.
•	 The overall Clemson record for wins earned on the court is 
26. The 1989-90 team was 26-9 in game played on the court.   
However after the season, the NCAA determined Clemson 
played an ineligible player in the NCAA Tournament and that 
Clemson had to forfeit its participation in the 1990 NCAA 
Tournament. That made Clemson’s final record in the eyes of 
the NCAA record book 24-8 that year.

CLEMSON RANKED 10TH IN BOTH POLLS
•	 Clemson is ranked 10th in the latest Associated Press and 
USA Today Coaches Polls.

CLEMSON CLINCHES THIRD-STRAIGHT WINNING 
SEASON WITH WIN OVER NO. 2 DUKE
•	 Clemson improved to 11-2 in the ACC with its victory over 
Duke on Feb. 8. That meant in a 20-game ACC regular season 
schedule, Clemson has clinched a winning record for a third 
straight year. Clemson was 14-6 in the ACC in 2022-23 and 
11-9 last season.
•	 The only other time in history Clemson has had three 
consecutive winning seasons in ACC play is a four-year streak 
from 2007-08 to 2010-11. Oliver Purnell was the Clemson 
coach for the first three years of that run and Brad Brownell for 
the last year.
•	 This is the seventh time in Brad Brownell’s 15 years at 
Clemson that the Tigers have had a winning ACC regular 
season. There were 12 winning league seasons in the 57 years 
before he came to Clemson.

CLASSIC CLEMSON VS. DUKE GAMES AT LITTLEJOHN
•	 Clemson defeated No. 2 Duke at Littlejohn Coliseum 
on Saturday, Feb. 8. Clemson now has 14 wins over top 25 
Duke teams in the city of Clemson and 13 have taken place 

at Littlejohn, the same total Clemson has over North Carolina. 
The list includes Clemson’s first win over the No. 1 ranked 
team, on Jan. 9, 1980. Overall Clemson has defeated four top 
five Duke teams, including most recently under Brad Brownell 
on Jan. 14, 2020 when the Tigers downed a third ranked Duke 
team, 79-72. And now a 77-71 victory over the No. 2 Blue 
Devils.
•	 Clemson’s first win at home over a top 25 team took place 
on Valentine’s Day 1967 when the Tigers won 73-68 over a 
14th ranked Duke team at Fike Fieldhouse.
•	 Clemson’s first win over a top 25 Duke team in Littlejohn 
Coliseum took place on Feb. 21, 1979, a 70-49 victory behind 
Bill Foster’s (Clemson) Tiger PAWS offense. Duke was sixth in 
the AP poll entering that game.
•	 Two other wins over ranked Duke teams stand out in terms 
of importance in the history of Clemson basketball. The Tigers 
defeated a No. 1 ranked team for the first time on Jan. 9, 1980 
when Clemson coach Bill Foster, defeated Duke coach Bill 
Foster, 87-82 in overtime. Both teams advanced to the Elite 
Eight of the NCAA Tournament at seasons end.
•	 Ten years later on Feb. 28, 1990, Clemson defeated a fifth 
ranked Duke team that would go on to the Final Four by a 97-
93 score. That victory on March 5, 1990 clinched at least a tie 
for the ACC regular season championship, still the only time 
Clemson has claimed that championship. Clemson then won 
the title outright when North Carolina won at Duke on Sunday 
afternoon.
•	 Clemson defeated No. 4 Duke 74-47 in a nationally 
televised game during Trevor Booker’s junior year. The 
26-point win is Clemson’s largest margin of victory over a top 
15 team and second-largest victory margin over any ranked 
team.
•	 Brad Brownell has five wins over Top 25 Duke teams, 
including the win over the third ranked Blue Devils team on 
Jan 14, 2020 – the year was cut short by COVID-19.

•	 Clemson is 118-27 under Brownell when the Tigers make 
at least 40.0 percent on 3-point shots.

