DOUG KINGSMORE STADIUM

	 Doug Kingsmore Stadium, the home of Tiger baseball 
since 1970, has seen many changes and improvements over 
the years, but it has not lost its aesthetic beauty and unique 
feel on the west side of the Clemson University campus.
	 Doug Kingsmore Stadium has over 4,500 permanent 
seats, but is capable of holding 6,272 fans thanks to a hill 
area down the left-field line that is popular with students.
	 The park features a terrace in the outfield adjacent to the 
fence, similar to the old Crosley Field in Cincinnati. Former 
Head Coach Bill Wilhelm liked the look and practicality of a 
field with grass around the outfield instead of gravel or dirt.
	 In 2015, a three-story building was constructed behind 
the first-base dugout. It houses a state-of-the-art clubhouse, 
coaches offices and a player lounge among other amenities.

•	Ethan Darden received the Bob Bradley Award as 
Clemson's MVP of the series.

•	Darden pitched 7.0 scoreless innings of three-hit ball 
with six strikeouts to earn the win on March 1.

•	Jarren Purify was 4-for-8 with a homer, double, three 
RBIs, a .636 on-base percentage and two steals in 
three games.

•	It marked the third time in four years the Tigers swept 
South Carolina, as they won all three games in 2022 
and both games in 2024.

•	It upped Clemson's winning streak in the series to five, 
while the Tigers have won 10 of the last 12 meetings.

•	Clemson has won eight of the last 11 series dating to 
2015.

17-GAME WINNING STREAK
•	Clemson had a 17-game winning streak that started 

with a 6-2 win over VCU on Feb. 21 and ended with a 
7-3 loss to Notre Dame on March 16.

•	The 17-game winning streak was Clemson's longest 
since it won 17 games in a row during the 2023 season.

•	The 17-game winning streak tied for the fourth longest 
in school history.

•	Seven of the 17 wins during the winning streak were 
comeback victories.

•	Clemson hit .290 with a .480 slugging percentage, 
.439 on-base percentage and 8.3 runs per game during 
the winning streak.

•	Clemson had a 2.84 ERA, .186 opponents' batting 
average and 184 strikeouts against 57 walks in 149.0 
innings pitched in the winning streak.
