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About Integrado Corp
BEGINNING

	 The history of Integrado Corp begins in 1986, when a group of 50 people came 
together to qualify and expand the direction of education in Campo Mourão, in the Nor-
thwest of Paraná. A year later Colégio Integrado appeared; which operates in Nursery, 
Early Childhood Education, Elementary Education, High School and Pre-University 
Education.

	 In order to allow students to pursue higher education in the same municipality 
— without having to migrate to other regions of Brazil — Colégio Integrado of Campo 
Mourão began with three degrees [Veterinary Medicine, General Administration, Admi-
nistration with Qualification in Foreign Trade], which were soon expanded.

GROWTH

With the expansion of activities, the group was acquired by partners Henning Erich Baer 
and Maria da Conceição Montans Baer; who began the construction of a 217,154.59 m² 
campus, with cutting-edge infrastructure and quality standards similar to the best uni-
versities in Brazil and abroad.

Several achievements mark the history of the institution, including changing its name 
to Centro Universitário Integrado; characterized by excellent multicurricular higher 
education in various areas of knowledge, the qualifications of its teaching staff and the 
curricular and extracurricular activities offered to the academic community.
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TRANSFORMATIONS

The transformations continued. In 2017, 
Centro Universitário Integrado began of-
fering the Medicine course. In 2018, the 
Distance Learning (DL) modality was in-
troduced for undergraduate, free and 
postgraduate courses. In 2021, Integrado 
Corp acquires the Super Professor, Coo-
nect.se platforms and also launches the 
Agro, Tech and Health Verticals. 

In 2022, Integrado implemented Integrow 
- Integrado Innovation Ecosystem. In 
2023, the Ministry of Education received 
the highest institutional score (5) in the 
institutional concept. In 2024, created a 
business unit to invest in startups, opens 
educational centers in Iretama (PR) and 
Rondonópolis (MT), opens an interacti-
ve learning space at Família Shopping 
Campo Mourão (Family Shopping Mall) 
and presents the Professional Master’s 
Program in Local Development, in part-
nership with Universidade Augusto Motta 
(UNISUAM), in Rio de Janeiro.

Currently, Centro Universitário Integrado 
offers more than 60 undergraduate pro-
grams in on-campus, hybrid, and distan-
ce learning formats — including Law, Me-
dicine, Agronomy, and Dentistry — as well 
as over 70 postgraduate programs in va-
rious fields of knowledge, and a master’s 
degree program. It also promotes the de-
velopment of students and alumni throu-
gh training and employability programs.

CONSOLIDATION

In this way, the objective of those 50 peo-
ple who came together in 1986 to qualify 
and expand the direction of education in 
Campo Mourão was achieved by the su-
pporters, managers and collaborators.

Currently, Integrado Corp effectively con-
tributes to the advancement of scientific 
knowledge in the country and has esta-
blished itself among the best teaching, le-
arning and training institutions in Brazil. 

That is why Integrado Corp is an agent of 
social change and believes in education 
as an instrument for individual and col-
lective development.

	 In 1993, a group of teachers were looking for solutions to common 
difficulties: preparing a large number of assessments, simulations, lists of 
exercises, lack of time and little material available. The problem turned into 
an opportunity when they decided to share their materials and create a bank 
of questions that could be used by other teachers and facilitate the same 
daily tasks.

In 2021, Integrado Corp acquired this platform, modernized systems, laun-
ched new products such as Pazzei — a tool designed for high school stu-
dents — and the SPR Med, aimed at medical teachers and institutions and 
formed partnerships with the main players in the educational market. 

In 2024, the Super Professor platform launched the Plano Advanced; new 
educational solution that allows schools to have a broader view of student 
performance and development.

In 2024, the Super Professor platform was in 4th position – in the Education 
and Health category – in the ranking Expanding Business; from Exame ma-
gazine and BTG Pactual, with technical support from the consultancy PwC 
Brasil.

Super Professor is a platform with more than 200 thousand questions for 
Secondary, Elementary and Higher Education that helps teachers to quickly 
and easily prepare their assessment activities. These services are used in 
more than 4 thousand schools, for more than 70 thousand teachers and 
more than 450 thousand students throughout Brazil; always quickly, effec-
tively and within Integrado Corp’s standard of excellence.

We are very happy with these results. This is recognition of work done by a sen-

sational team, which has always sought to listen to our users, understand their 

needs and develop products and services that are truly relevant to the daily lives 

of teachers in Brazil”, says the executive director of Super Professor, Harris-

son Brait.

National Educational 
Management Award (PNGE)

For the second year in a row, Centro Uni-
versitário Integrado won the National 
Educational Management Award (PNGE). 
This time, the achievement was with the 
project Integrow – Integrado Innovation 
Ecosystem.

The educational institution from Paraná 
once again won the 1st place in the Aca-
demic-Pedagogical Innovation category, 
competing with several national univer-
sities. The award ceremony took place in 
São Paulo–SP, on April 3, during the XXII 
Brazilian Congress of Educational Mana-
gement, considered the biggest educatio-
nal event in the country.

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INTEGRADO STANDS OUT AMONG THE 
BEST INSTITUTIONS IN PARANÁ

Centro Universitário Integrado achieved new positions of educational pro-
minence. The higher education institution in Campo Mourão obtained a gra-
de of 4 in the General Course Index (IGC), according to the results of evalua-
tions released by the Ministry of Education (MEC) at the beginning of April.

That was the highest score in the North and Northwest region of Paraná. 
The indicator measures on a scale of 1 to 5 and takes into account multiple 
factors. The result places Integrado in 17th position, among the 128 private 
educational institutions in Paraná.

Ranking Expanding Business, 
from Exame magazine

Integrado Corp celebrated two more im-
portant achievements. The company is 
once again in the ranking Expanding Bu-
siness, from Exame magazine and in 2024 
it ranked 62nd among the 100 fastest 
growing companies in Brazil, compared 
to position number 76 obtained in the pre-
vious edition. 

The ranking is an initiative of Exame ma-
gazine and BTG Pactual, has technical 
support from the consultancy PwC Brasil 
and is the largest entrepreneurship year-
book in Brazil.

Even in a year of political and economic 
adversity like 2024 – in which consumer 
purchasing power was affected by high 

interest rates and defaults – Integrado 
Corp expanded revenues by 16.4% thanks 
to the quality offered in basic education, 
higher education courses in all areas of 
knowledge, including Medicine and the 
technology platforms it has.

In category Body 
Awareness, Health and Quality of Life, 
the award went to the Emoções no 
Esporte project; which helps stu-
dents deal with feelings such as 
frustration, boredom, euphoria and 
sadness during sports competitions. 

Institution Committed 
to Employability

Centro Universitário Integrado won - for 
the second consecutive year - the seal of 
Institution Committed to Employability. 

The research carried out in partnership 
between the Brazilian Association of Hi-
gher Education Supporters (ABMES) and 
Symplicity - a world leader in platforms 
and services aimed at student employa-
bility - revealed that 94% of respondents 
are already in the job market. Of this total, 
88% work in areas directly related to their 
training.

“The result reinforces the Integrado’s 
commitment to offering excellent training 
and ensuring the successful insertion of 
its graduates into the job market”, says 
the coordinator of the Integrado’s Career 
Area, Rosely Scheffer.
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During Physical Education classes, teacher Francieli Sachuk observed that many stu-
dents faced difficulties during games. “We worked on emotions and this helped them 
to have greater control and understanding of their desires. Today they are more aware 
and emotionally prepared”, explains the teacher.

In 2023, Colégio Integrado won this same award in the category Active Methodologies, 
with the Flipped Classroom project: Sustainable Use of Resources, developed by pro-
fessor Micheli Dalcin, in the Science discipline.

“By exploring entrepreneurship, children also learned about responsibility, financial 
planning, the importance of effort and persistence in the pursuit of goals. These les-
sons help to strengthen self-confidence and self-esteem, preparing them to be active 
and proactive citizens in society”, explains the teacher.

Colégio Integrado wins 
3rd place in the Transforming 
Educator Award 2024

The Entrepreneurial Discoveries – Rela-
xing Spa project, from Colégio Integrado, 
won 3rd place in the Elementary Education 
category, of the Transformative Educator 
Award 2024; carried out by Sebrae-PR in 
partnership with Bett Brasil and Instituto 
Significare.

Conceived by professor Ariadne Maria 
Pereira - and developed in 2023 with 1st 
year students - the project offered a prac-
tical experience of entrepreneurship to 
the little ones, involving everything from 
the creation of a spa, to the presentation 
of the business, at the Colégio Integrado 
Entrepreneur’s Fair.

Place to Work (GPTW) as one of the 100 best companies to work for in Paraná. This time, 
the company was in 23rd place and rose 8 positions compared to the 2023 ranking.
Among the various factors that contribute to the evaluations of companies ranked in 
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GPTW are professional development opportunities, the level of trust that employees 
place in the company and its leaders, the promotion of an inclusive environment that 
respects diversity, good practices that recognize organizational culture and determine 
the level of excellence in the work environment.

Economic Development Council (Codecam) and the Campo Mourão Commercial and 
Industrial Association (Acicam).

IV Free ophthalmological care effort

Environmental care

Integrado Corp has stood out in ac-
tions aimed at social well-being and the 
community. Last year, the company laun-
ched the Integrado Eco project to address 
sustainable practices such as waste ma-
nagement, reverse logistics and the use 
of renewable energy.

In this way, in 2024 the company neutra-
lized 12 tons of carbon, planted 80 trees 
during institutional events, reduced the 
use of disposable cups by 80%, reduced 
water and electricity consumption in its 
facilities, adequately treated the waste 
generated, expanded bicycle racks and 
carried out environmental education ac-
tions in all segments of the institution 
(students, employees, users, customers).

The project Olhar Cidadão Dr. Fernando 
Dlugosz – who provides free ophthalmo-
logical care to the community – was in 3rd 
place, a category Non-Profit Institution, of 
the Sustainable Campo Mourão Award 
2024.

In partnership with Barboza Saab Clínica 
de Olhos, Rotary Club Fomento and Cam-
po Mourão City Hall, Centro Universitário 
Integrado held the IV Free Ophthalmolo-
gical Care Task Force for children betwe-
en 0 and 6 years of age, on October 26th. 
Since 2021, these joint efforts have alre-
ady helped with the eye health of more 
than 350 children.
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“Our objective is to identify children who have eye changes and guide those responsi-
ble for the correct treatment”, explains the ophthalmologist, creator of the action and 
Integrado teacher, Barbara Evelin Gonçalves Barboza.

Academics and teachers from the Integrado Medicine, Nursing, Physical Education, 
Physiotherapy and Nutrition courses participated in this activity.

