(e) "Fiscal year 2025" or "FY 2025" means the fiscal year ending 25
June 30, 2025.26

(f) "FTE" means full time equivalent.27
(g) "Lapse" or "revert" means the amount shall return to an 28

unappropriated status.29
(h) "Provided solely" means the specified amount may be spent 30

only for the specified purpose. Unless otherwise specifically 31
authorized in this act, any portion of an amount provided solely for 32
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a specified purpose which is not expended subject to the specified 1
conditions and limitations to fulfill the specified purpose shall 2
lapse.3

(i) "The office of the chief information officer" or 4

(9) $1,090,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 3
year 2024 and $1,090,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 4
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely to address data quality issues 5
across Washington state court management systems.6

(10) $51,428,000 of the judicial stabilization trust account—7
state appropriation is provided solely to establish a direct refund 8
process to individuals to refund legal financial obligations, 9
collection costs, and document-verified costs paid to third parties 10
previously paid by defendants whose convictions have been vacated by 11
court order due to the State v. Blake ruling. Superior court clerks, 12
district court administrators, and municipal court administrators 13
must certify and send to the office the amount of any refund ordered 14
by the court. The court order must either contain the amount of the 15
refund or provide language for the clerk or court administrator to 16
certify to the office the amount to be refunded to the individual.17

(11) $1,627,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 18

(c) Support the development of an integrated services model, 8
increase performance outcomes, and enable providers to have the 9
necessary skills and expertise to effectively operate youth programs.10

(13) $4,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 11
fiscal year 2024 and $4,000,000 of the general fund—state 12
appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the office 13
of homeless youth to build infrastructure and services to support a 14
continuum of interventions, including but not limited to prevention, 15
crisis response, and long-term housing, to reduce youth homelessness 16
in communities identified as part of the anchor community initiative.17

(14) $2,125,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 18
fiscal year 2024 and $2,125,000 of the general fund—state 19
appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the office 20
of homeless youth to contract with one or more nonprofit 21
organizations to provide youth services and young adult housing on a 22
multi-acre youth campus located in the city of Tacoma. Youth services 23
include, but are not limited to, HOPE beds and crisis residential 24
centers to provide temporary shelter and permanency planning for 25
youth under the age of 18. Young adult housing includes, but is not 26
limited to, rental assistance and case management for young adults 27
ages 18 to 24. The department shall submit an annual report to the 28
legislature on the use of the funds. The report is due annually on 29
June 30th. The report shall include but is not limited to:30

(a) A breakdown of expenditures by program and expense type, 31
including the cost per bed;32

(b) The number of youth and young adults helped by each program;33
(c) The number of youth and young adults on the waiting list for 34

programs, if any; and35
(d) Any other metric or measure the department deems appropriate 36

to evaluate the effectiveness of the use of the funds.37
(15) $65,310,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 38

fiscal year 2024 and $65,310,000 of the general fund—state 39
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appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the 1
essential needs and housing support program and related services. The 2
department may use a portion of the funds provided in this subsection 3
to continue the pilot program established in section 127(106) of 4
chapter 357, Laws of 2020 (addressing the immediate housing needs of 5
low or extremely low-income elderly or disabled adults in certain 6
counties who receive social security disability or retirement 7
income). The department must ensure the timely redistribution of the 8
funding provided in this subsection among entities or counties to 9
reflect actual caseload changes as required under RCW 10
43.185C.220(5)(c).11

(16) (($198,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 12
fiscal year 2024 and $198,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 13
for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely to retain a behavioral 14
health facilities siting administrator within the department to 15
coordinate development of effective behavioral health housing options 16
and provide technical assistance in siting of behavioral health 17
treatment facilities statewide to aide in the governor's plan to 18
discharge individuals from the state psychiatric hospitals into 19
community settings. This position must work closely with the local 20
government legislative authorities, planning departments, behavioral 21
health providers, health care authority, department of social and 22
health services, and other entities to facilitate linkages among 23
disparate behavioral health community bed capacity-building efforts. 24
This position must work to integrate building behavioral health 25
treatment and infrastructure capacity in addition to ongoing 26
supportive housing benefits.)) $5,000,000 of the general fund—state 27
appropriation for fiscal year 2025 is provided solely for a grant to 28
King county for costs to provide transitional and long-term housing 29
supports for unsheltered, recently-arrived individuals and families.30

(17) $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 31
year 2024 and $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 32
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the department to contract 33
with an entity located in the Beacon hill/Chinatown international 34
district area of Seattle to provide low income housing, low income 35
housing support services, or both. To the extent practicable, the 36
chosen location must be colocated with other programs supporting the 37
needs of children, the elderly, or persons with disabilities.38
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(18) $4,740,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 1
fiscal year 2024, $4,740,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 2
for fiscal year 2025, and $4,500,000 of the home security fund—state 3
appropriation are provided solely for the consolidated homeless grant 4
program.5

(a) Of the amounts provided in this subsection, $4,500,000 of the 6
home security fund—state appropriation is provided solely for 7
permanent supportive housing targeted at those families who are 8
chronically homeless and where at least one member of the family has 9
a disability. The department will also connect these families to 10
medicaid supportive services.11

(b) Of the amounts provided in this subsection, $1,000,000 of the 12
general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2024 and $1,000,000 13
of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are 14
provided solely for diversion services for those families and 15
individuals who are at substantial risk of losing stable housing or 16
who have recently become homeless and are determined to have a high 17
probability of returning to stable housing.18

(c) Of the amounts provided in this subsection, $3,240,000 of the 19
general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2024 and $3,240,000 20
of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are 21
provided solely for up to nine months of rental assistance for 22
individuals enrolled in the foundational community supports 23
initiative who are transitioning off of benefits under RCW 74.04.805 24
due to increased income or other changes in eligibility. The health 25
care authority, department of social and health services, and 26
department of commerce shall collaborate on this effort.27

(19) (($958,000)) $1,258,000 of the general fund—state 28
appropriation for fiscal year 2024 and $1,332,000 of the general fund29
—state appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the 30
operations of the long-term care ombudsman program.31

(20) $1,007,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 32
fiscal year 2024 and $1,007,000 of the general fund—state 33
appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the 34
department to administer a transitional housing program for 35
nondependent homeless youth.36

(21) $80,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 37
year 2024 and $80,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 38
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the department to establish 39
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an identification assistance and support program to assist homeless 1
persons in collecting documentation and procuring an identicard 2
issued by the department of licensing. This program may be operated 3
through a contract for services. The program shall operate in one 4
county west of the crest of the Cascade mountain range with a 5
population of 1,000,000 or more and one county east of the crest of 6
the Cascade mountain range with a population of 500,000 or more.7

(22)(a) $2,500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 8
fiscal year 2024 and $2,500,000 of the general fund—state 9
appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the office 10
of homeless youth prevention and protection programs to administer 11
flexible funding to support the anchor community initiative and 12
anchor communities through the homeless prevention and diversion fund 13
and serve eligible youth and young adults. The flexible funding 14
administered under this subsection may be used for the immediate 15
needs of eligible youth or young adults. An eligible youth or young 16
adult may receive support under this subsection more than once.17

(b) Flexible funding provided under this subsection may be used 18
for purposes including but not limited to:19

(i) Car repair or other transportation assistance;20
(ii) Rental application fees, a security deposit, or short-term 21

rental assistance;22
(iii) Offsetting costs for first and last month's rent and 23

security deposits;24
(iv) Transportation costs to go to work;25

For the purposes of this 33
subsection, an eligible youth or young adult is a person under age 25 34
who is experiencing or at risk of experiencing homelessness, 35
including but not limited to those who are unsheltered, doubled up or 36
in unsafe living situations, exiting inpatient programs, or in 37
school;38

(ii) Community-based providers assisting eligible youth or young 39
adults in attaining safe and stable housing; and40
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(iii) Individuals or entities, including landlords, providing 1
safe housing or other support designed to lead to housing for 2
eligible youth or young adults.3

(23) $607,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 4
year 2024 and (($607,000)) $3,607,000 of the general fund—state 5
appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the 6
department to assist homeowners at risk of foreclosure pursuant to 7
chapter 61.24 RCW. Funding provided in this section may be used for 8
activities to prevent mortgage or tax lien foreclosure, housing 9
counselors, a foreclosure prevention hotline, legal services for low-10
income individuals, mediation, and other activities that promote 11
homeownership. The department may contract with other foreclosure 12
fairness program state partners to carry out this work.13

(24) $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 14
year 2024 and $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 15
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the department to contract 16
with a nonprofit entity located in Seattle that focuses on poverty 17
reduction and racial equity to convene and staff a poverty reduction 18
workgroup steering committee comprised of individuals that have lived 19
experience with poverty. Funding provided in this section may be used 20
to reimburse steering committee members for travel, child care, and 21
other costs associated with participation in the steering committee.22

(25) $400,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 23
year 2024 and $400,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 24
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for capacity-building grants 25
through the Latino community fund for emergency response services, 26
educational programs, and human services support for children and 27
families in rural and underserved communities.28

(26) $1,400,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 29
fiscal year 2024 and $1,400,000 of the general fund—state 30
appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the office 31
of homeless youth to administer a competitive grant process to award 32
funding to licensed youth shelters, HOPE centers, and crisis 33
residential centers to provide behavioral health support services for 34
youth in crisis, and to increase funding for current grantees.35

(27) (($9,864,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 36
fiscal year 2024 and $9,864,000 of the general fund—state 37
appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for long-term 38
rental subsidies for individuals with mental health or substance use 39
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disorders. This funding may be used for individuals enrolled in the 1
foundational community support program while waiting for a longer 2
term resource for rental support or for individuals transitioning 3
from behavioral health treatment facilities or local jails. 4
Individuals who would otherwise be eligible for the foundational 5
community support program but are not eligible because of their 6
citizenship status may also be served.)) $2,500,000 of the general 7
fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2025 is provided solely for 8
a grant to the city of Tukwila for costs incurred related to 9
unsheltered, recently-arrived individuals and families. Of the amount 10
provided in this subsection, $2,000,000 of the general fund—state 11
appropriation for fiscal year 2025 is provided solely for 12
transitional and long-term housing supports, on the condition that 13
the city of Tukwila contract with the office of refugee and immigrant 14
assistance for the use of a location for providing tiered support 15
services for unsheltered, recently-arrived individuals and families. 16
The office may subcontract to provide the support services.17

(28) $9,575,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 18
fiscal year 2024 and $9,575,000 of the general fund—state 19
appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the 20
department to continue the Washington state office of firearm safety 21
and violence prevention, including the creation of a state and 22
federal grant funding plan to direct resources to cities that are 23
most impacted by community violence. Of the amounts provided in this 24
subsection:25

(a) $600,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 26
year 2024 and $600,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 27
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for community-based violence 28
prevention and intervention services to individuals identified 29
through the King county shots fired social network analysis. The 30
department must complete an evaluation of the program and provide a 31
report to the governor and the appropriate legislative committees by 32
June 30, 2023.33

(b) $5,318,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 34
year 2024 and $5,318,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 35
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for grants to support existing 36
programs and capacity building for new programs providing evidence-37
based violence prevention and intervention services to youth who are 38
at high risk to perpetrate or be victims of firearm violence and who 39
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reside in areas with high rates of firearm violence as provided in 1
RCW 43.330A.050.2

(i) Priority shall be given to programs that partner with the 3
University of Washington, school of medicine, department of 4
psychiatry and behavioral sciences for training and support to 5
deliver culturally relevant family integrated transition services 6
through use of credible messenger advocates.7

(ii) The office may enter into agreement with the University of 8
Washington or another independent entity with expertise in evaluating 9
community-based grant-funded programs to evaluate the grant program's 10
effectiveness.11

(iii) The office shall enter into agreement to provide funding to 12
the University of Washington, school of medicine, department of 13
psychiatry and behavioral sciences to directly deliver trainings and 14
support to programs providing culturally relevant family integrated 15
transition services through use of credible messenger and to train a 16
third-party organization to similarly support those programs.17

(iv) Of the amounts provided under (b) of this subsection, 18
$250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2024 19

(d) $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 31
year 2024 and $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 32
fiscal year 2025 are provided to support safe storage programs and 33
suicide prevention outreach and education efforts across the state.34

(29) $2,500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 35
fiscal year 2024 and $2,500,000 of the general fund—state 36
appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the 37
department to administer grants to diaper banks for the purchase of 38
diapers, wipes, and other essential baby products, for distribution 39
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to families in need. The department must give priority to providers 1
serving or located in marginalized, low-income communities or 2
communities of color; and providers that help support racial equity.3

(30) $4,500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 4
fiscal year 2024 and $4,500,000 of the general fund—state 5
appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for grants to 6
counties to stabilize newly arriving refugees, including those from 7
the 2021 Afghanistan conflict and the 2022 Ukraine-Russia conflict.8

(31) $120,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 9
year 2024 and $120,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 10
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for a grant to a nonprofit 11
resource center in King county that provides sexual assault advocacy 12
services, therapy services, and prevention and outreach to begin a 13
three-year, multigrade sexual violence prevention program in the 14
Renton school district.15

(32) $200,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 16
year 2024 and $200,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 17
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the office of homeless youth 18
prevention and protection programs to colead a prevention work group 19
with the department of children, youth, and families. The work group 20
must focus on preventing youth and young adult homelessness and other 21
related negative outcomes. The work group shall consist of members 22
representing the department of social and health services, the 23
employment security department, the health care authority, the office 24
of the superintendent of public instruction, the Washington student 25
achievement council, the interagency work group on homelessness, 26
community-based organizations, and young people and families with 27
lived experience of housing instability, child welfare involvement, 28
justice system involvement, or inpatient behavioral health 29
involvement.30

(a) The work group shall help guide implementation of:31
(i) The state's strategic plan on prevention of youth 32

homelessness;33
(ii) Chapter 157, Laws of 2018 (SSB 6560);34
(iii) Chapter 312, Laws of 2019 (E2SSB 5290);35
(iv) Efforts to reform family reconciliation services; and36
(v) Other state initiatives addressing the prevention of youth 37

homelessness.38
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(b) The office of homeless youth prevention and protection 1
programs must use the amounts provided in this subsection to contract 2
with a community-based organization to support the involvement with 3
the work group of young people and families with lived experience of 4
housing instability, child welfare involvement, justice system 5
involvement, or inpatient behavioral health involvement. The 6
community-based organization must serve and be substantially governed 7
by marginalized populations. The amounts provided in this subsection 8
must supplement private funding to support the work group.9

(33) $22,802,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 10
fiscal year 2024 and $22,803,000 of the general fund—state 11
appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely to increase 12
existing grantee contracts providing rental or housing subsidy and 13
services for eligible tenants in housing and homeless programs. The 14
department must distribute funding in a manner that will prioritize 15
maintaining current levels of homeless subsidies and services and 16
stabilizing the homeless service provider workforce.17

(34)(a) $35,000,000 of the climate commitment account—state 18
appropriation is provided solely for the department to administer 19
grant funding through the existing network of federal low-income home 20
energy assistance program grantees to provide low-income households 21
with energy utility bill assistance.22

(b) To qualify for assistance, a household must be below 80 23
percent of the area median income and living in a community that 24
experiences high environmental health disparities.25

(c) Under the grant program, each household accessing energy bill 26
assistance must be offered an energy assessment that includes 27
determining the household's need for clean cooling and heating system 28
upgrades that improve safety and efficiency while meeting 29
Washington's climate goals. If beneficial, households may be offered 30
grant funding to cover the replacement of inefficient, outdated, or 31
unsafe home heating and cooling systems with more energy efficient 32
electric heating and cooling technologies, such as heat pumps.33

(d) Of the amounts provided in this subsection, no more than 60 34
percent of the funding may be utilized by the department to target 35
services to multifamily residential buildings across the state that 36
experience high energy use, where a majority of the residents within 37
the building are below 80 percent of the area median income and the 38
community experiences high environmental health disparities.39
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(e) In serving low-income households who rent or lease a 1
residence, the department must establish processes to ensure that the 2
rent for the residence is not increased and the tenant is not evicted 3
as a result of receiving assistance under the grant program.4

(f) The department must incorporate data collected while 5
implementing this program into future energy assistance reports as 6
required under RCW 19.405.120. The department may publish information 7
on its website on the number of furnace or heating and cooling system 8
replacements, including replacements within multifamily housing 9
units.10

(g) The department may utilize a portion of the funding provided 11
within this subsection to create an electronic application system.12

(35) $55,500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 13
fiscal year 2024 and $55,500,000 of the general fund—state 14
appropriation for fiscal year 2025 ((and $55,500,000 of the 15
coronavirus state fiscal recovery account—federal appropriation)) are 16
provided solely for the department to continue grant funding for 17
emergency housing and shelter capacity and associated supports such 18
as street outreach, diversion services, short-term rental assistance, 19
hotel and motel vouchers, housing search and placement, and housing 20
stability case management. Entities eligible for grant funding 21
include local governments and nonprofit entities. The department may 22
use existing programs, such as the consolidated homelessness grant 23
program, to award funding under this subsection. Grants provided 24
under this subsection must be used to maintain or increase current 25
emergency housing capacity, funded by the shelter program grant and 26
other programs, as practicable due to increased costs of goods, 27
services, and wages. Emergency housing includes transitional housing, 28
congregate or noncongregate shelter, sanctioned encampments, or 29
short-term hotel or motel stays. Of the amount provided in this 30
subsection for fiscal year 2025, $1,500,000 must be granted to a 31
housing readiness program serving individuals experiencing 32
homelessness in the city of Longview. Funding may be used to operate 33
severe weather shelters, housing navigation, case management, laundry 34
and hygiene facilities, connection to other social services, and 35
other programs serving unhoused individuals in Cowlitz county.36

(36)(a) $75,050,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 37
fiscal year 2024 and $75,050,000 of the general fund—state 38
appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for a targeted 39
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grant program to transition persons residing in encampments to safer 1
housing opportunities, with an emphasis on ensuring individuals 2
living unsheltered reach permanent housing solutions. Eligible grant 3
recipients include local governments and nonprofit organizations 4
operating to provide housing or services. The department may provide 5
funding to state agencies to ensure individuals accessing housing 6
services are also able to access other wrap-around services that 7
enable them to obtain housing such as food, personal identification, 8
and other related services. Local government and nonprofit grant 9
recipients may use grant funding to provide outreach, housing, case 10
management, transportation, site monitoring, and other services 11
needed to assist individuals residing in encampments and on public 12
rights-of-way with moving into housing.13

(b) Of the amounts provided in this subsection:14
(i) No less than $120,000,000 must be used for housing services 15

for persons residing on state-owned rights-of-way; and16
(ii) All remaining funds may be used for housing services for 17

persons residing in encampments, including encampments located on 18
public lands, as defined in RCW 79.02.010, or state parks and 19
parkways.20

(c) Grant criteria must include, but are not limited to:21
(i) Whether a site where the grantee will conduct outreach and 22

(v) Other criteria as identified by the department.38
(d) When awarding grants under (a) of this subsection, the 39

department must prioritize applicants that focus on ensuring an 40
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expeditious path to sustainable permanent housing solutions, and that 1
demonstrate an understanding of working with individuals to identify 2
their optimal housing type and level of ongoing services through the 3
effective use of outreach, engagement, and temporary lodging and 4
permanent housing placement.5

(e) Grant recipients under (a) of this subsection must enter into 6
a memorandum of understanding with the department, and other state 7
agencies if applicable, as a condition of receiving funds. Memoranda 8
of understanding must specify the responsibilities of the grant 9
recipients and the state agencies, consistent with the requirements 10
of (c) of this subsection, and must include specific measurable 11
outcomes for each entity signing the memorandum. The department must 12
publish all signed memoranda on the department's website and must 13
publish updates on outcomes for each memorandum at least every 90 14
days, while taking steps to protect the privacy of individuals served 15
by the program.

(i) The number of people actually living in any encampment 17

(v) The number of individuals who accepted offered housing;24

(vii) The types of assistance provided to move individuals into 27

offered housing;28
(viii) Any services and benefits in which an individual was 29

successfully enrolled; and30
(ix) The housing outcomes of individuals who were placed into 31

housing six months and one year after placement.32
(f) Grant recipients under (a) of this subsection may not 33

transition individuals from encampments or close encampments unless 34
they have provided extensive outreach and offered each individual 35
temporary lodging or permanent housing that matches the actual 36
situation and needs of each person, is noncongregate whenever 37
possible, and takes into consideration individuals' immediate and 38
long-term needs and abilities to achieve and maintain housing 39
stability. Grant recipients who initially match an individual to 40
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temporary lodging must make efforts to transition the person to a 1
permanent housing placement within six months except under unusual 2
circumstances. The department must establish criteria regarding the 3
safety, accessibility, and habitability of housing options to be 4
offered by grant recipients to ensure that such options are private, 5
sanitary, healthy, and dignified, and that grant recipients provide 6
options that are well-matched to an individual's assessed needs.7

(g) Funding granted to eligible recipients under (a) of this 8
subsection may not be used to supplant or replace existing funding 9
provided for housing or homeless services.10

(37) $2,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 11
fiscal year 2024 and $2,000,000 of the general fund—state 12
appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely to increase 13
funding for the community services block grant program. Distribution 14
of these funds to community action agencies shall prioritize racial 15
equity and undoing inequity from historic underinvestment in Black, 16
indigenous, and people of color, and rural communities.17

(38) $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 18
year 2024 and $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 19
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the department to provide a 20
grant to a nonprofit organization to identify opportunities for 21
cities in Whatcom county to improve access to affordable housing 22
through conducting market research, engaging stakeholders, and 23
developing tools and implementation strategies for cities that will 24
increase access to affordable housing. The grant recipient must be a 25
nonprofit organization based in Bellingham that promotes affordable 26
housing solutions and with a mission to create thriving communities.27

(39) $225,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 28
year 2024 and $225,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 29
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the department to provide a 30
grant to a nonprofit organization located in the city of Redmond that 31
serves Latino low-income, immigrant, and Spanish-speaking communities 32
in King and Snohomish counties through arts and culture events and 33
community services. The grant funding may be used to expand existing 34
programs including, but not limited to, support for small businesses, 35
rent assistance, vaccination and COVID-19 outreach, programs aimed at 36
increasing postsecondary enrollments in college and trade schools, 37
and other community services and programs.38
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(40) (($4,000,000)) $2,000,000 of the general fund—state 1
appropriation for fiscal year 2024 and (($4,000,000)) $6,000,000 of 2
the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are 3
provided solely for the department to administer grants to community-4
based organizations that serve historically disadvantaged populations 5
to conduct outreach and to assist community members in applying for 6
state and federal assistance programs including, but not limited to, 7
those administered by the department of social and health services, 8
department of commerce, and department of children, youth, and 9
families.10

(41) (($150,000)) $110,000 of the general fund—state 11
appropriation for fiscal year 2024 ((is)) and $40,000 of the general 12
fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for 13
the department to provide a grant to a nonprofit organization located 14
in the city of Issaquah to provide cultural programs and navigational 15
supports for individuals and families who may face language or other 16
cultural barriers when engaging with schools, public safety, health 17
and human services, and local government agencies.18

(42) $200,000,000 of the community reinvestment account—state 19
appropriation is provided solely for the department to distribute 20
grants for economic development, civil and criminal legal assistance, 21
community-based violence intervention and prevention services, and 22
reentry services programs. Grants must be distributed in accordance 23
with the recommendations of the community reinvestment plan developed 24
pursuant to section 128(134), chapter 297, Laws of 2022 (ESSB 5693).25

(43) $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 26
year 2024 and $150,000,000 of the covenant homeownership account—27
state appropriation are provided solely for implementation of Second 28
Substitute House Bill No. 1474 (covenant homeownership prg.). ((If 29
the bill is not enacted by June 30, 2023, the amounts provided in 30
this subsection shall lapse.))31

(44) $140,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 32
year 2024 and $140,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 33
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for additional staffing for the 34
developmental disabilities council.35

(45) $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 36
year 2024 and $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 37
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for a grant to a nonprofit 38
organization located in the city of Spokane to provide transitional 39
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housing, educational programs, and other resources for refugee and 1
immigrant families.2

(46) $1,169,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 3
fiscal year 2024 and $1,169,000 of the general fund—state 4
appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for 5
implementation of Engrossed Second Substitute House Bill No. 1715 6
(domestic violence). ((If the bill is not enacted by June 30, 2023, 7
the amounts provided in this subsection shall lapse.))8

(47) $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 9
year 2024 and $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 10
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for a grant to a dispute 11
resolution center located in Snohomish county to provide mediation 12
and resolution services for landlords and tenants, with the goal of 13
avoiding evictions.14

(48) $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 15
year 2024 is provided solely for grants to nonprofit organizations to 16
operate hunger relief response programs serving individuals living in 17
permanent supportive housing. Of the amounts provided in this 18
subsection:19

(a) $275,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 20
year 2024 is provided solely for a grant to a nonprofit organization 21
located in King county.22

(b) $225,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 23
year 2024 is provided solely for a grant to a nonprofit organization 24
located in Spokane county.25

(49) $180,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 26
year 2024 is provided solely for a grant to a nonprofit organization 27
operating a teen center in the city of Issaquah to provide case 28
management and counseling services for youth ages 12 to 19.29

(50)(a) $375,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 30
fiscal year 2024 and $375,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 31
for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for a grant to a nonprofit 32
community-based organization for the coordination of a gang violence 33
prevention consortium with entities including community-based 34
organizations, law enforcement, and members of the faith community, 35
and to continue and expand after-school activities and social 36
services for students and young adults in the Yakima valley. Social 37
services may include, but are not limited to, employment, mental 38
health, counseling, tutoring, and mentoring services. The grant 39
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recipient must be a community-based organization located in Granger 1
operating a Spanish language public radio station and with the 2
mission of addressing the social, educational, and health needs of 3
economically disadvantaged Spanish-speaking residents of central and 4
eastern Washington.5

(53)(a) $1,750,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 36
fiscal year 2024 and $1,750,000 of the general fund—state 37
appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the office 38
of firearm safety and violence prevention to continue a healthy youth 39
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and violence prevention initiative demonstration program serving 1
south King county, with the goal of preventing violence, decreasing 2
involvement with the juvenile justice system, and encouraging health 3
and wellbeing for youth and young adults ages 12 to 24. As part of 4
the demonstration program, the office must provide grant funding to 5
and partner with a community-based organization to serve as a 6
regional coordinator to:7

(i) Connect youth and young adults ages 12 to 24 who are most 8
vulnerable to violence with programs that provide services including, 9
but not limited to, street outreach, youth employment and 10
preapprenticeship programs, case management, behavioral health 11
services, and other services as appropriate; and12

(ii) Assist local governments, service providers, and nonprofit 13
organizations in accessing and leveraging federal, state, and local 14
funding for violence prevention and related services.15

Grant funding may be used 23
for information technology improvements focused on client data 24
management that will improve client access to health services, 25
cybersecurity, and data privacy.26

(55)(a) $850,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 27
fiscal year 2024 and $850,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 28
for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the continuation of 29
existing contracts with a nonprofit organization to increase housing 30
supply and equitable housing outcomes by advancing affordable housing 31
developments, including supportive housing, transitional housing, 32
shelter, or housing funded through the apple health and homes 33
program, that are colocated with community services such as education 34
centers, health clinics, nonprofit organizations, social services, or 35
community spaces or facilities, available to residents or the public, 36
on underutilized or tax-exempt land.37

(b) The contract recipient must use the funding provided under 38

(ii) Provide technical assistance on the constructive alignment 3
of state or local capital funds and other services for the 4
construction, acquisition, refurbishment, redevelopment, master 5
leasing of properties for noncongregate housing, or conversion of 6
units from nonresidential to residential, of dwelling units for 7
supportive housing funded through the apple health and homes program;8

(iii) Advise on local community engagement, especially with 9
populations with lived experience of homelessness and housing 10
insecurity, for supportive housing funded through the apple health 11
and homes program;12

(iv) Subcontract for specialized predevelopment services, as 13
needed, and subgrant to reimburse for supportive housing funded 14

(b)(i) The lifeline must function as a no-wrong-door access point 27
for support and connections to services for qualifying individuals 28
who require assistance to overcome a life challenge that could 29
escalate into a crisis, or who are in need of general mentorship and 30
counsel.

