With prices rising and schools being out for the summer, the FBCM Food Pantry needs
your help more than ever. We will be holding a food drive for donations needed to cover
the increased demand. Please be bring non-perishable items on Saturday moming July
26, Pantry volunteers will be in the church parking lot to collect your contributions and
provide receipts for tax purposes.

Our food pantry is feeds 250-300 individuals a week. Of that weekly average,
approximately 75 are children and 50 are seniors—age 60+. We are open 52 weeks a
year during the following hours: Tuesdays & Thursdays 11:30am -1:30 pm; Tuesday
evenings 5:30-7:00pm.
