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DAY-AT-A-GLANCE

The broadcast day of February 16, 2026, is
dominated by a convergence of domestic
crises in the Western Balkans and a funda-
mental recalibration of transatlantic relations.
In Bosnia and Herzegovina, a fatal tram acci-
dent in Sarajevo has transcended a local safe-
ty failure to become a catalyst for a burgeon-
ing "youth revolution." The resignation of the
Sarajevo Canton Prime Minister and the Di-
rector of the public transit authority (GRAS)
has failed to quell protests, as demonstrators
now target the entire post-Dayton political
structure, citing decades of "industrialized
corruption" and ‘"state-sanctioned negli-
gence." This domestic instability is mirrored
in Serbia by escalating agrarian unrest and in
Croatia by a coalition-threatening scandal in-
volving pro-Ustase sentiment within the ruling
majority. Collectively, these events suggest a
region reaching a "point of no return" where
public trust in state institutions has almost en-
tirely evaporated.

Simultaneously, the Munich Security Confer-
ence served as the stage for a significant shift
in U.S. foreign policy under the Trump admin-
istration. U.S. Secretary of State Marco Ru-
bio’s rhetoric signals a move from a relation-
ship based on shared liberal-democratic val-
ues to one of "transactional partnership,"
specifically weaponizing the issue of mass mi-
gration as a "society-destroying" factor to
pressure European allies. This shift is occur-
ring just as high-stakes nuclear negotiations
between the U.S. and Iran begin in Geneva,
with Tehran signaling a willingness to compro-
mise only if sanctions are fully lifted. The
day’s coverage highlights a world in transi-
tion, where traditional alliances are fraying,
and governance is increasingly defined by cri-
sis management rather than proactive policy.

MAJOR DEVELOPMENTS

* Sarajevo Civil Unrest and Political Col-
lapse: A mass youth-led protest movement
has paralyzed the Bosnian capital following
a tram derailment that killed a student and
severely injured a teenager.

o Sarajevo Canton PM Nihad Uk and GRAS
Director Senad Mujagi¢ resigned under
intense public pressure (Source, Source,
Source).

Investigative reports by BIRN/Detector
reveal that maintenance contracts for
the city's aging tram fleet were awarded
to a firm with zero experience in magnet-
ic braking systems (Source, Source).

Protesters have expanded their demands
from safety reforms to a total overhaul of
the judicial and political system, includ-
ing the removal of federal-level officials
(Source, Source).
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* Munich Security Conference and the
Rubio Doctrine: U.S. Secretary of State
Marco Rubio redefined the transatlantic re-
lationship, emphasizing a "child of Europe"
sentiment  while  demanding radical
changes in European migration and de-
fense policy.

o Rubio characterized mass migration as
an "unprecedented wave" threatening
European social cohesion, a narrative
that met with backlash from some Euro-
pean leaders like Kaja Kallas (Source,
Source).

o The U.S. is signaling it is prepared to "go
it alone" if allies do not meet new bur-
den-sharing and border-security bench-
marks (Source).

* Geneva Nuclear Negotiations: Iran and
the U.S. have commenced a critical round
of talks aimed at reviving a nuclear agree-
ment to prevent regional escalation.

o Iranian Foreign Minister Abbas Araghchi
met with IAEA chief Rafael Grossi, warn-
ing that "capitulation under pressure" is
not an option (Source, Source).

o U.S. officials maintain that any deal is
complicated by the "theological" nature
of the Iranian regime, while the Iranian
opposition in exile calls for military
strikes instead of diplomacy (Source,
Source).

* Croatian Coalition Crisis: The ruling ma-
jority in Croatia is on the verge of collapse
following the leak of a video showing Josip
Dabro (Homeland Movement) singing Us-
taSe-themed songs.

o The HSLS party has threatened to leave
the coalition, which would strip Prime
Minister Andrej Plenkovi¢ of his majority
(Source, Source).

o The scandal coincides with a critical vote
for a new Minister of Labor, placing the
government’s survival in jeopardy
(Source).

* Serbian Agrarian Revolt: Farmers across
Serbia have entered their sixth day of
protests, blocking major transit routes and
dumping milk to protest low purchase
prices and unregulated imports.

o Protesters are demanding a total ban on
agricultural imports and the resignation
of the Minister of Agriculture (Source,
Source).

o The movement has spread to multiple re-
gions, including Cadak and Kragujevac,
with farmers vowing to intensify block-
ades (Source).