CLEMSON PREDICTED TO FINISH FOURTH IN ACC
•	 Ian Schieffelin (Atlanta, Ga./Grayson) and Chase Hunter 
(Atlanta, Ga./Westlake) were tabbed preseason Second Team 
All-ACC on Tuesday by media at the league’s annual preseason 
media day, which was held in Charlotte on Oct. 10.
•	 In addition, Clemson was predicted to finish fourth in the 
ACC. That is the highest preseason prediction for the Tigers 
since 2010 when they were picked to finish third. The last time 
Clemson was picked fourth in the preseason poll was 2008 
when they finished third.
•	 Schieffelin and Hunter were named to the second team 
along with Jamir Watkins (Florida State), Baye Ndongo 
(Georgia Tech) and Ishmael Leggett (Pitt).
•	 Schieffelin is coming off a season in which he earned the 
ACC’s Most Improved Player award after averaging 10.1 
points and 9.4 rebounds. It was the second time a Tiger has 
won the award (Jaron Blossomgame, 2016). He finished with 
340 total rebounds – the sixth-most in a single season in 
program history.
•	 Schieffelin totaled his 10th and 11th double-doubles of the 
season with 16 points and 12 rebounds against New Mexico 
and 18 points and 11 rebounds against Alabama. With his 
11th double-double, Schieffelin was just the second Clemson 
player to record double figures in double-doubles in a season 
since 2008-09. Hunter Tyson did it last year with 16, but that 
is the only other player to do it since Trevor Booker had 13 
double-doubles in 2008-09. Schieffelin also had 17 double-
digit rebounding games last season.
•	 Hunter returns for his sixth season after he led the Tigers 
in the NCAA Tournament with 17.8 points, 5.8 assists and 4.3 
rebounds per game. He finished with 20 points and six assists 
against Baylor. It was his third 20-point game of the year 
and second in a row after a game-high 21 points on 8-of-16 
shooting from the floor against New Mexico.
•	 Hunter became the 46th 1,000-point scorer in Clemson 
history against Louisville (January 30, 2024) and has 1,228 
career points entering this season.

CLEMSON CONSISTENTLY EXCEEDING PRESEASON 
EXPECTATIONS
•	 The Tigers were picked to finished fifth in the ACC last 
season, as voted on by selected media members.
•	 Fifth is the highest the Tigers have been picked in the 
preseason media poll since the 2008-09 season. Clemson was 
also picked fifth that season.
•	 In 2022-23, the Tigers were picked 11th in the preseason 
poll, the Tigers finished with a 14-6 mark, the most conference 
wins in program history, the Tigers finished eight spots ahead 
of their projected finish.
•	 Clemson has exceeded the preseason poll projection 11 
times in Head Coach Brad Brownell’s 14 full seasons leading 
the program.
•	 With a 10-6 record in 2020-21, Clemson finished the 
season in a tie for fifth place in the ACC standings entering 
games. The Tigers were picked 10th in the preseason vote 
by the Atlantic Coast Conference Media – a five-place 
improvement over the preseason prediction.
•	 Brad Brownell’s team had the second-best standing 
relative to its preseason prediction. Only Virginia Tech was 
better, standing eight spots ahead of its preseason prediction. 
Virginia Tech was 11th in the preseason media poll and 
finished in third.
•	 Brownell’s teams have finished equal to or better than its 
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preseason prediction by the ACC media in nine-of-his-previous 
12 years.  That includes a 10-place improvement in 2017-
18 when the Tigers were picked 13th in the preseason and 
finished third.
•	 That is the all-time record improvement in ACC history from 
the preseason to the postseason. That team also reached the 
Sweet 16 of the NCAA Tournament and Brownell was named 
the National College Coach of the Year by Sports Illustrated.