Institutional Self-Assessment Network for Higher Education

Centro Universitário Integrado is involved in an initiative - together with 37 other pri-
vate institutions - called the Institutional Self-Assessment Network for Higher Educa-
tion, promoted by Semesp.

In this pilot project, institutions embark on a one-year evaluation cycle, where they 
carry out an in-depth analysis of their objectives, operating methods and results in five 
areas. The focus is to analyze the policies and mechanisms by which institutions are 
organized and verify whether they are advancing towards their objectives.

EDUCATIONAL

Commitment to education

Colégio Integrado and Centro Universitário 
Integrado train people. Our commitment is 
to offer excellent education at any stage of 
learning.

All activities are carried out by professio-
nals who are experienced in their fields and 
who transmit knowledge for life.

Educational and 
Extension Area

The Center for Entrepreneurship, Rese-
arch and Extension (NEPE) of Centro Uni-
versitário Integrado organizes different te-
aching-learning actions for the academic 

community. The objective is for participants 
to develop skills, abilities and attitudes that 
help in their ethical, committed and res-
ponsible training.

From the moment they enter the class-
room, to the moment they work in the job 
market, the new knowledge and skills that 
are improved by students - in actions of lo-
cal, regional, state and international scope 
- contribute to forming a fairer society and 
professionals who also care about others.

The Medicine area alone developed 92 pro-
jects focused on health promotion and pre-
vention. These initiatives provided technical 
training to participants and students and 
encouraged solidarity - through the dona-
tion of materials, food, services and time - 
to meet the needs of the population.
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The actions were carried out in Basic Health 
Units, schools, hospitals and promoted ac-
cess to information, the adoption of healthy 
habits and strengthened the relationship 
between the higher education institution 
and the community.

This work reinforces Centro Universitário 
Integrado’s commitment to the humanized 
and socially responsible training of future 
doctors. At the same time, it generates a 
positive and lasting impact on the contexts 
served.

In 2024, 35 extension events were held in 
all areas of education, impacting the lives 
of approximately 9 thousand people, with 
investments of R$ 182,798.78.

Hands that Build,  
Knowledge that Transform

Centro Universitário Integrado created the 
Hands that Build, Knowledge that Trans-
form project to promote actions that combi-
ne theory and practice to benefit the social, 
environmental and economic development 
of populations in vulnerable situations. 

In 2024, 47 solidarity actions were carried 
out in the municipalities of Campo Mou-
rão, Farol and Mamborê and another 282 
training actions for 2,141 students. In total, 
16,837 people were positively impacted.

The voluntary work carried out at the Lar 
Dom Bosco Therapeutic Community, Cam-
po Mourão Basic Health Units, Campo Mou-
rão State School, Municipal Early Childhood 
Education Centers (CMEIs), Farol Settle-
ment Development Association (ADAF), 
Mamborê City Hall and Centro Universitário 
Integrado.

The project has the participation of tea-
chers and students from courses in Admi-
nistration, Agronomy, Architecture and Ur-
banism, Biomedicine, Accounting Sciences, 
Law, Physical Education, Nursing, Civil En-
gineering, Production Engineering, Phar-
macy, Physiotherapy, Veterinary Medicine, 
Nutrition, Dentistry, Psychology, Technolo-
gy in Aesthetics and Cosmetics, Technology 
in Commercial Management, Technology 
in Marketing, Technology in Management 
Processes and Technology in Human Re-
sources.

Embracing the Streets 
(Original name: Abrace a Rua)

The action “Embracing the Streets: Health 
Promotion for the Homeless Population” 
has been active since 2022. The project se-
eks to reduce social inequalities, offers me-
dical care and assistance to the population 
in vulnerable situations. 

In 2024, 104 consultations were carried out 
- including anamnesis, physical examina-
tions, prescription renewals, prescriptions, 
exam requests - and referrals to other he-
alth professionals.
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Exchange and  
internationalization

The Teaching with a Focus on Exchange 
and Internationalization project provides a 
significant networking opportunity for stu-
dents, with committees from different re-
gions of the country. 

In 2024, Integrado established partnerships 
with the schools Campo Real, in Guarapu-
ava (PR) and Facimpa, in Marabá (PA). In 
August, the Integrado Medicine course wel-
comed a student from Romania who stayed 
in Campo Mourão for a four-week exchange 
experience.

Cine-Psycho 2024  
(Original name: Cine-Psico) 

Cine-Psycho 2024 project brought many re-
flections to Psychology academics. Through 
analysis of films that address themes of the 
mind and soul, they were able to discuss is-
sues they experience in the classroom and 
in their day-to-day work.

Knowing 
My Emotions

The Knowing My Emotions project en-
couraged elementary school children 
at Colégio Integrado to learn about 
their emotions and the situations that 
trigger them, such as fear, anger, joy, 
calm and sadness. 

The children’s parents were also trai-
ned to understand and deal with their 
children’s emotions, through the acti-
vity of playing.

The project also offered a listening 
environment for children, carried out 
by Psychology students. In this way, 
academics deepened their theoretical 
knowledge within Historical-Cultural 
Psychology and improved their skills 
in serving children. 
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XXI Integrado  
Agricultural Fair

Around 40 companies from 
the agricultural sector, fi-
nancial and cooperative 
agents showed their pro-
ducts, services and news at 
the XXI Integrado Agricultu-
ral Fair, which took place on 
March 23, in Campo Mou-
rão.
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The event brought together around 2,500 participants and was organized by BeAgro 
Integrado – Agribusiness Vertical, from Integrado Corp; the first education, innova-
tion and technology ecosystem for agribusiness in Brazil.

XVIII CAREERS FAIR

Around 3 thousand people participated in this 
event, which took place on September 20th, in 
Campo Mourão.

The fair brought news to young people – who 
are looking forinformation about the desi-
red higher education course and those who 
have not yet decided which career to pursue 
– regarding adults and senior academics, who 
wish to specialize or pursue a new degree
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XIV CONCCEPAR

More than 3 thousand people from all over Brazil participated in the XIV Scientific 
and Cultural Congress of the State of Paraná (Conccepar), which took place between 
the 13th and 16th of May, in Campo Mourão.

In 2024, the central theme of the congress was the Innovation and Sustainability as 
Practices for Excellence. The event was organized by the Centro Universitário Integra-
do and by the Integrado Institute of Science and Technology (IN2).

Among the attractions, highlight national speakers - such as Clóvis de Barros Filho 
- and international speakers such as German Andrey Kinyakin, Russian Gushchina 
Yulia, Peruvian Elmer Pisfill, Portuguese José Carlos Pereira de Morais and Vietna-
mese Luong Thi Thu Thuy.

Along with the event, there were activities such as the education symposium, short 
courses, round tables, workshops, presentations by startups from the innovation 
ecosystem of the city and region, cultural, artistic and sustainable programming.

The XIV Conccepar had the collaboration of foreign institutions that are partners of 
the Integrado, such as the Universidad UCATEC of Bolivia; Yıldız Teknik Üniversitesi, 
from Türkiye; the Del Sur Scientific University of Peru and the Brazil-Germany Inno-
vation Chamber.
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Dual degree program  

Centro Universitário Integrado entered 
into an unprecedented partnership with 
the Polytechnic Institute of Santarém, in 
Portugal. 

From now on, students in the Integrado 
Agronomy course will be able to under-
take a 6-month exchange in Portugal to 
complete their higher education degree 
and also secure a master’s degree in 
Agronomy from the Polytechnic Institute 
of Santarém.

Thanks to this unprecedented agreement 
between the two higher education institu-
tions, the student will be able to obtain a 
diploma from both simultaneously. 

Integrado partners with 
environmental entities

Centro Universitário Integrado formed a 
partnership with the Water and Land Ins-

titute (IAT), with the Secretary of the En-
vironment and Water Resources (Seama) 
and with the Public Ministry of Paraná to 
rescue and care for wild animals in vulne-
rable situations, assist in rescue, veteri-
nary treatment and release into the wild.

In 2024, the Integrado Veterinary Cli-
nic treated more than 30 cases involving 
owls, wild birds, hawks, caracaras, opos-
sums, capybaras and maned wolves. In 
all of them, Veterinary Medicine students 
and preceptor teachers provided care to 
the animals and collaborated in health 
treatments and release.

In addition to animal care, partnerships 
with these public entities help promote 
environmental education, social develop-
ment and academic training.
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SUBSIDY AND FINANCIAL SUPPORT

	 Integrado Corp works to ensure that students complete their academic training, 
without neglecting the financial aspect. Therefore, the institution supports them with 
scholarships in different forms.

The University for All Program (PROUNI) - created by the Federal 
Government in 2004 - aims to grant full and partial scholarships to 
students on undergraduate and sequential courses of specific trai-
ning, in private higher education institutions. 

Between 2020 and 2024, more than 780 students were impacted by 
the granting of scholarships via PROUNI, totaling R$38.7 million.

The Higher Education Student Financing Fund (FIES) is a program of 
the Ministry of Education (MEC) designed to finance higher educa-
tion graduation for students who are unable to fully cover the costs 
of their training.

Between 2020 and 2024, Centro Universitário Integrado has already 
granted more than 600 financings, totaling R$25.3 million.
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Scholarships for 
Elementary, Secondary 
and Extended Education

In 2024, Colégio Integrado held a 
scholarship competition. The notice 
was aimed at students from other 
public and private schools who will 
attend Elementary School (3rd to 9th 
year), High School (1st to 3rd year) 
and Extended Education in 2025.

There were around 100 participants 
from Campo Mourão and the Com-
cam region (Central-West Paraná), 
who competed for 10 places. Discou-
nts reach up to 100% of the monthly 
fee, are valid for the 2025 academic 
year and total R$415,552.10.

Full Scholarships for 
Medicine 

Between 2020 and 2024, Centro Uni-
versitário Integrado offered 61 scho-
larships with full installment cove-
rage (100%) for the Medicine course, 
totaling more than R$27.2 million. 

To compete for one of the vacancies, 
the candidate cannot be the benefi-
ciary of any other type of scholarship, 
cannot have a higher education diplo-
ma, must have attended high school 
in 
public institution or have been a full 
scholarship holder at a private insti-
tution. Furthermore, the per capita 
family income must be less than one 
and a half minimum wages.

Since 2018, when the Medicine cour-
se began, Integrado has awarded 122 

full scholarships for this higher education 
degree, which is one of the most competiti-
ve in all of Brazil.

Income Share Agreement (ISA)

In a pioneering initiative among higher 
education institutions in Brazil, the Centro 
Universitário Integrado has adopted, since 
2022, a new type of student financing called 
Income Share Agreement (ISA), where the 
student only starts paying for the course af-
ter being employed in their field of training. 