(58) $213,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 19
year 2024 and (($213,000)) $773,000 of the general fund—state 20
appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for a grant to 21
a nonprofit organization within the city of Tacoma that provides 22
social services and educational programming to assist Latino and 23
indigenous communities in honoring heritage and culture through the 24
arts, and in overcoming barriers to social, political, economic, and 25
cultural community development. Of the amounts provided in this 26
subsection:27

(a) $175,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 28
year 2024 and (($175,000)) $535,000 of the general fund—state 29
appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for education 30
and training programming in community health organizing, "promotora" 31
health education, grassroots organizing, leadership development, 32
college preparedness and financial aid outreach, small business 33
technical support and education, and civic engagement focused on 34
Latino and indigenous community members; and35

(b) $38,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 36
year 2024 and (($38,000)) $238,000 of the general fund—state 37
appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for 38
((advocacy, translation services, emergency housing, and other 39
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services for victims of crime and domestic violence)) family support 1
services for bilingual, bicultural clients.2

(59) $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 3
year 2024 ((is)) and $1,500,000 of the general fund—state 4
appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the 5
department to provide grants to nonprofit organizations including, 6
but not limited to, religious nonprofits, "by and for" organizations, 7
or cultural community centers, to fund the physical security or 8
repair of such institutions. Grant recipients must ((have reasons to 9
believe they have been subject to security threats and must 10
demonstrate a need for enhanced security. Grant funding must be used 11
and limited to the purchase of security hardware and equipment to 12
enhance the security of the buildings and grounds of such 13
organizations)) substantiate that their site or sites have been 14
subject to or at risk of physical attacks, threats, vandalism, or 15
damages based on their mission, ideology, or beliefs and demonstrate 16
a need for investments in physical security enhancements, 17
construction or renovation, target hardening, preparedness planning, 18
training, or exercises.19

(61) $450,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 30
year 2024 and $450,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 31
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for costs to develop and operate 32
community-based residential housing and services for youth wellness 33
spanning a range of needs and circumstances at the Pacific hospital 34
preservation and development authority quarters, buildings three 35
through 10 in Seattle. The amounts provided in this subsection may be 36
used for planning, lease payments, and other related expenses for the 37
development and operation of comprehensive residential programs 38
providing housing, on-site social services, and community-based 39
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resources for youth identified by the department of commerce, the 1
department of children, youth, and families, or the health care 2
authority. The funding may also be used for the preparation and 3
issuance of a request for qualifications for a site operator, or 4
lease management and related administrative functions. The department 5
is authorized to enter into a lease, with an option to enter into 6
multiyear extensions, for the Pacific hospital preservation and 7
development authority quarters, buildings three through 10.8

(62) $350,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 9
year 2024 and $350,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 10
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for a grant to a nonprofit 11
organization based in the city of Seattle that works to improve the 12
quality of life for low-income families and members of the refugee 13
and immigrant community, with a focus on the Somali and Oromos 14
community. The grant funding may be used to expand current programs 15
including, but not limited to, case management and referral services 16
for immigrants and refugees, youth programs, and services for 17
seniors.18

(63) $270,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 19
year 2024 and $270,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 20
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for a grant to a nonprofit 21
organization headquartered in Mount Vernon for costs to operate and 22
provide homeless services at a low-barrier emergency temporary 23
homeless center located in Burlington.24

(64) $750,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 25
year 2024 and $750,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 26
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for a grant to a nonprofit 27
organization located in the city of Seattle that provides legal 28
assistance and representation to survivors of sexual and gender-based 29
violence to expand their current services including, but not limited 30
to, legal assistance and representation; technical assistance for 31
advocates, providers, and attorneys; community education and 32
trainings; and other legal support services. In providing services, 33
the grant recipient must protect the privacy, safety, and civil 34
rights of survivors and utilize trauma-informed practices and equity 35
principles.36

(65) $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 37
year 2024 and $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 38
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the department to provide a 39

(67) $20,656,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 23
fiscal year 2024 and $20,655,000 of the general fund—state 24
appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for grants to 25
crime victims service providers to ensure continuity of services 26
impacted by reductions in federal victims of crime act funding and to 27
help address increased demand for services attributable to the 28
COVID-19 pandemic. The department must distribute the funding in a 29
manner that is consistent with the office of crime victims advocacy's 30
state plan. Of the amounts provided in this subsection:31

(a) $2,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 32
year 2024 and $2,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 33
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely to programs operated by and for 34
historically marginalized populations to support "by and for" 35
culturally specific services for victims of domestic violence, sexual 36
assault, and other crimes in historically marginalized populations. 37
Marginalized populations can include, but are not limited to, 38
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organizations or groups composed along racial, ethnic, religious, 1
sexual orientation, and gender lines.2

(b) $2,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 3
year 2024 and $2,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 4
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely to programs developed to support 5
the enhancement and development of additional services for tribal 6
members, including programs to address needs of crime victims, 7
including strategies which integrate services or multiple crime 8
types.9

(68) $200,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 10
year 2024 is provided solely for a grant to the city of Seattle for 11
start-up costs for the Seattle social housing developer and to meet 12
the requirements of the city of Seattle initiative 135, which 13
concerns developing and maintaining affordable social housing in 14
Seattle. The funding provided under this subsection may only be used 15
for costs associated with creating social housing developments, 16
operating costs associated with maintaining social housing 17
developments, and administrative costs of operating social housing.18

(69) $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 19
year 2024 is provided solely to contract with a nonprofit to provide 20
wraparound services for homeless families with children, including 21
prevention, shelter, and stabilization services. The nonprofit must 22
be located in Pierce county and be an affiliate of a national 23
organization dedicated to preventing and ending family homelessness 24
by providing prevention, shelter, and stabilization services.25

(70) Within existing resources, the department must submit an 26
interim and a final report to the appropriate committees of the 27
legislature on efforts taken by the department to stabilize rents for 28
tenants of affordable housing units financed through the housing 29
assistance program created under RCW ((43.185.015)) 43.185A.020

(72) $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 14
year 2024 is provided solely for a grant to an Everett-based 15
affiliate of a national nonprofit human services organization to 16
stabilize newly arriving refugees from the 2021 Afghanistan conflict 17
and the 2022 Ukraine conflict.18

(73) $150,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 19
year 2024 and $150,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 20
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for a contract with a nonprofit 21
organization to expand private capacity to provide legal services for 22
indigent foreign nationals in contested domestic relations and family 23
law cases. The contract recipient must be a nonprofit organization 24
headquartered in the city of Seattle that provides training to 25
attorneys and judges on international family law issues and provides 26
direct representation to qualified indigent clients. Amounts provided 27
in this subsection may not be expended for direct private legal 28
representation of clients in domestic relations and family law cases.29

(74) $125,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 30
year 2024 and $125,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 31
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for a grant to a youth 32
development organization providing civic engagement and education 33
through a youth and government program. The grant is provided solely 34
for support of the organization's mock trial and youth legislature 35
programs.36

(75) $252,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 37
year 2024 and $229,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 38
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for implementation of Engrossed 39

(109) $34,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 21
fiscal year 2025 is provided solely for grants to local governments 22
for homeless housing programs and services, including but not limited 23
to emergency housing and shelter, temporary housing, and permanent 24
supportive housing programs. Of the amounts provided in this 25
subsection:26

(a) $12,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 27
fiscal year 2025 is provided solely for a grant to King county to 28
maintain shelter, emergency housing, and permanent supportive housing 29
programs.30

The grant recipient must be a 19
nonprofit organization that serves as the Washington state office of 20
a national grassroots mental health organization dedicated to 21
building better lives for individuals affected by mental health 22
conditions.23

(112) $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 24
year 2025 is provided solely for a grant to a nonprofit organization 25
to provide support to self-advocates, caregivers, and others in 26
attending a summit addressing the topic of federal and state funding 27
for programs that benefit people with developmental disabilities in 28
2025.

such as human resources, information technology, and financial 37
services for community-based nonprofit organizations in Washington.

(a) Provide stipends of up to $2,000 per foreign-trained 19
physician to:20

(i) Take medical exams or English as a second language classes;21

in Seattle.23

(132) $50,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 24
year 2024 and $420,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 25

to support clients in attending appointments, providing navigating 35
services, and assessing resources throughout Whatcom county.36

(134) $45,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 37
year 2025 is provided solely for a grant to a Seattle-based nonprofit 38
that teaches math using hands-on learning experiences and 39

The department must 33
submit a report of recommendations to the appropriate committees of 34
the legislature by June 30, 2025.35

(30) $200,000 of the coronavirus state fiscal recovery fund—12
federal appropriation is provided solely for a grant to a Tacoma 13
based automotive museum as businesses assistance to address COVID-19 14
pandemic impacts to revenues from decreased attendance and loss of 15
other revenue generating opportunities.16

(31) $250,000 of the climate commitment account—state 17
appropriation is provided solely for a study or studies to assess 18
strategies necessary for the state of Washington to engage in the 19
offshore wind supply chain. The study may address public 20
infrastructure needed for manufacturing, assembly, and transport of 21
supply chain components, and an assessment of workforce needs and 22
community benefits. The department must submit a preliminary report 23
summarizing the status of the study or studies to the governor and 24
the appropriate committees of the legislature by June 30, 2025, and a 25
final report summarizing the findings of the study or studies by 26
November 30, 2025. It is the intent of the legislature to provide 27
funding to complete the final report in the 2025-2027 fiscal 28
biennium. Funds provided in this subsection may not be expended or 29
obligated prior to January 1, 2025. If Initiative Measure No. 2117 is 30
approved, this subsection is null and void upon the effective date of 31
the measure.32

(32) $2,110,000 of the climate commitment account—state 33
appropriation is provided solely to expand the industrial symbiosis 34
program. At least 20 percent of the amount provided in this section 35
must be prioritized to benefit individuals in overburdened 36
communities. Funds provided in this subsection may not be expended or 37
obligated prior to January 1, 2025. If Initiative Measure No. 2117 is 38
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approved, this subsection is null and void upon the effective date of 1
the measure.2

(33) $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 3
year 2025 is provided solely for a grant to a nonprofit organization 4
for a small business incubator program focused on the arts and 5
culture sectors that provides technical assistance and business 6
training to creative entrepreneurs, with a focus on BIPOC-owned and 7
women-owned businesses. The grant recipient must be a nonprofit arts 8
organization based in the city of Tacoma that hosts live performances 9
and provides youth and adult arts education programming.10

(34) $150,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 11
year 2025 is provided solely for a grant to a nonprofit organization 12
to administer a workforce development program serving youth and young 13
adults from underserved communities to learn technical, creative, and 14
business skills related to concert and event promotion. The grant 15
recipient must be a nonprofit organization headquartered in the city 16
of Seattle that provides youth arts and education programming and 17
produces a music festival based in Seattle that takes place over 18
Labor Day weekend.19

(35) $375,000 of the climate commitment account—state 20
appropriation is provided solely for the department to contract with 21
a nonregulatory coalition to identify economic, community, and 22
workforce development opportunities resulting from Washington state's 23
participation in the offshore wind supply chain through conducting 24
convenings, workshops, and studies as appropriate. Funds provided in 25
this subsection may not be expended or obligated prior to January 1, 26

(36) $200,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 29
year 2025 is provided solely for a grant to a nonprofit organization 30
to provide a workforce development and small business training 31
program serving primarily low-income Latinx immigrant families in 32
south King county. The grant recipient must be a nonprofit 33
organization based in the city of Seattle that advances the power and 34
well-being of Latino immigrants through employment, education, and 35
community organizing.36

(37) $390,000 of the climate commitment account—state 37
appropriation is provided solely for the department to establish a 38
circular economy market development program. At least 20 percent of 39
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the amount provided in this subsection must be prioritized to benefit 1
individuals in overburdened communities. Funds provided in this 2
subsection may not be expended or obligated prior to January 1, 2025. 3
If Initiative Measure No. 2117 is approved, this subsection is null 4
and void upon the effective date of the measure.5

(38) $1,000,000 of the climate commitment account—state 6
appropriation is provided solely for the innovation cluster 7
accelerator program. Funding provided in this subsection may only be 8
used to develop and maintain clusters that aim to reduce and mitigate 9
impacts from greenhouse gases in overburdened communities, deploy 10
renewable energy resources, increase energy efficiency or reduction, 11
or other permissible uses pursuant to RCW 70A.65.260. Funds provided 12
in this subsection may not be expended or obligated prior to January 13
1, 2025. If Initiative Measure No. 2117 is approved, this subsection 14
is null and void upon the effective date of the measure.15

(39) $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 16
year 2025 is provided solely for a grant to an associate development 17
organization to provide technical assistance, workforce development 18
training, and business innovation training to small businesses in 19
Benton and Franklin counties, with a focus on businesses in BIPOC 20
communities. Technical assistance may also include financial 21
literacy, grant writing, and federal grant assistance for tribes and 22
overburdened communities. The grant recipient must be an associate 23
development organization comprised of a coalition of more than 25 but 24
less than 100 small businesses, nonprofit, and business leaders 25
located in Benton and Franklin counties, and must be a recognized "by 26
and for" organization serving the BIPOC community.27

(40)(a) $275,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 28
fiscal year 2025 is provided solely for the department to convene an 29
electrical transmission workforce needs work group and study. The 30
work group must provide advice, develop strategies, and make 31
recommendations to the legislature, state and local agencies, and 32
utilities on efforts to support the needs of Washington's electrical 33
transmission industry workforce. The work group must consist of eight 34
members:35

(i) One representative each from a labor organization located in 36
Tacoma, Clark county, and Spokane county that represents line 37
workers;38
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(ii) One representative from a statewide labor organization with 1
at least 250,000 affiliated members that represents line workers and 2
workers from outside the electrical transmission and construction 3
industry; and4

(iii) Two representatives from two different investor-owned 5
utilities and two representatives from two different consumer-owned 6
utilities each.7

maintain existing infrastructure. These estimates should cover, at a 32
minimum, the time periods required for the planning, including the 33
construction, reconstruction, or enlargement, of new or existing 34
electrical transmission facilities under RCW 19.28.010, 80.50.060, 35
and 80.50.045, and the state environmental policy act;36

(B) The number of apprenticeships in the job classifications 37
listed in (b)(i) of this subsection;38
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(C) An inventory of existing apprentice programs and anticipated 1
need for expansion of existing apprenticeships or supplemental 2
training programs to meet current and future workforce needs;3

(D) Demographic data of the workforce, including age, gender, 4
race, ethnicity, and, where possible, other categories of identity;5

(E) Identification of gaps and barriers to a full electrical 6
transmission workforce pool, including, but not limited to, the loss 7
of workers to retirement in the next five, 10, and 15 years, and 8
other current and anticipated retention issues;9

(F) A comparison of wages between different jurisdictions in 10
Washington state, and between Washington and other neighboring 11
states, including any incentives offered by other states;12

(G) Data on the number of workers in the job classifications 13
identified in (b)(i) of this subsection who completed training in 14
Washington and left to work in a different state;15

(H) Data on the number of out-of-state workers who enter 16
Washington to meet workforce needs on large scale electrical 17
transmission projects in Washington;18

(I) Key challenges that could emerge in the foreseeable future 19
based on factors such as growth in demand for electricity and changes 20
in energy production and availability; and21

(J) Recommendations for the training, recruitment, and retention 22
of the current and anticipated electrical transmission workforce that 23
supplement, enhance, or exceed current training requirements. This 24
must include identification of barriers to entrance into the 25
electrical transmission workforce, and recommendations to attract and 26
retain a more diverse workforce, such as members of federally 27
recognized Indian tribes and individuals from overburdened 28
communities as defined in RCW 70A.02.010.29

(41) $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 30
year 2025 is provided solely for implementation of Substitute House 31
Bill No. 1870 (local comm. federal funding). If the bill is not 32
enacted by June 30, 2024, the amount provided in this subsection 33
shall lapse.34

(42) $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 35
year 2025 is provided solely for the innovation cluster accelerator 36
program to support an industry-led fusion energy cluster. By June 30, 37
2025, the fusion energy cluster must submit a report to the 38
appropriate committees of the legislature that includes 39
recommendations for promoting the development of fusion energy and 40
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the manufacturing and assembling of component parts for fusion energy 1
in Washington state. The report must:2

(a) Include an evaluation of the applicability of new and 3
existing clean energy incentives for manufacturing, facility 4
construction, and the purchase of materials and equipment; and5

(b) Identify opportunities for state funding, including matching 6
federal grants.7

(43) $350,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 8
year 2025 is provided solely for the department to contract for 9
technical assistance services for small businesses owned or operated 10
by members of historically disadvantaged populations located in 11
western Washington. The contract recipient must be a business in the 12
arts, entertainment, and media services sector based in the city of 13
Federal Way and with experience working with BIPOC communities. 14
Technical assistance includes but is not limited to services such as: 15
Business and intellectual property development; franchise development 16
and expansion; digital and social media marketing and brand 17
development; community outreach; opportunities to meet potential 18
strategic partners or corporate sponsors; executive workshops; 19
networking events; small business coaching; and start-up assistance.20

(44) $200,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 21
year 2025 is provided solely for a grant to a nonprofit organization 22
for a program to assist low-income individuals from Washington state 23
in entering the maritime industry as mariners, including training, 24
credentialing, and wrap-around services. The grant recipient must be 25
a nonprofit organization located in the city of Seattle that serves 26
as a workforce development intermediary creating equitable workforce 27
systems and developing impactful partnerships to address structural 28
racism. The nonprofit organization must consult with two unions based 29
in the city of Seattle who represent mariners on the West coast in 30
developing the program.31

(45) $1,000,000 of the coronavirus state fiscal recovery fund—32
federal appropriation is provided solely for the department to 33
administer a business assistance program to provide grants to 34
statewide or local destination marketing organizations in Washington 35
state for activities to promote tourism to Washington in advance of 36
the 2026 FIFA World Cup. The department must enter into contracts 37
with grant recipients by December 31, 2024. To qualify for a grant 38
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under this subsection, a destination marketing organization must have 1
been negatively impacted by the COVID-19 public health emergency and:2

(a) Have revenues at the time of applying for the grant that are 3
less than their revenues in calendar year 2019;4

(b) Have used reserve operating funds after March 3, 2021, to 5
make up for revenue shortfalls; or6

(c) Have demonstrated needs for funding to support programs 7
designed to increase tourism to Washington state from across the 8
country and the world in advance of the 2026 FIFA World Cup.9

(46) $184,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 10
year 2025 is provided solely for a grant to a nongovernmental 11
organization whose primary focus is community and economic 12
development in downtown Renton to provide holistic navigation and 13
education services.14

(47) $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 15
year 2025 is provided solely for the Washington state manufacturing 16
council to convene a subgroup of at least two of its members, with at 17
least four members representing advanced manufacturing who have 18
expertise in diversity, equity and inclusion. Annually, the work 19
group must provide recommendations to the manufacturing council to 20
vastly improve the representation of black, indigenous, and people of 21
color, as well as women, in manufacturing ownership and within the 22
workforce across all levels of manufacturing.23

(48) $4,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 24
fiscal year 2025 is provided solely for the Washington state public 25
stadium authority to modernize interior stadium infrastructure. 26
Funding is provided to improve operational infrastructure such that 27
stadium can accommodate and attract mega events benefiting the state. 28
Improvements will include, but are not limited to, installing new 29
seating, improving ADA access, upgrading hospitality features, and 30
making security enhancements.31

(49)(a) $1,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 32
fiscal year 2025 is provided solely for the department to provide 33
grants to eligible sports commissions to support activities promoting 34
sports tourism, sporting events, and tournaments, and fostering 35
economic and community development.36

(b) An "eligible sports commission" under this subsection means 37
an entity whose primary purpose is to promote tourism through hosting 38
sporting events in Washington state. Entities may be independent 39
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nonprofit organizations or a division of a regional or national 1
convention or visitors bureau.2

(c) The department must develop application criteria and eligible 3
uses of funds for the grant program.4

(d) In determining the distribution of grant awards under this 5
subsection, the department may allocate funds in proportion to the 6
population of the county or counties in which the eligible sports 7
commission conducts its activities.8

(e) The department must develop reporting requirements for grant 9
recipients, including but not limited to how grant funds are used. 10
All grant recipients must report back to the department by June 30, 11
2025.12

(50) $300,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 13
year 2024 and $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 14
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the city of Seattle to lease 15
space for nonprofit and academic institutions to incubate technology 16
business startups, especially those focusing on artificial 17
intelligence and develop and teach curricula to skill up workers to 18
use artificial intelligence as a business resource.19

(1) The department is authorized to require an applicant to pay 9
an application fee to cover the cost of reviewing the project and 10
preparing an advisory opinion on whether a proposed electric 11
generation project or conservation resource qualifies to meet 12
mandatory conservation targets.13

(2)(a) $50,000,000 of the electric vehicle incentive account—14
state appropriation is provided solely for the department to 15
implement programs and incentives that promote the purchase of or 16
conversion to alternative fuel vehicles. The department must work 17
with the interagency electric vehicle coordinating council to develop 18
and implement alternative fuel vehicle programs and incentives.19

(b) In developing and implementing programs and incentives under 20
this subsection, the department must prioritize programs and 21
incentives that:22

(i) Will serve individuals living in an overburdened community, 23
as defined in RCW 70A.02.010;24

to in National Wildlife Federation et al. v. National Marine 2
Fisheries Service et al. in October 2021.3

(c) The department shall provide a status update to the energy 4
and environment committees of the legislature and governor's office 5
by December 31, 2024.6

(((9))) (6) $10,664,000 of the climate commitment account—state 7
appropriation is provided solely for the department to administer a 8
pilot program to provide grants and technical assistance to support 9
planning, predevelopment, and installation of commercial, dual-use 10
solar power demonstration projects. Eligible grant recipients may 11
include, but are not limited to, nonprofit organizations, public 12
entities, and federally recognized tribes.13

(((10))) (7) $20,592,000 of the climate commitment account—state 14
appropriation is provided solely for the department to administer a 15
grant program to assist owners of public buildings in covering the 16
costs of conducting an investment grade energy audit for those 17
buildings. Public buildings include those owned by state and local 18
governments, tribes, and school districts.19

(((11))) (8)(a) $300,000 of the climate commitment account—state 20
appropriation is provided solely for the department to develop 21
recommendations on a design for a statewide energy assistance program 22
to address the energy burden and provide access to energy assistance 23
for low-income households. The department may contract with a third-24
party entity to complete the work required in this subsection.25

(b) The recommendations must include considerations for data 26
collection on the energy burden and assistance need of households, 27
universal intake coordination and data sharing across statewide 28
programs serving low-income households, program eligibility, 29
enrollment, multilingual services, outreach and community engagement, 30
program administration, funding, and reporting.31

(c) By January 1, 2024, the department must submit a report with 32
the recommendations to the appropriate committees of the legislature.33

(((12))) (9) $250,000 of the climate commitment account—state 34
appropriation is provided solely for a grant to a nonprofit for a 35
smart buildings education program to educate building owners and 36
operators about smart building practices and technologies, including 37
the development of onsite and digital trainings that detail how to 38
operate residential and commercial facilities in an energy efficient 39
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manner. The grant recipient must be located in a city with a 1
population of more than 700,000 and must serve anyone within 2
Washington with an interest in better understanding energy efficiency 3
in commercial and institutional buildings.4

(((13))) (10) $111,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 5
for fiscal year 2024 and $109,000 of the general fund—state 6
appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for 7
implementation of Second Substitute House Bill No. 1390 (district 8
energy systems). ((If the bill is not enacted by June 30, 2023, the 9
amounts provided in this subsection shall lapse.10

(14))) (11) $3,152,000 of the climate commitment account—state 11
appropriation is provided solely for implementation of Engrossed 12
Second Substitute House Bill No. 1216 (clean energy siting). ((If the 13
bill is not enacted by June 30, 2023, the amount provided in this 14
subsection shall lapse.15

(15))) (12) $167,000 of the natural climate solutions account—16
state appropriation is provided solely for implementation of 17
Engrossed Second Substitute House Bill No. 1170 (climate response 18
strategy). ((If the bill is not enacted by June 30, 2023, the amount 19
provided in this subsection shall lapse.20

(16))) (13) $250,000 of the climate commitment account—state 21
appropriation is provided solely for the department to convene 22
stakeholders and plan for a statewide energy rebate navigator aimed 23
at assisting residential and small commercial buildings, with 24
priority for buildings owned or occupied by low-income, Black, 25
indigenous, and people of color and converting overburdened 26
communities to clean energy. Of this amount:27

(a) $50,000 of the climate commitment account—state appropriation 28
is for the department to convene a summit of stakeholders around 29
building energy topics related to the development of a statewide 30
energy rebate navigator, including initial and ongoing guidance 31
regarding program design and implementation. The summit should 32
develop recommendations for the program to improve and grow, 33
addressing gaps in program design and implementation, outreach into 34
overburdened communities, HEAL Act compliance, workforce development 35
issues, and contractor needs.36

(b) $200,000 of the climate commitment account—state 37
appropriation is for statewide rebate navigator evaluation and 38
project planning, which shall include:39
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(i) Evaluation of how technical assistance can focus on serving 1
Black, indigenous, and people of color, and low-income communities;2

(ii) Research of existing data and software solutions the state 3
can leverage to provide a one-stop-shop for energy improvements;4

(iii) Evaluation of program delivery models to optimize energy 5
service delivery, including realizing economies of scale and reaching 6
high rates of penetration in overburdened communities, indigenous 7
communities, and communities of color;8

(iv) Evaluation and cultivation of potential program implementers 9
who are qualified to deliver navigator program services, including 10
community energy efficiency program grantees; and11

(v) Evaluation and cultivation of qualified potential energy 12
services providers, including providers owned by Black, indigenous, 13
and people of color, utility trade ally programs, and weatherization 14
plus health weatherization agencies.15

(((17))) (14) $33,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 16
fiscal year 2024 and $17,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 17
for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for implementation of 18
Engrossed Substitute House Bill No. 1329 (utility shutoffs/heat). 19
((If the bill is not enacted by June 30, 2023, the amounts provided 20
in this subsection shall lapse.21

(18))) (15) $93,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 22
fiscal year 2024 and $96,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 23
for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for implementation of Second 24
Substitute House Bill No. 1032 (wildfires/electric utilities). ((If 25
the bill is not enacted by June 30, 2023, the amounts provided in 26
this subsection shall lapse.27

(19))) (16)(a) $200,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 28
for fiscal year 2024 and $50,000 of the general fund—state 29
appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the 30
department to contract with a third-party entity to conduct a study 31
that analyzes how the economic impact of oil refining in Washington 32
state is likely to impact Washington's refineries, refinery workers, 33
and refinery communities. By December 31, 2024, the report must be 34
distributed to the energy and environment committees of the state 35
legislature.36

(b) The study required in (a) of this subsection must include:37
(i) An overview of Washington's five oil refineries including: 38

Location, age, workforce demographics, direct and indirect jobs 39
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connected with the industry, health and environmental impacts, local 1
tax revenues paid by refineries, and primary and secondary products 2
and markets;3

(ii) A summary of projected scenarios for Washington refineries' 4
primary markets, taking into account realistic, real world outcomes, 5
given existing mandated decarbonization targets, feedstock 6
availability, and statutes that impact Washington refinery products;7

(iii) A summary of anticipated short-term, medium-term, and long-8
term economic viability of the five Washington oil refineries based 9
on refinery product demand forecasts as outlined in (b)(ii) of this 10
subsection;11

(iv) A forecast of direct and indirect effects of the projected 12
petroleum decline, including indirect employment impacts, the 13
geography of those impacts, and impacts to local jurisdictions, 14
utilities, ports, and special purpose districts from reduction in tax 15
revenues, and impacts to local nonprofits and community programs from 16
the refining industry;17

(v) An assessment of potential future uses of refinery sites that 18
include energy industrial, nonenergy industrial, heavy manufacturing, 19
and industrial symbiosis, including an assessment of previously 20
closed refinery sites throughout the United States and current use of 21
those sites. Each potential future use shall be assessed and include 22
data regarding: Greenhouse gas emissions, local pollution and 23
environmental health, direct and indirect employment benefits, 24
estimated tax impacts, potential costs to Washington residents, and 25
feasibility based on relevant market trends; and an assessment of 26
previously closed refinery sites throughout the United States and 27
current use of those sites;28

(vi) The competitive position of Washington refineries to produce 29
alternative fuels consistent with Washington's emissions reductions 30
defined in RCW 70A.45.020, the anticipated regional, national, and 31
global demand for these fuels between 2023 and 2050; and the likely 32
employment, tax, environmental, cultural, and treaty impacts of 33
refinery conversion to these alternative fuels;34

(vii) An identification of refinery workers' skillsets, potential 35
alternative sectors and industries of employment, an assessment and 36
comparison of total compensation and benefit packages including 37
retirement and health care programs of current and alternative jobs, 38
impacts to apprenticeship utilization, and the current and expected 39
availability of those jobs in Pierce, Skagit, and Whatcom counties;40
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(viii) A land and water remediation analysis; including cost 1
estimates, current terrestrial and aquatic pollution mapping, an 2
overview of existing policies and regulations that determine 3
accountability for cleanup and identifies gaps that may leave local 4
and state taxpayers financially liable, and an assessment of the 5
workforce and skills required for potential cleanup;6

(ix) A summary of existing petroleum refining capacity and trends 7
in Washington, the United States, and internationally; and8

(x) An assessment of decline or loss of tax revenues supporting 9
state environmental programs including the model toxics control act, 10
the pollution liability insurance agency, and other programs, as well 11
as the decline or loss of transportation gas tax revenues.12

(c) The department may require data and analysis from refinery 13
owners and operators to inform the study. Pursuant to RCW 42.56.270, 14
data shared or obtained in the course of this study is not subject to 15
public disclosure. Where unavailable, the department and entity 16
commissioned to complete the study shall rely on the best available 17
public data.18

(d) The study must include a robust public engagement process 19
including local and state elected officials, labor groups, fence line 20
communities, port districts, economic development associations, and 21
environmental organizations in Skagit, Whatcom, and Pierce counties, 22
and the five Washington refineries.23

(e) The department must offer early, meaningful, and individual 24
consultation with any affected Indian tribe for the purpose of 25
understanding potential impacts to tribal rights and resources 26
including cultural resources, archaeological sites, sacred sites, 27
fisheries, and human health.28

(((21))) (17) $600,000 of the climate commitment account—state 29
appropriation is provided solely for implementation of Engrossed 30
Substitute Senate Bill No. 5447 (alternative jet fuel). ((If the bill 31
is not enacted by June 30, 2023, the amounts provided in this 32
subsection shall lapse.33

(22))) (18) $1,000,000 of the climate commitment account—state 34
appropriation is provided solely for a grant to the Yakama Nation for 35
an advanced rail energy storage project.36

(19) $800,000 of the climate commitment account—state 37
appropriation is provided solely to contract with a nonprofit entity 38
to serve as a Washington state green bank. The purpose of the funds 39
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is to leverage federal funds available for green bank development to 1
support development of sustainable and clean energy financing 2
solutions within Washington. If Initiative Measure No. 2117 is 3
approved at the 2024 general election, upon the effective date of the 4
measure, funds from the consolidated climate account may not be used 5
for the purposes in this subsection.6

(20) $2,500,000 of the climate commitment account—state 7
appropriation is provided solely for the department to build an 8
internet web portal for grant seekers and to establish a marketing 9
and outreach campaign that makes information about funding 10
opportunities widely available. Of the amount provided in this 11
subsection:12

(a) $1,000,000 of the climate commitment account—state 13
appropriation is provided solely for the department to build an 14
internet web portal that provides a centralized location for grant 15
seekers to find all state and federal grant and incentive 16
opportunities in the energy, climate, and clean technology sectors. 17
The portal shall include, but is not limited to, an interactive 18
internet website that is launched to include, at a minimum, 19
information identifying every grant administered by the state and 20
incentive opportunities that will provide clean energy and climate 21
assistance. The department, in consultation with the governor's 22
office, shall ensure that the internet website is accessible and 23
provides helpful information to a diverse set of potential applicants 24
including, but not limited to, nonprofit and community-based 25
organizations, and other entities that are working to support and 26
benefit tribes, rural communities, and vulnerable and overburdened 27
communities. Funds provided in this subsection (a) may not be 28
expended or obligated prior to January 1, 2025. If Initiative Measure 29
No. 2117 is approved in the general election, this subsection (a) is 30
null and void upon the effective date of the measure.31

(b) $1,500,000 of the climate commitment account—state 32
appropriation is provided solely for the department to establish a 33
marketing and outreach campaign that makes information about funding 34
opportunities widely available and easy to understand, encouraging 35
more people and organizations to participate. The department shall 36
work with consultants and third-party administrators to identify a 37
range of groups including tribes, vulnerable and overburdened 38
communities, rural communities, local governments, businesses of all 39
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sizes, households, nonprofits, educational institutions, and the 1
clean energy developers and clean tech manufacturers that would 2
benefit from state and federal funding available for clean energy 3
projects. The campaign shall include a comprehensive marketing and 4
outreach strategy, using various ways to communicate, ensuring all 5
materials are clear, simple, and available in multiple languages, and 6
employing best practices for communicating with diverse and 7
underserved communities. The department, along with selected partners 8
and third-party administrators, shall work with organizations 9
directly serving these communities to extend the reach of these 10
communications, with a goal of directing at least 40 percent of the 11
marketing and outreach funds expended to benefit vulnerable 12
populations in overburdened communities. If Initiative Measure No. 13
2117 is approved at the 2024 general election, upon the effective 14
date of the measure, funds from the consolidated climate account may 15
not be used for the purposes in this subsection (b).16

(21)(a) $5,000,000 of the climate commitment account—state 17
appropriation is provided solely for the department to administer a 18
program to assist community-based organizations, local governments, 19
ports, tribes, and other entities to access federal tax incentives 20
and grants. Eligible entities for the program include, but are not 21
limited to, local governments in Washington, tribal governments and 22
tribal entities, community-based organizations, housing authorities, 23
ports, transit agencies, nonprofit organizations, and for-profit 24
businesses. The department shall prioritize assistance that benefits 25
vulnerable populations in overburdened communities, with a goal of 26
directing at least 25 percent of funds to this purpose.27

(b) Within the amounts provided in (a) of this subsection, the 28
department must contract with a nonprofit organization to provide the 29
following services:30