KEY GOVERNANCE TOPICS

Corruption and State Capacity: The Saraje-
vo tram disaster has exposed a profound "hol-
lowing out" of state capacity. The revelation
that public safety infrastructure (trams) was
maintained through non-transparent tenders
to unqualified companies suggests a systemic
failure of oversight. This is framed not as an
accident, but as "institutional murder" result-
ing from the prioritization of political patron-
age over technical competency (Source,
Source, Source).

Domestic Stability & Social Order: Youth-
led protests in Sarajevo and student-led move-

ments in Serbia indicate a generational shift.
Unlike previous protests, these are horizontal,
lacking a single leader, making them harder
for the state to co-opt or suppress. The state's
response—ranging from the resignation of of-
ficials to the use of police to "intimidate" stu-
dents in schools—highlights a deepening
chasm between the ruling elite and the youth
population (Source, Source, Source).

International Relations & Geopolitics: The
Rubio-Orban meeting in Budapest signals the
formation of a "transactional axis" within Eu-
rope. The U.S. is bypassing Brussels to build
direct energy and security ties with ideologi-
cally aligned "iliberal" regimes (Hungary, Slo-
vakia), potentially fracturing EU unity on Rus-
sia and Ukraine (Source, Source, Source).

Energy Security: Hungary and Slovakia are
pressuring Croatia to facilitate the transport
of Russian oil via the JANAF pipeline, despite
EU sanctions. This creates a strategic dilem-
ma for Zagreb, which must choose between
EU compliance and regional diplomatic pres-
sure (Source, Source).

Critical Infrastructure: The failure of the
Sarajevo transit system and the ongoing is-
sues with the electric grid (threats of discon-
nection due to GRAS debts) demonstrate that
the region's infrastructure is at a breaking
point. Decades of underinvestment and debt
accumulation are now leading to catastrophic
mechanical failures (Source, Source).

LEGISLATION/POLICY

Legislative activity centered on property tax
reforms in Bosnia, the tightening of EU border
controls for non-EU transport workers, and
U.S.-led restrictions on high-risk biological re-
search.

BILLS DISCUSSED/DEBATED:

e VAT (PDV) Refund Law (BiH): A new law
allowing first-time homebuyers to receive a
refund on value-added tax. Implementation
is currently stalled pending administrative
guidelines from the Governing Board
(Source).

* EU Entry-Exit System (EES) Regula-
tions: The European Commission is refus-
ing to grant exemptions for professional
drivers from the Western Balkans regard-
ing the "90/180 days" rule, leading to
threats of border blockades (Source,
Source).

* U.S. Executive Order on High-Risk Bio-
logical Research: A May 2025 order that
sharply restricts "gain-of-function" research
on potentially pandemic-capable viruses, ef-
fectively halting several projects in the U.S.
and pressuring allies to follow suit
(Source).

* BiH Law on Sport: Olympic athletes are
calling for the urgent establishment of a na-
tional Law on Sport to provide systemic
funding and training infrastructure
(Source, Source).

HEARINGS & PRESS EVENTS:

* Geneva Nuclear Summit Presser: FM
Araghchi emphasized that Iran’s missile
program is a "red line" and remains outside
the scope of nuclear negotiations (Source,
Source).

* Munich Security Conference Panel:
Edgars Rinkevi¢s (Latvia) and Kaja Kallas
(EU) debated the credibility of EU enlarge-
ment, admitting the EU has "lost credibili-
ty" in the Western Balkans due to failed
promises (Source, Source).
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* Sarajevo Cantonal Assembly: Discussion
on the resignation of PM Nihad Uk and the
automatic termination of the current gov-
ernment's mandate (Source, Source).

DEEP DIVE: TRENDS AND
THEMES

The Weaponization of Migration in Diplo-
macy: A primary theme from the Munich Con-
ference is the elevation of migration from a
domestic policy issue to a primary tool of U.S.
diplomatic leverage. Secretary Rubio’s focus
on migration as a threat to "societal cohesion"
and "cultural continuity" serves two purposes:
it validates the policies of iliberal leaders like
Viktor Orban and provides a pretext for U.S.
disengagement from NATO allies who do not
adopt a similar hardline stance. This "Rubio
Doctrine" signals that the U.S. will no longer
view "democracy" as the unifying tie of the
West, but rather a specific, restrictive defini-
tion of ‘“civilizational security" (Source,
Source, Source).