BRAD BROWNELL SIGNS CONTRACT EXTENSION
•	 Clemson University and Head Basketball Coach Brad 
Brownell have agreed to a contract through 2029.
•	 “I’m honored and grateful to continue to lead the 
Clemson Basketball program. I want to thank Graham Neff, 
President Jim Clements and our entire administration for 
their continued belief and confidence in me and my staff. I 
am extremely proud of our recent success, both on and off 
the court, and there is not a better time than now to be a 
part of the Clemson family.”
•	 Brownell is the winningest coach in program history with 
265 wins as the leader of the Tigers, earning the 2017-18 
Sports Illustrated National College Coach of the Year Award. 
The Tigers have reached the NCAA Tournament four times, 
including three in the last seven seasons that have culminated 
in a Sweet 16 appearance in 2018 and an Elite Eight in 2024. 
They are one of just 15 programs since 2018 to advance to a 
Sweet 16 and Elite Eight in separate seasons.
•	 Clemson most recently reached the Elite Eight for just 
the second time in history and the first time in 44 years. The 
Brownell led Tigers beat New Mexico, Baylor and Arizona en 
route to a historical 24-win campaign for Clemson.
•	 The Tigers have won 47 games over the last two seasons, 
the second-most in program history, while also posting a .625 
(25-15) win percentage in the ACC over that same period. That 
is the highest in consecutive seasons in program history. Since 
2017-18, the Tigers are fourth in the ACC in wins (141) and 
fifth in league wins (72).
•	 During Brownell’s 14 seasons, his impact off the court at 
Clemson has been just as successful as on it.
•	 Developing a basketball donor base has been central to 
Clemson and Brownell’s success since he was hired in 2010. 
He has been instrumental in the fundraising for the Littlejohn 
Coliseum/Swann Pavilion renovation, helping spearhead 
the $63.5 million project, to the basketball program’s home 
arena in 2015, in addition to multiple overseas experiences for 
student-athletes and much, much more.
•	 Now, another addition has been planned for the future of 
the building, with the gracious support of the Brown family, 
that will provide the men’s basketball program with 30,000 
feet of new construction. That will include new and updated 
team areas, offices and an additional practice gym.
•	 Under Brownell’s direction, the basketball program has 
maintained very good Athletic Progress Rate performances, 
including being one of eight Power-Six programs with a 
1000 multi-year score and one of two in the ACC. It was the 
program’s third 1000 in its history and its first since the 2015-
16 cohort. This last cohort comprised 2019-20 through 2022-
23 academic years.
•	 Basketball associate head coach Billy Donlon and 
assistants Sean Dixon and Dick Bender also received new 
contracts.

•	 Chase and Dillon Hunter scored in double figures in the 
same game for the first time in their career against Radford 
(11/21). A 79-51 win for Clemson.
•	 Dillon scored 15 off the bench for the Tigers – a new 
career-high. Chase scored 10. Both were a combined 9-16 
from the floor and  4-10 from three.
•	 The last time two brothers scored double figures in the 
same game for the Tigers was Trevor and Devin Booker on Dec. 
22, 2009 against Western Carolina. A 79-57 win for Clemson.
•	 Trevor finished with a game-high 31 and Devin totaled 10 
off the bench.
•	 The Clemson record for points in a game by two brothers 
is 62, set by Randy (34) and Richie (28) Mahaffey in a home 
game against Virginia on Jan. 14, 1967.

•	 Head Coach Brad Brownell was an assistant coach for Jerry 
Wainwright at UNCW from 1994-02 before becoming the head 
coach from 2002-06.
•	 While an assistant at UNCW, Brownell coached his current 
associate head coach, Billy Donlon. 
•	 As a collegiate player, Donlon was a star guard at UNC 
Wilmington for four seasons (1996-99), playing in 118 career 
games. He finished with 901 points and at the time of his 
graduation he was the Seahawks all-time assist leader with 
456, which currently stands fourth in UNCW history. He was 
a member of the Colonial Athletic Association’s (CAA) All-
Rookie Team in 1996 and led the team in assists as a junior 
(5.6 apg) and senior (5.2 apg).
•	 Director of Recruiting Lucas McKay attended UNCW 
during his undergrad years and first worked under Brownell as 
a student manager from 2003-06.
•	 Prior to Brownell's arrival in 1994, his current special 
assistant Jeff Reynolds had spent the previous (1990-94) four 
seasons as an assistant for the Seahawks.