Between 2023 and 2024, 29 students bene-
fited from the program, which works as a 
shared income contract and is available for 
the Technology in Systems Analysis and De-
velopment (TADS) course, totaling around 
R$650,000 invested.

Discount Policies

Centro Universitário Integrado offers new 
higher education students several discount 
options. 

Every semester, we run campaigns offering 
discounts on tuition fees of up to 50%.

Institutional University 
Extension Scholarship 
Program (PIBEX)

The program provides scholarships for un-
dergraduate students — linked to a pro-
ject or extension program — and who are 
guided and monitored by a professor from 
Centro Universitário Integrado.

PIBEX financial assistance is granted via 
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Araucária Foundation to Support the Scientific and Technological Development of the State 
of Paraná. In 2024, a scholarship was awarded for the Pharmacy School, for the Pharmacy 
course and a scholarship for the Sorridente project, for the Dentistry course.

Institutional Scholarship Program to  
Support Social Inclusion (PIBIS)

PIBIS is a program aimed at granting scholarships to students regularly enrolled in under-
graduate courses at Centro Universitário Integrado, who meet the criteria of the University 
Quota Program, for the development of activities linked to research and university exten-
sion with the support of the Araucária Foundation.

PIBIS contributes to social inclusion policy, to the production and dissemination of knowle-
dge and facilitates the access and retention of students from public schools.

The objective of PIBIS is to encourage the participation of undergraduate students in the 
development of extension activities, aimed at topics of social interest. In 2024, five grants 
were awarded for PIBIS projects, worth R$42,000 in scholarships for students studying 
Medicine and Technology in Systems Development Analysis.
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Institutional Scientific 
Initiation Scholarship 
Program (PIBIC):

The program provides scholarships for 
undergraduate students who participate 
of research projects, guided by a research 
professor, with remuneration.  In 2024, 10 
PIBIC scholarships from Centro Univer-
sitário Integrado were offered in the total 
value of R$ 36,000.00, 3 PIBIC scholarships 
from the Willfried Baer Academic Center - 
CAWB, from the Medicine Course in the to-
tal value of R$ 7,350.00 and 11 PIBIC scho-
larships from the Araucária Foundation, in 
the total value of R$ 92,400.00.

Institutional Scientific  
Initiation Scholarship Program –  
High School (PIBIC EM)

In this modality, basic education students 
participate in a research project, guided 
by a research professor and receive scho-
larships offered by funding agencies such 
as the National Council for Scientific and 
Technological Development (CNPq). In 
2024, 9 students from the Campo Mourão 
State Center for Agricultural Professional 
Education received PIBIC EM scholar-
ships from CNPq, totaling R$32,400.00.
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Institutional Teaching 
Initiation Scholarship 
Program (PIBID)

PIBID is an action that is part of the Natio-
nal Teacher Training Policy of the Ministry 
of Education and its purpose is to encou-
rage initiation into teaching, contribute to 
the improvement of teacher training at hi-
gher education levels and to improve the 
quality of Brazilian public basic education.

In 2024, Integrado was approved in a 
national notice to offer 48 scholarships 
granted by CAPES - Coordination for the 
Improvement of Higher Education Per-
sonnel - for students of the DL Pedagogy 
course, for 21 months, in the amount of 
R$ 705,600.00.  

Sports Scholarship

Integrado Corp is one of the main com-
panies that promotes sport in Campo 
Mourão. In 2024, the modalities covered 
were basketball, cycling, judo, karate, 
parasports [athletics, golf-7, wheelchair 
basketball, judo, football, futsal and Pa-
ralympic boccia], table tennis, athletics, 
volleyball, chess. Sponsorship was also 
signed for athlete Flávia Maria de Lima, 
who competed in the Paris 2024 Olympic 
Games and competed in athletics, in the 
800 meter dash.

Between 2020 and 2024, 182 students be-
nefited from sports scholarships, totaling 
R$3.7 million. The benefit also applies to 

elementary school students. This is the 
case of twins Natália and Heloíse Biazon, 
13 years old, who received a full scholar-
ship. The sisters won 187 titles, reaching 
first place 76 times in 2023 and 2024 alo-
ne. Natália became Brazilian champion 
and Heloíse, Brazilian runner-up in chess.

Stricto Sensu 
Stock Program

Centro Universitário Integrado, in part-
nership with the Integrado Institute of 
Science and Technology (IN2), created 
the Stricto Sensu Scholarship Program 
that grants financial support to the insti-
tution’s teachers to complete a master’s 
and doctorate degree - for two and three 
years, respectively - in any area of ​​know-
ledge, aiming to promote training, qualifi-
cation and improvement.

Between 2020 and 2024, 10 doctoral 
scholarships were transferred, totaling 
R$262,795.04

262 students – from all undergraduate courses – participated in the Monito-
ring Program in 2024. While they voluntarily help other colleagues to unders-
tand the information in the classroom or after hours, they also contribute by 
reinforcing knowledge.

The program - biannual, certified and worth additional time - is a teaching 
and learning modality developed by students regularly enrolled in Integra-
do, under the guidance of teachers and aims to contribute to the academic’s 
training through the integration of activities from beginning to teaching in the 
areas of teaching, scientific initiation and extension.
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Progress Test (TP)
The test is an institutional and individual assessment strategy that places 
the student in their evolutionary teaching-learning process and allows the 
institution to diagnose their deficiencies throughout the curricular structure.

In 2023, the test was incorporated from the first semester of the medical cou-
rse as part of the evaluation process of the Teaching-Service Interaction in the 
Community discipline. In 2024, 6 PTs were carried out with medical students; 
being that one of them was done in partnership with Brazilian Association of 
Medical Education and compares the quality of the country’s medical schools.

In 2024, Integrado Corp carried out more than 150 of institutional, academic and 
social events.

The program involved inauguration ceremonies, Aula Magna, granting of hono-
rary titles, inauguration of spaces, official visits, graduation, symposiums, se-
minars, congresses, conferences, courses, forums, lectures, workshops, fairs, 
sports activities, June festival and several other activities.

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Scholarship Competition

Every year Integrado Corp holds the 
Scholarship Competition. In the 2024 edi-
tion, there were around 2 thousand parti-
cipants.

The activity offers discounts or free of 
charge for those who wish to study or 
wish to expand their knowledge in diffe-
rent areas. 

Empreende Week

This is the largest science, technology, in-
novation, entrepreneurship and business 
event in the Center-West of Paraná. Held 
since 2017, the aim is to enhance a more 
innovative, inclusive and sustainable fu-
ture for Campo Mourão and the region. 
More than 50 thousand people have alre-
ady been impacted by actions and activi-
ties in all editions.

Integrado Corp has participated in Em-
preende Week since 2017. In 2024, the 
company exhibited its products and servi-
ces, presented courses, held lectures and 
interacted with the public who visited the 
event, held between October 7th and 10th.

Extension courses

These pedagogical actions aim to impro-
ve, update and develop knowledge. The-
refore, students at Centro Universitário 
Integrado carry out these activities to 
enrich theoretical knowledge and put it 
into practice with actions to benefit the 
community. In 2024, 7 extension courses 
were held, impacting 77 people.  

University Experience at 
Colégio Integrado

Among the existing pedagogical prac-
tices, technical visits correspond to an 
educational method that places the stu-
dent in the routine of working in a certain 
area of ​​knowledge. 

The connection between theory and prac-
tice is an essential part of Integrado 
Corp’s educational ecosystem. In 2024,

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around 50 visits with students from Early Childhood Education, Elementary School and 
High School.

Among these actions, highlights include visits to the Agronomy and Nutrition course 
in which students explored the differences between the rural and urban environments 
and the particularities of dietary health. During their visit to the Medicine course, they 
saw prototypes of the human body and gained in-depth knowledge about cells, tissues, 
organs, systems and the organism.

Teaching clinics

Integrado teaching clinics are servi-
ce units aimed at the local and regional 
community. Under the supervision of 
professors, undergraduate students pro-
vide assistance, carry out consultations, 
exams and procedures free of charge or 
at symbolic prices in different areas of 
health.

This work takes place during the acade-
mic year [from March to June and from 
August to November on specific days, lo-
cations and times], allows the public to 
have access to various services and for 
academics to experience reality in their 
professional field. 

These spaces are more than just service 
environments providing comprehensive 
care and excellence in the provision of 
services. With a modern infrastructure 
equipped with cutting-edge technology, 

activities are led by professionals dedica-
ted to offering personalized treatments, 
always focused on the well-being and 
quality of life of people and animals.

In 2024, Integrado school clinics will car-
ry out 18.931 services to the residents of 
Campo Mourão and the region, with an 
investment of R$527,900.18 and with the 
following services provided:

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What each clinic offers

Dental Clinic

Being able to smile with confidence makes 
all the difference in self-esteem. From 
preventive care to the most advanced me-
thods, oral health receives the utmost at-
tention in this modern environment.

Among the services offered are diagnos-
tic consultation, restorations, root canal 
treatments, prevention of gum disease, 
extraction, complete and partial dentu-
res, pediatric dentistry, geriatric dentistry 
and actions to reduce jaw discomfort. The 
consultation fee is R$10 per session and 
prices may vary according to the types of 
services.

Aesthetics and 
Cosmetics Clinic

To care for well-being and allow moments 
of self-care — these are some of the go-
als of this space, which offers facial and 
hair treatments, body aesthetics, beauty 
services, relaxation techniques, comple-
mentary therapies and spa therapies ai-
med at energy balance and muscle pain 
relief.

The focus of the work is on beauty and he-
alth, but always with the safety and quality 
that are characteristic features of the ac-
tivities developed by Integrado. The cost 
of the procedure starts at R$39.
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Physiotherapy 
Clinic

This place offers services such as diag-
nosis, rehabilitation, disease prevention, 
recovery and prevention of injuries, relief 
from chronic pain, mobility, correction of 
postural problems and assistance with 
muscle strengthening.

Serves children, adolescents, adults, el-
derly people, pregnant women and athle-
tes on issues related to the cardiorespira-
tory system, orthopedics, neurofunctional 
and urogynecology. The consultation fee 
is R$50 per session.

Dermatofunctional procedures - which 
work to prevent, promote and recover the 
skin covering system, localized fat, with 

radiofrequency procedures, lipocavita-
tion, shock waves, post-operative care, 
among others - cost R$60 per session.

Psychology Clinic

It offers specialized services to care for 
mental health. The aim is to help people 
of all ages have a better quality of life and 
know how to deal with emotional and psy-
chological problems.

In a calm and welcoming environment, 
the public receives detailed assessments 
and can undergo psychotherapy sessions, 
preventing and treating behavioral disor-
ders such as anxiety, depression, stress, 
phobias and eating disorders.