(i) Development of tax guidance resources for clean energy tax 31
credits, including core legal documents to be used broadly across 32
stakeholders;33

(ii) Providing tailored marketing materials for these resources 34
targeting underserved entities; and35

(iii) Providing funds to subcontract with clean energy tax 36
attorneys to pilot office hours style support available to eligible 37
entities across the state.38

(c) If Initiative Measure No. 2117 is approved at the 2024 39
general election, upon the effective date of the measure, funds from 40
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the consolidated climate account may not be used for the purposes in 1
this subsection.2

(22)(a) $2,500,000 of the climate commitment account—state 3
appropriation is provided solely for the department to support a 4
tribal clean energy innovation and training center in partnership and 5
colocated at Northwest Indian College. The center aims to support 6
tribal energy goals and pursue clean energy deployment opportunities 7
that enhance tribal energy sovereignty and well-being among tribes.8

(b) Activities of the center include, but are not limited to: (i) 9
Developing technical training offerings that could build the tribal 10
workforce pipeline, especially in emerging technologies like 11
geothermal heat pumps and hydrogen technologies, and provide economic 12
development opportunities and resources to the region; (ii) 13
researching and demonstrating the feasibility of innovative clean 14
energy technologies that also nourish and protect the environment; 15
and (iii) creating a model for tribal clean energy centers that can 16
be adopted by other tribal colleges in the region to establish clean 17
energy deployment and land use best practices built on tribal 18
knowledge.19

(c) If Initiative Measure No. 2117 is approved at the 2024 20
general election, upon the effective date of the measure, funds from 21
the consolidated climate account may not be used for the purposes in 22
this subsection.23

(23) $4,500,000 of the climate commitment account—state 24
appropriation is provided solely for the department to administer a 25
grant program to assist community-based organizations, local 26
governments, ports, tribes, and other entities to author federal 27
grant applications and to provide support for federal grant reporting 28
for entities that receive federal grants. The department will 29
determine a process for prioritizing applicants, including first time 30
or underserved applicants, tribes, and rural areas of the state. The 31
state may also partner with third-party administrators and regional 32
and local partners, such as associate development organizations and 33
other local nonprofits to ensure equitable access to resources. 34
Eligible entities for the program include, but are not limited to, 35
local governments in Washington, tribal governments and tribal 36
entities, community-based organizations, housing authorities, ports, 37
transit agencies, nonprofit organizations, and for-profit businesses. 38
The department shall prioritize grants that provide benefit to 39
vulnerable populations in overburdened communities, with a goal of 40
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directing at least 60 percent of funds to this purpose. If Initiative 1
Measure No. 2117 is approved at the 2024 general election, upon the 2
effective date of the measure, funds from the consolidated climate 3
account may not be used for the purposes in this subsection.4

(24) $539,000 of the climate commitment account—state 5
appropriation is provided solely for the department to develop plans 6
to test hydrogen combustion and resulting nitrogen oxides (NOx) 7
emissions, technical assistance for strategic end uses of hydrogen, a 8
feasibility assessment regarding underground storage of hydrogen in 9
Washington, and an environmental justice toolkit for hydrogen 10
projects. If Initiative Measure No. 2117 is approved in the 2024 11
general election, upon the effective date of the measure, funds from 12
the consolidated climate account may not be used for the purposes in 13
this subsection.14

(25) $1,112,000 of the climate commitment account—state 15
appropriation is provided solely for implementation of Second 16
Engrossed Substitute House Bill No. 1282 (buy clean and buy fair), 17
including to develop and maintain a publicly accessible database for 18
covered projects to submit environmental and working conditions data, 19
to convene a technical work group, and to develop legislative 20
reports. If the bill is not enacted by June 30, 2024, the amount 21
provided in this subsection shall lapse. Funds provided in this 22
subsection may not be expended or obligated prior to January 1, 2025. 23
If Initiative Measure No. 2117 is approved in the general election, 24
the amount provided in this subsection shall lapse upon the effective 25
date of the measure.26

(26) $3,500,000 of the climate commitment account—state 27
appropriation is provided solely for the department to provide and 28
facilitate access to energy assistance programs, including 29
incentives, energy audits, and rebate programs to retrofit homes and 30
small businesses. Funds provided in this subsection may not be 31
expended or obligated prior to January 1, 2025. If Initiative Measure 32
No. 2117 is approved in the general election, this subsection is null 33
and void upon the effective date of the measure.34

(27) $750,000 of the climate commitment account—state 35
appropriation is provided solely for the department to provide 36
technical assistance and education materials to help counties 37
establish effective commercial property assessed clean energy and 38
resiliency (C-PACER) programs. Funds provided in this subsection may 39
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not be expended or obligated prior to January 1, 2025. If Initiative 1
Measure No. 2117 is approved in the general election, this subsection 2
is null and void upon the effective date of the measure.3

(28) $3,000,000 of the climate commitment account—state 4
appropriation is provided solely for the department to establish a 5
Washington clean energy ambassadors program. This program will offer 6
education, planning, technical assistance, and community engagement 7
across the state. Ambassadors will link local entities with resources 8
and best practices to enable clean energy access for all communities 9
and promote a just transition to a net-zero economy. The department 10
must prioritize providing meaningful benefits to vulnerable 11
populations in overburdened communities as defined under RCW 12
70A.02.010. Funds provided in this subsection may not be expended or 13
obligated prior to January 1, 2025. If Initiative Measure No. 2117 is 14
approved in the general election, this subsection is null and void 15
upon the effective date of the measure. This program must:16

(a) Identify a pilot cohort of intermediary organizations;17
(b) Recruit and train clean energy ambassadors;18
(c) Host community energy and resilience educational events and 19

workshops; and20
(d) Provide technical assistance to help governments, community-21

based organizations, businesses, and communities obtain clean energy 22
resources.23

(29) $150,000,000 of the climate commitment account—state 24
appropriation is provided solely for the department to provide clean 25
energy for Washington families grants for public and private electric 26
utilities to provide bill credits for low-income and moderate-income 27
residential electricity customers to help with the clean energy 28
transition in the amount of $200 per household, by September 15, 29
2024. Low and moderate-income is defined as less than 150 percent of 30
area median income. Utilities must prioritize customers in vulnerable 31
populations in overburdened communities as defined under RCW 32
70A.02.010, such as those that have participated in the low-income 33
home energy assistance program, utility payment plans, or ratepayer-34
funded assistance programs. Utilities must first prioritize bill 35
credits for customers at or below 80 percent area median income and 36
if funds remain, may expand bill credits for customers up to 150 37
percent of area median income. Utilities may qualify customers 38
through self-attestation. Utilities may, but are not required to, 39
work with community action agencies to administer these funds. Each 40
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utility shall disburse funds directly to customer accounts and adhere 1
to program communications guidelines provided by the department. 2
Utilities may use up to five percent of their grant funds for 3
administrative costs associated with the disbursement of funds 4
provided in this subsection. If Initiative Measure No. 2117 is 5
approved in the 2024 general election, upon the effective date of the 6
measure, funds from the consolidated climate account may not be used 7
for the purposes in this subsection.8

(30) $350,000 of the climate commitment account—state 9
appropriation is provided solely for the authority to contract with 10
Tacoma power, to conduct a feasibility study, including scoping 11
project costs, on pumped storage at Tacoma power's Mossyrock dam. The 12
contract is exempt from the competitive procurement requirements in 13
chapter 39.26 RCW. Funds provided in this subsection may not be 14
expended or obligated prior to January 1, 2025. If Initiative Measure 15
No. 2117 is approved in the general election, this subsection is null 16
and void upon the effective date of the measure.17

(31) $1,000,000 of the natural climate solutions account—state 18
appropriation is provided solely for the department to provide grants 19
to the following public utility districts for the costs of relocating 20
utilities necessitated by fish barrier removal projects: Clallam, 21
Grays Harbor, Jefferson, Kittitas, Mason public utility district no. 22
1, Mason public utility district no. 2, Skagit, and Thurston. Funds 23
provided in this subsection may not be expended or obligated prior to 24
January 1, 2025. If Initiative Measure No. 2117 is approved in the 25
general election, this subsection is null and void upon the effective 26
date of the measure.27

(32)(a) $600,000 of the climate commitment account—state 28
appropriation is provided solely for the department to administer a 29
grant program for cities and counties to establish permitting 30
processes that rely on the online automated permit processing 31
software developed by the national renewable energy laboratory and 32
that applies to any combination of the following permitting: Solar, 33
energy storage, electric vehicle charging infrastructure, or other 34
similar clean energy applications included within the suite of 35
capabilities of the online automated permit processing software. To 36
be eligible for grant funding under this subsection, a city or county 37
is only required to submit a notice of their intent to participate in 38
the program.39
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(b) The department must award grants of no less than $20,000 to 1
each city or county that provides notice by December 1, 2024.2

(c) In the event that more than a total of 30 cities and counties 3
notify the department of their intent to participate in the program, 4
the department must prioritize jurisdictions based on:5

(i) The timeline on which the jurisdiction is willing to commit 6
to transitioning to the online automated permit processing software; 7
and8

(ii) The total number of covered permits expected to be issued by 9
the jurisdiction, based on recent historical permit data submitted to 10
the department by the city or county.11

(d) In the event that fewer than 30 cities and counties notify 12
the department of their intent to participate in the program, the 13
department may allocate a greater amount of financial assistance than 14
a standard minimum grant of $20,000 to jurisdictions that expect to 15
experience comparatively high costs to transition to the online 16
automated permit processing software.17

(e) The department may use up to five percent of the amount 18
provided in this subsection for administrative costs.19

(f) Funds provided in this subsection may not be expended or 20
obligated prior to January 1, 2025. If Initiative Measure No. 2117 is 21
approved in the general election, this subsection is null and void 22
upon the effective date of the measure.23

(33) $1,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 24
fiscal year 2025 is provided solely for a grant to a nonprofit social 25
service organization located in King county's Rainier Valley 26
neighborhood with an innovative learning center. Funding must be used 27
to support an electrification preapprenticeship program for formerly 28
incarcerated individuals and community members who are low income or 29
homeless that offers hands-on technical training targeting clean 30
energy methods that will align the participant's qualifications with 31
solar technician apprenticeships and employment opportunities.32

(34) $250,000 of the climate commitment account—state 33
appropriation is provided solely for the department to contract with 34
a nonprofit entity that represents the maritime industry to develop 35
and publish a strategic framework regarding the production, supply, 36
and use of sustainable maritime fuels and deployment of low and zero-37
emissions vessel technologies in Washington. Funding under this 38
subsection may be used for activities including, but not limited to, 39
convening stakeholders and building organizational capacity. 40
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Stakeholder engagement pursuant to this subsection shall include, at 1
a minimum, engagement with federal and state agencies, ports, 2
industry, labor, research institutions, nongovernmental 3
organizations, and relevant federally recognized tribes. The 4
department shall submit a copy of the strategic framework and 5
findings to the legislature and the governor by June 30, 2025. Funds 6
provided in this subsection may not be expended or obligated prior to 7
January 1, 2025. If Initiative Measure No. 2117 is approved in the 8
general election, this subsection is null and void upon the effective 9
date of the measure.10

(35) $182,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 11
year 2024 is provided solely for wildfire recovery costs from the 12
Gray wildfire that impacted the city of Medical Lake. Recovery costs 13
include procurement of water for firefighting, restoration of water 14
and sewer infrastructure, replacement of water meters, emergency 15
sewer capping, and various other costs associated with wildfire 16
recovery.17

include how funding was spent compared to the budget spending plan 22
for the prior quarter by fiscal month and what the ensuing quarter 23
budget will be by fiscal month. All reporting must be separated by 24
phase of one Washington subprojects. The written report must also 25

(iv) A report on budget spending plan by fiscal month by phase 38
compared to actual spending by fiscal month, and the projected 39
spending plan by fiscal month for the ensuing quarter; and40
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(v) A report on current financial office performance metrics that 1
at least 10 state agencies use, to include the monthly performance 2
data, that began July 1, 2021.3

subsection, the director of the office of financial management must 5
review and approve the spending in writing.6

(h) The legislature intends to provide additional funding for 7
fiscal year 2025 costs for phase 1A (agency financial reporting 8
system replacement) to be completed, which is scheduled to be done by 9
June 30, 2025.10

(((4))) (3) $250,000 of the office of financial management 11
central services account—state appropriation is provided solely for a 12
dedicated information technology budget staff for the work associated 13
with statewide information technology projects that at least are 14
subject to the conditions, limitations, and review requirements of 15
section 701 of this act and are under the oversight of the office of 16
the chief information officer. The staff will be responsible for 17
providing a monthly financial report after each fiscal month close to 18
fiscal staff of the senate ways and means and house appropriations 19
committees to reflect at least:20

(a) Fund balance of the information technology pool account after 21
each fiscal month close;22

(b) Amount by information technology project, differentiated if 23
in the technology pool or the agency budget, of what funding has been 24
approved to date and for the last fiscal month;25

(c) Amount by agency of what funding has been approved to date 26
and for the last fiscal month;27

(d) Total amount approved to date, differentiated if in the 28

(e) A projection for the information technology pool account by 30
fiscal month through the 2023-2025 fiscal biennium close, and a 31
calculation spent to date as a percentage of the total appropriation;32

(f) A projection of each information technology project spending 33
compared to budget spending plan by fiscal month through the 34
2023-2025 fiscal biennium, and a calculation of amount spent to date 35
as a percentage of total project cost; and36

(g) A list of agencies and projects that have not yet applied for 37
nor been approved for funding by the office of financial management.38
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(((5))) (4) $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 1
fiscal year 2024 and $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 2
for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for implementation of 3
chapter 245, Laws of 2022 (state boards, etc./stipends).4

(((6) $137,000)) (5) $39,000 of the climate investment account—5
state appropriation is provided solely for the office of financial 6
management to complete an analysis of laws regulating greenhouse gas 7
emissions as required by RCW 70A.65.200(10).8

(((7))) (6) $3,060,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation 9
and $4,485,000 of the climate commitment account—state appropriation 10
are provided solely for implementation of Second Substitute House 11
Bill No. 1176 (climate-ready communities). ((If the bill is not 12
enacted by June 30, 2023, the amounts provided in this subsection 13
shall lapse.)) A minimum of 60 percent of climate service corps 14
positions created pursuant to the bill shall be provided to members 15
of vulnerable populations in overburdened communities as defined in 16
RCW 70A.65.010, the climate commitment act.17

(((8))) (7) $366,000 of the office of financial management 18
central services account—state appropriation is provided solely for 19
implementation of Engrossed Substitute Senate Bill No. 5512 (higher 20
ed. financial reports). ((If the bill is not enacted by June 30, 21
2023, the amount provided in this subsection shall lapse.22

(9))) (8) Within existing resources, the labor relations section 23
shall produce a report annually on workforce data and trends for the 24
previous fiscal year. At a minimum, the report must include a 25
workforce profile; information on employee compensation, including 26
salaries and cost of overtime; and information on retention, 27
including average length of service and workforce turnover.28

(((10))) (9) $298,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 29
fiscal year 2024 is provided solely for the office of financial 30
management to convene a task force created in section 913 of this act 31
to identify, plan, and make recommendations on the conversion of the 32
Naselle youth camp property and facilities to an alternate use. Staff 33
support for the task force must be provided by the office of 34
financial management.35

(((11))) (10) Within existing resources, the office of financial 36
management shall convene a work group with the goal to improve the 37
state salary survey and provide employees with a voice in the 38
process. The work group shall consist of five employees from the 39
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office of financial management, five representatives from employee 1
labor organizations to act as a coalition on behalf of all labor 2
organizations representing state employees, and one chairperson 3
appointed by the director of the office of financial management, to 4
share information and identify concerns with the state salary survey 5
and benchmark job descriptions. By December 31, 2023, the work group 6
shall provide a report of identified concerns to the fiscal and state 7
government committees of the legislature and the director of the 8
office of financial management.9

faced with discharging patients from acute care settings and 15
postacute care capacity by July 1, 2023.16

(b) The task force shall consist of six members, one from each of 17
the following:18

(i) The governor's office;19
(ii) The health care authority;20
(iii) The department of social and health services;21
(iv) The Washington state hospital association;22
(v) Harborview medical center; and23
(vi) Postacute care provider organizations.24
(c) In consultation with stakeholder groups, the governor's 25

office will identify task force members.26
(d) The task force shall provide recommendations to the governor 27

(14))) (13) $772,000 of the climate investment account—state 27
appropriation is provided solely for the office to develop a data 28
portal and other materials and strategies to improve public and 29
community understanding of expenditures, funding opportunities, and 30
grants, from climate commitment act accounts. The development of the 31
data portal must be coordinated with the department of ecology and 32
the expenditure tracking process described in section 302(13) of this 33
act. "Climate commitment act accounts" means the carbon emissions 34
reduction account created in RCW 70A.65.240, the climate commitment 35
account created in RCW 70A.65.260, the natural climate solutions 36
account created in RCW 70A.65.270, the climate investment account 37
created in RCW 70A.65.250, the air quality and health disparities 38
improvement account created in RCW 70A.65.280, the climate transit 39
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programs account created in RCW 46.68.500, and the climate active 1
transportation account created in RCW 46.68.490.2

(((15))) (14)(a) $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 3
for fiscal year 2024 and $250,000 of the general fund—state 4
appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for a joint 5
legislative and executive committee on behavioral health, with 6
members as provided in this subsection:7

(i) The president of the senate shall appoint three legislative 8
members, including a chair of a senate committee that includes 9
behavioral health within its jurisdiction and a member of the 10
children and youth behavioral health work group;11

(ii) The speaker of the house of representatives shall appoint 12
three legislative members, including a chair of a house committee 13
that includes behavioral health within its jurisdiction and a member 14
of the children and youth behavioral health work group;15

(iii) The governor or his or her designee;16
(iv) The secretary of the department of social and health 17

services or his or her designee;18
(v) The director of the health care authority or his or her 19

designee;20
(vi) The insurance commissioner or his or her designee;21
(vii) The secretary of the department of health or his or her 22

(v) Reviewing the integrated care initiative on access to timely 32
and appropriate behavioral health services for individuals with acute 33
behavioral health needs; and34

(vi)(A) Developing a strategy of actions that the state may take 35
to prepare for the future demographic trends in the population and 36
building the necessary capacity to meet these demands, including but 37
not limited to:38

(I) Exploring the role that education, housing and homelessness 39
response systems, the criminal legal system, primary health care, and 40
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insurance systems have in the identification and treatment of 1
behavioral health issues;2

(II) Evaluating behavioral health workforce demand and workforce 3
education, training, and continuing education requirements; and4

(III) Statutory and regulatory changes to promote the most 5
efficient use of resources, such as simplifying administrative 6
procedures, facilitating access to services and supports systems, and 7
improving transitions between care settings.8

shall lapse.))6

(17) $50,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 7
year 2025 is provided solely for the purchase and distribution of 8
accessible technology and devices to support the employment and 9
reasonable accommodation for state employees with disabilities. The 10
office may use funds to purchase accessible technology and devices or 11
the office may provide funds to agencies that employ persons with a 12
disability to purchase accessibility devices such as screen readers, 13
large button/print equipment, magnifiers, accessibility software, and 14
other equipment.15

(20)(a) $20,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 8
fiscal year 2024 and $120,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 9
for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the office to contract 10
with a third party to complete market research on incarcerated 11
individual communication rates in the United States. The market 12
research must include:13

(i) Detail by state on the amount each state pays to the vendor 14
contracted to provide communication service rates and rate structures 15
for incarcerated individuals at discrete points of time to include, 16
at least, January 1, 2024, January 1, 2020, and January 1, 2015 for, 17
at least but not limited to:18

(A) Voice communication;19
(B) Video communication;20
(C) Email communication; and21
(D) Text messaging communication;22
(ii) The amount families paid in total for a state's contracted 23

telecom vendor each state fiscal year for at least fiscal years 2018, 24
2019, 2020, 2021, 2022, and 2023;25

(iii) Comparative market research analysis on rate structures 26
over time, how those rates compare to the telecommunication fees over 27
the same time, and how the market is anticipated to change by 28
calendar year from calendar year 2024 through calendar year 2030;29

(iv) Analysis on how many states provide at least voice 30
communication services or any other communication services free of 31
charge to the person initiating and the person receiving the 32
communication and what calendar date that began; and33

(v) Comparative analysis of any impacted rate structures, and at 34
least those in (a)(i) of this subsection, before communication 35
services are made free of charge to the person initiating and the 36
person receiving the communication compared to the new negotiated 37
rate structures, and at least those in (a)(i) of this subsection, 38
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after communication services are made free of charge to the person 1
initiating and the person receiving the communication.2

(b) The report must be submitted to the governor and the 3
appropriate policy and fiscal committees of the legislature by 4
December 31, 2024.5

(21) $200,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 6
year 2025 is provided solely for the office of financial management 7
to evaluate the timeline and effectiveness of services supporting 8
agency requests to downsize, acquire, expand, or relocate state 9
facilities.

retention of county-level elections staff:24
(A) Implementing ranked-choice voting;25
(B) Shifting local government elections to even-numbered years; 26

and27
(C) Negative interactions with voters and other members of the 28

public, such as experiencing harassment and abuse or receiving 29
threats;30

(ii) The demographic information of county-level elections staff;31
(iii) Job market conditions in Washington for elections staff 32

recruitment and retention; and33
(iv) Elections staffing models in other states, including in 34

states that use ranked-choice voting and states where at least one 35
election has shifted from an odd-numbered year to an even-numbered 36
year.37

(b) The study must also include recommendations for recruiting, 38
hiring, and retaining county-level elections staff in Washington.39
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(c) A final report must be submitted to the governor and the 1
appropriate policy and fiscal committees of the legislature by 2
December 31, 2024.3

(23)(a) $140,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 4
fiscal year 2024 and $210,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 5
for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the office, in 6
coordination with the department of revenue, to conduct a study of 7
costs to the state, whether actual spending or foregone revenue 8
collections, related to nonprofit health care providers, facilities, 9
and insurers.10

(b) The study shall quantify the value of state and federal tax 11
preferences, tax-preferred capital financing such as financing 12
available through the Washington health care facilities authority, 13
and other public reimbursement streams available to nonprofit health 14
care providers, facilities, and insurers outside of payment for 15
health care claims.16

(c) The office must submit a report to the governor and the 17

The study must examine Washington behavioral health system 28
trends, including demand and capacity for voluntary and involuntary 29
behavioral health in-patient treatment, forecasted bed need and 30
current and planned statewide capacity for civil and forensic state 31
hospital populations, short-term civil commitment capacity trends, 32
and trends in prosecutorial forensic referrals.

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occurring conditions including substance use disorders, intellectual 1
or developmental disabilities, traumatic brain disorders, or 2
dementia;3

(C) Integrated service approaches that address medical, housing, 6
vocational, and other needs of behaviorally disabled individuals with 7

(D) Long-term involuntary treatment services for specialized 10
populations such as those with developmental disabilities or 11
dementia;12

(E) Short-term involuntary treatment services;13
(F) Long-term involuntary treatment services for civil conversion 14

patients;15
(G) Out-patient intensive behavioral health treatment including 16

partial hospitalization and intensive outpatient care;17
(H) Crisis response services; and18
(I) Other services that will increase the state's ability to 19

comply with requirements for providing timely admission of competency 20
restoration patients into treatment beds;21

(ii) Review of potential for additional capacity or services on 22
the entirety of the property, including any capital improvements 23
needed to expand services under the options described in (a)(i) of 24
this subsection;25

(iii) Identification and evaluation of strategies to obtain 26
federal matching funding opportunities, specifically focusing on 27
innovative medicaid framework adjustments and the consideration of 28
necessary state plan amendments;29

(iv) Estimated costs, required staffing and workforce 30

(25)(a) $400,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 14
fiscal year 2025 is provided solely for the office to contract with a 15
consultant to collect, review, and analyze data related to vehicular 16
pursuits and to compile a report. The report must include 17
recommendations to the legislature on what data should be collected 18
by law enforcement agencies throughout the state so that the 19
legislature and other policymakers have consistent and uniform 20
information necessary to evaluate policies on vehicular pursuits. The 21
contractor must gather input from individuals and families with lived 22
experience interacting with law enforcement, including Black, 23
indigenous, and communities of color, and incorporate this 24
information into the report and recommendations. The report must:25

The department shall complete medicaid 32
applications in the HealthPlanfinder for households receiving or 33
applying for public assistance benefits.34

(7) The health care authority, the health benefit exchange, the 35
department of social and health services, the department of health, 36
the department of corrections, and the department of children, youth, 37
and families shall work together within existing resources to 38
establish the health and human services enterprise coalition (the 39
coalition). The coalition, led by the health care authority, must be 40
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a multi-organization collaborative that provides strategic direction 1
and federal funding guidance for projects that have cross-2
organizational or enterprise impact, including information technology 3
projects that affect organizations within the coalition. The office 4
of the chief information officer shall maintain a statewide 5
perspective when collaborating with the coalition to ensure that 6
projects are planned for in a manner that ensures the efficient use 7
of state resources, support the adoption of a cohesive technology and 8
data architecture, and maximize federal financial participation. The 9
work of the coalition is subject to the conditions, limitations, and 10
review provided in section 701 of this act.11

(8)(a) The appropriations to the department of social and health 12
services in this act must be expended for the programs and in the 13
amounts specified in this act. However, after May 1, 2024, unless 14
prohibited by this act, the department may transfer general fund—15
state appropriations for fiscal year 2024 among programs and 16
subprograms after approval by the director of the office of financial 17
management. However, the department may not transfer state 18
appropriations that are provided solely for a specified purpose 19
except as expressly provided in (b) of this subsection.20

(b) To the extent that transfers under (a) of this subsection are 21
insufficient to fund actual expenditures in excess of fiscal year 22
2024 caseload forecasts and utilization assumptions in the long-term 23
care, developmental disabilities, and public assistance programs, the 24
department may transfer state appropriations that are provided solely 25
for a specified purpose. The department may not transfer funds, and 26
the director of the office of financial management may not approve 27
the transfer, unless the transfer is consistent with the objective of 28
conserving, to the maximum extent possible, the expenditure of state 29
funds. The director of the office of financial management shall 30
notify the appropriate fiscal committees of the legislature in 31
writing seven days prior to approving any allotment modifications or 32
transfers under this subsection. The written notification shall 33
include a narrative explanation and justification of the changes, 34
along with expenditures and allotments by budget unit and 35
appropriation, both before and after any allotment modifications or 36
transfers.37

(9) The department may not transfer appropriations for the 38
developmental disabilities program to any other program of the 39
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department of social and health services, or between subprograms of 1
the developmental disabilities program itself.2

(1) The state psychiatric hospitals and residential treatment 19
facilities may use funds appropriated in this subsection to purchase 20
goods, services, and supplies through hospital group purchasing 21
organizations when it is cost-effective to do so.22

(2) $311,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 23
year 2024 and $311,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 24
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for a community partnership 25
between western state hospital and the city of Lakewood to support 26
community policing efforts in the Lakewood community surrounding 27
western state hospital. The amounts provided in this subsection are 28
for the salaries, benefits, supplies, and equipment for the city of 29
Lakewood to produce incident and police response reports, investigate 30
potential criminal conduct, assist with charging consultations, 31
liaison between staff and prosecutors, provide staff training on 32
criminal justice procedures, assist with parking enforcement, and 33
attend meetings with hospital staff.34

(3) $45,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 35
year 2024 and $45,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 36
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for payment to the city of 37
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Lakewood for police services provided by the city at western state 1
hospital and adjacent areas.2

(4) $311,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 3
year 2024 and $311,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 4
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the salaries, benefits, 5
supplies, and equipment for one full-time investigator, one full-time 6
police officer, and one full-time community services officer for 7
policing efforts at eastern state hospital.

(15) $61,209,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 4
fiscal year 2024, $70,352,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 5
for fiscal year 2025, and $161,960,000 of the general fund—federal 6
appropriation are provided solely for the implementation of an 7
agreement reached between the governor and the adult family home 8
council under the provisions of chapter 41.56 RCW for the 2023-2025 9
fiscal biennium, as provided in section 907 of this act.10

(16) $1,761,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 11
fiscal year 2024, $1,761,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 12
for fiscal year 2025, and $4,162,000 of the general fund—federal 13
appropriation are provided solely for case managers at the area 14
agencies on aging to coordinate care for medicaid clients with mental 15
illness who are living in their own homes. Work shall be accomplished 16
within existing standards for case management and no requirements 17
will be added or modified unless by mutual agreement between the 18
department of social and health services and area agencies on aging.19

(17) Appropriations provided in this section are sufficient for 20
the department to contract with an organization to provide 21
educational materials, legal services, and attorney training to 22
support persons with dementia. The funding provided in this 23
subsection must be used for:24

(a) An advance care and legal planning toolkit for persons and 25
families living with dementia, designed and made available online and 26
in print. The toolkit should include educational topics including, 27
but not limited to:28

(i) The importance of early advance care, legal, and financial 29
planning;30

(ii) The purpose and application of various advance care, legal, 31
and financial documents;32

(iii) Dementia and capacity;33
(iv) Long-term care financing considerations;34
(v) Elder and vulnerable adult abuse and exploitation;35
(vi) Checklists such as "legal tips for caregivers," "meeting 36

with an attorney," and "life and death planning;"37
(vii) Standardized forms such as general durable power of 38

attorney forms and advance health care directives; and39
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(viii) A selected list of additional resources.1
(b) Webinars about the dementia legal and advance care planning 2

toolkit and related issues and topics with subject area experts. The 3
subject area expert presenters must provide their services in-kind, 4
on a volunteer basis.5

(c) Continuing legal education programs for attorneys to advise 6
and assist persons with dementia. The continuing education programs 7
must be offered at no cost to attorneys who make a commitment to 8
participate in the pro bono program.9

(d) Administrative support costs to develop intake forms and 10
protocols, perform client intake, match participating attorneys with 11
eligible clients statewide, maintain records and data, and produce 12
reports as needed.13

(18) Appropriations provided in this section are sufficient to 14
continue community alternative placement beds that prioritize the 15
transition of clients who are ready for discharge from the state 16
psychiatric hospitals, but who have additional long-term care or 17
developmental disability needs.18

(a) Community alternative placement beds include enhanced service 19
facility beds, adult family home beds, skilled nursing facility beds, 20
shared supportive housing beds, state operated living alternative 21
beds, assisted living facility beds, adult residential care beds, and 22
specialized dementia beds.23

(b) Each client must receive an individualized assessment prior 24
to leaving one of the state psychiatric hospitals. The individualized 25
assessment must identify and authorize personal care, nursing care, 26
behavioral health stabilization, physical therapy, or other necessary 27
services to meet the unique needs of each client. It is the 28
expectation that, in most cases, staffing ratios in all community 29
alternative placement options described in (a) of this subsection 30
will need to increase to meet the needs of clients leaving the state 31
psychiatric hospitals. If specialized training is necessary to meet 32
the needs of a client before he or she enters a community placement, 33
then the person centered service plan must also identify and 34
authorize this training.35

(c) When reviewing placement options, the department must 36
consider the safety of other residents, as well as the safety of 37
staff, in a facility. An initial evaluation of each placement, 38
including any documented safety concerns, must occur within thirty 39
days of a client leaving one of the state psychiatric hospitals and 40
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entering one of the community placement options described in (a) of 1
this subsection. At a minimum, the department must perform two 2
additional evaluations of each placement during the first year that a 3
client has lived in the facility.4

(d) In developing bed capacity, the department shall consider the 5
complex needs of individuals waiting for discharge from the state 6
psychiatric hospitals.7

(19) The annual certification renewal fee for community 8
residential service businesses is $859 per client in fiscal year 2024 9
and $859 per client in fiscal year 2025. The annual certification 10
renewal fee may not exceed the department's annual licensing and 11
oversight activity costs.12

(20) $5,094,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 13
fiscal year 2024 and $5,094,000 of the general fund—state 14
appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for services 15
and support to individuals who are deaf, hard of hearing, or deaf-16
blind.17

(21)(a) $63,938,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 18
fiscal year 2024, $40,714,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 19
for fiscal year 2025, and $110,640,000 of the general fund—federal 20
appropriation are provided solely for rate adjustments for skilled 21
nursing facilities.22

(b) Of the amounts provided in (a) of this subsection, $7,700,000 23
of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2025 and 24
$7,700,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation are provided 25
solely for implementation of Substitute Senate Bill No. 5802 (nursing 26
rate calculation). If the bill is not enacted by June 30, 2024, the 27
amounts provided in (b) of this subsection shall lapse.28

(22) $32,470,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 29
fiscal year 2024, (($34,090,000)) $44,250,000 of the general fund—30
state appropriation for fiscal year 2025, and (($72,783,000)) 31
$84,550,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation are provided 32
solely for rate adjustments for assisted living providers. Of the 33
amounts provided in this subsection:34

(a) $23,751,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 35
fiscal year 2024, (($25,487,000)) $29,399,000 of the general fund—36
state appropriation for fiscal year 2025, and (($54,687,000)) 37
$59,215,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation are provided 38
solely to increase funding of the assisted living medicaid 39

year, on medicaid resident utilization of and access to assisted 6
living facilities.7

(b) $5,505,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 8
year 2024, (($5,389,000)) $6,671,000 of the general fund—state 9
appropriation for fiscal year 2025, and (($11,588,000)) $13,051,000 10
of the general fund—federal appropriation are provided solely for a 11
specialty dementia care rate add-on for all assisted living 12
facilities of $43.48 per patient per day in fiscal year 2024 and 13
$50.00 per patient per day in fiscal year 2025.14

(c) $2,573,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 15
year 2024, (($2,573,000)) $7,539,000 of the general fund—state 16
appropriation for fiscal year 2025, and (($5,146,000)) $10,922,000 of 17
the general fund—federal appropriation are provided solely for a one-18
time bridge rate for assisted living facilities, enhanced adult 19
residential centers, and adult residential centers, with high 20
medicaid occupancy.