The End of the "Stabilocracy" in the
Balkans: For years, the international commu-
nity tolerated "stabilocrats"—leaders who pro-
vided a semblance of order while hollowing
out institutions. The Sarajevo protests demon-
strate that this model is failing. The "last
straw" was not a political scandal, but a
breakdown in basic utility (the tram) that re-
sulted in the death of a citizen. This has
sparked a broader narrative linking the
Jablanica landslides, the Tuzla fire, and the
Sarajevo accident as symptoms of a single dis-
ease: a state that takes taxes but provides no
safety. The "Youth Revolution" is character-
ized by a refusal to accept political resigna-
tions as a solution, demanding instead "crimi-
nal accountability" for the entire elite (Source,
Source, Source).

The Industrialization of Fear and Islamo-
fobija: The broadcast explores how "indus-
tries of fear" are being used to silences politi-
cal actors and redraw maps. In the U.S., me-
dia outlets like the Washington Times are
once again framing Bosnia as a "civilizational
front line," a narrative Milorad Dodik is ac-
tively exploiting during his U.S. tour. Analysis
suggests this is a conscious construction de-
signed to strip Bosnian Muslims of "political
subjectivity" and frame the state’s existence
as a security risk rather than a democratic
project (Source, Source).

STRATEGIC FORESIGHT

Short Term (1-4 Weeks): Sarajevo protests
will likely expand into a national general
strike if the "technical mandate" government
fails to produce a timeline for new elections or
concrete criminal charges against transit offi-
cials. In Croatia, the Plenkovi¢ government
faces an immediate risk of collapse if HSLS
follows through on its threat to exit the coali-
tion, potentially triggering snap elections.
(Source, Source, Source).

Medium Term (1-6 Months): The Geneva
talks will reach a critical "deal or no deal"
juncture. If no progress is made on sanctions
relief, Iran will likely further accelerate en-
richment, increasing the risk of Israeli mili-
tary strikes. The Hungarian elections in April
will serve as a proxy for the U.S.-EU struggle,
with Viktor Orban using his "zlatno doba"
(golden age) relationship with the Trump ad-
ministration to solidify his grip on power.
(Source, Source).

Long Term (1-5 Years): The Western Balka-
ns will likely face a "de-integration" from the
EU's liberal norms as the U.S. pushes a trans-
actional model that rewards ethnic territorial-
ization and resource extraction (e.g., the
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Southern Interconnection gas project). This
could lead to the formalization of "Third Way"
alliances between the Balkans, Hungary, and
Turkey, bypassing Brussels. (Source, Source,
Source).

RECOMMENDATIONS &
IMPLICATIONS

For International Policy:

* Security: The Western Balkans' internal in-
stability is now a primary security risk.
NATO and EU missions must pivot from
monitoring "ethnic tension" to monitoring
"institutional collapse" and organized crime
within state-owned enterprises (Source).

* Diplomatic: The U.S. move toward bilater-
al "transactionalism" requires the EU to
fast-track integration for "frontrunners"
like Albania and Montenegro to prevent a
total U.S.-led fracture of the region
(Source).

* Human Rights: Global pressure must be
maintained on the Iranian regime regard-
ing the treatment of Nobel Laureate
Narges Mohammadi, whose health is re-
portedly critical, to prevent a total break-
down in Geneva negotiations (Source).

For Private Sector/Investors:

* Supply Chain Risk: Ongoing agrarian
protests in Serbia and potential border
blockades by transport unions in the Balka-
ns will likely disrupt land-based logistics
between Central Europe and the Aegean
(Source, Source).

* Regulatory Compliance: Investors in
Bosnian real estate must prepare for signif-
icant volatility as VAT refund policies and
property registration standards are subject
to the whims of failing cantonal and federal
administrations (Source).

* Operational Safety: Companies utilizing
public infrastructure in Sarajevo must con-
duct independent safety audits, as state
maintenance certifications (particularly in
GRAS and potentially the energy sector)
have been proven unreliable due to corrupt
procurement (Source, Source).