HUNTER TYSON DRAFTED 37TH OVERALL BY DENVER 
NUGGETS
•	 Tyson was selected 37th overall by the Oklahoma City 
Thunder in the second round of the 2023 NBA Draft on June 
22. The pick was made by the Denver Nuggets as part of a 
previously agreed upon trade.
•	 Tyson was selected the highest in the NBA Draft by a Tigers 
since K.J. McDaniels was picked 32nd by the Philadelphia 
76ers in 2014. He was the first Tiger selected since Jaron 
Blossomgame in the 2017 NBA Draft (59th overall).
•	 Tyson earned his first career All-ACC honor last season and 
was named to the All-ACC First Team for his performance in 
2022-23. Tyson put together a career year this past season 
season. 
•	 He averaged a team-best 15.3 points and 9.6 rebounds per 
game while shooting 47.9 percent from the floor, 40.5 percent 
from three and 83.8 percent at the free throw line. In league 
play, he was even better. He averaged 16.4 points and 9.9 
rebounds while shooting 50.5 percent and 84.3 percent at the 
charity stripe.
•	 He was named the 2023 ACC Skip Prosser Scholar-Athlete 
of the Year for his work on the court and in the classroom.
•	 Tyson became the 44th player in Clemson history to amass 
1,000 career points and has since moved into the top 40 all 
time. He was named to the 2023 Naismith Hall of Fame Karl 
Malone Award Top 10 and the 2023 USBWA Oscar Robertson 
Trophy Award Midseason Watch List.
•	 He collected 16 double-doubles which tied him for eighth 
all-time in Clemson history for a single season with Sharone 
Wright (1992-93). It is the most in a season since Wright 
posted 18 in 1993-94.
•	 Tyson ranked 11th in the nation in double-doubles and 
is second in the ACC. He’s first in defensive rebounding per 
game (8.26) and second nationally. His 325 rebounds are 
fourth in the league and 18th nationally.
•	 The Monroe, N.C. native became just the 17th player in 
Clemson history to eclipse 1,000 points and 600 rebounds in 
a career. In Clemson’s win over the Wolfpack (Feb. 25), Tyson 
became the all-time games played leader in Clemson history 
(136).

•	 PJ Hall (Spartanburg, S.C./Dorman) agreed to terms with 
the Denver Nuggets. Hall will join Hunter Tyson (Monroe, N.C./
Piedmont) in Denver after Tyson spent his rookie season with 
the Nuggets in 2023-24.
•	 Hall was an All-ACC First Team selection as a senior after 
being named to the Third Team as a junior. He was an AP All-
American Honorable Mention and was named to the NCAA 
All-West Region Team, NABC All-District First Team, a finalist 
for the Kareem Abdul-Jabbar Award (nation’s best center) and 
the Oscar Robertson Trophy All-America Watch List in 2024.
•	 Hall finished with 659 points this year in 36 games, an 18.3 
average per game. He set the school record for points in a 
season. The existing record was 651 points by Horace Grant 
in 1986-87 and Bill Yarborough in 1954-55.
•	 He posted fourteen 20-point games this season and has 
scored in double-figures 35 times. Hall totaled seven double-
doubles and netted one 30-point game, which was a career 
high 31 points and 17 rebounds against Georgia Tech (Jan. 
16).
•	 Hall finished fourth in the ACC in scoring with 18.3 points 
per game, while ranking 15th in rebounding (6.4 per game). 
He shot at a very high clip this past season, ninth in the league 
(48.8 percent). Defensively, Hall was fourth in the ACC blocks 
per game (1.42) and had 51 blocked shots.
•	 He finished seventh on Clemson’s all-time scoring list

staff since 2017. He started as an assistant for the Memphis 
Grizzlies from 2017-19 and had been with the Cleveland 
Cavaliers since 2020.