The cost of the psychotherapy session is 
R$29. The value of the psychological as-
sessment is R$99.

Nutrition Clinic

A balanced diet is essential to have a qua-
lity life. It helps with weight control, pre-
venting heart and kidney diseases, reflux, 
diabetes, hypertension, among other ill-
nesses.

Therefore, this space offers bioimpedan-
ce exams, nutritional re-education tech-
niques, personalized and individual nutri-
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tional monitoring so that each person or 
family can achieve their goals, according 
to their needs and preferences. 

The cost of the consultation is R$59 per 
person and entitles you to pick up a per-
sonalized menu recommendation and re-
turn it. 

Veterinary Clinic

The site is equipped with a complete labo-
ratory for clinical and pathological analy-
sis, which provides accurate diagnoses. 

Students and specialist veterinarians 
provide care for small and large animals. 
The team performs simple and complex 
surgeries, ultrasound and x-ray exami-
nations, hospitalization, vaccinations and 
prophylaxis to complete animal health 
care.

Last year, the veterinary clinic’s neute-
ring and guardianship education services 
worked in partnership with Peabiru city 
hall, NGOs and Castralat, an animal ste-
rilization campaign held in Latin America 
and the Caribbean, promoted by the Na-
tional Forum for Animal Protection and 
Defense. In 2024, 92 animals were cas-
trated.

Through the Vetkids Project, the veteri-
nary clinic carried out fun and educational 

activities for children to reflect on animal 
care and the responsibility of having a pet. 
And with the Integrado Vet project, the cli-
nic welcomed students from Colégio Inte-
grado for pedagogical experiences.

Meanwhile, Pet Therapists project - which 
offers assisted assistance in medical tre-
atments and has the help of two Labrador 
females - Luci and Luna, both 3 years old, 
donated by the Paraíso do Mascote ken-
nel, in Maringá (PR) - served around 30 
patients.

Consultations at the Integrado veterinary 
clinic take place from Monday to Friday, 
from 8am to 6pm and from 7pm to 10pm. 
The consultation fee is R$105 for small 
animals (felines and canines); R$ 150 
for non-conventional pets (chinchillas, 
hamsters, cockatoos, tortoises, lizards, 
cockatiels, boa constrictors); R$180 for 
large animals (horses, cattle, sheep, go-
ats, pigs); R$580 for large animal emer-
gencies.
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Teaching Pharmacy

It serves diabetic, hypertensive patients, 
those with mental disorders and those 
who wish to measure blood pressure, 
body temperature and blood glucose le-
vels. If you bring a medical prescription, 
you can also receive the medicines - avai-
lable in stock - free of charge. 

In partnership with the Marta Kaiser Fou-
ndation, 25,761 services were provided 
between 2019 and 2024 and 1,131,679 
units of medication were distributed to 
the population of Campo Mourão and 
the region, with an estimated value of 
R$2,719,090.97.

Integrado Outpatient Clinic

It has a medical team with different spe-
cialties involving cardiology, surgery, der-
matology, endocrinology, gynecology and 

obstetrics, geriatrics, infectious diseases, 
homeopathy, family medicine, neurolo-
gy, ophthalmology, orthopedics, otorhi-
nolaryngology, pediatrics, pulmonology, 
psychiatry, rheumatology, urology and 
vascular. 

Consultations are scheduled via SUS 
(Unified Health System) and are also avai-
lable to the internal and external commu-
nity for the symbolic price of R$40 per 
appointment.  

In 2024, 6,880 services were provided via 
SUS and 1,154 services were provided to 
patients in the community and employees 
of Integrado Corp; with investments close 
to R$1.5 million.
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Outpatient Center

In this unit — which is located in the Cam-
po Mourão Center — the services are in-
tended for employees and students of the 
School and Centro Universitário Integra-
do.

The place offers basic services such as 
checking vital signs, dressings and rai-
sing awareness about the importance of 
health prevention.

Legal Practices Center

On November 27, 2024, the Legal Practices Center was reopened in the Integrado Coworking 
Space. The event was attended by judges, prosecutors, public defenders, local authorities, 
teachers, students and supporters.

The restructuring involved improvements in the physical space and work systems, which 
were more aligned with the pillars of excellence and innovation for student internships and 
community services.

Applied 
Psychology Unit

Psychological assessment procedures, 
psychotherapy, workshops and therapeu-
tic groups are carried out here. The con-
sultation fee is R$19 per person.
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The Center offers free legal assistance to people who do not have the financial means to 
hire a lawyer or pay legal costs. Services cover areas such as Civil Law, Family Law, Chil-
dren and Youth.

To access services, the public goes through socioeconomic screening, ensuring that servi-
ce is directed to those who really need it.

The results of scientific research help to solve problems relevant to society, reduce inequa-
lities, drive the creation of new products and services and assist in national development.

SCIENTIFIC

III Paraná Research, Extension and Innovation Symposium (Simpar)

III Simpar was a multidisciplinary and international event, which promoted lectu-
res and presentation of works, bringing together researchers, undergraduate and 
postgraduate academics and professionals interested in the innovation ecosystem 
in all areas of knowledge.

The third edition took place from November 25th to 27th, was organized by the 
Integrado Institute of Science and Technology (IN2) - in partnership with the Uni-
versidad UCATEC of Bolivia, the Universidad Autónoma de Baja California (Mexico) 
and the Instituto Politécnico de Santarém (Portugal) - and was supported by the 
Araucária Foundation for Support to Scientific and Technological Development of 
the State of Paraná.

In 2024, 744 authors sent their 319 works – from research projects, scientific initia-
tion, course conclusion, extension or innovation – for submission to the examining 
boards. In 2023 there were 649 authors and 262 submissions. In 2022 there were 
557 authors and 227 submissions.

II Integrado Educational Symposium

This event took place between May 13th and 16th - simultaneously with the XIV 
Scientific and Cultural Congress of the State of Paraná (Conccepar) - and involved 
workshops on financial education, artificial intelligence, entrepreneurship, roboti-
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cs, Portuguese workshops, gamification 
and mathematical modeling. 

The symposium was aimed at teachers, 
pedagogues and directors of public 
schools – municipal or state in Campo 
Mourão – and had the support of the lo-
cal Education Center and Sebrae Edu-
cação Empreendedora.

Another activity of the symposium was 
the Integrado Institute of Educational 
Innovation Award, which awarded the 
best pedagogical practices carried out 
in local public schools in 2023 and whi-
ch promoted the development of stu-
dent autonomy and protagonism. 

The winners received more than R$41,000 in postgraduate scholarships - offered 
by the Centro Universitário Integrado - and in services offered by the Super Pro-
fessor platform.

IV Scientific Exhibition of Health Courses I

Integrado Nursing, Nutrition, Physiotherapy and Physical Education students met 
on September 14th to present case studies experienced during internships.

On June 28th, Integrado Pharmacy students carried out a technical visit to Western 
Paraná University Hospital (HUOP), in Cascavel. They learned about the routine of 
a large hospital, observed and experienced the diverse activities of professionals 
in the area.

On November 8, 40 Integrado Nursing students made a technical visit to the Umu-
arama Cancer Hospital. They learned about the site’s infrastructure and discussed 
the challenges and complexity of oncological care for more humanized treatments 
for those with these illnesses.

Technical visits to hospitals
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3rd Week of Nutrition

Between August 26th and 29th, Integrado Nutrition students participated in 
workshops in partnership with Senac de Campo Mourão, workshops, debates, lec-
tures and watched the documentary Far Beyond Weight, made a technical visit to 
the margarine industry and the Coamo refinery.

Around 100 community residents – including pregnant women, children, adults and 
the elderly – received information about healthy practices.

1st Academic Day of 
Medical Humanization

This event was held between June 3 and 
5, bringing together medical students to 
debate the importance of humanization 
in medical practice and encouraging 
students to incorporate this approach 
during their training. 

Humanization in medical practice is a 
set of actions that aim to welcome and 
ensure the safety of patients at various 
stages of care, from reception to treat-
ment. It involves empathy, respect, un-
derstanding and safety and is based on 
the idea that the patient is more than 
the disease they suffer from. 

The event was organized by the Acade-
mic League of Palliative Care, in part-

nership with the Willfried Baer Acade-
mic Center and private institutions in 
Campo Mourão.

Physical Education 
Olympiad

This activity took place between the 3rd 
and 5th of September, providing a prac-
tical and immersive experience for stu-
dents in the 4th period of the Physical 
Education course, helping to develop 
organizational skills, teamwork and le-
adership.

More than a thousand liters of coconut 
water were collected and donated to the 
Hospital Santa Casa de Misericórdia de 
Campo Mourão to help with health tre-
atments.
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Research and Scientific Initiation Projects

These activities at Centro Universitário Integrado are developed in the main areas 
of knowledge: Exact and Earth Sciences; Biological Sciences; Engineering; Heal-
th Sciences; Agricultural Sciences; Social Sciences; Human Sciences; Linguistics, 
Letters and Arts.

Academics participate through Institutional Scientific Initiation Programs. Among 
them are:

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Institutional Scientific Initiation  
Scholarship Program – High School (PIBIC EM)

Integrado researcher presents two studies in Italy

The basic education student participates in a research project, guided by a resear-
ch professor, voluntarily or with remuneration and receives scholarships offered 
by funding agencies such as the National Council for Scientific and Technological 
Development (CNPq) and the Integrado Institute of Science and Technology (IN2).

The teacher Paula Assis Queiroz - from the Medicine course at Centro Universitá-
rio Integrado - presented two innovative health studies, during the 18th Congress 
of the International Union of Microbiological Societies, held in Florence (Italy), 
between October 23rd and 25th. More than 1,400 scientists from 80 countries 
participated in the meeting that debated sustainability, advances in microbiology, 
microbial genetics, molecular biology, among other topics.

The first study - titled Nasal Colonization by Methicillin-Resistant Staphylococcus 
Aureus (MRSA) Among Medical Students from a School in Southern Brazil [Nasal co-
lonization by Staphylococcus aureus resistant to methicillin (MRSA) among me-
dical students at a school in southern Brazil] – addressed the prevalence of nasal 
colonization by MRSA among medical students, investigating factors associated 
with colonization, such as frequent contact with hospital environments, hand hy-
giene and use of personal protective equipment. The study also analyzed the an-
timicrobial resistance of the isolated strains and discussed the implications for 
public health and patient safety.

The second study – entitled Polymyxin Resistance in KPC-2-Producing Klebsiella 
Pneumoniae: A Molecular Study [Polymyxin Resistance in KPC-2-Producing Kleb-
siella pneumoniae: A molecular study] – addressed multidrug-resistant bacteria.