(28) $1,297,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 21
fiscal year 2024 and $1,297,000 of the general fund—state 22
appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for community-23
based dementia education and support activities in three areas of the 24
state, including dementia resource catalyst staff and direct services 25
for people with dementia and their caregivers.26

(29) $5,410,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 27

(iv) An estimate of the costs to implement the enhanced behavior 34
support specialty settings and program and any necessary 35
recommendations for legislative actions to facilitate the ability of 36
the department to:37

(A) Enter into contracts and payment arrangements with providers 38
choosing to provide the enhanced behavior support specialty setting 39
and to supplement care in all community-based residential settings 40
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with experts trained in enhanced behavior support so that state-1
operated living alternatives, supported living facilities, and other 2
community-based settings can specialize in the needs of individuals 3
with developmental disabilities who are living with high, complex 4
behavioral support needs;5

(B) Enter into funding agreements with the health care authority 6
for the provision of applied behavioral analysis and other applicable 7
health care services within the community-based residential setting; 8
and9

(C) Provide the enhanced behavior support specialty through a 10
medicaid waiver or other federal authority administered by the 11
department, to the extent consistent with federal law and federal 12
funding requirements to receive federal matching funds.13

(31) (($2,874,000)) $2,551,000 of the general fund—state 14
appropriation for fiscal year 2024, (($2,211,000)) $3,134,000 of the 15
general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2025, and $70,000 of 16
the general fund—federal appropriation are provided solely for the 17
kinship care support program. Of the amounts provided in this 18
subsection:19

(a) (($667,000)) $1,344,000 of the general fund—state 20
appropriation for fiscal year 2024 and $1,944,000 of the general fund21
—state appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the 22
kinship care support program.23

(b) $344,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 24
year 2024 ((is)) and $323,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 25
for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely to continue the kinship 26
navigator case management pilot program.27

(((b) $900,000)) (c) $863,000 of the general fund—state 28
appropriation for fiscal year 2024 ((and $900,000)), $867,000 of the 29
general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2025, and $70,000 of 30
the general fund—federal appropriation are provided solely ((to 31
increase the rates paid to)) for kinship navigators ((and to)), 32
including an increase in the number of kinship navigators so that 33
each area agency on aging has one kinship navigator and King county 34
has two kinship navigators.35

(32) $2,574,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 36

(39) $562,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 27
year 2024, $673,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 28
fiscal year 2025, and $1,244,000 of the general fund—federal 29
appropriation are provided solely to increase rates for long-term 30
care case management services offered by area agencies on aging. The 31
department must include this adjustment in the monthly per client 32
rates paid to these agencies for case management services in the 33
governor's projected maintenance level budget process, in accordance 34

(40) $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 36

(44) $125,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 33
year 2024, $125,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 34
fiscal year 2025, and $250,000 of the general fund—federal 35
appropriation are provided solely for the department, in 36
collaboration with the consumer directed employer and home care 37
agencies, to establish guidelines, collect and analyze data, and 38

(45) $703,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 3
year 2024, $3,297,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 4
fiscal year 2025, and $2,735,000 of the general fund—federal 5
appropriation are provided solely for implementation of Engrossed 6
Second Substitute Senate Bill No. 5440 (competency evaluations). ((If 7
the bill is not enacted by June 30, 2023, the amounts provided in 8
this subsection shall lapse.))9

(46)(a) $4,792,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 10
fiscal year 2024, $4,894,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 11
for fiscal year 2025, and $9,881,000 of the general fund—federal 12
appropriation are provided solely to support providers that are ready 13
to accept patients who are in acute care beds and no longer require 14
inpatient care, but are unable to be transitioned to appropriate 15
postacute care settings. These patients are generally referred to as 16
difficult to discharge hospital patients because of their behaviors.17

(c) Of the amounts provided in (a) of this subsection, $3,838,000 20
of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2024, 21
$3,917,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 22
2025, and $7,911,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation are 23
provided solely for an increase in the daily rate for enhanced 24
services facilities to $596.10 per patient per day.25

(47) $926,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 26
year 2025 is provided solely for the office of the deaf and hard of 27
hearing within the department to establish a work group to address 28
the statewide shortage of qualified and certified American sign 29
language interpreters and protactile interpreters. The work group 30
shall focus on developing training and certification standards, 31
developing strategies for increasing interpreter numbers across all 32
communities, for enhancing professional development, and for creating 33
pathways to allow interpreters to be financially supported to work 34
statewide. The work group shall primarily be comprised of individuals 35
who identify as deaf, deafblind, and hard of hearing who use American 36
sign language or protactile, with priority for members from 37
historically marginalized communities.

sponsors and a study to assess needs and develop recommendations for 32
ongoing supports for this population.33

(b) Of the amounts provided in (a) of this subsection, $350,000 34
of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2024 and 35
$350,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2025 36
are provided solely for sponsorship stabilization funds for eligible 37
unaccompanied children and their sponsors in order to address 38
financial hardship and support household well-being. Stabilization 39
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funds can be used to support the sponsorship household with costs of 1
housing, childcare, transportation, internet and data services, 2
household goods, and other unmet needs. The funds may be provided on 3
behalf of an unaccompanied child when the following eligibility 4
criteria are met:5

(i) The unaccompanied child is between the ages of 0-17, has been 6
placed in Washington under the care of a nonparental sponsor 7
following release from the United States office of refugee 8

(1)(a) During the 2023-2025 fiscal biennium, the health care 36
authority shall provide support and data as required by the office of 37
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the state actuary in providing the legislature with health care 1
actuarial analysis, including providing any information in the 2
possession of the health care authority or available to the health 3
care authority through contracts with providers, plans, insurers, 4
consultants, or any other entities contracting with the health care 5
authority.6

(b) Information technology projects or investments and proposed 7
projects or investments impacting time capture, payroll and payment 8
processes and systems, eligibility, case management, and 9
authorization systems within the health care authority are subject to 10
technical oversight by the office of the chief information officer.11

(2) The health care authority shall not initiate any services 12
that require expenditure of state general fund moneys unless 13
expressly authorized in this act or other law. The health care 14
authority may seek, receive, and spend, under RCW 43.79.260 through 15

(1) The authority shall submit an application to the centers for 5
medicare and medicaid services to renew the 1115 demonstration waiver 6
for an additional five years as described in subsections (2), (3), 7
and (4) of this section. The authority may not accept or expend any 8
federal funds received under an 1115 demonstration waiver except as 9
described in this section unless the legislature has appropriated the 10
federal funding. To ensure compliance with legislative requirements 11
and terms and conditions of the waiver, the authority shall implement 12
the renewal of the 1115 demonstration waiver and reporting 13
requirements with oversight from the office of financial management. 14
The legislature finds that appropriate management of the renewal of 15
the 1115 demonstration waiver as set forth in subsections (2), (3), 16
and (4) of this section requires sound, consistent, timely, and 17
transparent oversight and analytic review in addition to lack of 18
redundancy with other established measures.

If the certified public expenditures (CPE) program in its 20
current form is no longer cost-effective to maintain, the health care 21
authority shall submit a report to the governor and legislature 22
detailing cost-effective alternative uses of local, state, and 23
federal resources as a replacement for this program. During fiscal 24

(17) The health care authority shall target funding for maternity 33
support services towards pregnant women with factors that lead to 34
higher rates of poor birth outcomes, including hypertension, a 35
preterm or low birth weight birth in the most recent previous birth, 36
a cognitive deficit or developmental disability, substance abuse, 37
severe mental illness, unhealthy weight or failure to gain weight, 38
tobacco use, or African American or Native American race. The health 39
care authority shall prioritize evidence-based practices for delivery 40
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of maternity support services. To the extent practicable, the health 1
care authority shall develop a mechanism to increase federal funding 2
for maternity support services by leveraging local public funding for 3
those services.4

(18) The authority shall submit reports to the governor and the 5
legislature by September 15, 2023, and no later than September 15, 6
2024, that delineate the number of individuals in medicaid managed 7
care, by carrier, age, gender, and eligibility category, receiving 8
preventative services and vaccinations.

(1) For the purposes of this section, "behavioral health 31
entities" means managed care organizations and behavioral health 32
administrative services organizations that reimburse providers for 33
behavioral health services.34

(2) Within the amounts appropriated in this section, funding is 35
provided for implementation of the settlement agreement under 36
Trueblood, et al. v. Department of Social and Health Services, et 37
al., United States District Court for the Western District of 38
Washington, Cause No. 14-cv-01178-MJP. In addition to amounts 39
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provided solely for implementation of the settlement agreement, class 1
members must have access to supports and services funded throughout 2
this section for which they meet eligibility and medical necessity 3
requirements. The authority must include language in contracts that 4
requires regional behavioral health entities to develop and implement 5
plans for improving access to timely and appropriate treatment for 6
individuals with behavioral health needs and current or prior 7
criminal justice involvement who are eligible for services under 8
these contracts.9

(4) $8,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 3
year 2024 ((is)) and $8,000,000 of the general fund—state 4
appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely to continue 5
diversion grant programs funded through contempt fines pursuant to 6
Trueblood, et al. v. Department of Social and Health Services, et 7
al., United States District Court for the Western District of 8
Washington, Cause No. 14-cv-01178-MJP. The authority must consult 9
with the plaintiffs and court monitor to determine, within the 10
amounts provided, which of the programs will continue to receive 11
funding through this appropriation. The programs shall use this 12
funding to provide assessments, mental health treatment, substance 13
use disorder treatment, case management, employment, and other social 14
services.

The department 20
of corrections and the authority must develop a memorandum of 21
understanding for department of corrections offenders on active 22
supervision who are medicaid eligible and meet medical necessity for 23
outpatient substance use disorder treatment. The agreement will 24
ensure that treatment services provided are coordinated, do not 25
result in duplication of services, and maintain access and quality of 26
care for the individuals being served. The authority must provide all 27
necessary data, access, and reports to the department of corrections 28
for all department of corrections offenders that receive medicaid 29
paid services.30

(18) The criminal justice treatment account—state appropriation 31
is provided solely for treatment and treatment support services for 32
offenders with a substance use disorder pursuant to RCW 71.24.580. 33
The authority must offer counties the option to administer their 34
share of the distributions provided for under RCW 71.24.580(5)(a). If 35
a county is not interested in administering the funds, the authority 36
shall contract with behavioral health entities to administer these 37
funds consistent with the plans approved by local panels pursuant to 38
RCW 71.24.580(5)(b). Funding from the criminal justice treatment 39
account may be used to provide treatment and support services through 40
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the conclusion of an individual's treatment plan to individuals 1
participating in a drug court program as of February 24, 2021, if 2
that individual wishes to continue treatment following dismissal of 3
charges they were facing under RCW 69.50.4013(1). Such participation 4
is voluntary and contingent upon substantial compliance with drug 5
court program requirements. The authority must provide a report to 6
the office of financial management and the appropriate committees of 7
the legislature that identifies the distribution of criminal justice 8
treatment account funds by September 30, 2023.9

(19)(a) $11,426,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 10

triage facilities, crisis relief centers, or crisis stabilization 14
units.

The 21
authority shall require managed care organizations to provide access 22
to peer support services for individuals with substance use disorders 23
transitioning from emergency departments, inpatient facilities, or 24
receiving treatment as part of hub and spoke networks.25

(25) $1,423,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 26
fiscal year 2024, $1,423,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 27
for fiscal year 2025, and $5,908,000 of the general fund—federal 28
appropriation are provided solely for the authority to continue to 29
implement discharge wraparound services for individuals with complex 30
behavioral health conditions transitioning or being diverted from 31
admission to psychiatric inpatient programs. The authority must 32
coordinate with the department of social and health services in 33
establishing the standards for these programs.34

(26) $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 35
year 2024, $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 36
fiscal year 2025, and $1,000,000 of the general fund—federal 37
appropriation are provided solely for the authority to maintain a 38
memorandum of understanding with the criminal justice training 39
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commission to provide funding for community grants pursuant to RCW 1
36.28A.450.2

(27) $350,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation and 3
$300,000 of the opioid abatement settlement account—state 4
appropriation are provided solely to contract with a nationally 5
recognized recovery residence organization and to provide technical 6
assistance to operators of recovery residences seeking certification 7
in accordance with chapter 264, Laws of 2019 (2SHB 1528).8

(28) $3,396,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 9
fiscal year 2024, $3,396,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 10
for fiscal year 2025, and $16,200,000 of the general fund—federal 11
appropriation are provided solely for support of and to continue to 12
increase clubhouse programs across the state. The authority shall 13
work with the centers for medicare and medicaid services to review 14
opportunities to include clubhouse services as an optional "in lieu 15
of" service in managed care organization contracts in order to 16
maximize federal participation.17

(29) $708,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 18
year 2024, $708,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 19
fiscal year 2025, and $1,598,000 of the general fund—federal 20
appropriation are provided solely for implementing mental health peer 21
respite centers and a pilot project to implement a mental health 22
drop-in center in accordance with chapter 324, Laws of 2019 (2SHB 23
1394).24

(30) $800,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 25
year 2024, $800,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 26
fiscal year 2025, and $1,452,000 of the general fund—federal 27
appropriation are provided solely for the authority to implement 28
strategies related to suicide prevention and treatment.29

(31) $446,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 30
year 2024, $446,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 31
fiscal year 2025, and $178,000 of the general fund—federal 32
appropriation are provided solely for the University of Washington's 33
evidence-based practice institute which supports the identification, 34
evaluation, and implementation of evidence-based or promising 35
practices. The institute must work with the authority to develop a 36
plan to seek private, federal, or other grant funding in order to 37
reduce the need for state general funds. The authority must collect 38
information from the institute on the use of these funds and submit a 39
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report to the office of financial management and the appropriate 1
fiscal committees of the legislature by December 1st of each year of 2
the biennium.3

(32) As an element of contractual network adequacy requirements 4
and reporting, the authority shall direct managed care organizations 5
to make all reasonable efforts to develop or maintain contracts with 6
provider networks that leverage local, federal, or philanthropic 7
funding to enhance effectiveness of medicaid-funded integrated care 8
services. These networks must promote medicaid clients' access to a 9
system of services that addresses additional social support services 10
and social determinants of health as defined in RCW 43.20.025 in a 11
manner that is integrated with the delivery of behavioral health and 12
medical treatment services.13

(33) $9,000,000 of the criminal justice treatment account—state 14
appropriation is provided solely for the authority to maintain 15
funding for new therapeutic courts created or expanded during fiscal 16
year 2021, or to maintain the fiscal year 2021 expansion of services 17
being provided to an already existing therapeutic court that engages 18
in evidence-based practices, to include medication assisted treatment 19
in jail settings pursuant to RCW 71.24.580. Funding provided under 20
this subsection shall not supplant existing funds utilized for this 21
purpose.22

(34) In establishing, re-basing, enhancing, or otherwise updating 23
medicaid rates for behavioral health services, the authority and 24
contracted actuaries shall use a transparent process that provides an 25
opportunity for medicaid managed care organizations, behavioral 26
health administrative service organizations, and behavioral health 27
provider agencies, and their representatives, to review and provide 28
data and feedback on proposed rate changes within their region or 29
regions of service operation. The authority and contracted actuaries 30
shall transparently incorporate the information gained from this 31
process and make adjustments allowable under federal law when 32
appropriate.33

(35) The authority shall seek input from representatives of the 34
managed care organizations (MCOs), licensed community behavioral 35
health agencies, and behavioral health administrative service 36
organizations to develop specific metrics related to behavioral 37
health outcomes under integrated managed care. These metrics must 38
include, but are not limited to: (a) Revenues and expenditures for 39
community behavioral health programs, including medicaid and 40
Code Rev/KS:ks 370 H-3501.2/24 2nd draft



nonmedicaid funding; (b) access to services, service denials, and 1
utilization by state plan modality; (c) claims denials and record of 2
timely payment to providers; (d) client demographics; and (e) social 3
and recovery measures and managed care organization performance 4
measures. The authority must work with managed care organizations and 5
behavioral health administrative service organizations to integrate 6
these metrics into an annual reporting structure designed to evaluate 7
the performance of the behavioral health system in the state over 8
time. The authority must submit a report to the office of financial 9
management and the appropriate committees of the legislature, before 10
December 30th of each year during the fiscal biennium, that details 11
the implemented metrics and relevant performance outcomes for the 12
prior calendar year.13

(36) $4,061,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 14
fiscal year 2024, $3,773,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 15
for fiscal year 2025, and $6,419,000 of the general fund—federal 16
appropriation are provided solely for the authority to maintain pilot 17
programs for intensive outpatient services and partial 18
hospitalization services for certain children and adolescents and, 19
pursuant to chapter 94, Laws of 2022 (2SSB 5736), add coverage for 20
these services into the state medicaid program beginning January 1, 21
2024.22

(a) The authority must establish minimum standards, eligibility 23
criteria, authorization and utilization review processes, and payment 24
methodologies for the programs in contract.25

(b) Eligibility for the pilot sites is limited pursuant to the 26
following:27

(i) Children and adolescents discharged from an inpatient 28
hospital treatment program who require the level of services offered 29
by the pilot programs in lieu of continued inpatient treatment;30

(ii) Children and adolescents who require the level of services 31
offered by the pilot programs in order to avoid inpatient 32
hospitalization; and33

(iii) Services may not be offered if there are less costly 34
alternative community-based services that can effectively meet the 35
needs of an individual referred to the program.36

(c) Eligibility for services through the state medicaid program 37
shall be consistent with criteria approved by the centers for 38
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medicare and medicaid services pursuant to implementation of chapter 1
94, Laws of 2022 (2SSB 5736).2

(d) The authority must collect data on the program sites and work 3
with the actuaries responsible for establishing managed care rates 4
for medicaid enrollees to develop and submit an annual report to the 5
office of financial management and the appropriate committees of the 6
legislature each December of the fiscal biennium that includes the 7
following information:8

(i) A narrative description of the services provided at each 9
program site and identification of any specific gaps the sites were 10
able to fill in the current continuum of care;11

(ii) Clinical outcomes and estimated reductions in psychiatric 12
inpatient costs associated with each of the program sites;13

(iii) Recommendations for whether the pilot models should be 14
expanded statewide, whether modifications should be made to the 15
models to better address gaps in the continuum identified through the 16
pilot sites, whether the models could be expanded to community 17
behavioral health providers, and whether statewide implementation 18
should be achieved through a state plan amendment or some other 19
mechanism for leveraging federal medicaid match;20

(iv) Actuarial projections on the statewide need for services 21
related to the pilot sites and estimated costs of adding each of the 22
services to the medicaid behavioral health benefit for children and 23
adolescents and adults; and24

(v) Annual costs and any quantifiable cost offsets associated 25
with the program sites.26

(37) $25,587,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation (ARPA) 27
and $9,828,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation are provided 28
solely to promote the recovery of individuals with substance use 29
disorders through expansion of substance use disorder services. The 30
authority shall implement this funding to promote integrated, whole-31
person care to individuals with opioid use disorders, stimulant use 32
disorders, and other substance use disorders. The authority shall use 33
this funding to support evidence-based and promising practices as 34
follows:35

(a) $8,500,000 of the amounts provided in this subsection is 36
provided solely for treatment services to low-income individuals with 37
substance use disorders who are not eligible for services under the 38
medicaid program and for treatment services that are not covered 39
under the medicaid program. A minimum of $7,500,000 of this amount 40
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must be contracted through behavioral health administrative services 1
organizations. The amounts in this subsection may be used for 2
services including, but not limited to, outpatient treatment, 3
residential treatment, mobile opioid use disorder treatment programs, 4
law enforcement assisted diversion programs, contingency management 5
interventions, modified assertive community treatment, trauma 6
informed care, crisis respite, and for reimbursement of one-time 7
start-up operating costs for opening new beds in withdrawal 8
management treatment programs.9

(b) $2,015,000 of the amounts provided in this subsection is 10
provided solely for outreach programs that link individuals with 11
substance use disorders to treatment options to include medication 12
for opioid use disorder. The authority must contract for these 13
services with programs that use interdisciplinary teams, which 14
include peer specialists, to engage and facilitate linkage to 15
treatment for individuals in community settings such as homeless 16
encampments, shelters, emergency rooms, harm reduction programs, 17
churches, community service offices, food banks, libraries, legal 18
offices, and other settings where individuals with substance use 19
disorders may be engaged. The services must be coordinated with 20
emergency housing assistance and other services administered by the 21
authority to promote access to a full continuum of treatment and 22
recovery support options.23

(c) $7,500,000 of the amounts provided in this subsection is 24
provided solely for substance use disorder recovery support services 25
not covered by the medicaid program including, but not limited to, 26
emergency housing, recovery housing vouchers, supported employment, 27
skills training, peer support, peer drop-in centers, and other 28
community supports.29

(d) $3,550,000 of the amounts provided in this subsection is 30
provided solely for efforts to support the recovery of American 31
Indians and Alaska natives with substance use disorders. This funding 32
may be used for grants to urban Indian organizations, tribal opioid 33
prevention media campaigns, and support for government to government 34
communication, planning, and implementation of opioid use disorder 35
related projects.36

(e) $5,000,000 of the amounts provided in this subsection is 37
provided solely for the authority, in coordination with the 38
department of health, to expand the distribution of naloxone through 39
the department's overdose education and naloxone distribution 40
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program. Funding must be prioritized to fill naloxone access gaps in 1
community behavioral health and other community settings, including 2
providing naloxone for agency staff in organizations such as syringe 3
service programs, housing providers, and street outreach programs, 4
and for law enforcement and emergency responders.5

(f) $7,100,000 of the amounts provided in this subsection is 6
provided solely for community services grants that support the 7
implementation and evaluation of substance use disorder prevention 8
services.9

(g) Up to $1,750,000 of the amounts provided in this subsection 10
may be used for the authority's administrative costs associated with 11
services funded in this subsection.12

(38) $3,109,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 13
fiscal year 2024 and $3,109,000 of the general fund—state 14
appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for short-term 15
rental subsidies for individuals with mental health or substance use 16
disorders. This funding may be used for individuals enrolled in the 17
foundational community support program while waiting for a longer 18
term resource for rental support or for individuals transitioning 19
from behavioral health treatment facilities or local jails. 20
Individuals who would otherwise be eligible for the foundational 21
community support program but are not eligible because of their 22
citizenship status may also be served. Each December of the fiscal 23
biennium, the authority must submit a report identifying the 24
expenditures and number of individuals receiving short-term rental 25
supports through the agency budget during the prior fiscal year 26
broken out by region, treatment need, and the demographics of those 27
served, including but not limited to age, country of origin within 28
racial/ethnic categories, gender, and immigration status.29

(39) $25,332,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation (ARPA) 30
is provided solely to promote the recovery of individuals with mental 31
health disorders through expansion of mental health services. The 32
authority shall implement this funding to promote integrated, whole-33
person care through evidence based and promising practices as 34
follows:35

(a) $8,153,000 of the amounts provided in this subsection is 36
provided solely for treatment services to low-income individuals with 37
mental health disorders who are not eligible for services under the 38
medicaid program and for treatment services that are not covered 39
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under the medicaid program. A minimum of $7,000,000 of this amount 1
must be contracted through behavioral health administrative services 2
organizations. The amounts in this subsection may be used for 3
services including, but not limited to, outpatient treatment, 4
residential treatment, law enforcement assisted diversion programs, 5
modified assertive community treatment, and trauma informed care.6

(b) $8,200,000 of the amounts provided in this subsection is 7
provided solely for mental health recovery support services not 8
covered by the medicaid program including, but not limited to, 9
supportive housing, emergency housing vouchers, supported employment, 10
skills training, peer support, peer drop-in centers, and other 11
community supports.12

(c) $2,553,000 of the amounts provided in this subsection is 13
provided solely for efforts to support the recovery of American 14
Indians and Alaska natives with mental health disorders.15

(d) $1,300,000 of the amounts provided in this subsection is 16
provided solely to enhance crisis services and may be used for crisis 17
respite care.18

(e) $2,600,000 of the amounts provided in this subsection is 19
provided solely for the expansion of first episode psychosis 20
programs.21

(f) Up to $1,279,000 of the amounts provided in this subsection 22
may be used for the authority's administrative costs associated with 23
services funded in this subsection.24

(40) The authority must pursue opportunities for shifting state 25
costs to the state's unused allocation of federal institutions for 26
mental disease disproportionate share hospital funding.27

(41) $500,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation is 28
provided solely to establish an emotional support network program for 29
individuals employed as peer specialists. The authority must contract 30
for these services which shall include, but not be limited to, 31
facilitating support groups for peer specialists, support for the 32
recovery journeys of the peer specialists themselves, and targeted 33
support for the secondary trauma inherent in peer work.34

(42) $1,500,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation is 35
provided solely for the authority to contract on a one-time basis 36
with the University of Washington behavioral health institute to 37
continue and enhance its efforts related to training and workforce 38
development. This funding may be used for the following activities:39
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(a) Making substance use disorder training content accessible to 1
all community behavioral health providers;2

(b) Refining and implementing a substance use disorder provider 3
needs assessment to advance best practice implementation for 4
treatment in inpatient and outpatient settings;5

(c) Disseminating innovative best practices through training and 6
technical assistance;7

(d) Developing and launching a telebehavioral health training 8
series, providing webinars and packaging the training content so that 9
it is accessible to all community behavioral health providers;10

(e) Planning for advanced telebehavioral health training and 11
support to providers;12

(f) Convening a race, equity, and social justice in behavioral 13
health conference annually;14

(g) Developing training and technical assistance opportunities 15
for an annual series that translates lessons learned in behavioral 16
health equity into actionable and sustainable change at the provider, 17
organizational, and system levels;18

(h) Developing recommendations for reducing health disparities 19
and training the workforce in culturally and linguistically relevant 20
practices to achieve improved outcomes;21

(i) Increasing the number of community substance use providers 22
that are trained in best practice assessment and treatment models;23

(j) Convening a telebehavioral health summit of leading experts 24
regarding long-term provider telebehavioral health training and 25
workforce needs;26

(k) Creating a behavioral health workforce strategy plan that 27
identifies gaps that are not being addressed and suggests system 28
improvements to address those gaps;29

(l) Working with community partners and key stakeholders to 30
identify best practice strategies to evaluate and measure equity and 31
health disparities within the behavioral health system and make 32
recommendations regarding potential metrics to help advance system 33
change; and34

(m) Developing metrics and evaluating telebehavioral health 35
training needs and the impact of telebehavioral health training on 36
provider knowledge and treatment protocols.37

(43) $1,250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 38
fiscal year 2024 and $1,250,000 of the general fund—state 39
appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the 40
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authority to contract with the King county behavioral health 1
administrative services organization to maintain children's crisis 2
outreach response system services that were previously funded through 3
the department of children, youth, and families. The authority, in 4
consultation with the behavioral health administrative services 5
organization, medicaid managed care organizations, and the actuaries 6
responsible for developing medicaid managed care rates, must work to 7
maximize federal funding provided for the children's crisis outreach 8
response system program.9

(44) $31,891,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 10
fiscal year 2024, $63,395,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 11
for fiscal year 2025, and $172,425,000 of the general fund—federal 12
appropriation are provided solely to implement a 15 percent increase 13
to medicaid reimbursement for community behavioral health providers 14
contracted through managed care organizations to be effective January 15
1, 2024. The authority must employ mechanisms such as directed 16
payment or other options allowable under federal medicaid law to 17
assure the funding is used by the managed care organizations for a 15 18
percent provider rate increase as intended and verify this pursuant 19
to the process established in chapter 285, Laws of 2020 (EHB 2584). 20
The rate increase shall be implemented to all behavioral health 21
nonhospital inpatient, residential, and outpatient providers 22
contracted through the medicaid managed care organizations. 23
Psychiatric hospitals and other providers receiving rate increases 24
under other subsections of this section must be excluded from the 25
rate increase directed in this subsection.26

(45) $532,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 27
year 2024, $2,935,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 28
fiscal year 2025, and $3,467,000 of the general fund—federal 29
appropriation are provided solely to increase the number of beds and 30
rates for community children's long-term inpatient program providers. 31
The number of beds is increased on a phased in basis to 72 beds by 32
the end of fiscal year 2024. The bed day rates are increased from 33
$1,030 per day to $1,121 per day effective July 1, 2023.34

(46) $505,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 35
year 2024, $1,011,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 36
fiscal year 2025, and $1,095,000 of the general fund—federal 37
appropriation are provided solely to increase rates for parent child 38
assistance program providers by 15 percent effective January 1, 2024.39
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(47) $300,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation is 1
provided solely for training of behavioral health consumer advocates. 2
The authority must enter into a memorandum of understanding with the 3
department of commerce to provide support for training of behavioral 4
health consumer advocates pursuant to chapter 202, Laws of 2021 5
(E2SHB 1086).6