Study summaries were published in Frontiers in Microbiology, a renowned inter-
national scientific journal in the area of ​​health and further expanded the impact 
and visibility of research carried out at Centro Universitário Integrado. “It was 
a unique opportunity, which provided me with networking with researchers from 
different parts of the world”, says the professor Paula Assis Queiroz. 
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Research Groups

These teams created in Integrado develop 
lines of research defined according to the 
area of ​​activity of their members and are 
implemented upon demand and approval 
of projects linked to them.

Each research group is coordinated by a 
professor, who is responsible for supervi-
sing implementation and execution in line 
with the characteristics relevant to each 
area and guiding undergraduate Scientific 
Initiation students.

In Brazil, the CNPq Research Group Di-
rectory constitutes an inventory of groups 
active in the country. The information con-
tained in it concerns the human resour-
ces of the teams (researchers, students 
and technicians), the lines of research in 
progress, the knowledge specialties, the 
application sectors involved, the scienti-
fic, technological and artistic production 
and the partnerships established betwe-
en the groups and institutions, especially 
with companies in the productive sector. 
With this, it is able to describe the limits 
and general profile of scientific-technolo-
gical activity in Brazil. 

In 2022, the Araucária Foundation to Su-
pport Scientific and Technological Deve-
lopment of the State of Paraná organized 
the State’s Strategic Routes of Science, 
Technology and Innovation, promoting 
Centro Universitário Integrado in fifth 
place among private universities in Para-
ná with the largest number of active re-
search groups. In 2023, Integrado was in 
eighth place. 
 

Research Ethics 
Committees

Concern with ethics in research began 
at the Centro Universitário Integrado in 
2004, with the implementation of three 
commissions:

CEP - Ethics Committee for Research 
Involving Human Beings

CEUA - Ethics Committee on the Use 
of Animals

CIBio - Internal Biosafety Commission

In this context, research, teaching or 
other modalities projects are forwar-
ded to the relevant committees - for-
med by an interdisciplinary and inde-
pendent panel, with a consultative, 
deliberative and educational nature - 
for analysis regarding their adequacy 
to ethical principles and current legis-
lation, thus increasing the quality of 
scientific production.

Educational action 
for medical students

On March 20, the Integrado Research 
Ethics Committee (CEP) held a lecture 
aimed at medical students. Essential 
aspects related to the responsible con-
duct of academic research, consent 
and compliance with current ethical 
standards were discussed.

There was also a discussion about the 
steps and requirements for conducting 
scientific studies within established 
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ethical parameters and for building an 
academic community committed to the 
integrity of research.

Educational action during 
Scientific Knowledge Week

This event took place on August 19th and 
23rd, provided relevant information for le-
arning about writing and scientific rese-
arch.

During the meeting, the Ethics Commit-

These partnerships enable internationalization actions through academic activities be-
tween teachers and students, such as the formation of research groups, exchanges and 
holding joint events.

tee for Research Involving Human Beings 
(CEP) of Integrado presented to academi-
cs the functionality of the commission, the 
process of processing work and approving 
projects. 

There was also discussion about CNS re-
solutions nº 466/2012 and nº 510/2016 
which address research in social scien-
ces and with human beings in the area of ​​
health.

International 
Partnerships

Erasmus + program

In 2023, Centro Universitário Integrado 
won unprecedented funding from the Eu-
ropean Union to develop local activities 
related to Gig Economy [on-demand eco-
nomy]

The subsidy of 30 thousand euros was 
granted by the Erasmus + study and ex-
change program and has been used with 
the community, via free and certified cou-

rses, over the next three years. Of the 780 
projects from around the world that were 
registered, only 145 were selected. Inte-
grado was the only educational institution 
in the Northwest region of Paraná – and 
one of the few in all of Brazil – that parti-
cipated in Erasmus +. 

The first training in Gig Economy took 
place between March and August 2024, 
with the participation of four Brazilian te-
achers and teachers from Mexico, Portu-
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gal, Russia and Italy and an audience of 55 
people. On the 8th and 9th of November, 
the 1st Euro-American Congress of Gig 
Economy (I CEAGE).

Also in 2024, the head of Integrado Inno-
vation - Fabrício Pelloso Piurcosky – gave 
several interviews with the national and 
international press about the Brazilian 
bill that creates rights for app drivers, 
such as minimum wages per hour worked 
and reflects part of the changes in labor 
relations around the world.

“Our institutional strategic orientation 
encourages high-impact research. We un-
derstand that the research-extension-tea-
ching tripod is essential and that is why we 
already have numerous research studies 
underway in agribusiness, many of which 
are financed by companies. Now, we have 
expanded this work to the economy and 
shown the world - not just Brazil - that we 
have the capacity to generate international 
research”, explains the CEO of Integrado 
Corp, Jeferson Vinhas Ferreira.

International agreements 
with Mexico and Spain

International agreements between uni-
versities are academic cooperation 
agreements that allow the exchange of 
students, teachers, specialists and admi-
nistrative technicians.

In 2024, Centro Universitário Integrado 
established a technical-scientific coope-
ration agreement with the Universidad 
Autónoma de Baja California, in Mexico. 
There was also a partnership with the Uni-
versity of Salamanca, in Spain, to advance 
knowledge and research in the respective 
areas of activity of both institutions. 
             

Language and cultural 
exchange in London

At the end of September, a group of stu-
dents and employees from Centro Univer-
sitário Integrado returned from London, 
where they participated in a linguistic and 
cultural exchange.

For two weeks, the team studied at The 
Burlington School of English; one of the 
most respected schools in the capital of 
England and the United Kingdom. In the 
mornings, classes were coordinated by 
a teacher from this institution. In the af-
ternoon, another educator led the group 
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on cultural tours around the region. Ac-
commodation in local student residences 
allowed for a complete, multicultural ex-
perience and constant learning.

“This exchange – made possible by the In-
ternationalization Center and in partner-
ship with Likewise – reinforced our com-
mitment to offering international training 
opportunities, expanding academic and 
professional perspectives for students and 
collaborators”, explains the Research Su-
pervisor and coordinator of the Interna-
tionalization Center of the Centro Univer-

Centro Universitário Integrado has agre-

“With these partnerships we have already 
sent students to Italy, Australia, Germany, 
the United States, Chile and Bolivia”, hi-
ghlights Francielle Baptista.

Exchange of knowledge

According to Fabrício Pelloso Piurcosky 
– head of Integrado Innovation - interna-
tionalization is a constant practice at the 
institution and was made possible throu-
gh “agreements signed with South Africa, 
Argentina, Belgium, Bolivia, Chile, Spain, 
India, England, Mexico, Paraguay, Peru, 
Poland, Portugal, Russia and Turkey”.

“Every year we finance a professor’s trip 
abroad and receive a foreign professor. In 
2024, an Integrado professor worked for 15 
days at the Instituto Politécnico de Santa-
rém (Portugal) and an educator from that 
same institution was with us for the same 
period. Another professor from South Afri-

ca also came in 2024”, highlights Pelloso.

Since the beginning of these agreements, 
Integrado has received professionals from 
Germany, Argentina, Bolivia, China, Peru, 
Portugal, Russia, Turkey and Vietnam.

International lectures

During the XIV Scientific and Cultural Con-
gress of the State of Paraná (Conccepar), 
held between May 13th and 16th, with the 
central theme Innovation and Sustainabili-
ty as Practices for Excellence, seven inter-
national conferences were held.

Among the attractions, emphasis on the 
speaker German Andrey Kinyakin, Rus-
sian Gushchina Yulia, Peruvian Elmer 
Pisfill, Portuguese José Carlos Pereira 
de Morais, Vietnamese Luong Thi Thu 
Thuy and Brazilians Francisco José Lean-
dro (University of Macau, China) and Igor 
Push, from the Brazil-Germany Innova-
tion Chamber.

The XIV Conccepar had the collaboration 
of foreign institutions that are partners 
of the Integrado, such as the Universidad 
UCATEC of Bolivia; the Yıldız Teknik Üni-
versitesi of Türkiye; the Del Sur Scienti-
fic University of Peru and the Brazil-Ger-
many Innovation Chamber.

The Internationalization Center of Centro Universitário Integrado launched two calls 
for International Academic Mobility in 2024.

One of them was aimed at Brazilian teachers, to carry out scientific and cultural ex-
change in partnership with the University of Johannesburg, in South Africa, as well as 
African teachers to come to Brazil. Both will be held in 2025 for a period of 15 days, 
with the aim of bringing the two institutions closer together and contributing to the 
strengthening of teaching, scientific and technological capacity.

The other notice was aimed at Brazilian students to carry out exchanges with partner 
institutions in Portugal, Paraguay, Peru, Chile and India.

Development and innovation

Innovation is one of the pillars of Integrado Corp’s teaching ecosystem. It is a key player 
in the development of new products, technologies, methods, ways of working and re-
lating to different audiences. 

Innovation helps promote new business models, offers new services, improves pro-
cesses to make people’s lives easier and helps regional progress. That’s why Integrado 
promoted different Bootcamps [intensive and accelerated learning programs] in 2024, 
in the most diverse areas. Check it out!

Continuous improvement
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Agrarian Bootcamp

This training is part of BeAgro Integra-
do, elected in 2023 as the best university 
ecosystem in Brazilian agribusiness. 

This training is offered to Agronomy stu-
dents to train future professionals, faci-
litate the recruitment process for com-
panies and mediate the development of 
solutions and innovations.

Agrocamp 2024/1 and 2024/2

Agrocamp is one of the BeAgro Integrado 
products; ecosystem of education, inno-
vation and technology for agribusiness at 
Centro Universitário Integrado. 

Agrocamp is a Agronomy bootcamp ai-
med at high school students and other in-
terested parties. The objective is to offer 
training on relevant topics in national and 
global agriculture, on the reality, trends 
and perspectives of Brazilian agribusi-
ness. 

In the first edition of 2024, there were 55 
participants, who debated on the topic 
Current Challenges of Brazilian Agricul-
ture and Livestock. In the second edition 
of 2024, there were 30 participants, who 
debated on the topic Sustainable Soil and 
Water Management in Agriculture of the 
Future. In both classes, classes were 
completely online and free, on Tuesdays 
and Thursdays at 7:30 pm.

Digital literacy

This approach goes beyond the mere 
technical mastery of digital tools. It 
represents the ability to understand, 
critically analyze, communicate ef-
fectively and apply digital skills in di-
verse contexts.

At Integrado, this free training was 
carried out in a ‘hands on’ model and 
could be attended even by those who 
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are not in the IT area and do not unders-
tand the subject. In total, there were 50 
participants in 2024.