(48) $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 7
year 2024 and $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 8
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the authority to contract 9
with a statewide mental health nonprofit organization that provides 10
free community and school-based mental health education and support 11
programs for consumers and families. The contractor must use this 12
funding to provide access to programs tailored to peers living with 13
mental illness as well as family members of people with mental 14
illness and the community at large. Services provided by the 15
contracted program shall include education, support, and assistance 16
to reduce isolation and help consumers and families understand the 17
services available in their communities.18

(49) $15,474,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 19
fiscal year 2024, (($15,474,000)) $17,125,000 of the general fund—20
state appropriation for fiscal year 2025, and (($14,312,000)) 21
$14,562,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation are provided 22
solely for maintaining the expansion of local behavioral health 23
mobile crisis response team capacity and ensuring each region has at 24
least one adult and one children and youth mobile crisis team that is 25
able to respond to calls coming into the 988 crisis hotline.26

(a) In prioritizing this funding, the health care authority shall 27
assure that there are a minimum of six new children and youth mobile 28
crisis teams in comparison to the number of teams at the end of 29
fiscal year 2021 and that there is one children and youth mobile 30
crisis team in each region.31

(b) In implementing funding for adult and youth mobile crisis 32
response teams, the authority must establish standards in contracts 33
with managed care organizations and behavioral health administrative 34
services organizations for the services provided by these teams.35

(c) Of these amounts, $3,000,000 of the general fund—state 36
appropriation for fiscal year 2024, $3,000,000 of the general fund—37
state appropriation for fiscal year 2025, and $2,024,000 of the 38
general fund—federal appropriation are provided solely to maintain 39

increased capacity for mobile crisis services in King county that was 1
funded in fiscal year 2023. These amounts must supplement and not 2
supplant funding to the county previously allocated by the authority 3
under this subsection.4

(d) Of the amounts provided in this subsection, $1,651,000 of the 5
general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2025 and $250,000 of 6
the general fund—federal appropriation are provided solely for adding 7
or increasing stabilization services provided through existing 8
children and youth mobile crisis teams.9

(50) (($57,580,000)) $45,094,000 of the general fund—state 10
appropriation for fiscal year 2024, (($61,807,000)) $71,107,000 of 11
the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2025, and 12
(($109,146,000)) $69,409,000 of the general fund—federal 13
appropriation are provided solely for the authority to contract with 14
community hospitals or freestanding evaluation and treatment centers 15
to provide long-term inpatient care beds as defined in RCW 71.24.025. 16
Within these amounts, the authority must meet the requirements for 17
reimbursing counties for the judicial services for patients being 18
served in these settings in accordance with RCW 71.05.730. The 19
authority must coordinate with the department of social and health 20
services in developing the contract requirements, selecting 21
contractors, and establishing processes for identifying patients that 22
will be admitted to these facilities. Of the amounts in this 23
subsection, sufficient amounts are provided in fiscal year 2024 and 24
fiscal year 2025 for the authority to reimburse community hospitals 25
and nonhospital residential treatment centers serving clients in 26
long-term inpatient care beds as defined in RCW 71.24.025 as follows:27

(a) For a hospital licensed under chapter 70.41 RCW that requires 28
a hospital specific medicaid inpatient psychiatric per diem payment 29
rate for long-term civil commitment patients because the hospital has 30
completed a medicare cost report, the authority shall analyze the 31
most recent medicare cost report of the hospital after a minimum of 32
200 medicaid inpatient psychiatric days. The authority shall 33
establish the inpatient psychiatric per diem payment rate for long-34
term civil commitment patients for the hospital at 100 percent of the 35
allowable cost of care, based on the most recent medicare cost report 36
of the hospital.37

(b) For a hospital licensed under chapter 70.41 RCW that has not 38
completed a medicare cost report with more than 200 medicaid 39
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inpatient psychiatric days, the authority shall establish the 1
medicaid inpatient psychiatric per diem payment rate for long-term 2
civil commitment patients for the hospital at the higher of the 3
hospital's current medicaid inpatient psychiatric rate; or the 4
annually updated statewide average of the medicaid inpatient 5
psychiatric per diem payment rate of all acute care hospitals 6
licensed under chapter 70.41 RCW providing long-term civil commitment 7
services.8

(c) For a hospital licensed under chapter 71.12 RCW and currently 9
providing long-term civil commitment services, the authority shall 10
establish the medicaid inpatient psychiatric per diem payment rate at 11
$940 for fiscal year 2024 and $1,250 for fiscal year 2025 plus 12
adjustments that may be needed to capture costs associated with long-13
term psychiatric patients that are not allowable on the medicare cost 14
report or reimbursed separately. The hospital may provide the 15
authority with supplemental data to be considered and used to make 16
appropriate adjustments to the medicaid inpatient psychiatric per 17
diem payment rate of the hospital. Adjustment of costs may include:18

(i) Costs associated with professional services and fees not 19
accounted for in the hospital's medicare cost report or reimbursed 20
separately;21

(ii) Costs associated with the hospital providing the long-term 22
psychiatric patient access to involuntary treatment court services 23
that are not reimbursed separately; and24

(iii) Other costs associated with caring for long-term 25
psychiatric patients that are not reimbursed separately.26

(d) For a hospital licensed under chapter 71.12 RCW that requires 27
an initial medicaid inpatient psychiatric per diem payment rate for 28
long-term civil commitment services because it has not yet completed 29
a medicare cost report, the authority shall establish the medicaid 30
inpatient psychiatric per diem payment rate at the higher of:31

(i) The hospital's current medicaid inpatient psychiatric rate; 32
or33

(ii) The annually updated statewide average of the medicaid long-34
term inpatient psychiatric per diem payment rate of all freestanding 35
psychiatric hospitals licensed under chapter 71.12 RCW providing 36
long-term civil commitment services.37

(e) For nonhospital residential treatment centers certified to 38
provide long-term inpatient care beds as defined in RCW 71.24.025, 39
the authority shall establish the medicaid psychiatric per diem 40
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payment rate at the fiscal year 2023 level for fiscal year 2024 and 1
$1,250 per bed for fiscal year 2025.2

(f) Beginning in fiscal year 2024, the authority shall pay a rate 3
enhancement for patients committed pursuant to the dismissal of 4
criminal charges and a civil evaluation ordered under RCW 10.77.086 5
or 10.77.088. The enhancement shall be available to all hospital and 6
nonhospital facilities providing services under this subsection 7
except those whose rates are set at 100 percent of their most recent 8
medicare cost report. The rate enhancement shall not exceed the 9
tiered rate enhancements established under the 1915(i) state plan.10

(g) Beginning in fiscal year 2025, the authority may pay a rate 11
enhancement of $500 per day for individuals with complex medical 12
needs, challenging behaviors often diagnosed with co-occurring 13
intellectual or developmental disability, traumatic brain injury, 14
dementia, or significant medical issues requiring personal care. The 15
rate enhancement shall be available to providers contracting directly 16
with the authority.17

(h) Provider payments for vacant bed days shall not exceed six 18
percent of their annual contracted bed days.19

(((h))) (i) The authority, in coordination with the department of 20
social and health services, the office of the governor, the office of 21
financial management, and representatives from medicaid managed care 22
organizations, behavioral health administrative service 23
organizations, and community providers, must update its plan to 24
continue the expansion of civil community long-term inpatient 25
capacity. The plan shall identify gaps and barriers in the current 26
array of community long-term inpatient beds in serving higher need 27
individuals including those committed to a state hospital pursuant to 28
the dismissal of criminal charges and a civil evaluation ordered 29
under RCW 10.77.086 or 10.77.088. The plan shall identify strategies 30
to overcome these barriers including, but not limited to, potential 31
rate enhancements for high needs clients. The authority must submit 32
its updated implementation plan to the office of financial management 33
and the appropriate fiscal committees of the legislature by December 34
1, 2023, and submit a status update on the implementation plan by 35
October 15, 2024.36

(51)(a) (($150,000)) $200,000 of the general fund—state 37
appropriation for fiscal year 2024 and (($150,000)) $400,000 of the 38
general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided 39
solely for a one-time grant to Island county to maintain support for 40
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a pilot program to improve behavioral health outcomes for young 1
people in rural communities. In administering the pilot program, 2
Island county shall coordinate with school districts, community 3
groups, and health care providers to increase access to behavioral 4
health programs for children and youth aged birth to 24 years of age. 5
The grant funds shall be used to coordinate and expand behavioral 6
health services. The grant funding must not be used to supplant 7
funding from existing programs. No more than 10 percent of the funds 8
may be used for administrative costs incurred by Island county in 9
administering the program. Services that may be provided with the 10
grant funding include, but are not limited to:11

(i) Support for children and youth with significant behavioral 12
health needs to address learning loss caused by COVID-19 and remote 13
learning;14

(ii) School based behavioral health education, assessment, and 15
brief treatment;16

(iii) Screening and referral of children and youth to long-term 17
treatment services;18

(iv) Behavioral health supports provided by community agencies 19

(v) Expansion of mental health first aid, a program designed to 21
prepare adults who regularly interact with youth for how to help 22
people in both crisis and noncrisis mental health situations;23

(vi) Peer support services; and24
(vii) Compensation for the incurred costs of clinical supervisors 25

and internships.26
(b) The authority, in coordination with Island county, must 27

submit to the office of financial management and the appropriate 28
committees of the legislature, a report summarizing how the funding 29
was used and providing the number of children and youth served by the 30
pilot during fiscal year 2024 by December 1, 2024.31

(52) (($265,000)) $315,000 of the general fund—state 32
appropriation for fiscal year 2024, (($281,000)) $494,000 of the 33
general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2025, and 34
(($546,000)) $809,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation are 35
provided solely for the authority to ((provide)) contract with the 36
University of Washington's project extension for community health 37
outcomes (ECHO) and the systemic, therapeutic, assessment, resources, 38
and treatment (START) programs for specialized training and 39
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consultation for physicians and professionals to support 1
((children)):2

(a) Children with developmental disabilities and behavioral 3
health needs;4

(b) Applied behavior analysis provider training, education, and 5
consultation; and6

(c) The screening and diagnosis of autism spectrum disorder.7
(53) (($2,184,000)) $2,262,000 of the general fund—federal 8

appropriation and (($2,184,000)) $2,262,000 of the general fund—local 9
appropriation are provided solely for supported housing and 10
employment services described in initiative 3a and 3b of the 1115 11
demonstration waiver and this is the maximum amount that may be 12
expended for this purpose. Within these amounts, funding is provided 13
for the authority to support community discharge efforts for patients 14
at the state hospitals. Under this initiative, the authority and the 15
department of social and health services shall ensure that allowable 16
and necessary services are provided to eligible clients as identified 17
by the authority or its providers or third party administrator. The 18
department and the authority in consultation with the medicaid 19
forecast work group, shall ensure that reasonable reimbursements are 20
established for services deemed necessary within an identified limit 21
per individual. The authority shall not increase general fund—state 22
expenditures above appropriated levels for this specific purpose. The 23
secretary in collaboration with the director of the authority shall 24
report to the joint select committee on health care oversight no less 25
than quarterly on financial and health outcomes.

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services to pregnant and parenting women provided through the parent 1
child assistance program and for increasing the number of residential 2
treatment beds available for pregnant and parenting women.3

(56) Within the amounts provided in this section, sufficient 4
funding is provided for the authority to maintain and increase the 5
capabilities of a tool to track medication assisted treatment 6
provider capacity.7

(57) $2,000,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation is 8
provided solely for grants to law enforcement and other first 9
responders to include a mental health professional on the team of 10
personnel responding to emergencies.11

(58) (($1,653,000)) $855,000 of the general fund—state 12
appropriation for fiscal year 2025 and (($2,024,000)) $1,149,000 of 13
the general fund—federal appropriation are provided solely for the 14
authority to contract for long-term involuntary treatment services in 15
a 16-bed residential treatment facility being developed by the 16
Tulalip tribe in Stanwood.17

(59) $956,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 18
year 2024 and $956,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 19
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for wraparound with intensive 20
services for youth ineligible for medicaid as outlined in the 21
settlement agreement under AGC v. Washington State Health Care 22
Authority, Thurston county superior court no. 21-2-00479-34.23

(60) (($18,188,000)) $14,637,000 of the general fund—state 24
appropriation for fiscal year 2024 and (($18,188,000)) $14,637,000 of 25
the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are 26
provided solely for claims for services rendered to medicaid eligible 27
clients admitted to institutions of mental disease that were 28
determined to be unallowable for federal reimbursement due to 29
medicaid's institutions for mental disease exclusion rules.30

(61) $6,010,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 31
fiscal year 2024, $6,010,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 32
for fiscal year 2025, and $1,980,000 of the general fund—federal 33
appropriation are provided solely for the authority, in coordination 34
with the department of health, to deploy an opioid awareness campaign 35
and to contract with syringe service programs and other service 36
settings assisting people with substance use disorders to: Prevent 37
and respond to overdoses; provide other harm reduction services and 38
supplies, including but not limited to distributing naloxone; 39
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fentanyl testing and other drug testing supplies; and for expanding 1
contingency management services. The authority is encouraged to use 2
these funds to leverage federal funding for this purpose to expand 3
buying power when possible. The authority should prioritize funds for 4
naloxone in coordination with the department of health, to expand the 5
distribution of naloxone through the department's overdose education 6
and naloxone distribution program.

(63) $2,387,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 22
fiscal year 2024 and $2,387,000 of the general fund—state 23
appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely to support 24
individuals enrolled in the foundational community supports 25
initiative who are transitioning from benefits under RCW 74.04.805 26
due to increased income or other changes in eligibility. The 27
authority, department of social and health services, and department 28
of commerce shall collaborate on this effort.29

(64) $2,249,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 30
fiscal year 2024 and $2,249,000 of the general fund—state 31
appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the 32
authority to contract with programs to provide medical respite care 33
for individuals with behavioral health needs. The programs must serve 34
individuals with complex medical issues, who may also have 35
significant behavioral health needs ((and medical issues)) who do not 36
require hospitalization but are unable to provide adequate self-care 37
for their medical conditions. The programs must prioritize services 38
to individuals with complex medical and behavioral health issues who 39

are homeless or who were recently discharged from a hospital setting. 1
The services must meet quality standards and best practices developed 2
by the national health care for the homeless council and may include, 3
but are not limited to, medical oversight and health education; care 4
transitions; and discharge planning to and from primary care, 5
inpatient hospital, emergency rooms, and supportive housing. In 6
selecting the contractors, the authority must prioritize projects 7
that demonstrate the active involvement of an established medical 8
provider that is able to leverage federal medicaid funding in the 9
provision of these services. The authority must work with the 10
medicaid managed care organizations to encourage their participation 11
and assist the plans and the contractor in identifying mechanisms for 12
appropriate use of medicaid reimbursement in this setting.13

(65) $988,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 14
year 2024, $988,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 15
fiscal year 2025, and $618,000 of the general fund—federal 16
appropriation are provided solely for the authority to contract for 17
three regional behavioral health mobile crisis response teams focused 18
on supported housing to prevent individuals with behavioral health 19
conditions at high risk of losing housing from becoming homeless, 20
identify and prioritize serving the most vulnerable people 21
experiencing homelessness, and increase alternative housing options 22
to include short-term alternatives which may temporarily deescalate 23
situations where there is high risk of a household from becoming 24
homeless.25

(66) $5,623,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 26
fiscal year 2024, $5,623,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 27
for fiscal year 2025, and $3,748,000 of the general fund—federal 28
appropriation are provided solely to maintain and expand access to no 29
barrier, and low-barrier programs using a housing first model 30
designed to assist and stabilize housing supports for adults with 31
behavioral health conditions. Housing supports and services shall be 32
made available with no requirement for treatment for their behavioral 33
health condition and must be individualized to the needs of the 34
individual. The authority and department of commerce shall 35
collaborate on this effort and must submit a status report to the 36
office of financial management and the appropriate committees of the 37
legislature by December 31, 2023.38
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(67) $675,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 1
year 2024 and $675,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 2
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for a rental voucher and bridge 3
program and to implement strategies to reduce instances where an 4
individual leaves a state operated behavioral or private behavioral 5
health facility directly into homelessness. The authority must 6
prioritize this funding for individuals being discharged from state 7
operated behavioral health facilities.8

(68) $361,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 9
year 2024, $361,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 10
fiscal year 2025, and $482,000 of the general fund—federal 11
appropriation are provided solely for the authority, in collaboration 12
with the department of social and health services research and data 13
analysis division, to implement community behavioral health service 14
data into the existing executive management information system. Of 15
these amounts, $288,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 16
fiscal year 2024, $288,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 17
for fiscal year 2025, and $384,000 of the general fund—federal 18
appropriation are provided solely for the authority to reimburse the 19
research and data analysis division for staff costs associated with 20
this project. The data elements shall be incorporated into the 21
monthly executive management information system reports on a phased-22
in basis, allowing for elements which are readily available to be 23
incorporated in the initial phase, and elements which require further 24
definition and data collection changes to be incorporated in a later 25
phase.

(a) $2,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 24
year 2024 and $2,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 25
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the authority to provide a 26
grant to the association of Washington cities to assist cities with 27
the costs of implementing alternative response teams. This funding 28

(b) $587,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 4
year 2024 and $587,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 5
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely to support the Whatcom county 6
alternative response team.7

(70) $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 8
year 2024 and $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 9
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the authority to contract 10
with the University of Washington addictions, drug, and alcohol 11
institute. This funding must be used for advanced, evidence-based 12
training for law enforcement to improve interactions with individuals 13
who use drugs. The training must be developed so it can be adapted 14
and used statewide to decrease stigmatizing beliefs among law 15
enforcement through positive contact with people who use drugs and 16
improve officer well-being and effectiveness by providing skills and 17
techniques to address the drug overdose epidemic. The institute must 18
develop and refine this training, leveraging prior work, and in 19
partnership with a steering committee that includes people with lived 20
or living experience of substance use disorder and criminal legal 21
involvement, researchers, clinicians, law enforcement officers, and 22
others. The training must complement, but not duplicate, existing 23
curricula already provided by the criminal justice training 24
commission. The institute must pilot the advanced training in a 25
subset of regional law enforcement agencies and evaluate its 26
acceptability and feasibility through participant interviews and 27
pretraining and posttraining ratings of stigmatizing beliefs. The 28
institute must incorporate feedback from the pilot training sessions 29
into a final training program that it must make available to law 30
enforcement agencies across the state.31

(71) (($1,000,000)) $400,000 of the general fund—state 32
appropriation for fiscal year 2024 ((is)) and $600,000 of the general 33
fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for 34
the authority to continue development and implementation of the 35
certified community behavioral health clinic model for comprehensive 36
behavioral health services. Funding must be used to secure actuarial 37
expertise, conduct research into national data and other state 38
models, including obtaining resources and expertise from the national 39
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council for mental well-being certified community behavioral health 1
clinic success center; and engage stakeholders, including 2
representatives of licensed community behavioral health agencies and 3
medicaid managed care organizations, in the process. The authority 4
must provide a report to the office of financial management and the 5
appropriate committees of the legislature with findings, 6
recommendations, and cost estimates by December 31, 2024. The study 7
must build on the preliminary report submitted to the legislature in 8
December 2022 and include:9

(a) Overviews of options and considerations for implementing the 10
certified community behavioral health clinic model within Washington 11
state, including participation as a certified community behavioral 12
health clinic demonstration state or for independent statewide 13
implementation;14

(b) An analysis of the impact of expanding the certified 15
community behavioral health clinic model on the state's behavioral 16
health systems;17

(c) Relevant federal regulations and options to implement the 18
certified community behavioral health clinic model under those 19
regulations;20

(d) Options for implementing a prospective payment system 21
methodology;22

(e) An analysis of the benefits and potential challenges for 23
integrating the certified community behavioral health clinic 24
reimbursement model within an integrated care environment;25

(f) Actuarial analysis on the costs for implementing the 26
certified community behavioral health clinic model, including 27
opportunities for leveraging federal funding; and28

(g) Recommendations to the legislature on a pathway for statewide 29
implementation including a plan for implementation no later than 30
fiscal year 2027 that must include the following:31

(i) Implementation of the certified community behavioral health 32
clinic model with clinics that adhere to the program standards under 33
the federal substance abuse and mental health services administration 34
demonstration program established under section 223 of the federal 35
protecting access to medicare act of 2014 (42 U.S.C. Sec. 1396a 36
note), as amended by the bipartisan safer communities act (P.L. 37
117-159);38
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(ii) Incorporation in the planned funding model of at least one 1
of the prospective payment system methodologies approved by the 2
centers for medicare and medicaid services;3

(iii) The plan may allow for the certified community behavioral 4
health clinic funding model to be implemented either by applying for 5
and joining the federal demonstration program referenced in (g)(i) of 6
this subsection, applying to the centers for medicare and medicaid 7
services for a medicaid state plan waiver or amendment, or both;8

(iv) Continued consultation with the national council for mental 9
wellbeing's certified community behavioral health clinic success 10
center for technical assistance and meaningful opportunities for 11
community behavioral health agencies to participate and offer 12
feedback throughout the implementation process; and13

(v) Inclusion of services to children, youth, and families 14
through the certified community behavioral health clinic funding 15
model through providers that serve individuals of all ages as well as 16
specialty providers that serve children, youth, and families.17

(72) $1,135,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 18
fiscal year 2025 and $568,000 of the general fund—federal 19
appropriation are provided solely to develop and operate a 16-bed 20
substance use disorder inpatient facility in Grays Harbor county that 21
specializes in treating pregnant and parenting women using a family 22
preservation model. The authority must contract for these services 23
through behavioral health entities in a manner that allows leveraging 24
of federal medicaid funds to pay for a portion of the costs. The 25
authority must consult with the department of children, youth, and 26
families in the implementation of this funding. The facility must 27
allow families to reside together while a parent is receiving 28
treatment. Of these amounts, $568,000 may be used for documented 29
startup costs including the recruitment, hiring, and training of 30
staff. If the authority is able to identify a provider that can begin 31
developing these services before July 2024, it must notify the office 32
of financial management and the appropriate committees of the 33
legislature and submit a request for funding in the fiscal year 2024 34
supplemental operating budget.35

(73) $160,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 36
year 2024 is provided on a one-time basis solely for the authority to 37
continue a grant to the city of Snoqualmie to pilot behavioral health 38
emergency response and coordination services through a regional 39
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behavioral health coordinator. The regional behavioral health 1
coordinator shall be a licensed mental health or substance use 2
disorder professional who works directly with and accompanies law 3
enforcement officers and fire and rescue first responders to help 4
respond to crises involving persons with behavioral health needs. The 5
coordinator shall plan, implement, and coordinate services related to 6
crisis response and social service needs with the city of Snoqualmie, 7
the city of North Bend, the Snoqualmie police and fire departments, 8
and the eastside fire and rescue agency serving North Bend, and local 9
community services, school districts, hospitals, and crisis response 10
systems provided by King county for the region. The coordinator shall 11
support the social services needs identified through police and fire 12
response in the lower Snoqualmie valley and serve as a liaison 13
between law enforcement, first responders, and persons accessing or 14
requesting emergency services with social service needs. The 15
authority shall collect information on the pilot project and, in 16
coordination with the city of Snoqualmie, must submit a report to the 17
office of financial management and the appropriate committees of the 18
legislature by December 31, 2023, summarizing the services provided 19
through the grant funds and identifying recommendations on how to 20
implement effective, integrated, coordinated behavioral health 21
emergency response and community care services. The authority must 22
also provide the report to the criminal justice training commission, 23
the Washington association of sheriffs and police chiefs, and the 24
Washington fire commissioners association.25

(74) $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 26
year 2024 and $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 27
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the authority to contract 28
for services with a statewide recovery community organization. The 29
authority must award this funding to an organization that: (a) Has 30
experience building the capacity of the recovery community to advance 31
substance use recovery and mental health wellness by catalyzing 32
public understanding and shaping public policy; (b) is led and 33
governed by representatives of local communities of recovery; (c) 34
centers the voices of people with lived experience who are touched by 35
addiction and mental health challenges, and harnesses the power of 36
story to drive change in the mental health and addiction treatment 37
systems; and (d) provides free community education, skills trainings, 38
events, and a conference in order to increase the understanding of 39
issues around behavioral health and recovery. Services provided by 40
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the contracted program must include education, support, and 1
assistance to increase connection of the recovery community, recovery 2
capital, and knowledge about recovery and mental health resources. In 3
conducting this work, the contractor must engage diverse individuals 4
in recovery, impacted families, and providers from all regions of the 5
state and leverage the assistance of affiliated groups and 6
organizations. The organization must also prioritize diversity, 7
equity, and justice in their work to eradicate health disparities of 8
marginalized communities.9

(75) $400,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 10
year 2024 and $400,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 11
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the authority to continue 12
and expand a contract with a Seattle based nonprofit organization 13
with experience matching voluntary specialty care providers with 14
patients in need of care to provide pro bono counseling and 15
behavioral health services to uninsured and underinsured individuals 16
with incomes below 300 percent of the federal poverty level. The 17
authority may require the contractor to seek, document, and report to 18
the authority on efforts to leverage local, federal, or philanthropic 19
funding to provide sustained operational support for the program.20

and sexual exploitation behavioral health treatment)) as follows:21

(a) $5,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 22
year 2025 is provided solely for a contract with a youth behavioral 23
inpatient and outpatient program which has taken ownership of and 24
submitted a plan to the authority to reopen a facility in Clark 25
county previously closed due to state licensing issues with the 26
former owner. The facility must serve over 60 percent medicaid 27
eligible clients for co-occurring substance use and mental health 28
disorders and sexual exploitation behavioral health treatment. This 29
funding is provided on a one-time basis and must be used ((for)) 30
consistent with the approved plan and contract for reopening costs, 31
treatment, and services.32

(g) $3,500,000 of the opioid abatement settlement account—state 25
appropriation is provided solely for the authority to provide support 26
funds to new and established clubhouses throughout the state.27

(h) $6,000,000 of the opioid abatement settlement account—state 28
appropriation is provided solely for the authority to provide grants 29
for the operational costs of new staffed recovery residences which 30
serve individuals with substance use disorders who require more 31
support than a level 1 recovery residence.32

(j) In contracting for programs and services under this 35
subsection, the authority must consider data and implement strategies 36
that prioritize culturally relevant services to community members 37
with the least access to behavioral health services.38
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(((116))) (114) $5,000,000 of the opioid abatement settlement 1
account—state appropriation is provided solely for the authority to 2
maintain funding for ongoing grants to law enforcement assisted 3
diversion programs outside of King county under RCW 71.24.590.4

(((117))) (115) $5,500,000 of the opioid abatement settlement 5
account—state appropriation is provided on a one-time basis solely 6
for the authority to implement a pilot program to reimburse a 7
licensed pediatric transitional care facility in Spokane county to 8
provide neonatal abstinence syndrome services to infants who have 9
prenatal substance exposure. The pilot program must study and 10
evaluate the efficacy, outcomes, and impact of providing these 11
services to avoid more costly medical interventions. Within these 12
amounts, $190,000 is provided solely for the authority to contract 13
with Washington State University to conduct research analyzing the 14
prevalence of neonatal abstinence syndrome and infant and maternal 15
health outcomes associated with neonatal transitional nurseries in 16
Washington. The university must submit a report articulating findings 17
to the appropriate committees of the legislature by December 1, 2024.

(((119))) (117) $66,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 34
for fiscal year 2024, $502,000 of the general fund—state 35
appropriation for fiscal year 2025, and $171,000 of the general fund—36
federal appropriation are provided solely for implementation of 37
Substitute Senate Bill No. 5189 (behavioral health support). ((If the 38
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bill is not enacted by June 30, 2023, the amounts provided in this 1
subsection shall lapse.2

(120))) (118) $190,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 3
for fiscal year 2024, $354,000 of the general fund—state 4
appropriation for fiscal year 2025, and $1,106,000 of the general 5
fund—federal appropriation are provided solely for implementation of 6
Senate Bill No. 5228 (behavioral health OT). ((If the bill is not 7
enacted by June 30, 2023, the amounts provided in this subsection 8
shall lapse.9

(121))) (119) $3,605,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 10
for fiscal year 2024, $1,850,000 of the general fund—state 11
appropriation for fiscal year 2025, and $1,539,000 of the general 12
fund—federal appropriation are provided solely for implementation of 13
Second Substitute Senate Bill No. 5555 (certified peer specialists). 14
((If the bill is not enacted by June 30, 2023, the amounts provided 15
in this subsection shall lapse.16

(122))) (120) $375,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 17
for fiscal year 2024 and $375,000 of the general fund—state 18
appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for a grant to 19
the city of Arlington in partnership with the north county regional 20
fire authority for a mobile integrated health pilot project. The 21
project shall provide mobile integrated health services for residents 22
who cannot navigate resources through typical methods through brief 23
therapeutic intervention, biopsychosocial assessment and referral, 24
and community care coordination.25

(((123))) (121) $1,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 26
for fiscal year 2024 is for implementation of Engrossed Second 27
Substitute Senate Bill No. 5536 (controlled substances).28

(((124))) (122) $300,000 of the opioid abatement settlement 29
account—state appropriation is provided for support of a statewide 30
safe supply work group. The purpose of the work group is to evaluate 31
potential models for safe supply services and make recommendations on 32
inclusion of a safe supply framework in the Washington state 33
substance use recovery services plan to provide a regulated, tested 34
supply of controlled substances to individuals at risk of drug 35
overdose. The work group membership shall be reflective of the 36
community of individuals living with substance use disorder, 37
including persons who are black, indigenous, and persons of color, 38
persons with co-occurring substance use disorders and mental health 39

buprenorphine products to small providers that are not financially 38
affiliated with a hospital; and39
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(ii) Cover the cost and administration of the drug for uninsured 1
individuals that do not qualify for other state or federal health 2
insurance programs.3

(e) The number of participants and hours of direct counseling 10

(f) The number of participant referrals to crisis services 12

occurring through the pilot program; and13
(g) User satisfaction with the pilot program services.14
(129) $5,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 15

fiscal year 2025 is provided solely for bridge funding grants to 16
community behavioral health agencies participating in federal 17
certified community behavioral health clinic expansion grant programs 18
to sustain their continued level of operations following expiration 19
of federal grant funding during the planning process for adoption of 20
the certified community behavioral health clinic model statewide.21

(130) $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 22
year 2024 and $3,502,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 23
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the authority to contract 24
for community behavioral health services to be provided at the 25
Olympic heritage behavioral health facility pursuant to the following 26
requirements:27

(a) The authority must conduct a survey of provider interest to 28
determine service options for operating up to 40 beds at the Olympic 29
heritage behavioral health facility, with a target opening date of 30
April 1, 2025.31

(b) The primary focus must be addressing the needs of adults with 32
a history or likelihood of criminal legal involvement to reduce the 33
number of people with behavioral health or other diagnoses accessing 34
treatment through the criminal legal system.35

(c) The survey must seek information from providers, including 36

(134) $200,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 20
year 2025 is provided solely for the authority to develop and issue a 21
request for information to identify digital technologies that can be 22
used for supporting youth and young adult behavioral health 23
prevention, intervention, treatment, and recovery support services. 24
In developing the request for information, the authority must convene 25
a panel of experts in adolescent and young adult behavioral health 26
prevention and treatment, suicide prevention and treatment, and 27
digital behavioral health technologies.