The classes were taught by experts 
working in the market – from compa-
nies such as Integrado Corp, Totvs, Clai-
mAngel, among others – who ensured a 
connection between theory and practice. 
Among the topics presented were Web 
Development, Java, Javascript, Database 
and User Experience.

Professional growth

This was the eighth Bootcamp in the area 
of ​​Information Technology that Centro 
Universitário Integrado held; all free. 

More than 150 people – from various loca-
tions in the Community of Municipalities 
of the Campo Mourão Region (Comcam) 
– have already taken advantage of these 
trainings to develop professionally.

Bootcamp4all

This training was aimed at the community and interested 
parties with a level of education between the 9th year of 
Elementary School and the 3rd year of High School.

The training aimed to instruct women and men to acqui-
re more knowledge in Information Technology, as well as 
help in the development of new professional skills and 
competencies.

The free classes were held in person - in the computer 
laboratory of the Centro Universitário Integrado - started 
on August 19th and lasted 16 weeks.
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Bootcamp DB1

This training was carried out in partner-
ship with DB1 Group in Maringá, bringing 
people who were in a career transition or 
who wanted to have more knowledge in 
the area of ​​software development. 

For four months, participants took face-
-to-face classes on technologies such as 
Javascript, NodeJS and React, with some 
of them being hired by the partner com-
pany at the end of the course.

Career Acceleration

This program aims to boost the professio-
nal trajectory of students on the Technolo-
gy in Analysis and Systems Development 
(TADS) course – face-to-face modality 
– so that they can take on new commit-
ments in a more agile and effective way.

The training was carried out from March 
to November 2024, it involved a bootcamp 
and a real project where participants le-
arned more information about NodeJs, 
Javascript, Web Development and Data-
base. At the end, 7 graduates were hired 
at once.

Interactive game facilitates 
learning in the medical field

Centro Universitário Integrado was one 
of the pioneers in Brazil to have a gami-
fication initiative to motivate students and 
reinforce the knowledge passed on in Me-
dicine classes. Inspired by the concept of 
active methodology, the institution laun-
ched the WithArcade an interactive medi-
cal-themed gaming platform.

By answering questions about the most 
varied situations of the human body, the 

student tests knowledge, adds points, 
advances to the level, makes associa-
tions between the names and functions of 
surgical instruments, watches animated 
videos, evaluates the experience in the 
game, sees the leaderboard and interacts 
with the platform. At each stage, the game 
evaluates the players’ performance.

Among the content found on the platform 
are surgical instrumentation, somatic 
sensation, Krebs cycle, pharmacological 
bases, anatomical topography and brain 
vascularization; themes that are or will 
be part of the daily lives of future profes-
sionals.

The initiative benefits not only future doc-
tors enrolled in the Integrado Program, 
but also academics from other health 
courses. In addition, high school students 
who have doubts about their professional 
future can use games as a tool to help 
them choose their degree. Access to the 
platform is free and open to the commu-
nity.

Strategic Planning 

Strategic Planning clearly and precisely 
defines the paths to be followed so that 
the entire organization achieves the desi-
red result. 

Here at Integrado Corp, strategies are 
transformed into objectives, indicators, 
targets and initiatives that are periodically 
evaluated in all business areas. Therefo-
re, we manage - every year - to improve 
management, align objectives, streamli-
ne actions, identify opportunities and an-
ticipate scenarios.

Thanks to this work, Integrado Corp is in-
creasingly working to promote an excel-
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lent educational experience; strengthen innovation, entrepreneurship and social im-
pact; increase employee satisfaction and ensure business sustainability.

In 2024, Integrado Corp promoted a series of initiatives aimed at innovation and digital 
transformation.

Internship Center

Integrow - Integrado Innovation Ecosystem

The Innovation Ecosystem Pre-Incubation and Incubation Program (Integrow) en-
courages the development of an entrepreneurial mindset. Participants receive 
mentoring from experienced professionals, access to infrastructure and equip-
ment, training and workshops, networking, fundraising opportunities and the pos-
sibility of attracting investors to accelerate or boost the business. 

The results already obtained with Integrow are surprising:

Won the Transforming Educator Award  
National Stage, category Higher education – organized by 
Sebrae-PR, Bett Brasil and Instituto Significare – and is 
recognized as the most innovative in the South Region

For the second year in a row, he won the 1st place a 
category Academic Pedagogical Innovation, of National 
Educational Management Award (PNGE), carried out 
by the educational consultancy Humus
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Expansion

Currently, Integrow has 11 incubated or pre-incubated startups and 12 innovation 
partners (Coamo Agroindustrial Cooperativa, Solúvel Centro de Inteligencia, Fun-
dação Wadhwani, Santander, Santander The first spin-off with a great partner in 
Agro.

Integrow was created to empower people and projects that develop innovative so-
lutions that improve the world. Thanks to this Innovation Ecosystem, in 2024 there 
was the creation of the Corporate Venture Capital (CVC) - business front to invest in 
startups - and the first investment has already been made in fintech Baasic, from 
Aracaju (SE).

There was also approval of the Professional Master’s Program in Local Develo-
pment (PPGDL), in partnership with the Augusto Motta University (UNISUAM), in 
Rio de Janeiro; the first interinstitutional professional master’s degree at Centro 
Universitário Integrado.

Gig Economy

Between March and August 2024 there was the first training in Gig Economy [on-
-demand economy]. On the 8th and 9th of November, the 1st Euro-American Gig 
Economy Congress (I CEAGE) took place remotely; all thanks to the Integrado pro-
ject that was selected and obtained a subsidy of 30 thousand euros granted by the 
Erasmus + study and exchange program.
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The website was also completed integrow.grupointegrado.br, the arrival of four in-
ternational professors to visit Integrado and the launch of the double degree pro-
gram – where students on the Integrado Agronomy course will be able to undertake 
a 6-month exchange in Portugal to complete their higher education degree and 
also guarantee a master’s degree in Agronomy from the Instituto Politécnico de 
Santarém. 

At the same time, there was the completion of the headquarters, the founding of 
two junior companies, the founding of Inquieto Lab and a major partnership with 
Ideas Hub. 

For all these actions and achievements, we proudly say that innovation transforms 
people and businesses. And with Integrow, Integrado Corp contributes even more 
to generating products and services that solve real problems, strengthens resear-
ch and extension, creates connections between community actors and helps in the 
development and acceleration of startups.

Environmental care

Integrado Corp cares about the environment, the well-being of people and the 
communities in which it operates. Therefore, during the XIV Scientific and Cultural 
Congress of the State of Paraná (Conccepar), the company launched the Integrado 
Eco, project that addresses the following sustainable practices.

In this way, in 2024 the company neutralized 12 tons of carbon, planted 80 trees du-
ring institutional events, reduced the use of disposable cups by 80%, reduced water 
and electricity consumption in its facilities, adequately treated the waste genera-
ted, expanded bicycle racks and carried out environmental education actions in all 
segments of the institution (students, employees, users, customers).

This initiative earned Integrado Eco the 3rd place no Sustainable Campo Mourão 
Award 2024, promoted Campo Mourão Economic Development Council (Codecam) 
and Campo Mourão Commercial and Industrial Association (Acicam).

Injured capybara is rescued 
and treated at the Integrado 
Veterinary Clinic

On September 26, a 45 kg female capyba-
ra was rescued by the Campo Mourão city 
hall team and taken to the Veterinary Cli-
nic of the Centro Universitário Integrado 
for treatment. The animal was found near 
Parque do Lago, wandering alone and had 
a wound in the dorsal region.

“The animal was sedated and subjected to 
chemical restraint to allow cleaning of the 
wound, removal of larvae and treatment 
with medication. This was the first case of 
a capybara received at the site. We offered 
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all the support for it to return to its natural habitat”, explains the veterinarian, specialist 
in wild animals and professor at the Centro Universitário Integrado, Lorena Santos de 
Lima.

Curió, a bird threatened with extinction, 
is rescued with 12 other birds in Campo Mourão

In a joint action, the Water and Land Institute (IAT) and Centro Universitário Inte-
grado rescued 13 wild birds - including a curió, a species threatened with extinction 
- that were being kept in captivity in Campo Mourão. The birds were in a precarious 
situation, in dirty cages, without adequate food, stressed and had various health 
problems such as malnutrition, skin lesions and signs of mange.

Environmental agents received the complaint and went to the location; in a resi-
dence close to the city center. People who kept the birds in captivity received a fine 
worth approximately R$8,000. The environmental agents opened a police report 
and forwarded the case to the Public Ministry.

First care
The initial investigation detected that the birds were in an unhealthy situation. They 
were then sent to the Integrado Veterinary Clinic for further health assessments. 

Veterinarian Lorena Santos de Lima explained that most of the birds were from 
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the Passeriformes class and include woodpeckers, canaries, thrushes, blackbirds, 
woodpeckers and cardinals; also known as cock-of-the-meadow.

After veterinary care and health procedures, the birds were released into a forest 
reserve in the region

Integrado Veterinary Medicine Course participates 
in the 3rd edition of Castralat

On October 4th, students and teachers from the Integrado Veterinary Medicine cou-
rse participated in the 3rd Edition of Castralat; largest castration event in Latin 
America and promoted by the National Forum for Animal Protection and Defense. 
In total, 122 animals were castrated by the Integrado team in 2024.

Castrations prevent diseases, improve the quality of life of domestic animals and 
have a positive impact on public health. 

The procedures in females reduce the likelihood of developing breast and uterus 
tumors, preventing unwanted pregnancies and the abandonment of puppies. In ma-
les, it prevents prostate and testicular diseases, reduces inconvenient habits such 
as marking territory with urine and aggression and prevents fights for dominance 
and disputes over territories.

Integrado Corp wins Sustainability seal 
and reinforces actions of the Integrado 
Eco project

With the recognition of Sustainable Cam-
po Mourão Award 2024, where the project 
Integrado Eco was awarded in 3rd place a 
category Higher Education Institutions, In-
tegrado Corp reaffirms its leadership po-
sition in sustainable practices. 

The institution also won the seal of Sus-
tainability, which symbolizes the com-
pany’s commitment to environmental, 
social and corporate governance practi-
ces and serves as an inspiration for em-
ployees, students and the entire acade-
mic community.

Integrado renews seal 
of Socially Responsible 
Institution

Still in 2024, Centro Universitário Integra-
do also won - for the 19th year in a row 
- the seal of Socially Responsible Institu-
tion; granted by the Brazilian Association 
of Higher Education Supporters (ABMES). 

The certification highlights educational 
institutions that demonstrate commit-
ment to actions aimed at the well-being 
of the community where they are located, 
sustainability and that reduce social and 
environmental problems. 