(136) $1,500,000 of the opioid abatement settlement account—state 16
appropriation is provided solely for the authority to establish high-17
intensity community-based teams serving people with opioid use 18
disorder. The funding must be used to significantly increase 19
administration of long-acting injectable buprenorphine to people at 20
highest risk for overdose. The authority must prioritize funding to 21
augment existing field-based teams funded with federal state opioid 22
response grants, such as opioid treatment network, low-barrier 23
buprenorphine, or street medicine teams to enhance low-barrier 24
services in areas with high rates of overdose. Funding must be used 25
to engage people with opioid use disorder in nontraditional settings 26
such as supportive housing, shelters, and encampments to provide low-27
barrier, immediate, and continual care for people with opioid use 28
disorders to initiate and maintain buprenorphine, with preferential 29
focus on long-acting injectable buprenorphine. The authority must 30
submit a report to the office of financial management and the 31
appropriate committees of the legislature summarizing the 32
implementation of this funding and identifying barriers which impact 33

(137) $328,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 3
year 2025 and $328,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation are 4
provided solely for the authority to contract with the University of 5
Washington addictions, drug, and alcohol institute for implementing 6
Second Substitute House Bill No. 2320 (high THC cannabis products). 7
If the bill is not enacted by June 30, 2024, the amounts provided in 8
this subsection shall lapse.9

(138) $893,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 10
year 2025 and $722,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation are 11
provided solely for implementation of Second Substitute House Bill 12
No. 1877 (behavioral health/tribes). If the bill is not enacted by 13
June 30, 2024, the amounts provided in this subsection shall lapse.14

(139) $900,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 15
year 2025 is provided solely to reimburse King county for the cost of 16
conducting 180-day commitment hearings at state operated facilities 17
operating within King county.18

(140) $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 19
year 2025 is provided solely for the authority to contract with an 20
entity that operates as a recovery resource center in north Kitsap 21
county. This funding is provided on a one-time basis and must be used 22
by the contracting entity to expand service hours, provide recovery 23
café services, and promote peer support and vocational, educational, 24
and drug and alcohol-free social opportunities for the local recovery 25
community.26

(141) $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 27
year 2024 and $750,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 28
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for a grant to a Seattle based 29
opioid use disorder treatment provider in Seattle that experienced a 30
severe flooding event in a clinic in January 2024. This funding is 31
provided on a one-time basis and must be used to allow the clinic to 32
continue to provide services by providing support for the increased 33
per client costs resulting from temporarily delivering services to a 34
smaller volume of clients while services are being re-established at 35
the clinic and by supporting efforts to provide transitional services 36
for clients in other settings while the facility is being restored.37

(142) $900,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 38
year 2025 is provided solely for the authority to purchase dispensing 39
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machines for distribution of naloxone, fentanyl test strips, and 1
other public health supplies. In selecting a contractor for these 2
machines, the authority must not provide any preference for machines 3
that have the capacity to provide telehealth services.4

(143) $2,000,000 of the opioid abatement settlement account—state 5
appropriation is provided solely for the authority to implement a 6
rapid methadone induction pilot program. The pilot program must 7
provide rapid methadone induction services to clients in hospitals 8
electing to provide these services on an inpatient basis. Of these 9
amounts, $250,000 is provided solely for the authority to contract 10
for technical assistance to the hospitals participating in the pilot. 11
The authority must contract the amounts provided for technical 12
assistance to a Washington state chapter of a national organization 13
that provides a physician-led professional community for those who 14
prevent, treat, and promote remission and recovery from the disease 15
of addiction and whose comprehensive set of guidelines for 16
determining placement, continued stay, and transfer or discharge of 17
enrollees with substance use disorders and co-occurring disorders 18
have been incorporated into Washington state medicaid managed care 19
contracts. The authority must develop procedures for incorporating 20
this service through the apple health program including development 21
of an amendment to the state medicaid plan or waiver if required.

(144) $3,700,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 29
fiscal year 2025 is provided solely for the authority to contract for 30
five street medicine teams that rapidly assess and address the acute 31
and chronic physical and behavioral health needs of homeless people. 32
The teams must offer integrated, team-based medical, mental health, 33
substance use, and infectious disease treatment and prevention, and 34
navigation and case management services. One of the teams must 35
provide services to people in Seattle and one of the teams must 36
provide services to people in Spokane. The authority must submit a 37
report to the office of financial management and the appropriate 38
committees of the legislature on the implementation of this program 39
with recommendations for maximizing leveraging of federal medicaid 40
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match and further expansion of the street medicine model by June 30, 1
2025. Of the amounts provided in this subsection:2

(c) $1,000,000 is provided solely for a grant to the city of 6

Tacoma;7
(d) $500,000 is provided solely for a grant to the city of 8

Everett; and9
(e) $200,000 is provided solely for a grant to Kitsap county.10
(145)(a) $480,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 11

fiscal year 2025 is provided solely for a Washington state tribal 12
opioid and fentanyl response task force with members as provided in 13
this subsection:14

(i) The president of the senate shall appoint one member from 15
each of the two largest caucuses of the senate;16

(ii) The speaker of the house of representatives shall appoint 17
one member from each of the two largest caucuses of the house of 18
representatives;19

(ii) Pathways from training to employment with a law enforcement 17
agency; and18

(iii) Plans to address capacity for and delivery of training.19
(14) $1,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 20

fiscal year 2024 and $1,000,000 of the general fund—state 21
appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the 22
criminal justice training commission to provide accreditation 23
incentive awards.24

(a) The commission may provide an accreditation incentive award 25
totaling up to $50,000 to each law enforcement agency that receives 26
an accreditation during the fiscal biennium from a national or state 27
accrediting entity recognized by the commission. The commission must 28
divide award amounts provided pursuant to this section equally among 29
qualifying law enforcement agencies. A law enforcement agency may not 30
receive more than one accreditation incentive award per fiscal 31
biennium.

(16) $236,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 7
year 2024 and $226,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 8
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for implementation of Substitute 9
House Bill No. 1132 (limited authority officers). ((If the bill is 10
not enacted by June 30, 2023, the amounts provided in this subsection 11
shall lapse.))12

(17) $1,200,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 13
fiscal year 2024 and $400,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 14
for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for body camera grant 15
funding to local law enforcement agencies.16

(a) The Washington association of sheriffs and police chiefs 17
shall develop and implement a body-worn camera grant program. The 18
purpose of the program is to assist law enforcement agencies to 19
establish and expand body-worn camera programs.20

(b) Law enforcement agencies may use the grants for: (i) The 21
initial purchase, maintenance, and replacement of body-worn cameras; 22
(ii) ongoing costs related to the maintenance and storage of data 23
recorded by body worn cameras; (iii) costs associated with public 24
records requests for body worn-camera footage; and (iv) hiring of 25
personnel necessary to operate a body-worn camera program.26

Senate Bill No. 5780 (public defense & prosecution) to contract out 20
trial skills training for practitioners who are new to prosecution 21
and to administer a law student rural prosecution program. If the 22
bill is not enacted by June 30, 2024, the amount provided in this 23
subsection shall lapse.24

(21) $50,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 25
year 2025 is provided solely for the commission to provide training 26
to the Okanogan county sheriff's office. The commission must 27
coordinate with the sheriff's office to provide the training on a 28
date or dates least likely to interrupt the operations of the 29
sheriff's office and the training must take place virtually or at a 30
suitable agreed upon location.

peninsula. At a minimum, the study must estimate the costs and 39
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identify a possible timeline for establishing one or both academies. 1
A report providing recommendations is due to the governor and the 2
appropriate policy and fiscal committees of the legislature by June 3
30, 2025.4

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The appropriations in this section are subject to the following 1
conditions and limitations:2

(1) The department of health shall not initiate any services that 3
will require expenditure of state general fund moneys unless 4
expressly authorized in this act or other law. The department of 5
health and the state board of health shall not implement any new or 6
amended rules pertaining to primary and secondary school facilities 7
until the rules and a final cost estimate have been presented to the 8
legislature, and the legislature has formally funded implementation 9
of the rules through the omnibus appropriations act or by statute. 10
The department may seek, receive, and spend, under RCW 43.79.260 11
through 43.79.282, federal moneys not anticipated in this act as long 12
as the federal funding does not require expenditure of state moneys 13
for the program in excess of amounts anticipated in this act. If the 14
department receives unanticipated unrestricted federal moneys, those 15
moneys shall be spent for services authorized in this act or in any 16
other legislation that provides appropriation authority, and an equal 17
amount of appropriated state moneys shall lapse. Upon the lapsing of 18
any moneys under this subsection, the office of financial management 19
shall notify the legislative fiscal committees. As used in this 20
subsection, "unrestricted federal moneys" includes block grants and 21
other funds that federal law does not require to be spent on 22
specifically defined projects or matched on a formula basis by state 23
funds.24

(2) During the 2023-2025 fiscal biennium, each person subject to 25
RCW 43.70.110(3)(c) is required to pay only one surcharge of up to 26
$25 annually for the purposes of RCW 43.70.112, regardless of how 27
many professional licenses the person holds.28

(3) In accordance with RCW 43.70.110 and 71.24.037, the 29
department is authorized to adopt license and certification fees in 30
fiscal years 2024 and 2025 to support the costs of the regulatory 31
program. The department's fee schedule shall have differential rates 32
for providers with proof of accreditation from organizations that the 33
department has determined to have substantially equivalent standards 34
to those of the department, including but not limited to the joint 35
commission on accreditation of health care organizations, the 36
commission on accreditation of rehabilitation facilities, and the 37
council on accreditation. To reflect the reduced costs associated 38
with regulation of accredited programs, the department's fees for 39
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organizations with such proof of accreditation must reflect the lower 1
costs of licensing for these programs than for other organizations 2
which are not accredited.3

(4) Within the amounts appropriated in this section, and in 4
accordance with RCW 70.41.100, the department shall set fees to 5
include the full costs of the performance of inspections pursuant to 6
RCW 70.41.080.7

(5) In accordance with RCW 43.70.110 and 71.24.037, the 8
department is authorized to adopt fees for the review and approval of 9
mental health and substance use disorder treatment programs in fiscal 10
years 2024 and 2025 as necessary to support the costs of the 11
regulatory program. The department's fee schedule must have 12
differential rates for providers with proof of accreditation from 13
organizations that the department has determined to have 14
substantially equivalent standards to those of the department, 15
including but not limited to the joint commission on accreditation of 16
health care organizations, the commission on accreditation of 17
rehabilitation facilities, and the council on accreditation. To 18
reflect the reduced costs associated with regulation of accredited 19
programs, the department's fees for organizations with such proof of 20
accreditation must reflect the lower cost of licensing for these 21
programs than for other organizations which are not accredited.22

(6) The health care authority, the health benefit exchange, the 23
department of social and health services, the department of health, 24
the department of corrections, and the department of children, youth, 25
and families shall work together within existing resources to 26
establish the health and human services enterprise coalition (the 27
coalition). The coalition, led by the health care authority, must be 28
a multi-organization collaborative that provides strategic direction 29
and federal funding guidance for projects that have cross-30
organizational or enterprise impact, including information technology 31
projects that affect organizations within the coalition. The office 32
of the chief information officer shall maintain a statewide 33
perspective when collaborating with the coalition to ensure that 34
projects are planned for in a manner that ensures the efficient use 35
of state resources, supports the adoption of a cohesive technology 36
and data architecture, and maximizes federal financial participation. 37
The work of the coalition and any project identified as a coalition 38
project is subject to the conditions, limitations, and review 39
provided in section 701 of this act.40
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(7) Within the amounts appropriated in this section, and in 1
accordance with RCW 43.70.110 and 71.12.470, the department shall set 2
fees to include the full costs of the performance of inspections 3
pursuant to RCW 71.12.485.4

(8) $492,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 5
year 2024 and $492,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 6
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the department to coordinate 7
with local health jurisdictions to establish and maintain 8
comprehensive group B programs to ensure safe drinking water. These 9
funds shall be used for implementation costs, including continued 10
development and adoption of rules, policies, and procedures; 11
technical assistance; and training.12

(9) $96,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 13
year 2024 and $92,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 14
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for community outreach to 15
prepare culturally and linguistically appropriate hepatitis B 16
information in a digital format to be distributed to ethnic and 17
cultural leaders and organizations to share with foreign-born and 18
limited or non-English speaking community networks.19

(10) Within amounts appropriated in this section, the Washington 20
((nursing commission)) board of nursing must hire sufficient staff to 21
process applications for nursing licenses so that the time required 22
for processing does not exceed seven days.23

(11) $725,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 24
year 2024 and (($725,000)) $1,225,000 of the general fund—state 25
appropriation for fiscal year 2025 is provided solely for the 26
Washington poison center. This funding is provided in addition to 27
funding pursuant to RCW 69.50.540.28

(12) $622,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 29
year 2024, $622,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 30
fiscal year 2025, and $3,000,000 of the medicaid fraud penalty 31
account—state appropriation are provided solely for the ongoing 32
operations and maintenance of the prescription monitoring program 33
maintained by the department.34

(13) $2,265,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 35
fiscal year 2024 and $2,265,000 of the general fund—state 36
appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for:37

(a) Staffing by the department, the department of veterans 38
affairs, and the department of corrections to expand statewide 39
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suicide prevention efforts, which efforts include suicide prevention 1
efforts for military service members and veterans and incarcerated 2
persons;3

(b) A suicide prevention public awareness campaign to provide 4
education regarding the signs of suicide, interventions, and 5
resources for support;6

(c) Staffing for call centers to support the increased volume of 7
calls to suicide hotlines;8

(d) Training for first responders to identify and respond to 9
individuals experiencing suicidal ideation;10

(e) Support for tribal suicide prevention efforts;11
(f) Strengthening behavioral health and suicide prevention 12

efforts in the agricultural sector;13
(g) Support for the three priority areas of the governor's 14

challenge regarding identifying suicide risk among service members 15
and their families, increasing the awareness of resources available 16
to service members and their families, and lethal means safety 17
planning;18

(h) Training for community health workers to include culturally 19
informed training for suicide prevention;20

(i) Coordination with the office of the superintendent of public 21
instruction; and22

(j) Support for the suicide prevention initiative housed in the 23
University of Washington.24

(14) $4,500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 25
fiscal year 2024 and (($4,500,000)) $4,600,000 of the general fund—26
state appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the 27
fruit and vegetable incentives program. Of the amounts provided in 28
this subsection, $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 29
fiscal year 2024 and $600,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 30
for fiscal year 2025 are for the fruit and vegetable prescription 31
program, which provides food as medicine to individuals experiencing 32
food insecurity or are at high risk of developing a chronic health 33
condition.34

(15) $627,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 35
year 2024 and $627,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 36
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely to implement the recommendations 37
from the community health workers task force to provide statewide 38
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leadership, training, and integration of community health workers 1
with insurers, health care providers, and public health systems.2

(16) $3,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 3
fiscal year 2024 and $3,000,000 of the general fund—state 4
appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the 5
Washington ((nursing commission)) board of nursing to manage a grant 6
process to incentivize nurses to supervise nursing students in health 7
care settings. The goal of the grant program is to create more 8
clinical placements for nursing students to complete required 9
clinical hours to earn their nursing degree and related licensure.10

(17) $1,490,000 of the health professional services account—state 11
appropriation is provided solely for the Washington ((nursing 12
commission)) board of nursing to continue to implement virtual 13
nursing assistant training and testing modalities, create an 14
apprenticeship pathway into nursing for nursing assistants, implement 15
rule changes to support a career path for nursing assistants, and 16
collaborate with the workforce training and educational coordinating 17
board on a pilot project to transform the culture and practice in 18
long term care settings. The goal of these activities is to expand 19
the nursing workforce for long term care settings.20

(18) $186,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 21
year 2024 and $186,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 22
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the department to test for 23
lead in child care facilities to prevent child lead exposure and to 24
research, identify, and connect facilities to financial resources 25
available for remediation costs.26

(19) $814,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 27
year 2024 and $814,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 28
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the department to provide 29
grants to support school-based health centers and behavioral health 30
services.31

(20) $1,300,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 32
fiscal year 2024 and $1,300,000 of the general fund—state 33
appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the 34
department to coordinate and lead a multi-agency approach to youth 35
suicide prevention and intervention.36

(21)(a) $486,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 37
fiscal year 2024 and $85,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 38
for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for maintenance of the 39
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community health worker platform and continued implementation of the 1
community health worker trainings in the pediatric setting for 2
children with behavioral health needs.3

(b) Of the amounts provided in this subsection for fiscal year 4
2024, $250,000 is provided solely for a grant to a pediatric 5
organization to convene a learning collaborative to support community 6
health workers to ensure their success while on the job with their 7
multidisciplinary clinic teams and for the development of this new 8
integrated health care worker field.9

(22) $1,390,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 10
fiscal year 2024 and $1,378,000 of the general fund—state 11
appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the child 12
profile health promotion notification system.13

(23) (($5,000,000)) (a) $10,250,000 of the opioid abatement 14
settlement account—state appropriation is provided solely for the 15
department to expand the distribution of naloxone through the 16
department's overdose education and naloxone distribution program. 17
Funding must be prioritized to fill naloxone access gaps in community 18
behavioral health and other community settings, including providing 19
naloxone to first responders and agency staff in organizations such 20
as syringe service programs, house providers, and street outreach 21
programs.22

(b) Of the amounts provided in this subsection, $1,250,000 of the 23
opioid abatement settlement account—state appropriation is provided 24
solely for the department to purchase a dedicated supply of naloxone 25
for first responders across the state.26

(24) $2,000,000 of the opioid abatement settlement account—state 27
appropriation is provided solely for prevention, treatment, and 28
recovery support services to remediate the impacts of the opioid 29
epidemic. This funding must be used consistent with conditions of the 30
opioid settlement agreements that direct how funds deposited into the 31
opioid abatement settlement account created in Engrossed Substitute 32
Senate Bill No. 5293 must be used.33

(25) $400,000 of the opioid abatement settlement account—state 34
appropriation is provided solely for the completion of work 35
identified in the state opioid response plan related to maternal and 36
infant health.37

(26)(a) $10,000,000 of the climate commitment account—state 38
appropriation is provided solely to support and administer a 39
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workplace health and safety program for workers who are affected by 1
climate impacts, including but not limited to, extreme heat and cold, 2
wildfire smoke, drought, and flooding. This program will focus on 3
workplace health and safety for farmworkers, construction workers, 4
and other workers who face the most risk from climate-related 5
impacts. This amount shall be limited to supporting vulnerable 6
populations in overburdened communities under the climate commitment 7
act as defined in RCW 70A.65.010. Funding shall be provided for:8

(i) Pass through grants to community-based organizations, tribal 9
governments, and tribal organizations to support workplace health and 10
safety for workers who are burdened by the intersection of their work 11
and climate impacts; and12

(ii) Procurement and distribution of equipment and resources for 13
workers who are burdened by the intersection of their work and 14
climate impacts directly by the department of health, or through 15
pass-through grants to community-based organizations, tribal 16
governments, and tribal organizations. Equipment and resources may 17
include but are not limited to: Personal protective equipment, other 18
protective or safety clothing for cold and heat, air purifiers for 19
the workplace or worker housing, protection from ticks and 20
mosquitoes, and heating and cooling devices.21

(b) The department of health, in consultation with the 22
environmental justice council, community groups, and the department 23
of labor and industries, shall evaluate mechanisms to provide workers 24
with financial assistance to cover lost wages or other financial 25
hardships caused by extreme weather events and climate threats.26

(c) No more than five percent of this funding may be used to 27
administer this grant program.28

(27) (($5,996,000)) $7,174,000 of the climate commitment account—29
state appropriation is provided solely for the department to 30
implement the healthy environment for all act under chapter 70A.02 31
RCW, including additional staff and support for the environmental 32
justice council and implementation of a community engagement plan. If 33
Initiative Measure No. 2117 is approved in the 2024 general election, 34
upon the effective date of the measure, funds from the consolidated 35
climate account may not be used for the purposes of this subsection.36

(28)(a) $26,355,000 of the climate commitment account—state 37
appropriation is provided solely for the department to administer 38
capacity grants to tribes and tribal organizations and to 39
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overburdened communities and vulnerable populations to provide 1
guidance and input:2

(i) To agencies and to the environmental justice council on 3
implementation of the healthy environment for all act; and4

(ii) To the department on updates to the environmental health 5
disparities map.6

(b) At least 50 percent of the total amount distributed for 7
capacity grants in this subsection must be reserved for grants to 8
tribes and tribal organizations.9

(c) Funding provided in this subsection may be used for tribes 10
and tribal organizations to hire staff or to contract with 11
consultants to engage in updating the environmental health 12
disparities map or on implementing the healthy environment for all 13
act.14

(d) The department may use a reasonable amount of funding 15
provided in this subsection to administer the grants.16

(29) $17,752,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 17
fiscal year 2024 is provided solely to sustain information technology 18
infrastructure, tools, and solutions developed to respond to the 19
COVID-19 pandemic. The department shall submit a plan to the office 20
of financial management by September 15, 2023, that identifies a new 21
funding strategy to maintain these information technology investments 22
within the department's existing state, local, and federal funding. 23
Of this amount, a sufficient amount is appropriated for the 24
department to create an implementation plan for real-time bed 25
capacity and tracking for hospitals and skilled nursing facilities, 26
excluding behavioral health hospitals and facilities. The department 27
will provide the implementation plan and estimated cost for an 28
information technology system and implementation costs to the office 29
of financial management by September 15, 2023, for the bed capacity 30
and tracking tool.31

(30) (($20,000,000)) $18,700,000 of the general fund—state 32
appropriation for fiscal year 2024 and $1,300,000 of the coronavirus 33
state fiscal recovery fund—federal appropriation ((is)) are provided 34
solely to support COVID-19 public health and response activities. The 35
department must continue to distribute COVID-19 testing supplies to 36
agricultural workers and tribal governments. The department must 37
submit a spending plan to the office of financial management for 38

provided in this subsection:7

fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for grants to providers of 10
abortion care;11

(b) $368,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 12

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(43) $7,146,000 of the drinking water assistance account—federal 1
appropriation is provided solely for the office of drinking water to 2
provide technical assistance, direct engineering support, and 3
construction management to small water systems.4

(44) $381,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 5
year 2024 and $607,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 6
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the early hearing detection, 7
diagnosis, and intervention program.8

(48) $1,359,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 23
fiscal year 2024, $680,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 24
for fiscal year 2025, and $680,000 of the general fund—private/local 25
appropriation are provided solely for the department to perform 26
investigations to address the backlog of hospital complaints.27

(49) $12,000 of the health professions account—state 28
appropriation is provided solely for implementation of chapter 204, 29
Laws of 2021 (international medical grads).30

(121) $351,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 10
year 2024 and $624,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 11
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the Snohomish county health 12
department to convene a leadership planning group that will:13

(a) Conduct a landscape analysis of current sexually transmitted 14
infection, postexposure prophylaxis, preexposure prophylaxis, and 15
hepatitis B virus services and identify treatment improvements for 16
HIV preexposure prophylaxis;17

(b) Establish sexually transmitted infection clinical services at 18
the Snohomish county health department and identify opportunities to 19
expand sexual health services provided outside of clinical settings;20

(c) Conduct research on opportunities to expand jail-based sexual 21
health services;22

(d) Establish an epidemiology and technical team;23

bill is not enacted by June 30, 2023, the amounts provided in this 31
subsection shall lapse.))32

(123) $5,496,000 of the climate commitment account—state 33
appropriation is provided solely for the department to provide grants 34
to school districts making updates to existing heating, venting, and 35
air conditioning systems using small district modernization grants.36

(124) $38,600,000 of the climate commitment account—state 37
appropriation is provided solely for the department to develop a 38
grant program to fund projects that benefit overburdened communities 39
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as defined in RCW 70A.02.010(11). Of the amount provided in this 1
subsection:2

(a) $6,000,000 of the climate commitment account—state 3
appropriation is provided solely ((for fiscal year 2024)) for the 4
department and the environmental justice council created in RCW 5
70A.02.110 to engage in a participatory budgeting process with at 6
least five geographically diverse overburdened communities, as 7
identified by the department, to develop a process to select and fund 8
projects that mitigate the disproportional impacts of climate change 9
on overburdened communities. The process must allow for full 10
community engagement and develop criteria for eligible entities and 11
projects and establish priorities to achieve the greatest gain for 12
decarbonization and resiliency.

students. The department shall contract with the central nursing 38
resource center to:39
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(a) Gather data to assess current clinical placement practices, 1
opportunities, and needs;2

(b) Identify all approved nursing education programs and health 3
care facilities that offer clinical placement opportunities in the 4
state;5

(c) Convene and facilitate quarterly stakeholder meetings between 6

dedicates itself to the promotion of education, holistic health, and 32
trauma healing in the African American community to provide 33
behavioral health education, mental wellness training, evidence based 34
health programs, events, and conferences to individuals, youth/35
adults, parents/parent partners, and families, that have suffered 36
from generational and systemic racism. In conducting this work, the 37
organization will engage diverse individuals in racial healing and 38
reparative justice in the field of mental wellness. The organization 39
will also prioritize mental health equity and reparative justice in 40

(128) $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 3
year 2024 is provided solely for implementation of Second Substitute 4
House Bill No. 1745 (diversity in clinical trials). ((If the bill is 5
not enacted by June 30, 2023, the amount provided in this subsection 6
shall lapse.))7

(129) $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 8
year 2025 is provided solely for three full-time emergency medical 9
technicians and other resources necessary for the Franklin county 10
public health district to provide health services as part of medical 11
transport operations services, including services to the Coyote Ridge 12
corrections center.13

(130) $9,982,000 of the statewide 988 behavioral health crisis 14
response line account—state appropriation is provided solely for the 15
988 technology platform implementation project as described in RCW 16
71.24.890(5)(a). This amount is subject to the conditions, 17
limitations, and review requirements provided in section 701 of this 18
act and any requirements as established in Senate Bill No. 6308 19
(extending timelines for implementation of the 988 system). The 20
department must actively collaborate with consolidated technology 21
services and the health care authority so that the statewide 988 22
technology solutions will be coordinated and interoperable.23

(131) $375,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 24
year 2024 and $375,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 25
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely as pass-through funding to an 26
organization that specializes in culturally relevant sports programs 27
for indigenous children and adolescents, with the goal of keeping at-28
risk youth out of the juvenile justice system.29

(132)(a) $450,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 30
fiscal year 2025 is provided solely for the department to contract 31
with an independent third-party consultant to review the department's 32
commercial shellfish regulatory program, including licensing, 33
testing, and certification practices and requirements. The consultant 34
must assess how the department sets commercial shellfish fees under 35
RCW 43.70.250.36

(i) The consultant must seek input from the department, the 37
commercial shellfish industry, and tribes and must consider:38
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(A) Data sources and methods used by the department in setting or 1
proposing increases to commercial shellfish fees; 2

(B) All costs associated with administering the department's 3
regulatory authority over the testing of shellfish, the certification 4
of operations and the issuance of licenses, and issuing export 5

The department 11
may contract with local governments, local health jurisdictions, and 12
nonprofit organizations to administer the plan.13

(135) $120,000 of the climate commitment account—state 14
appropriation is provided solely for implementation of Substitute 15
House Bill No. 1924 (fusion technology policies). If the bill is not 16
enacted by June 30, 2024, the amount provided in this subsection 17
shall lapse. Funds provided in this subsection may not be expended or 18
obligated prior to January 1, 2025. If Initiative Measure No. 2117 is 19
approved in the general election, the amount provided in this 20
subsection shall lapse upon the effective date of the measure.21

(136) $154,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 22
year 2025 and $150,000 of the climate commitment account—state 23
appropriation are provided solely to support health equity zones, as 24
defined in RCW 43.70.595, in identification and implementation of 25
targeted interventions to have a significant impact on health 26
outcomes and health disparities. Use of the climate commitment 27
account—state appropriation must be for permitted uses defined in RCW 28

the consolidated climate account may not be used for the purposes of 31
this subsection.32

(137) $135,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 33
year 2025 is provided solely for the department to support the 34
community hospital utilization and financial data reporting program. 35
The department shall provide sufficient staff resources to ensure 36
data quality, accurate reporting, timely collection of data elements, 37
and analysis of community hospital utilization and financial data. 38
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This amount must supplement and not supplant existing funding 1
provided for this program.2

(138) $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 3
year 2025 is provided solely for the department to conduct an 4
analysis of the certificate of need program established under chapter 5
70.38 RCW and report its findings and recommendations for statutory 6
updates to the governor and appropriate legislative committees by 7
June 30, 2025. The department must, at a minimum, consider other 8
state approaches to certificate of need, impacts on access to care, 9
cost control of health services, and equity, and approaches to 10
identifying health care service needs at the statewide and community 11
levels.12

(140) $700,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 18
year 2025 is provided solely as pass-through funding to a nonprofit 19
organization located in the city of Seattle that specializes in 20
resources and support for those impacted by cancer, including support 21
groups, camps for kids impacted by cancer, and risk reduction 22
education for teens.23

(141) $196,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 24
year 2025 is provided solely for community compensation stipends for 25
low-income individuals who participate in priority engagements across 26
the department.27

(142)(a) $300,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 28
fiscal year 2025 is provided solely for the department to provide 29
grants to support community-based health assessments for overburdened 30
or highly impacted communities, and to develop a process for a grant 31
program for federally recognized tribes.32

(b) Of the amount provided in (a) of this subsection for fiscal 33
year 2025:34

(i) $200,000 is provided solely for the department to leverage 35
its existing health equity zone initiative to provide grants to 36
overburdened or highly impacted communities to conduct community-37
based health assessments; and38
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(ii) $100,000 is provided solely for the department to develop a 1
process, in consultation with tribal governments, for a grant program 2
for federally recognized tribes to conduct community-based health 3
assessments.4

(143) $3,172,000 of the health professions account—state 5
appropriation is provided solely for implementing improvements to 6
licensure processes. Improvements may include, but are not limited 7
to, updating internal policies and procedures, creating web-based 8
tutorials for applicants, updating existing web content for 9
applicants, and researching the feasibility of live chat technology 10
for applicants.11

(144) $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 12
year 2025 is provided solely for the department to pass-through to a 13
nonprofit Washington-based organization with expertise in end-of-life 14
care and in chapter 70.245 RCW (death with dignity act), to provide 15
training, outreach, and education to medical professionals, hospice 16
teams, and other Washingtonians, to support the provision of care 17
under chapter 70.245 RCW.18

(145) $168,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 19
year 2025 is provided solely for the department to coordinate work 20
related to dementia, including but not limited to:21

(a) Coordinating dementia-related activities with the department 22
of social and health services, the health care authority, and other 23
state agencies as needed;24

(b) Implementing recommendations from the dementia action 25
collaborative in the updated state Alzheimer's plan within the 26
department; and27

(c) Other dementia-related activities as determined by the 28
secretary.29

(146) $400,000 of the opioid abatement settlement account—state 30
appropriation is provided solely for the department to provide 31
increased support for emergency medical services and fire departments 32
in their opioid overdose prevention efforts, including naloxone 33
leave-behind programs, overdose response communications, and staffing 34
costs for community-based paramedics serving as navigators for 35
education, resource, and follow-up supports.36