“This recognition is a reflection of the 
collective effort of the entire Integra-
do team to develop and participate 
in projects that make a difference in 
people’s lives, especially in the most 
vulnerable communities. Social res-
ponsibility is a priority in our actions”, 
explains the Integrado Group’s Ex-
tension supervisor, Mariana Felguei-
ra Pavanelli.

The ABMES seal is a differentiator 
that reinforces the credibility and 
ethical commitment of Centro Uni-
versitário Integrado, consolidating 
its position as a reference in higher 
education and social responsibility.

Through Integrado Eco, Integrado 
Corp has taken significant steps to fos-
ter sustainable practices and align its 
operations with ESG (environmental, 
social and governance) principles.

Membership of the UniSustentável Network

Another highlight of 2024 was the affiliation of Centro Universitário Integrado to the 
Brazilian Network of Higher Education Institutions for Sustainable Development 
(UniSustentável). The entity promotes an environment of cooperation, exchange 
and communication between participants from all regions of Brazil, with the aim of 
building a more sustainable society.

The work published by the Network leverages individual actions in universities, 
which become reference points for good practices. And because it is a place of 
exchange, it allows actors from universities responsible for the topic to communi-
cate and collaborate with each other to improve the capabilities of the teams and 
individuals involved.

Actions carried out 
or in progress

Waste management: Review and optimi-
zation of collection points, replacement of 
individual bins with collective ones, adhe-
rence to Faber Castell’s reverse logistics 
program and incentives for sustainable 
practices in canteens and food trucks.

Plastic reduction: Measures to eliminate 
the use of straws and disposable cups.

Carbon compensation: Planting of more 
than 80 trees during institutional events.

Energy efficiency: Energy savings by con-
figuring equipment, replacing lamps with 
LEDs and using photovoltaic energy.

Sustainable mobility: Expansion of bicy-
cle racks in the Campus and Centro units.
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Environmental education:  Inclusion of sustainability themes in onboarding of new em-
ployees, curriculum matrix and campaigns on conscious consumption and creation of 
recycling bins for paper recycling.

Solidarity Garden: Food grown in these locations is destined for the Mesa Brasil Sesc 
Paraná Program and the Viva Integrado Program, promoting food security and social 
inclusion.

These initiatives culminated in the recognition with the 2024 Sustainable Campo Mou-
rão Award, where the project won the 3rd place a category Higher Education Insti-
tutions. The event highlighted the relevance of Integrado Eco in advancing local and 
regional sustainability.

Impacts and 
next steps

Tangible results and benefits already achieved

In 2024, Integrado Corp maintained the use of concrete blocks, white roofs and 
isothermal tiles; practices already adopted for years for greater efficiency and sus-
tainability.

As a novelty, the first expansion entirely in Steel Frame - industrialized and ratio-
nalized construction method that replaces masonry walls - scheduled for delivery 
in February 2025. 

The work is being carried out at the Santa Casa Integrado Health Education and De-
velopment Center (CIDES), marking a step forward in the adoption of more modern 
and sustainable construction methods.

In the coming years, the goal is to completely eliminate plastics and expand ESG 
training to the entire academic community.
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Aluminum Forest

In December 2024, the second Medicine class at Centro Universitário Integrado 
graduated. In total, 62 students from different regions of Brazil participated in this 
unforgettable moment.

In addition to the celebrations, the new doctors also planted the second tree [Ipê

The bene-
fits include a cleaner, healthier and more 
orderly work environment, increased 
productivity, improved quality of delive-
ries, appreciation of employees, ensuring 
everyone’s well-being, reduction of food, 
water and energy waste.

Integrado Corp seeks institutions to make 
donations. In this way, materials conside-
red obsolete can be used by other entities.

Donation to the  
Unespar library

In April 2024, Integrado Corp donated 
1,717 books, which will enrich the collec-
tion of the library system at the State Uni-
versity of Paraná (Unespar).

Castrations and guidelines

In 2024, the team of students and teachers 
from the Integrado Veterinary Medicine 
course participated in different actions to 
improve the quality of animal life. Among 
them, explanations about responsible 
ownership, zoonoses and the benefits of 
castration. In total, 122 animals were cas-
trated by the Integrado team in 2024.

Castrations prevent diseases, improve 
the quality of life of domestic animals and 
have a positive impact on public health. 
The procedures in females reduce the li-
kelihood of developing breast and uterus 
tumors, preventing unwanted pregnan-
cies and the abandonment of puppies. In 
males, it prevents prostate and testicular 
diseases, reduces inconvenient habits 
such as marking territory with urine and 
aggression and prevents fights for domi-
nance and disputes over territories.

Care for animals kept by APAE

Centro Universitário Integrado and the 
Association of Parents and Friends of the 
Exceptional (APAE) of Campo Mourão en-
tered into a partnership that benefits at the 
same time, future veterinarians, people 
with disabilities and animals used in equi-
ne therapy; therapeutic method assisted 
by horses that helps in the development of 
the human body and mind.

Through the project, teachers and stu-
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dents from the Integrado Veterinary Me-
dicine course provide technical support 
and medical assistance to animals kept by 
APAE; from routine exams to specialized 
procedures, free of charge. 

Think Good

Students from Colégio Integrado once 
again participated in the Pense o Bem 
project, an activity developed during ma-
thematics classes. In 2024, they collected 
and donated 450 liters of coconut water to 
the Hospital Santa Casa de Misericórdia 
de Campo Mourão. 

Coconut water is used in the diet of hos-
pitalized patients. The drink contains vi-
tamins, minerals and antioxidants, is ef-
fective in treating dehydration and is well 
received among patients who suffer from 
nausea.

With this project, students also learned 
about volume and packaging, researched 
values ​​and contributed to Santa Casa.

Book collection for CAPS-AD

Between the 1st and 4th of October, the 
Centro Universitário Integrado held a 
book collection campaign. 

145 works of different literary styles were 
collected and donated - such as roman-
ce, literature, poetry, self-help and comic 

books – to the Centro de Atenção Psicos-
social Álcool e Drogas (CAPS-AD) of Cam-
po Mourão, a mental health service that 
treats people with problems related to the 
use of alcohol and other drugs.

In addition to access to reading, leisu-
re stimulation and therapeutic support, 
books can be used as tools for mediating 
discussions and reflections in health tre-
atment processes.

NGO PAIS Agreement

Centro Universitário Integrado maintains 
an agreement with the Association of In-
dependent Animal Protectors (PAIS), an 
NGO that works to protect and care for 
abandoned animals or victims of abuse in 
Campo Mourão.

Through this work, Veterinary Medicine 
students, under the supervision of pro-
fessors, provide clinical, surgical, labo-
ratory and emergency care for animals in 
need of care.
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Festa Junina — Arraiá da APAE

Colégio Integrado promoted the traditional APAE Arraiá at 
Integrado, an event that has been going on for 37 years and 
aims to raise funds for APAE de Campo Mourão and Casa de 
Fraldas. The party was held on June 29th. 

Casa das Fraldas was responsible for the hot dog, cakes and 
sweets stand and raised R$ 7,954.00. APAE - responsible 
for the popcorn, pastries, skewers, peanut tea, hot drinks, 
drinks and entertainment stalls - raised R$40,712.18.

Solidarity Easter 2024

Colégio Integrado’s Easter Solidarity 2024 campaign exceeded expectations and 
collected 2.5 tons of non-perishable food. The action - which lasted around 40 days 
and involved the entire school community - benefited four welfare institutions in 
Campo Mourão.

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The donations were delivered on March 
26th and 27th to Casa de Passagem Frei 
Clemente, Associação Vicentinos, Casa 
de Apoio do Doente de Câncer and Lar 
dos Idosos, directly impacting the lives 
of people in situations of social vulne-
rability.

In its third edition, the campaign de-
monstrated Colégio Integrado’s com-
mitment to the local community. The 
action mobilized students from Kinder-
garten to High School, families and em-
ployees of Colégio Integrado. 

The active participation of the school community was fundamental to the success 
of the initiative, which highlighted the values ​​of solidarity and social responsibility 
encouraged by the institution.

Solidarity Garden

The Horta na Escola and Solidarity Hor-
ticulture projects are carried out by in-
terns and students from the Agronomy 
course, through the disciplines of Inter-
disciplinary Project, Vegetable Farming 
and Fruit Farming.

These actions serve the community 
with planning and execution of vegeta-
ble gardens in educational institutions 
in the region of the Community of Mu-
nicipalities of the Campo Mourão Re-
gion (Comcam) and donation of various 
horticultural products to charitable ins-
titutions in Campo Mourão; mainly the 
Mesa Brasil Sesc Paraná Program.

Always prioritizing sustainable food production, the program served around a thou-
sand people in 2023, from the following social or educational institutions in Araru-
na, Luiziana, Campo Mourão and Goioerê: NGO Renascer, Colégio Duque de Caxias, 
Colégio 29 de Novembro, APAE Rural, CMEI Pioneiro Afonso Staniszewski, Lar de 
Idosos São Joaquim e Sant’Ana, Copiosa Redenção Lar Dom Bosco and Manoel da 
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Academic Athletic  
Associations

Academic Athletic Associations (AAA) 
are organizations responsible for pro-
moting sport and integration among 
students and are also involved in social 
actions. 

At Centro Universitário Integrado there 
are six AAAs - Coyote, Matilha, Medu-
sa, Tigres, Tormenta, XX de Novembro 
- which represent all the institution’s 
undergraduate courses.

Nóbrega Municipal School. 

In addition to these actions, in 2024, vegetables were donated to employees and 
there were workshops on horticulture, as part of the Viva Integrado project.

Intensive Professional Guidance Program (POPI)

The Intensive Professional Guidance Program (POPI) - held between September 
and November 2024 - provided a valuable opportunity for self-knowledge and pro-
fessional reflection for high school students and undergraduate students. 

During the activities, 13 students participated in interventions carried out in three 
partner schools, focusing on areas of interest such as Symbolic/Linguistic, Commu-
nication/Persuasion and Legal/Social, with emphasis on the professions of Law, 
Literature and Psychology. 

In addition to psychological tests and group dynamics, the meetings encouraged 
guided debates on professional choices. Among the students attended, it was ob-
served that 57% chose to remain in their courses, with emphasis on their interest 
in Technology in Systems Analysis and Development (TADS).
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In 2024, AAA participated in three national competitions and organized the Integra-
do Inter Athletic Games, where futsal, handball, volleyball, basketball, table tennis, 
truco and billiards were played, with around 600 participants.

Smiling Project

The Sorridente Project aims to encourage dentistry students to experience the rou-
tine of collective child care, diagnose and promote the quality of oral health in chil-
dren cared for by daycare centers in the municipality of Campo Mourão.

On the 16th, 17th and 18th of October, a Dental Trailer from the Rotary Club of Cam-
po Mourão – properly equipped – also helped students provide free services to the 
community, benefiting children and adults alike.