(147) $56,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 37
year 2024 and $1,107,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 38

Code Rev/KS:ks 487 H-3501.2/24 2nd draft



fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for additional staffing and 1
contracted services for the health disparities council.2

(148) $400,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 3
year 2025 is provided solely for a grant to a community organization 4
located in King county that specializes in building a health care 5
workforce equipped to meet the needs of Black, people of color, 6
indigenous, LGBTQIA+ and other marginalized communities and 7
addressing identified gaps through recruitment and training 8
initiatives and research. This funding will support the development 9
and execution of recruitment strategies, human resources systems, and 10
administrative systems that address health care workforce gaps of 11
primary care and mental health providers.12

(149) $83,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 13
year 2025 is provided solely for the development of an in-home 14
services road map to help individuals assess their in-home services 15
needs and locate providers to serve those needs in their communities. 16
The department must work in consultation with appropriate 17
stakeholders, including but not limited to the department of social 18
and health services. The department must complete the document and 19

(b) The elements of the toolkit must:22
(i) Be based upon evidence-based research;23
(ii) Include community or participatory approaches and policy, 24

systems, and environment strategies; and25
(iii) Be in alignment with the state opioid response plan.26
(153) $400,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 27

year 2025 is provided solely for the department to support local 28
health jurisdictions, community-based organizations, and tribes in 29
opioid-related harm reduction, care linkage, and prevention work.30

(154)(a) $745,000 of the opioid abatement settlement account—31
state appropriation is provided solely for the purchase of naloxone 32
and fentanyl test strips, for distribution to high schools and public 33
institutions of higher education.34

(b) Of the amount provided in this subsection, $345,000 of the 35
opioid abatement settlement account—state appropriation is provided 36
solely for the department for the purchase and distribution of 37
naloxone administered by nasal inhalation for barrier-free and cost-38
free distribution to high school students. The department shall 39
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utilize and expand, as necessary, its existing bulk purchasing and 1
distribution arrangements with educational service districts, which 2
shall distribute further to high schools.3

(157) $4,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 38
fiscal year 2025 is provided solely for the department for enhanced 39
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opioid and fentanyl data dashboards and data systems, to provide a 1
centralized place for local data gathering efforts to be collected, 2
analyzed, and used in larger collaborative efforts. The data 3
dashboards and systems must support use by state, local, public, and 4
private partners in making strategic decisions on program 5
implementation, emergency response, and regional coordination. 6
Examples of data that may be better collected and used include public 7
naloxone access, naloxone use data, mapping for overdoses, and 8
related public health trends. The data dashboards and systems may 9
include a data collection, evaluation, and usage plan for the state 10
opioid and overdose response plan.11

(158) $1,500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 12
fiscal year 2025 is provided solely for the department to stabilize 13
and expand community-based harm reduction programs that provide 14
evidence-based interventions, care navigation, and services, such as 15
prevention of bloodborne infections, increasing naloxone access, and 16
connecting people to resources and services.17

(159)(a) $750,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 18
fiscal year 2025 is provided solely to review and update the rules 19
for school environmental health and safety. The state board of health 20
and the department shall conduct the review in collaboration with a 21
multi-disciplinary technical advisory committee. The proposed new 22
rules shall establish the minimum statewide health and safety 23
standards for schools. The state board of health shall consider the 24
size of school districts, regional cost differences, the age of the 25
schools, the feasibility of implementing the proposed rules by 26
section or subject area, and any other variables that may affect the 27
implementation of the rules. In developing proposed rules, the state 28
board of health shall:29

(i) Convene and consult with an advisory committee consisting of, 30

(a) Must include representatives from community-based 26
organizations, dental providers, medical providers, federally 27
qualified health centers, tribal dental clinics, oral health 28
foundations, and public health and water systems;29

(b) Shall review the findings from the department's oral health 30
equity assessment, identify the communities in Washington 31
experiencing the greatest oral health disparities, identify 32

The appropriations in this section are subject to the following 37
conditions and limitations:38
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(1) $748,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 1
year 2024 and $748,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 2
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely to contract for the operation of 3
one pediatric interim care center. The center shall provide 4
residential care for up to 13 children through two years of age. 5
Seventy-five percent of the children served by the center must be in 6
need of special care as a result of substance abuse by their mothers. 7
The center shall also provide on-site training to biological, 8
adoptive, or foster parents. The center shall provide at least three 9
months of consultation and support to the parents accepting placement 10
of children from the center. The center may recruit new and current 11
foster and adoptive parents for infants served by the center. The 12
department shall not require case management as a condition of the 13
contract.14

(2) $453,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 15
year 2024 and $453,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 16
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the costs of hub home foster 17
and kinship families that provide a foster care delivery model that 18
includes a hub home. Use of the hub home model is intended to support 19
foster parent retention, provide support to biological families, 20
improve child outcomes, and encourage the least restrictive community 21
placements for children in out-of-home care.22

(3) $579,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 23
year 2024, $579,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 24
fiscal year 2025, and $110,000 of the general fund—federal 25
appropriation are provided solely for a receiving care center east of 26
the Cascade mountains.27

(4) $1,620,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 28
year 2024 and $1,620,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 29
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for services provided through 30
children's advocacy centers.31

(5) In fiscal year 2024 and in fiscal year 2025, the department 32
shall provide a tracking report for social service specialists and 33
corresponding social services support staff to the office of 34
financial management, and the appropriate policy and fiscal 35
committees of the legislature. The report shall detail continued 36
implementation of the targeted 1:18 caseload ratio standard for child 37
and family welfare services caseload-carrying staff and targeted 1:8 38
caseload ratio standard for child protection services caseload 39
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carrying staff. To the extent to which the information is available, 1
the report shall include the following information identified 2
separately for social service specialists doing case management work, 3
supervisory work, and administrative support staff, and identified 4
separately by job duty or program, including but not limited to 5
intake, child protective services investigations, child protective 6
services family assessment response, and child and family welfare 7
services:8

(a) Total full-time equivalent employee authority, allotments and 9
expenditures by region, office, classification, and band, and job 10
duty or program;11

(b) Vacancy rates by region, office, and classification and band; 12
and13

(c) Average length of employment with the department, and when 14
applicable, the date of exit for staff exiting employment with the 15
department by region, office, classification and band, and job duty 16
or program.17

(6) $94,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 18
year 2024 and $94,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 19
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for a contract with a child 20
advocacy center in Spokane to provide continuum of care services for 21
children who have experienced abuse or neglect and their families.22

(7)(a) $999,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 23
fiscal year 2024, $1,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 24
for fiscal year 2025, $656,000 of the general fund—private/local 25
appropriation, and $252,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation 26
are provided solely for a contract with an educational advocacy 27
provider with expertise in foster care educational outreach. The 28
amounts in this subsection are provided solely for contracted 29
education coordinators to assist foster children in succeeding in 30
K-12 and higher education systems and to assure a focus on education 31
during the department's transition to performance-based contracts. 32
Funding must be prioritized to regions with high numbers of foster 33
care youth, regions where backlogs of youth that have formerly 34
requested educational outreach services exist, or youth with high 35
educational needs. The department is encouraged to use private 36
matching funds to maintain educational advocacy services.37

(b) The department shall contract with the office of the 38
superintendent of public instruction, which in turn shall contract 39
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with a nongovernmental entity or entities to provide educational 1
advocacy services pursuant to RCW 28A.300.590.2

(8) For purposes of meeting the state's maintenance of effort for 3
the state supplemental payment program, the department of children, 4
youth, and families shall track and report to the department of 5
social and health services the monthly state supplemental payment 6
amounts attributable to foster care children who meet eligibility 7
requirements specified in the state supplemental payment state plan. 8
Such expenditures must equal at least $3,100,000 annually and may not 9
be claimed toward any other federal maintenance of effort 10
requirement. Annual state supplemental payment expenditure targets 11
must continue to be established by the department of social and 12
health services. Attributable amounts must be communicated by the 13
department of children, youth, and families to the department of 14
social and health services on a monthly basis.15

(9) $197,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 16
year 2024 and $197,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 17
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the department to conduct 18
biennial inspections and certifications of facilities, both overnight 19
and day shelters, that serve those who are under 18 years old and are 20
homeless.21

(10)(a) $6,195,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 22
fiscal year 2024, (($6,195,000)) $8,981,000 of the general fund—state 23
appropriation for fiscal year 2025, and $1,188,000 of the general 24
fund—federal appropriation are provided solely for the department to 25
operate emergent placement and enhanced emergent placement contracts.26

(b) The department shall not include the costs to operate 27
emergent placement contracts in the calculations for family foster 28
home maintenance payments and shall submit as part of the budget 29
submittal documentation required by RCW 43.88.030 any costs 30
associated with increases in the number of emergent placement 31
contract beds after the effective date of this section that cannot be 32
sustained within existing appropriations.33

(11) Beginning January 1, 2024, and continuing through the 34
2023-2025 fiscal biennium, the department must provide semiannual 35
reports to the governor and appropriate legislative committees that 36
includes the number of in-state behavioral rehabilitation services 37
providers and licensed beds, the number of out-of-state behavioral 38
rehabilitation services placements, and a comparison of these numbers 39
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to the same metrics expressed as an average over the prior six 1
months. The report shall identify separately beds with the enhanced 2
behavioral rehabilitation services rate. Effective January 1, 2024, 3
and to the extent the information is available, the report shall 4
include the same information for emergency placement services beds 5
and enhanced emergency placement services beds.6

(12) $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 7
year 2024 and $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 8
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for implementing the supportive 9
visitation model that utilizes trained visit navigators to provide a 10
structured and positive visitation experience for children and their 11
parents.12

(13) $600,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 13
year 2024 and $600,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 14
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for enhanced adoption placement 15
services for legally free children in state custody, through a 16
partnership with a national nonprofit organization with private 17
matching funds. These funds must supplement, but not supplant, the 18
work of the department to secure permanent adoptive homes for 19
children with high needs.20

(14) The department of children, youth, and families shall make 21
foster care maintenance payments to programs where children are 22
placed with a parent in a residential program for substance abuse 23
treatment. These maintenance payments are considered foster care 24
maintenance payments for purposes of forecasting and budgeting at 25
maintenance level as required by RCW 43.88.058.26

(15) $511,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 27
year 2024, $511,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 28
fiscal year 2025, and $306,000 of the general fund—federal 29
appropriation are provided solely for continued implementation of 30
chapter 210, Laws of 2021 (2SHB 1219) (youth counsel/dependency).31

(16) If the department receives an allocation of federal funding 32
through an unanticipated receipt, the department shall not expend 33
more than what was approved or for another purpose than what was 34
approved by the governor through the unanticipated receipt process 35
pursuant to RCW 43.79.280.36

(17) $2,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 37
fiscal year 2024 and $2,000,000 of the general fund—state 38
appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the 39
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department to contract with one or more nonprofit, nongovernmental 1
organizations to purchase and deliver concrete goods to low-income 2
families.3

(18) $2,400,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 4
fiscal year 2024 and $2,400,000 of the general fund—state 5
appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for 6
implementation of performance-based contracts for family support and 7
related services pursuant to RCW 74.13B.020.8

(19) The department will only refer child welfare cases to the 9
department of social and health services division of child support 10
enforcement when the court has found a child to have been abandoned 11
by their parent or guardian as defined in RCW 13.34.030.12

(20) $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 13
year 2024 and $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 14
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the provision of SafeCare, 15
an evidence-based parenting program, for families in Grays Harbor 16
county.17

(21) $7,685,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 18
fiscal year 2024, (($8,354,000)) $11,329,000 of the general fund—19
state appropriation for fiscal year 2025, and (($2,682,000)) 20
$3,326,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation are provided 21
solely for the phase-in of the settlement agreement under D.S. et al. 22
v. Department of Children, Youth and Families et al., United States 23
district court for the western district of Washington, cause no. 24
2:21-cv-00113-BJR. The department must implement the provisions of 25
the settlement agreement pursuant to the timeline and implementation 26
plan provided for under the settlement agreement. This includes 27
implementing provisions related to the emerging adulthood housing 28
program, professional therapeutic foster care, statewide hub home 29
model, revised licensing standards, family group planning, referrals 30
and transition, qualified residential treatment program, and 31
monitoring and implementation. To comply with the settlement 32
agreement, funding in this subsection is provided as follows:33

(a) $276,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 34
year 2024, $264,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 35

(c) $452,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 9
year 2024, $864,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 10
fiscal year 2025, and $334,000 of the general fund—federal 11
appropriation are provided solely for the department to establish a 12
negotiated rule-making method to align and update foster care and 13
group care licensing standards.14

(d) $2,195,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 15
year 2024, $2,110,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 16
fiscal year 2025, and $238,000 of the general fund—federal 17
appropriation are provided solely for revised referral and transition 18
procedures for youth entering foster care.19

(e) $1,868,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 20
year 2024, $1,852,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 21
fiscal year 2025, and $1,543,000 of the general fund—federal 22
appropriation are provided solely for the department to develop and 23
implement a professional therapeutic foster care contract and 24
licensing category. Therapeutic foster care professionals are not 25
required to have another source of income and must receive 26
specialized training and support.27

(f) $872,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 28
year 2024, $832,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 29
fiscal year 2025, and $421,000 of the general fund—federal 30
appropriation are provided solely to update assessment and placement 31
procedures prior to placing a youth in a qualified residential 32
treatment program, as well as updating the assessment schedule to 33
every 90 days.34

(g) $2,725,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 35
year 2025 and $644,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation are 36
provided solely for family team decision making and shared planning 37
meetings as informed by attachment a–stakeholder facilitator and 38
process description.39
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(h) The department shall implement all provisions of the 1
settlement agreement, including those described in (a) through (f) of 2
this subsection; revisions to shared planning meeting and family team 3
decision-making policies and practices; and any and all additional 4
settlement agreement requirements and timelines established.5

(22) (($8,919,000)) $7,379,000 of the general fund—state 6
appropriation for fiscal year 2024, (($19,521,000)) $26,325,000 of 7
the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2025, and 8
(($6,595,000)) $7,195,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation 9
are provided solely for implementation of a seven-level foster care 10
support system. Of the amounts provided in this subsection:11

(a) $5,527,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 12
year 2024, $11,054,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 13
fiscal year 2025, and $5,284,000 of the general fund—federal 14
appropriation are provided solely to expand foster care maintenance 15
payments from a four-level to a seven-level support system, beginning 16
January 1, 2024.17

(b) (($2,572,000)) $1,032,000 of the general fund—state 18
appropriation for fiscal year 2024, (($7,717,000)) $14,521,000 of the 19
general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2025, and 20
(($1,173,000)) $1,773,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation 21
are provided solely for expanded caregiver support services. Services 22
include, but are not limited to, placement, case aide, and after-23
hours support, as well as training, coaching, child care, and respite 24
coordination.25

(c) $573,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 26
year 2024 and $566,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 27
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for project management to 28
oversee the shift in systems and practices.29

(d) $247,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 30
year 2024, $184,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 31
fiscal year 2025, and $138,000 of the general fund—federal 32
appropriation are provided solely for a contract with the department 33
of social and health services research and data analysis division to 34
track program outcomes through monitoring and analytics.35

(23) $732,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 36
year 2024, $732,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 37
fiscal year 2025, and $362,000 of the general fund—federal 38
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appropriation are provided solely to increase staff to support 1
statewide implementation of the kinship caregiver engagement unit.2

(24) (($7,332,000)) $2,113,000 of the general fund—state 3
appropriation for fiscal year 2024 and (($7,332,000)) $4,119,000 of 4
the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are 5
provided solely to issue foster care maintenance payments for up to 6
90 days to those kinship caregivers who obtain an initial license.7

(25) $6,696,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 8
fiscal year 2024, $6,696,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 9
for fiscal year 2025, and $2,940,000 of the general fund—federal 10
appropriation are provided solely for contracted visitation services 11
for children in temporary out-of-home care. Funding is provided to 12
reimburse providers for certain uncompensated services, which may 13
include work associated with missed or canceled visits.14

(26) $4,104,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 15
fiscal year 2024 and $5,589,000 of the general fund—state 16
appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely to expand 17
combined in-home services to serve more families. By December 1, 18
2023, and annually thereafter, the department shall provide a report 19
to the legislature detailing combined in-home services expenditures 20
and utilization, including the number of families served and a 21
listing of services received by those families.22

(27) $892,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 23
year 2024, $892,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 24
fiscal year 2025, and $796,000 of the general fund—federal 25
appropriation are provided solely for increased licensing staff. 26
Licensing staff are increased in anticipation that more kinship 27
placements will become licensed due to recent legislation and court 28
decisions, including In re Dependency of K.W. and chapter 211, Laws 29
of 2021 (E2SHB 1227) (child abuse or neglect).30

(28) $755,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 31
year 2024 and $2,014,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 32
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for implementation of Engrossed 33
Substitute Senate Bill No. 5124 (nonrelative kin placement). ((If the 34
bill is not enacted by June 30, 2023, the amounts provided in this 35
subsection shall lapse.))36

(29) $338,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 37
year 2024, $317,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 38
fiscal year 2025, and $54,000 of the general fund—federal 39
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appropriation are provided solely for implementation of Engrossed 1
Substitute Senate Bill No. 5515 (child abuse and neglect). ((If the 2
bill is not enacted by June 30, 2023, the amounts provided in this 3
subsection shall lapse.))4

(30) $851,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 5
year 2024, $2,412,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 6
fiscal year 2025, and $108,000 of the general fund—federal 7
appropriation are provided solely for implementation of Senate Bill 8
No. 5683 (foster care/Indian children). ((If the bill is not enacted 9
by June 30, 2023, the amounts provided in this subsection shall 10
lapse.))11

(31) $2,304,000 of the opioid abatement settlement account—state 12
appropriation is for implementation of Engrossed Second Substitute 13
Senate Bill No. 5536 (controlled substances).14

(32) $375,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 15
year 2024, $375,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 16
fiscal year 2025, and $112,000 of the general fund—federal 17
appropriation are provided solely for the department to develop, 18
implement, and expand strategies to improve the capacity, 19
reliability, and effectiveness of contracted visitation services for 20
children in temporary out-of-home care and their parents and 21
siblings. Strategies may include, but are not limited to, increasing 22
mileage reimbursement for providers, offering transportation-only 23
contract options, and mechanisms to reduce the level of parent-child 24
supervision when doing so is in the best interest of the child.

(34) $2,020,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 4
fiscal year 2024, $1,894,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 5
for fiscal year 2025, and $1,247,000 of the general fund—federal 6
appropriation are provided solely to increase the basic foster care 7
maintenance rate for all age groups and the supervised independent 8
living subsidy for youth in extended foster care each by $50 per 9
youth per month effective July 1, 2023.10

(35) $30,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 11
year 2024 and $300,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 12
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the department to contract 13
with a Bellevue-based nonprofit organization to support the 14
continuation of its home visiting services for children ages three 15
through five years old who are in the child welfare system. The 16
nonprofit organization must provide educational and therapeutic 17
services for children with developmental delays, disabilities, and 18
behavioral needs.19

(36) $375,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 20
year 2024 and $375,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 21
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for a contract with a Washington 22
state mentoring organization to provide oversight and training for a 23
pilot program that mentors foster youth. The goal of the program is 24
to improve outcomes for youth in foster care by surrounding them with 25
ongoing support from a caring adult mentor. Under the program, 26
mentors provide a positive role model and develop a trusted 27
relationship that helps the young person build self-confidence, 28
explore career opportunities, access their own resourcefulness, and 29
work to realize their fullest potential. The organization shall serve 30
as the program administrator to provide grants to nonprofit 31
organizations based in Washington state that meet department approved 32
criteria specific to mentoring foster youth. Eligible grantees must 33
have programs that currently provide mentoring services within the 34
state and can provide mentors who provide one-to-one services to 35
foster youth, or a maximum ratio of one mentor to three youth.36

(((36))) (37) $1,100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 37
for fiscal year 2024 ((is)) and $1,400,000 of the general fund—state 38
appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for a grant to 39
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a nonprofit organization in Spokane that has experience administering 1
a family-centered drug treatment and housing program for families 2
experiencing substance use disorder. The amount provided in this 3
subsection is intended to support the existing program while the 4
department works to develop a sustainable model of the program and 5
expand to new regions of the state.6

(((37))) (38) $150,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 7
for fiscal year 2024 is provided solely for the department to lead 8
the development of a sustainable operating funding model for programs 9
using the rising strong model that provides comprehensive, family-10
centered drug treatment and housing services to keep families 11
together while receiving treatment and support. The department shall 12
work in coordination with the health care authority, the department 13
of commerce, other local agencies, and stakeholders on development of 14
the model. The department shall submit the sustainable operating 15
model to the appropriate committees of the legislature by July 1, 16
2024.17

(((38))) (39) $107,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 18
for fiscal year 2024, $102,000 of the general fund—state 19
appropriation for fiscal year 2025, and $50,000 of the general fund—20
federal appropriation are provided solely for implementation of 21
Second Substitute House Bill No. 1580 (children in crisis). ((If the 22
bill is not enacted by June 30, 2023, the amounts provided in this 23
subsection shall lapse.24

(39))) (40) $269,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 25
fiscal year 2024 and $269,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 26
for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely to increase the new foster 27
home incentive payment for child-placing agencies to $1,000 for each 28
new foster home certified for licensure, effective July 1, 2023.29

(41) $1,484,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 30
fiscal year 2025 is provided solely to fund a memorandum of 31
understanding to be negotiated between the Washington federation of 32
state employees and the department of children, youth, and families, 33
which provides for group A assignment pay for reference 77B for SSS2s 34
in-training on a one-time basis beginning July 1, 2024.35

(42)(a) $3,153,000 of the opioid abatement settlement account—36
state appropriation and $337,000 of the general fund—federal 37
appropriation are provided solely for implementation of Engrossed 38
Second Substitute Senate Bill No. 6109 (children and families). If 39
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the bill is not enacted by June 30, 2024, the amounts provided in 1
this subsection shall lapse.2

(b) Of the amounts provided in (a) of this subsection:3
(i) $1,515,000 of the opioid abatement settlement account—state 4

appropriation is provided solely for a pilot program to include 5
third-party safety plan participants and public health nurses in 6
child protective services safety planning.7

(a) The nonprofit organization must continue to implement a 8
countywide resource and referral linkage system for families of 9
children who are prenatal through age five.10

(b) The nonprofit organization must offer a voluntary brief 11
newborn home visiting program. The program must meet the diverse 12
needs of Pierce county residents and, therefore, it must be flexible, 13
culturally appropriate, and culturally responsive. The department, in 14
collaboration with the nonprofit organization, must examine the 15
feasibility of leveraging federal and other fund sources, including 16
federal Title IV-E and medicaid funds, for home visiting provided 17
through the pilot. The department must report its findings to the 18
governor and appropriate legislative committees by September 1, 2023.19

(10) $3,577,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 20
fiscal year 2024, $3,587,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 21
for fiscal year 2025, and $9,588,000 of the education legacy trust 22
account—state appropriation are provided solely for the early 23
childhood intervention prevention services (ECLIPSE) program. The 24
department shall contract for ECLIPSE services to provide therapeutic 25
child care and other specialized treatment services to abused, 26
neglected, at-risk, and/or drug-affected children. The department 27
shall pursue opportunities to leverage other funding to continue and 28
expand ECLIPSE services. Priority for services shall be given to 29
children referred from the department.30

In a bi-annual report to the governor and the 33
legislature, the department shall report the total amount of funds 34
spent on the quality rating and improvements system and the total 35
amount of funds spent on degree incentives, scholarships, and tuition 36
reimbursements.37

(12) $1,728,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 38
fiscal year 2024 and $1,728,000 of the general fund—state 39
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appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for reducing 1
barriers for low-income providers to participate in the early 2
achievers program.3

(13) $300,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 4
year 2024 and $300,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 5
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for a contract with a nonprofit 6
entity experienced in the provision of promoting early literacy for 7
children through pediatric office visits.8

(14) $4,000,000 of the education legacy trust account—state 9
appropriation is provided solely for early intervention assessment 10
and services.11

(15) The department shall work with state and local law 12
enforcement, federally recognized tribal governments, and tribal law 13
enforcement to develop a process for expediting fingerprinting and 14
data collection necessary to conduct background checks for tribal 15
early learning and child care providers.16

(16) $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 17
year 2024 and $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 18
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for continued implementation of 19
chapter 202, Laws of 2017 (children's mental health).20

(17) Within existing resources, the department shall continue 21
implementation of chapter 409, Laws of 2019 (early learning access).22

(18) $515,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 23
year 2024 and $515,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 24
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for a statewide family resource 25
and referral linkage system, with coordinated access point of 26
resource navigators who will connect families with children prenatal 27
through age five with services, programs, and community resources 28
through a facilitated referral and linkage process.29

(19)(a) $114,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 30
fiscal year 2024, $173,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 31
for fiscal year 2025, $6,000 of the general fund—federal 32
appropriation, and $31,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation 33
(ARPA) are provided solely for the department to complete its pilot 34
project to determine the feasibility of a child care license category 35
for multi-site programs operating under one owner or one entity and 36
to complete one year of transition activities. The department shall 37
adopt rules to implement the pilot project and may waive or adapt 38
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licensing requirements when necessary to allow for the operation of a 1
new license category. Pilot participants must include, at least:2

(i) One governmental agency;3
(ii) One nonprofit organization; and4
(iii) One for-profit private business.5

((If the bill is not enacted by June 30, 2023, the amounts provided 9
in this subsection shall lapse.))10

(30) $200,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 11
year 2024 and $200,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 12
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely to help close the gap in 13
childcare access in the King county region by providing pandemic 14
recovery support funding to the Launch learning organization.15

(31) (($533,000)) $169,000 of the general fund—state 16
appropriation for fiscal year 2024 ((is)) and $364,000 of the general 17
fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for 18
the department to submit an implementation plan to expand access to 19
Washington's mixed delivery child care system. The plan must assume 20
that any financial contribution by families is capped at no more than 21
seven percent of household income and that the child care workforce 22
are provided living wages and benefits. The plan must be submitted to 23
the appropriate committees of the legislature by June 30, 2025, and 24
should:25

(a) Follow the intent of chapter 199, Laws of 2021;26

(12) $177,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 17
year 2024 and $177,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 18
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely to validate a proposed 19
standardized channel migration zone mapping methodology, develop a 20
statewide channel migration zone mapping implementation plan, and 21
provide technical assistance to local and tribal governments looking 22
to use the new standard.23

(13)(a) $640,000 of the climate investment account—state 24
appropriation is provided solely for the department, in consultation 25
with the office of financial management and the environmental justice 26
council, to develop and implement a process to track, summarize, and 27
report on state agency expenditures from climate commitment act 28
accounts that provide direct and meaningful benefits to vulnerable 29
populations within the boundaries of overburdened communities as 30
described in RCW 70A.65.030 and 70A.65.230, and expenditures that are 31
formally supported by a resolution of an Indian tribe as described in 32
RCW 70A.65.230. The department must incorporate the process under 33
this subsection into existing efforts to track climate commitment act 34
expenditures under RCW 70A.65.300. The department must incorporate 35
the Washington state proequity antiracism (PEAR) plan and playbook 36
and executive order 22-04 into the work of this subsection as 37
appropriate.38
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(b) The information that agencies provide to the department, and 1
that the department tracks and reports on under this subsection, must 2
include, at a minimum:3

(i) The amount of each expenditure that provides direct and 4
meaningful benefits to vulnerable populations within the boundaries 5

(v) For expenditures that do not meet, or it is unclear whether 18
they meet, (b)(i) or (iv) of this subsection, an explanation of why.19

(c) The department, in consultation with the environmental 20
justice council and the office of financial management, and in 21
coordination with reporting under RCW 70A.65.300, must report to the 22
appropriate committees of the legislature by September 30, 2024, on 23
the following:24

(i) A summary of the information provided by agencies through the 25
process in this subsection; and26

(ii) Any recommendations for improvements to the process under 27
this subsection or potential amendments to RCW 70A.65.030, 28
70A.65.230, or 70A.02.080, or other statutes relevant to this 29
subsection. In making recommendations, the department must consider 30
any statutory changes necessary to ensure consistent tracking of the 31
uses of climate commitment account funds, including standardization 32
or coordination of the process for identifying the overburdened 33
communities used for purposes of tracking expenditures and the 34
methods for determining whether an expenditure contributes a direct 35
and meaningful benefit to a vulnerable population or overburdened 36
community.37

(d) "Climate commitment act accounts" means the carbon emissions 38
reduction account created in RCW 70A.65.240, the climate commitment 39
account created in RCW 70A.65.260, the natural climate solutions 40

created in RCW 70A.65.250, the air quality and health disparities 2
improvement account created in RCW 70A.65.280, the climate transit 3
programs account created in RCW 46.68.500, and the climate active 4
transportation account created in RCW 46.68.490.5

(14) $238,000 of the model toxics control operating account—state 6
appropriation is provided solely for technical assistance and 7
compliance assurance associated with the ban of certain 8
hydrofluorocarbon-related products.9

(15) $2,500,000 of the model toxics control operating account—10
state appropriation is provided solely for the department to conduct 11
a statewide compost emissions study, which will provide essential 12
data needed to improve the quality of air permitting decisions, 13
improve compost facility operations, and support state goals to 14
reduce organic waste in landfills reducing climate change impacts.15

(16) $2,256,000 of the model toxics control operating account—16
state appropriation is provided solely for the department to provide 17
technical assistance to landowners and local governments to promote 18
voluntary compliance, implement best management practices, and 19
support implementation of water quality clean-up plans in shellfish 20
growing areas, agricultural areas, forestlands, and other types of 21
land uses, including technical assistance focused on protection and 22
restoration of critical riparian management areas important for 23
salmon recovery.24

(17) $2,702,000 of the model toxics control operating account—25
state appropriation is provided solely for the department to develop 26
a 6PPD action plan and complete a safer alternatives assessment of 27
the 6PPD compound used in tires, including obtaining any data 28
necessary to complete the alternatives assessment. The action plan 29
should identify, characterize, and evaluate uses and releases of 6PPD 30
and related chemicals, and recommend actions to protect human health 31
and the environment. The department shall provide a progress report 32
on the action plan and alternatives assessment to the governor's 33
office, the office of financial management, and the appropriate 34
committees of the legislature by December 31, 2024. The department 35
may provide funding from this subsection to the University of 36
Washington and Washington State University for the purposes of this 37
subsection.38
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(18) $5,195,000 of the model toxics control operating account—1
state appropriation is provided solely to establish a program to 2
monitor 6PPD compounds in water and sediment, identify effective best 3
management practices to treat 6PPD in stormwater runoff, produce 4
guidance on how and when to use best management practices for 5
toxicity reduction to protect salmon and other aquatic life, and 6
incorporate the guidance into stormwater management manuals. The 7
department may provide funding from this subsection to the University 8
of Washington and Washington State University for the purposes of 9
this subsection.10

(19) $2,296,000 of the natural climate solutions account—state 11
appropriation is provided solely for implementation of Senate Bill 12
No. 5104 (marine shoreline habitat). ((If the bill is not enacted by 13
June 30, 2023, the amounts provided in this subsection shall lapse.))14

(20)(a) $500,000 of the model toxics control operating account— 15
state appropriation is provided solely for the department to carry 16
out the following activities to inform the development of legislative 17
proposals to increase recycling, reuse, and source reduction rates, 18
which must include consideration of how to design and implement a 19
producer responsibility model for consumer packaging, including 20
paper, plastic, metal, and glass, and paper products:21

(i) Conduct a recycling, reuse, and source reduction targets 22
study; and23

(ii) Carry out a community input process on the state's recycling 24
system.25

(b) The department must contract with an impartial third-party 26
consultant with relevant technical expertise and capabilities in 27
facilitation and gathering public input, including from overburdened 28
communities, to carry out the activities specified in (a) of this 29
subsection. In order to ensure that the state is receiving a variety 30
of expert perspectives on the topic of packaging management, the 31
contractor should include in their team individuals and/or 32
subcontractors with a wide range of expertise and experience.