Throughout the work, 67 children received preventive procedures, oral hygiene gui-
dance, atraumatic restorations, lectures and had educational theatrical presenta-
tions. The 12 adults served had access to treatments such as extractions, restora-
tions, dressings and prophylaxis.

XVIII Careers Fair

Centro Universitário Integrado received 
around 3 thousand visitors at the XVIII 
Careers Fair, held on September 20th, 
at the Campo Mourão Campus.

Far beyond similar events — which fo-
cus attention on young people looking 
for information about their desired hi-
gher education course and those who 
have not yet decided which career to 
pursue — the XVIII Careers Fair also 
brought news to adults and senior aca-
demics who wish to specialize or pursue 
a new degree.

“We break the paradigm that the fair is 
only for high school students. Our event 
is already a tradition in Campo Mourão, 

reinventing itself every year and cove-
ring all audiences; including people aged 
50 or over who opt for lifelong learning 
and see continuing education as a foun-
dation for active and healthy aging. After 
all, knowledge is universal and has no 
age”, explains the director of Academic 
Management at Centro Universitário In-
tegrado, Luciana Pontes.

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With more than R$3.7 million invested in professional athletes between 2022 and 
2024, Centro Universitário Integrado sponsors talents from various sports such as 
swimming, basketball, futsal, volleyball, karate, judo, athletics, table tennis, han-
dball, football and cycling.

One example is Flávia Maria de Lima, who competed in the 800 meter dash at the 
Paris 2024 Olympic Games between July and August. “With the sponsorship of In-
tegrado, I went to Europe and participated in high-performance competitions, which 
prepared me to win a place in the Olympics”, he says.

Victories in Europe

Flávia had a series of great results in Europe in June. First she won the 800m with 
a time of 2min01.89 and broke the race record at the Meeting, held in San Vito al 
Tagliamento, Italy, on the 2nd.

Then, on June 8th, she won the 800m at the BMC Grand Prix in Watford, England, 
with a time of 2min01.26, taking the lead in the Brazilian ranking in 2024. Then, on 
the 16th, Flávia obtained the best result of the season; with a time of 2min00.92 and

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came second at the Meeting de Troyes, in France. The European journey ended with 
a third place at the Bilbao Meeting, in Spain, on June 18.

With the sponsorship of Integrado, Flávia has already won several national and 
South American titles, has participated in the world championships in Barcelona

Paralympic Reference Center Brazilian

On the 4th of July, Centro Universitário Integrado hosted the official launch of Bra-
zilian Paralympic Reference Center in Campo Mourão. The project was made pos-
sible through a partnership between the Brazilian Paralympic Committee, the Go-
vernment of Paraná, the Campo Mourão Sports Foundation (FECAM) and Integrado. 

The objective is to use public and private spaces to promote the social inclusion of 
people with disabilities in the Community of Municipalities of the Campo Mourão 
Region (Comcam), through sport. From now on - with the support of the Brazilian 
Paralympic Committee - existing activities will have more funding, the municipality 
of Campo Mourão will have more investment to promote parasport and there will 
be more local competitions and in the region.

In Campo Mourão, the Reference Center will focus on parasports athletics, paras-

sion Center (NEPE) of Centro Universi-
tário Integrado. The activities are aimed 
at children of low socioeconomic sta-
tus. Training takes place at the Centro 
and Campus units and is carried out by 
athletes sponsored by Integrado.

“Sport is used as a social tool, it helps 
promote health and educate children and 
adolescents”, explains the Sports coor-
dinator of Integrado Corp, Bruno Fidelis.
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ports swimming, wheelchair basketball, football, judo and paralympic bocce. The 
target audience involves people with physical/motor, visual and intellectual disabi-
lities, as well as multiple disabilities, with no age limit.

Athletics training and research and health care activities for athletes already take 
place at the Integrado Campus. The other practices are carried out in gyms, public 
spaces, schools and the municipal swimming pool.

Cutting-edge infrastructure

To facilitate the training of para-athle-
tes, Centro Universitário Integrado has 
high-quality infrastructure such as an 
athletics track and the Golf-7 course. 
The higher education institution also of-
fers suitable spaces to serve athletes.

The Medical Outpatient Clinic has a 
multidisciplinary team; including spe-
cialists in anesthesiology/pain, car-
diology, dermatology, endocrinology, 
gastroenterology, gynecology and obs-
tetrics, geriatrics, infectious diseases, 
neurology, ophthalmology, orthopedics, 
otolaryngology, pediatrics, pulmonolo-
gy, psychiatry, rheumatology, urology 
and vascular. 

In addition, the Physiotherapy Clinic of-
fers specialized care in dermatofunc-
tional, neurofunctional, orthopedics, 
pediatrics and urogynecology; serving 
children, teenagers, adults, the elderly, 
pregnant women and athletes.

The Integrado Nutrition Clinic provides 
comprehensive consultations; including 
anthropometric and dietary assess-
ments, physical examination, nutritio-
nal diagnosis, dietary planning, dietary 
prescription, nutritional guidance, nu-
tritional education and bioelectrical im-
pedance examination; essential services 
to guarantee the health and well-being 
of athletes.

The Applied Psychology unit offers scre-
ening services, psychotherapy (from the 
age of 6), psychological assessment, 
workshops and therapeutic groups, as 
well as professional guidance for you-
ng people and adults. “These services 
are fundamental for the psychological 
support of athletes and for the develop-
ment of their sporting careers”, highli-
ghts the Extension supervisor at Centro 
Universitário Integrado, Mariana Fel-
gueira Pavanelli.

Pan American Race 
Walking Championship  

The Physiotherapy course student at Centro 
Universitário Integrado, Gabriely Cristina 
dos Santos, represented Brazil in the Pan-
-American Race Walking Championship, 
which took place in December, Santa Mar-
ta, Colombia.

The athlete, who is sponsored by Integra-
do, won 3rd place in this competition.
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In 2024, places were offered for the 23 academic Medicine leagues, linked to the 
Willfried Baer Academic Center for the Medicine course (CAWB), in addition to two 
academic Nursing leagues at Centro Universitário Integrado.

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Realistic Medical 
Disaster Simulation 

Medical students from Centro Univer-
sitário Integrado participated in the se-
cond realistic disaster simulation trai-
ning. The event was on August 17th, at 
the Campus unit, was promoted by the 
Academic Trauma and Emergency Le-
ague (LATEM) of the educational insti-
tution and was broadcast live on Insta-
gram (@latemintegrado).

The objective was to improve the skills 
of final-year Medicine students (11th 
and 12th periods), train Campo Mou-
rão’s emergency professionals to work 
in large-scale scenarios, minimize da-
mage caused by catastrophes and posi-
tively impact the entire Mourão commu-
nity.

500 participants

Around 500 people participated in the 
activity; involving teachers, supervisors 
and Integrado academics who worked in 
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the simulation, representing accident 
victims.

Among the public agents who participa-
ted were the Campo Mourão Fire Depart-
ment, the Permanent Education Center 
of the Noroeste Mobile Emergency Care 
Service (NEP SAMU Noroeste) and the 
Military Police Mobile Tactical Ostensive 
Ronda (ROTAM) team, which has stren-
gthened ties with the Integrado to bring 
information, training and joins efforts in 
training and updating police officers.

“We use mannequins, trained actors, ar-
tistic makeup and virtual environments 
to recreate scenarios that participants 
encounter in their professions”, explains 
the coordinator of the Medicine course 
at Centro Universitário Integrado, Taísa 
Navasconi Berbert.

Conversation circle about 
original peoples

A III Conversation Round: The Develop-
ment of Extensive Actions in Indigenous 
Communities was held at the XII Semi-
nar of the Movement and Spatial Rese-
arch Group, during III Simpar.

The event involved Centro Universitá-
rio Integrado, Campo Mourão City Hall, 
through the Social Assistance Secreta-
riat and the State University of Paraná 
(Unespar).

The meeting allowed for a deep reflec-
tion on “where we are and where we 

want to go in implementing extensive 
actions in indigenous communities”. Fo-
cusing on multidisciplinary care, there 
was a discussion of strategies to provide 
better citizenship and health conditions 
for these populations, respecting their 
cultural specificities and local needs.

The exchange of ideas was inspiring and 
reinforced the transformative role that 
university extension actions can have in 
building a more just and inclusive society.
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In 2024, Integrado Corp was present at regional fairs of the Community of Munici-
palities of the Campo Mourão Region (Comcam) taking the BeAgro Integrado and 
BeTech Integrado verticals, as well as the courses and methodologies it offers. 

Among the events, highlights include XXI Integrado Agricultural Fair, which took 
place on March 23 in Campo Mourão, brought together around 40 companies from 
the agricultural sector, financial and cooperative agents.

The event was organized by BeAgro Integrado - the first education, innovation and 
technology ecosystem for agribusiness in Brazil - brought together around 2,500 
participants and generated approximately R$3 million in sales of products and ma-
chinery.

In Basic Education, the benefit is aimed at employees’ chil-
dren, who receive 50% discounts on monthly fees at Colé-
gio Integrado. In Higher Education, the benefit serves both 
employees and their dependents, being granted according 
to length of service;

Student scholarship for teachers: similar to the student 
grant for employees, the student grant for teachers is offe-
red for hours worked per week.

Integrado Care: benefit focused on health care. Through 
this program, employees have access to free medical con-
sultations in more than 20 specialties at the Outpatient 
Clinic of the Medicine course at Centro Universitário In-
tegrado. 

Free psychological care is also offered by the Applied Psy-
chology Unit, agreements with psychologists for consulta-
tions at more affordable prices and workplace gymnastics.

Ipê Integrado Employees Association (AFIIN): leisu-
re space with heated swimming pool, football field, tennis 
court and party room, with no monthly fees.,

Gestar Integrado: is an initiative that demonstrates care 
and affection for pregnant women, offering special support 
at this very significant moment. 

When approaching maternity leave, the future mother re-
ceives a personalized kit, with the baby’s name, providing 
a touch of tranquility and comfort. This gesture aims not 
only to provide practical support, but also to convey affec-
tion and attention, reinforcing the commitment to caring for 
pregnant women with sensitivity and dedication.
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Consigned loan: It is an opportunity to offer support to 
employees in times of financial need. This facility aims to 
provide a viable and structured way out so that they can face 
challenging situations. 

The benefit was strategically planned to provide tangible 
support in situations of need, ensuring peace of mind and 
stability for employees, allowing them to access loans with 
advantageous conditions and attractive rates. 

The payroll loan facilitates access to credit, guarantees the 
convenience of direct payroll payments, provides practicali-
ty and peace of mind for employees.