(23) $340,000 of the model toxics control operating account—state 24
appropriation is provided solely for implementation of Engrossed 25
Substitute House Bill No. 1033 (compostable product usage). ((If the 26
bill is not enacted by June 30, 2023, the amount provided in this 27
subsection shall lapse.))28

(24) $1,124,000 of the model toxics control operating account—29
state appropriation is provided solely for implementation of 30
Substitute House Bill No. 1047 (cosmetic product chemicals). ((If the 31
bill is not enacted by June 30, 2023, the amount provided in this 32
subsection shall lapse.))33

(25) $139,000 of the model toxics control operating account—state 34
appropriation is provided solely for implementation of Substitute 35
House Bill No. 1085 (plastic pollution). ((If the bill is not enacted 36
by June 30, 2023, the amount provided in this subsection shall 37
lapse.))38
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(26) $6,000,000 of the emergency drought response account—state 1
appropriation and $2,000,000 of the state drought preparedness 2
account—state appropriation are provided solely for implementation of 3
Substitute House Bill No. 1138 (drought preparedness). ((If the bill 4
is not enacted by June 30, 2023, the amounts provided in this 5
subsection shall lapse.))6

(27) $1,123,000 of the natural climate solutions account—state 7
appropriation is provided solely for implementation of Engrossed 8
Second Substitute House Bill No. 1170 (climate response strategy). 9
((If the bill is not enacted by June 30, 2023, the amount provided in 10
this subsection shall lapse.))11

(28) $43,000 of the underground storage tank account—state 12
appropriation is provided solely for implementation of Engrossed 13
Substitute House Bill No. 1175 (petroleum storage tanks). ((If the 14
bill is not enacted by June 30, 2023, the amount provided in this 15
subsection shall lapse.))16

(29) $1,174,000 of the climate commitment account—state 17
appropriation is provided solely for implementation of Engrossed 18
Second Substitute House Bill No. 1181 (climate change/planning). ((If 19
the bill is not enacted by June 30, 2023, the amount provided in this 20
subsection shall lapse.))21

(30) $13,248,000 of the climate commitment account—state 22
appropriation is provided solely for implementation of Engrossed 23
Second Substitute House Bill No. 1216 (clean energy siting). ((If the 24
bill is not enacted by June 30, 2023, the amount provided in this 25
subsection shall lapse.))26

(31) $140,000 of the model toxics control operating account—state 27
appropriation is provided solely for implementation of Second 28
Substitute House Bill No. 1578 (wildland fire safety). ((If the bill 29
is not enacted by June 30, 2023, the amount provided in this 30
subsection shall lapse.))31

(32) Expenditures on upgrading or developing the turboplan 32
system, Washington fuel reporting system, and EAGL system are subject 33
to the conditions, limitations, and review requirements of section 34
701 of this act.35

(33) $1,263,000 of the clean fuels program account—state 36
appropriation is provided solely for implementation of Engrossed 37
Substitute Senate Bill No. 5447 (alternative jet fuel). ((If the bill 38
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is not enacted by June 30, 2023, the amount provided in this 1
subsection shall lapse.))2

(34) $370,000 of the climate commitment account—state 3
appropriation is provided solely as a grant to the Puget Sound clean 4
air agency to identify emission reduction projects and to help 5
community-based organizations, local governments, and ports in 6
overburdened communities author grant applications and provide 7
support for grant reporting for entities that receive grants. The 8
department must prioritize projects located in overburdened 9
communities so that those communities can reap the public health 10
benefits from the climate commitment act, inflation reduction act, 11
and other new funding opportunities.12

(35) $1,220,000 of the model toxics control operating account—13
state appropriation is provided solely for implementation of 14
Engrossed Second Substitute Senate Bill No. 5144 (batteries/15
environment). ((If the bill is not enacted by June 30, 2023, the 16
amount provided in this subsection shall lapse.))17

(36) (($822,000)) $77,000 of the model toxics control operating 18
account—state appropriation is provided solely for implementation of 19
Senate Bill No. 5369 (polychlorinated biphenyls). ((If the bill is 20
not enacted by June 30, 2023, the amount provided in this subsection 21
shall lapse.))22

(37) $330,000 of the model toxics control operating account—state 23
appropriation is provided solely for the department to provide a 24
grant to Clark county for the purpose of developing and implementing 25
a lake management plan to restore and maintain the health of 26
Vancouver lake, a category 5 303(d) status impaired body of water. 27
The department must work with the county to include involvement by 28
property owners around the lake and within the watersheds that drain 29
to the lake, the department of natural resources, other state 30
agencies and local governments with proprietary or regulatory 31
jurisdiction, tribes, and nonprofit organizations advocating for the 32
health of the lake. The plan should incorporate work already 33
completed by the county and other entities involved in development of 34
the lake management strategy.35

(e) $366,000 to the Puget Sound restoration fund to subcontract 12

with sound data systems and Vashon nature center; and13
(f) $250,000 to the reef check foundation.14
(40) $150,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 15

year 2024 and $150,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 16
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the department's engagement 17
with the federal government, Indian tribes, water users, and local 18
governments on a process that could result in a federal Indian water 19
rights settlement through the Nooksack adjudication. The department 20
shall produce a monthly report during the claims filing period to 21
monitor the progress of claims filed by water users. The department 22
shall provide a report to the appropriate standing committees of the 23
legislature regarding the status of the adjudication and any 24
potential settlement structure by June 30, 2024, and by June 30, 25

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supply planning in WRIA 1. Funding may be used to collect or analyze 1
technical information, to develop and assess the feasibility of water 2
supply solutions in WRIA 1, and for facilitation and mediation among 3
parties including, but not limited to, the department, Whatcom 4
county, the public utility district, the city of Bellingham, Lummi 5
Nation, and the Nooksack Tribe.

(44) $1,416,000 of the climate investment account—state 22
appropriation is provided solely for additional staff and resources 23
to implement the climate commitment act. If Initiative Measure No. 24
2117 is approved in the 2024 general election, upon the effective 25
date of the measure, funds from the consolidated climate account may 26
not be used for the purposes in this subsection.27

(45) $896,000 of the model toxics control operating account—state 28
appropriation is provided solely for Washington conservation corps 29
(WCC) cost-share requirements for qualifying organizations, as 30
identified through a competitive application process that prioritizes 31
communities that have not previously received WCC support, are in 32
areas with a high cumulative impact on the department of health's 33
environmental health disparities map, are identified by the office of 34
financial management as distressed, and/or have a high percentile of 35
people of color or low-income.36

(46) $3,307,000 of the natural climate solutions account—state 37
appropriation is provided solely to update surface water maps across 38
the state, develop geospatial integration tools, and support the use, 39
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accuracy, and adoption of the state's hydrography dataset. If 1
Initiative Measure No. 2117 is approved in the 2024 general election, 2
upon the effective date of the measure, funds from the consolidated 3
climate account may not be used for the purposes in this subsection.4

(47) $410,000 of the model toxics control operating account—state 5
appropriation is provided solely to implement the recommendations 6
from the agency's June 2023 report on Puget Sound nutrient credit 7
trading, including conducting a market feasibility analysis and 8
developing a stakeholder outreach plan, a tribal engagement plan, and 9
trading resource materials.10

(48) $338,000 of the climate commitment account—state 11
appropriation is provided solely for the department to increase 12
planning, engagement, and evaluation tools for effective ocean 13
management and offshore wind energy development. The department must 14
engage with tribes in carrying out this subsection. If Initiative 15
Measure No. 2117 is approved in the 2024 general election, upon the 16
effective date of the measure, funds from the consolidated climate 17
account may not be used for the purposes in this subsection.18

(49) $2,000,000 of the model toxics control operating account—19
state appropriation is provided solely for the department to meet the 20
increased demand for administrative orders authorized under chapter 21
90.48 RCW (the water pollution control act) for projects impacting 22
state waters.23

(50) Upon request, the department must provide technical 24
assistance to representatives of emissions-intensive trade-exposed 25
industries, as defined in RCW 70A.65.110, on the replacement of 26
existing industrial facilities with facilities under the same North 27
American industry classification system code with lower greenhouse 28
gas emissions. The department must provide such assistance until 29
November 1, 2024.30

(51)(a) $300,000 of the climate commitment account—state 31
appropriation is provided solely for the department, in consultation 32
with the department of commerce, to contract with a third-party 33
entity to conduct a study of the extent to which carbon dioxide 34
removal is needed to meet Washington's emissions reduction targets 35
defined in RCW 70A.45.020. The study must include recommendations on 36
policies to grow Washington's carbon dioxide removal capacity, 37
including compliance market development and government procurement 38
policies. The department must provide an interim progress report to 39

(53) $200,000 of the flood control assistance account—state 28
appropriation is provided solely for a grant to the Spirit Lake-29
Toutle/Cowlitz river collaborative for flood risk reduction, 30
ecosystem recovery, scientific research, and other activities related 31
to sediment management and flooding in the Spirit Lake-Toutle/Cowlitz 32
river system.33

(54) $501,000 of the model toxics control operating account—34
private/local appropriation is provided solely for cleanup costs at 35
the Stillwater holdings Chevron site in Walla Walla.36

(55) $300,000 of the model toxics control operating account—state 37
appropriation is provided solely for an analysis of the contribution 38
of waste tires, as defined in RCW 70A.205.440, to 6PPD-q pollution. 39
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The department may contract with a third party for the study. A final 1
study report is due to the appropriate committees of the legislature 2
by June 30, 2025, in accordance with RCW 43.01.036. The study must 3
include:4

(a) A review of the disposal, repurposing, reuse, recycling, 5
handling, and management of waste tires in the state;6

(b) A review of the markets for waste tires, including state 7

(8) $8,533,000 of the public works assistance account—state 25
appropriation is provided solely for implementation of the voluntary 26
stewardship program. This amount may not be used to fund agency 27
indirect and administrative expenses.28

(9) (($30,000,000)) $5,100,000 of the climate commitment account—29
state appropriation is provided solely for grants through the 30
sustainable farms and fields program for organic agricultural waste 31
and greenhouse gas emissions reduction through climate-smart 32
livestock management. Of the amounts provided in this subsection:33

(a)(((i) The commission may grant up to $22,000,000 toward cost 34
share agreements for anaerobic digester development to dairy farm 35
owners.

(((e))) (d) The commission must submit a report summarizing the 21
grants awarded and the likely annual greenhouse gas emission 22
reductions achieved as a result to the appropriate committees of the 23
legislature by December 1, 2024.24

(10) $23,000 of the natural climate solutions account—state 25
appropriation is provided solely for implementation of Engrossed 26
Second Substitute House Bill No. 1170 (climate response strategy). 27
((If the bill is not enacted by June 30, 2023, the amount provided in 28
this subsection shall lapse.))29

(11) $379,000 of the public works assistance account—state 30
appropriation is provided solely for implementation of Substitute 31
Senate Bill No. 5353 (voluntary stewardship program). ((If the bill 32
is not enacted by June 30, 2023, the amount provided in this 33
subsection shall lapse.))34

(12) The commission must report to and coordinate with the 35
department of ecology to track expenditures from climate commitment 36
act accounts, as defined and described in RCW 70A.65.300 and section 37
302(13) of this act.38
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(13) $150,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 1
year 2024 and $150,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 2
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for a grant to the King county 3
conservation district to reduce the impacts of artificial lighting on 4
or near the water on the behavior of salmon and other aquatic life in 5
Lake Sammamish and Lake Washington. The grant funding may be used 6
for:7

(a) Research, including quantifying light intensities and 8

potential there is for increasing this contribution, and how 23
additional investments will help realize this potential, while 24
supporting resiliency. The commission must include the departments of 25
agriculture and ecology and other relevant state agencies, Washington 26
state university, conservation districts, tribal governments, 27
nongovernmental organizations, and other relevant stakeholders who 28
will participate in the evaluation. The commission must submit a 29
report of its findings and recommendation to the appropriate 30
committees of the legislature by May 1, ((2024)) 2025.31

(16) $10,000,000 of the natural climate solutions account—state 32
appropriation is provided solely for the commission to provide grants 33
to local government and private landowners for fire wise projects to 34
reduce forest fuel loading in areas deemed a high hazard for 35
potential wildfire.36

(17) $200,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 37
year 2025 is provided solely for staffing to support administrative 38
operations of the commission. The commission will adopt an 39
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administrative rate policy for funding indirect support costs for 1
future programmatic operating budget requests.2

(18) $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 3
year 2025 is provided solely for post wildfire recovery actions in 4
central Klickitat conservation district and eastern Klickitat 5
conservation district to provide technical assistance and conduct 6
fire recovery activities such as seeding, weed control, dozer line 7
repair, forest health, and shrub steppe restoration, on areas that 8
are necessary for public resource protection.9

School districts 36
shall ensure that special education students as a class receive their 37
full share of the general apportionment allocation accruing through 38
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sections 504 and 506 of this act. To the extent a school district 1
cannot provide an appropriate education for special education 2
students under chapter 28A.155 RCW through the general apportionment 3
allocation, it shall provide services through the special education 4
excess cost allocation funded in this section.5

(b) Funding provided within this section is sufficient for 6
districts to provide school principals and lead special education 7
teachers annual professional development on the best-practices for 8
special education instruction and strategies for implementation. 9
Districts shall annually provide a summary of professional 10
development activities to the office of the superintendent of public 11
instruction.12

(2)(a) The superintendent of public instruction shall ensure 13
that:14

(i) Special education students are basic education students 15
first;16

(ii) As a class, special education students are entitled to the 17
full basic education allocation; and18

(iii) Special education students are basic education students for 19
the entire school day.20

By November 2024, the office shall submit a report 4
to relevant committees of the legislature describing options for 5
entering into statewide agreements with dual credit exam companies 6
that will reduce the overall costs for all students and eliminate 7
costs for students who are low income.8

(b) $3,152,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 9
year 2024 and $3,152,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 10
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for secondary career and 11
technical education grants pursuant to chapter 170, Laws of 2008, 12
including parts of programs receiving grants that serve students in 13
grades four through six. If equally matched by private donations, 14
$1,475,000 of the 2024 appropriation and $1,475,000 of the 2025 15
appropriation shall be used to support FIRST robotics programs in 16
grades four through twelve. Of the amounts provided in this 17
subsection (2)(b), $800,000 of the fiscal year 2024 appropriation and 18
$800,000 of the fiscal year 2025 appropriation are provided solely 19
for the purpose of statewide supervision activities for career and 20
technical education student leadership organizations.21

(c) $135,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 22
year 2024 and $135,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 23
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for science, technology, 24

(d) $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 27
year 2024 and $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 28
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for advanced project lead the 29
way courses at ten high schools. To be eligible for funding in 2024, 30
a high school must have offered a foundational project lead the way 31
course during the 2022-23 school year. The 2024 funding must be used 32
for one-time start-up course costs for an advanced project lead the 33
way course, to be offered to students beginning in the 2023-24 school 34
year. To be eligible for funding in 2025, a high school must have 35
offered a foundational project lead the way course during the 2023-24 36
school year. The 2025 funding must be used for one-time start-up 37
course costs for an advanced project lead the way course, to be 38
offered to students beginning in the 2024-25 school year. The office 39
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of the superintendent of public instruction and the education 1
research and data center at the office of financial management shall 2
track student participation and long-term outcome data. The office 3
may require the recipient of these funds to report the impacts of the 4
recipient's efforts in alignment with the measures of the Washington 5
school improvement framework.6

(e) $2,527,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 7
year 2024 and $2,527,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 8
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for annual startup, expansion, 9
or maintenance of core plus programs in maritime, construction, and 10
aerospace and advanced manufacturing programs. To be eligible for 11
funding to start up, maintain, or expand programs under (e)(i) 12
through (iii) of this subsection (2), the skills center, high school, 13
or middle school must be selected through a grant process 14
administered by the office of the superintendent of public 15
instruction in consultation with the advisory committee established 16
in (e)(vi) of this subsection (2). The office and the education 17
research and data center shall report annually student participation 18
and long-term outcome data. Within the amounts provided in this 19
subsection (2)(e):20

(i) $900,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 21
year 2024 and $900,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 22
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for grants for the annual 23
startup, expansion, or maintenance of core plus programs in aerospace 24
and advanced manufacturing programs.25

(ii) $550,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 26
year 2024 and $550,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 27
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for grants for the annual 28
startup, expansion, or maintenance of core plus programs in 29
construction programs.30

(iii) $550,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 31
year 2024 and $550,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 32
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for grants for the annual 33
startup, expansion, or maintenance of core plus programs in maritime 34
programs.35

(iv) For (e)(i) through (iii) of this subsection (2), when the 36
grant demand does not align with the specified allocation, the 37
superintendent may allocate funding toward sector areas that meet 38
criteria based on agreement from industry sector representatives.39

(v) $527,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 1
year 2024 and $527,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 2

The funds shall be used to: Support community involvement 24
officers that recruit, train, and match community volunteer mentors 25
with students selected as achievers scholars; and to identify and 26
reduce barriers to college for low-income and underserved middle and 27
high school students. The office may require the recipient of these 28
funds to report the impacts of the recipient's efforts in alignment 29
with the measures of the Washington school improvement framework.30

(g) $1,454,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 31
year 2024 and $1,454,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 32
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for contracting with a college 33
scholarship organization with expertise in conducting outreach to 34
students concerning eligibility for the Washington college bound 35
scholarship consistent with chapter 405, Laws of 2007. The office may 36
require the recipient of these funds to report the impacts of the 37
recipient's efforts in alignment with the measures of the Washington 38
school improvement framework.39
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(h) $150,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 1
year 2024 and $150,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 2
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for an education and workforce 3
pathway pilot program at the northwest career and technical academy. 4
The pilot program will oversee a pathway including high schools, 5
skills centers, community and technical colleges, and employers that 6
results in students earning a high school diploma and an associate in 7
technical arts degree, while maintaining summer employment.8

(i) $3,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 9
year 2024 and $3,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 10

(l) $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 6
year 2024 is provided solely for the office to contract with a 7
nongovernmental entity for a controls programmer apprenticeship 8
program.9

pilots with up to 12 dropout reengagement programs to support summer 19
programming. To select pilot participants, the office must prioritize 20
schools and programs that work with postresident youth as defined in 21
RCW 28A.190.005. Amounts provided in this subsection must be used to 22
support programming during the summer months and are in addition to 23
funding generated by enrollment under state funding formulas.24

(o) $400,000 of the workforce education investment account—state 25
appropriation is provided solely for the Federal Way school district 26
to contract with an organization to offer state-recognized 27
apprenticeship preparation program opportunities for all high school 28
students in south King county in the summer. The organization must 29
have prior experience working with school districts and must provide 30
quality training, employment navigation, and supportive services that 31
lead to family wage careers. The program must support at least two 32
cohorts of students each summer, and the organization must provide 33
stipends to students participating in state-recognized apprenticeship 34
preparation programs during the summer months.35

(p) $150,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 36
year 2025 is provided solely for the office for grants to school 37
districts to install at least one automatic external defibrillator. 38
The office shall establish a grant program to assist school districts 39
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to offset the costs of purchasing an automatic external defibrillator 1
(AED) or to maintain or replace an AED.2

(q) $20,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 3
year 2024 and $20,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 4
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the office for a grant to 5
Evergreen high school in White Center to support the associated 6
student body at the high school.7

(r) $425,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 8
year 2025 is provided solely for the office for a grant to an 9
established network for a pilot project to provide opportunities for 10
youth to see themselves in high demand science, technology, 11
engineering, and math in the northwest and southeast regions.12

(s) $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 13
year 2025 is provided solely for the office for grants to school 14
districts to develop and implement capacity building supports for 15
community-based youth development. School districts receiving grants 16
under this subsection will offer programs that serve youth between 17
the ages of 11 and 19.18

(t) $3,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 19
year 2025 is provided solely for grants to school districts for ninth 20
grade success. Within the amounts in this subsection, funding is 21
provided for the office to contract with an evaluator to conduct a 22
yearly evaluation of the program's success.23

(u) $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 24
year 2025 is provided solely for the office for a grant to the 25
Seattle public school district to conduct an analysis of why families 26
have left the district and how they may be attracted back. The 27
Seattle public school district shall provide a report to the office 28
of financial management and the fiscal committees of the legislature 29
by June 30, 2025, that addresses the reasons for families leaving the 30
district and specific steps necessary for them to return to the 31
district.32

(v) $1,400,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 33
year 2025 is provided solely for grants to small districts to enable 34
access to skills centers and technical education. For purposes of 35
this subsection (2)(v), "small district" means a district having an 36
enrollment of fewer than 2,750 students.37

(3) CURRICULUM DEVELOPMENT, DISSEMINATION, AND SUPPORTS38
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(a) $75,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 1
year 2024 and $75,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 2
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for project citizen and we the 3
people: The citizen and the constitution programs sponsored by the 4
national conference of state legislatures and the center for civic 5
education to promote participation in government by middle and high 6
school students. Of the amounts provided, $15,000 of the general fund7
—state appropriation for fiscal year 2024 and $15,000 of the general 8
fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for 9
awarding a travel grant to the winner of the we the people: The 10
citizen and the constitution state competition.11

(b) $373,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 12
year 2024 and $373,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 13
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for implementation of chapter 14
127, Laws of 2018 (civics education). Of the amounts provided in this 15
subsection (3)(b), $10,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 16
for fiscal year 2024 and $10,000 of the general fund—state 17
appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for grant 18
programs to school districts to help cover travel costs associated 19
with civics education competitions.20

(c) $55,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 21
year 2024 and $55,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 22
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the office of the 23
superintendent of public instruction for statewide implementation of 24
career and technical education course equivalency frameworks 25
authorized under RCW 28A.700.070 for math and science. This may 26
include development of additional equivalency course frameworks, 27
course performance assessments, and professional development for 28
districts implementing the new frameworks.29

(h) $50,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 27
year 2024 and $50,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 28
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for grants of $2,500 to provide 29
twenty middle and high school teachers each year with professional 30
development training for implementing integrated math, science, 31
technology, and engineering programs in their schools.32

(i) $1,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 33
year 2024 and $1,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 34
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the computer science and 35
education grant program to support the following three purposes: 36
Train and credential teachers in computer sciences; provide and 37

(l) $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 9
year 2024 and $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 10
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the Mobius science center to 11
expand mobile outreach of science, technology, engineering, and 12
mathematics (STEM) education to students in rural, tribal, and low-13
income communities.14

(m) $85,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 15
year 2024 and $85,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 16
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the centrum program at Fort 17
Worden state park.18

(n) $20,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 19
fiscal year 2024 and $20,000,000 of the general fund—state 20
appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the office 21
to administer an outdoor learning grant program to develop and 22
support outdoor educational experiences for students in Washington 23
public schools. A portion of the amount provided must be used to 24
provide outdoor educational opportunities for people with 25
disabilities. The office may consult with the Washington recreation 26
and conservation office on outdoor learning program grants. Of the 27
amounts provided in this subsection (3)(n):28

(i) $195,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 29
year 2024 and $195,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 30
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the office to implement 31
chapter 112, Laws of 2022 (outdoor learning grant prg.).32

(ii) $3,903,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 33
fiscal year 2024 and $3,903,000 of the general fund—state 34
appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the 35
outdoor learning grant program, which consists of two types of 36
grants:37

(A) Allocation-based grants for school districts to develop or 38
support outdoor educational experiences; and39
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(B) Competitive grants for outdoor education providers that are 1
designed to support existing capacity and to increase future capacity 2
for outdoor learning experiences.3

(p)(i) $1,425,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 17
fiscal year 2024 and $4,725,000 of the general fund—state 18
appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for dual 19
language grants to grow capacity for high quality dual language 20
learning. Grant funding may be used for new and existing dual 21
language programs, heritage language programs for immigrant and 22
refugee students, and indigenous language programs for native 23
students. Of the amounts provided in this subsection, $1,000,000 of 24
the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2025 is provided 25
solely for tribal language grants.26

(ii) Each grant recipient must convene an advisory board to guide 27
the development and continuous improvement of its dual language 28
program, including but not limited to: Determining which schools and 29
languages will be prioritized; conducting outreach to the community; 30
and addressing enrollment considerations and the hiring of staff. At 31
least half the members of the board must be parents of English 32
learner students or current or former English learner students. The 33
other members of the board must represent teachers, students, school 34
leaders, governing board members, youth, and community-based 35
organizations that support English learners.36

(q) $3,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 37

This public-private 1
partnership will provide educational software, as well as information 2
technology certification and software training opportunities for 3
students and staff in public schools ((for the 2023-24 school year 4
only. The office must evaluate other options that may be available in 5
the state for a future public-private partnership to deliver similar 6
services to students and staff of public schools at no cost to the 7
state)).8

(r) $1,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 9
year 2024 and $1,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 10
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the office to contract with 11
a nongovernmental entity whose goals are to reduce disparities in 12
student performance and improve algebraic achievement to create a 13
statewide interactive math tutoring tool for middle and high school 14
students that is accessible on a 24 hour basis to students, teachers, 15
and parents across the state. The nongovernmental entity must have 16
previously contracted with five other states and have demonstrated 17
experience creating statewide interactive math tools with proven 18
outcomes in math proficiency.19

(s) $2,036,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 20
year 2024 is provided solely for a gravitational wave observatory 21
located in southeastern Washington that is supported through the 22
national science foundation to purchase hands-on, interactive 23
exhibits to expand the number of developmentally appropriate learning 24
activities available for K-12 students attending the observatory.25

(t) $170,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 26
year 2024 and $170,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 27
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the continuation of the math 28
improvement pilot program. Of the amounts provided in this 29
subsection:30

(i) $85,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 31
year 2024 and $85,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 32
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the Spokane school district.33

(ii) $85,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 34
year 2024 and $85,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 35
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the Chehalis school 36
district.37

Funding may 14
only be used for new programs located in elementary schools that are 15
eligible for high-poverty allocations from the learning assistance 16
program. Of the amounts provided in this subsection, the office may 17
use no more than $35,000 each fiscal year for office administration 18
costs related to the contract.19

(w) $2,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 20
year 2024 is provided solely for transitional support grants to 21
school districts to support schools that incur costs transitioning 22
from Native American school mascots, logos, or team names under 23
chapter 301, Laws of 2021.

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(y) $150,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 1
year 2025 is provided solely for the office to contract with a 2
nonprofit organization to continue sexual assault prevention 3
education programming to K-12 schools in Tacoma and expand services 4
to the Franklin-Pierce school district. The contractor must be a 5
state-accredited community sexual assault program serving Pierce 6
county that provides professional training, prevention education, 7
intervention, and advocacy programs for victims of sexual assault, 8
sexual abuse, and sex trafficking.9

(z)(i) $150,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 10
fiscal year 2025 is provided solely for the office to contract with a 11
nonprofit organization to administer a pilot program to develop and 12
implement a water safety curriculum in public schools. The pilot 13
program will support the provision of water safety curriculum at 50 14
public schools during the 2024-25 school year, with a priority on 15
schools with a high percentage of underserved students.

(iii) The nonprofit organization must be a 501(c)(3) organization 38

located in Seattle that is dedicated to saving lives through water 39
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safety education, legislation, and increasing equitable access to 1
swimming lessons and tools.2

(aa) $75,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 3
year 2025 is provided solely for the office to contract with a 4
statewide nonprofit organization representing school principals to 5
expand a student program that since 1956 has offered leadership 6
education for all ages with proven programs, custom curriculum, and 7
experiential opportunities that promote school-wide social and 8
emotional growth.9

(bb) $400,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 10
year 2025 is provided solely for the office to administer grants to 11
support the incorporation of tribal curriculum into social studies 12
curricula. The tribal curriculum must include materials about the 13
history, culture, and government of the nearest federally recognized 14
Indian tribe or tribes, including federally recognized Indian tribes 15
whose traditional lands and territories included parts of Washington, 16
but that now reside in Oregon, Idaho, and British Columbia, for the 17
purpose of giving students the opportunity to learn about the unique 18
heritage and experience of their closest federally recognized tribal 19
neighbors.

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to chapter 71, Laws of 2016 (foster youth edu. outcomes). The office 1
may require the recipient of these funds to report the impacts of the 2
recipient's efforts in alignment with the measures of the Washington 3
school improvement framework.4

(i) Of the amount provided in this subsection (4)(a), $446,000 of 5
the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2024 and 6
$446,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2025 7
are provided solely for the demonstration site established pursuant 8
to the 2013-2015 omnibus appropriations act, section 202(10), chapter 9
4, Laws of 2013, 2nd sp. sess.10

(ii) Of the amount provided in this subsection (4)(a), $1,015,000 11
of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2024 and 12

2025 are provided solely for the demonstration site established 14
pursuant to the 2015-2017 omnibus appropriations act, section 15

(iii) Of the amounts provided in this subsection (4)(a), $684,000 17
of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2024 and 18
$684,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2025 19
are provided solely for the demonstration site established with 20
funding provided in the 2017-2019 omnibus appropriations act, chapter 21
1, Laws of 2017, 3rd sp. sess., as amended.22

(iv) $1,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 23
fiscal year 2024 and $1,250,000 of the general fund—state 24
appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for the 25
demonstration site established with funding provided in this act.26

(v) $55,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 27
year 2024 and $55,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 28
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for maintaining and implementing 29
the data sharing agreement between the office, the department of 30
children, youth, and families, and the contractors to support 31
targeted service delivery, program evaluation, and statewide 32
education outcomes measurement for students served under this 33
section.34

(k) $1,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 29
year 2024 and $1,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 30
fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for grants to school districts, 31
charter schools, and state-tribal education compact schools to 32
establish K-12 intensive tutoring programs. Grants shall be used to 33
recruit, train, and hire tutors to provide one-on-one tutoring 34
services to K-12 students experiencing learning loss as a result of 35
the COVID-19 pandemic. The tutors must receive training in proven 36
tutoring models to ensure their effectiveness in addressing learning 37
loss.38

(B) Records of all ballots with missing and mismatched 30
signatures, including the date on which the voter was contacted or 31
the notice was mailed, as well as the date on which the voter 32
submitted updated information;33

(vi) Apportionment plans for every election in every political 34

(c) Upon the certification of election results and the completion 37

of the voter history file after each general election, the secretary 38

(b) Teamsters local 760, department of fish and wildlife 15

sergeants; and16
(c) Adult family home council, adult family home providers.17
(2) In accordance with chapters 41.80 RCW, an agreement has been 18

reached between Central Washington University, an institution of 19
higher education, and an employee organization representing state 20
employee bargaining units for fiscal year 2025 and funding is 21
provided in Part VI of this act for the agreement with the following 22
organization: Central Washington University agreement with the campus 23
police officers & sergeants.24
