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ELECTORAL REFORMS AMIDST
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FISCAL CONFRONTATION WITH THE

PETROLEUM SECTOR

DAY-AT-A-GLANCE

On February 22, 2026, the Nigerian political

landscape underwent a seismic shift as Presi‐

dent Bola Tinubu signed the Electoral Act Re‐

peal and Reenactment Bill 2026 into law. This

legislative  maneuver,  completed  within  24

hours of the bill’s passage by the National As‐

sembly, represents a strategic effort to define

the "rules of engagement" for the 2027 gener‐

al elections. However, the move has ignited a

firestorm of criticism from opposition parties

and civil  society  groups who argue that  the

new "failure clause"—which allows for manual

results  collation  if  electronic  transmission

fails—effectively  institutionalizes  a  pathway

for electoral manipulation. The administration

appears to be leveraging its legislative majori‐

ty to solidify its position, framing the move as

a pragmatic response to Nigeria’s broadband

infrastructure gaps while critics view it as a

retreat  from  transparency  (Source,  Source, 

Source).

Simultaneously, the administration is locked in

a high-stakes fiscal confrontation with the pe‐

troleum sector.  A  new executive  order  man‐

dating  the  direct  remittance  of  oil  and  gas

revenues  to  the  federation  account  has

stripped  the  Nigerian  National  Petroleum

Company  Limited  (NNPCL)  of  its  deduction

powers. This has drawn fierce opposition from

the  petroleum  staff  association  (PENGAS‐

SAN), which labels the order a direct attack

on  the  Petroleum  Industry  Act  (PIA)  and  a

threat  to  investor  confidence.  Amidst  these

high-level  maneuvers,  local  elections  in  the

Federal  Capital  Territory  (FCT)  serve  as  a

sobering litmus test for 2027; while the ruling

All Progressives Congress (APC) secured five

of  six  chairmanship  seats,  the  process  was

marred by significant logistics failures, local‐

ized violence, and a staggering 90% voter ap‐

athy  rate  in  some  areas  (Source,  Source, 

Source).

MAJOR DEVELOPMENTS

Enactment  of  the  Electoral  Act  2026:

President  Tinubu  signed  the  repeal  and

reenactment  of  the  electoral  law,  making

electronic transmission "mandatory" but in‐

cluding a controversial proviso for manual

backup (Form EC8A)  during  network  fail‐

ures.  Critics  argue  this  renders  the  elec‐

tronic  mandate  moot  (Source,  Source, 

Source).

APC Dominance  in  FCT  Council  Elec‐

tions: The ruling APC won five out of six

chairmanship seats in the FCT. The PDP se‐

cured  only  the  Gwagwalada  council.  The

elections were characterized by late mate‐

rial  arrival  and  extremely  low  turnout

(Source, Source).
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Fiscal  Conflict  over  NNPCL Revenues:

An  executive  order  now  mandates  direct

revenue  remittance  to  the  federation  ac‐

count,  bypassing  NNPCL’s  traditional  de‐

duction model. Labor unions (PENGASSAN/

TUC) argue this violates the PIA and threat‐

ens  over  200  jobs  related  to  production

sharing contracts (Source).

Security Crisis Escalation: Over 50 peo‐

ple were killed in a brutal bandit attack in

Niger  State,  while  a  separate  mining gas

incident in Plateau State claimed 30 lives.

In Kaduna, 183 victims of a previous bandit

attack were rescued, highlighting the per‐

sistent  fragility  of  the  North  (Source, 

Source, Source).

International  Relations  and  "Coercive

Diplomacy": The  Trump  administration

has  intensified  pressure  on  Iran,  with

rhetoric  warning  of  "traumatic"  conse‐

quences  if  a  new  nuclear  deal  is  not

reached. Tariffs of  25% have been threat‐

ened against any nation trading with Iran

(Source).

KEY GOVERNANCE TOPICS

Legislation: The  following  legislative  and

regulatory  actions  were central  to  the day’s

governance discourse: 

Electoral Act Repeal and Reenactment

Bill 2026: Signed into law; modifies elec‐

tion notice timelines from 360 to 300 days

and introduces  mandatory  but  conditional

electronic transmission (Source, Source).

Executive Order on Oil Revenue Remit‐

tance: Mandates direct payment of oil rev‐

enues to the federation account, stripping

NNPCL of  intermediary  deduction powers

(Source).

2026 National  Budget  (Proposed  58.7

Trillion): Currently  under  defense  in  the

National  Assembly;  lawmakers are raising

concerns over persistent funding gaps and

the failure to implement the 2025 budget

(Source, Source).

Electric Mobility Industry Bill: Currently

passing  second  reading;  aims  to  regulate

the electric vehicle sector following the re‐

moval of fuel subsidies (Source).

Economic Statecraft and Investment Cli‐

mate: The government is pushing a reformist

agenda,  highlighted  by  the  NNPCL  revenue

order,  but  faces  resistance  from entrenched

interests.  The  Minister  of  Information,  Mo‐

hammed  Idris,  cited  a  Passmark  from  the

World  Bank  and  the  growth  of  foreign  re‐

serves  to  $49  billion  as  signs  of  recovery.

However,  labor  unions  warn  that  bypassing

the PIA via executive orders creates an unsta‐

ble policy environment that deters long-term

foreign direct investment (Source, Source).

State  Capacity  and  Critical  Infrastruc‐

ture: Significant deficiencies in basic services

continue to plague the state. In Kaduna, the

governor is  distributing 600 transformers to

address years of darkness, while in the FCT,

the "delineation" of polling units led to wide‐

spread  voter  disenfranchisement  as  citizens

could not find their names on registers. The

National  Identity  Management  Commission

(NIMC) is attempting to bridge the data gap

with a 95% enrollment target for the National

ID program by year-end (Source, Source).

Domestic Stability and Terrorism: Insecuri‐

ty remains the primary threat to domestic or‐

der. Large-scale massacres in Niger State and

the  discovery  of  shallow  graves  in  Ebonyi

State (linked to land disputes between the Ok‐

porojo and Amasiri communities) indicate that

local  law  enforcement  is  overwhelmed.  The
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state’s  response  has  been  reactive,  such  as

the sacking of  community  leaders  in  Ebonyi

following  beheadings  (Source,  Source, 

Source).

LEGISLATION/POLICY

Governance was dominated by the rapid-fire

enactment of the Electoral Act 2026 and the

executive push for fiscal centralization in the

energy sector. Lawmakers and executive offi‐

cials are increasingly at odds over the feasibil‐

ity  of  the  2026  budget  given  the  near-zero

performance of the 2025 capital expenditure

budget (Source, Source).

BILLS DISCUSSED/DEBATED: 

Electoral  Act  2026: Mandates  use  of

BVAS  for  accreditation  and  electronic

transmission of results. However, it retains

the  "manual  fallback"  proviso  for  Form

EC8A in cases of technical failure. It  also

removes  the  requirement  for  "real-time"

transmission and eliminates the option for

direct  primaries  within  political  parties

(Source, Source).

2026  Budget  Proposal  (58.7  Trillion

Naira): Faces skepticism from the Senate

Committee on Appropriations. Funding for

capital projects remains the primary point

of  contention,  with  2025  performance  re‐

ported as "almost zero" (Source, Source).

E-Mobility  Act: Seeking  to  create  a  na‐

tional policy for electric vehicles and charg‐

ing stations to mitigate the impact of high

fuel costs (Source).

HEARINGS & PRESS EVENTS: 

Senate  Budget  Defense  Sessions: The

economic  team  faced  intense  questioning

over the 2025 budget implementation. The

Minister of State for Finance assured that

2024 capital payments would start "today"

(Source).

PENGASSAN Press  Briefing: The  union

challenged the President's executive order

on oil revenue, arguing it overrides the Na‐

tional  Assembly's  legislative  powers

(Source).

FCT Ministerial  State  Broadcast: Nye‐

som Wike praised the conduct of the FCT

elections  as  a  "testament  to  democracy"

while  dismissing  critics  as  "emergency

democrats" (Source).

DEEP DIVE: TRENDS AND

THEMES

The Transparency Paradox

The  government  is  presenting  the  Electoral

Act 2026 as a landmark for "mandatory" elec‐

tronic  transmission.  Skeptical  analysis,  how‐

ever,  reveals  a  "transparency  paradox."  By

legally  codifying  the  manual  Form EC8A  as

the primary source of truth in the event of any

glitch, the state has provided a legal shield for

the very collation center "interferences" that

technology was meant to eliminate. This sug‐

gests a strategic prioritization of regime conti‐

nuity  over  absolute  transparency  (Source, 

Source, Source).

Fiscal Centralization vs. Corporate Auton‐

omy

The  Executive  Order  targeting  NNPCL  rev‐

enue represents  a  major  move toward fiscal

centralization. The Tinubu administration ap‐

pears determined to bring the "black box" of

NNPCL finances under direct executive scruti‐
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ny. This trend of "reform by decree" is creat‐

ing friction with labor unions and could lead

to  industrial  action  if  management  fees  and

job security for the 200+ staff managing pro‐

duction  sharing  contracts  are  not  resolved

(Source).

The Deepening Legitimacy Gap

The FCT elections  highlight  a  widening gap

between the political  elite  and the citizenry.

Despite massive security deployments (29,000

personnel),  voter  turnout  remained abysmal.

This "apathy" is not mere indifference; it is a

form of civic withdrawal. The fact that citizens

chose to "play football" instead of voting sug‐

gests a profound lack of trust in the efficacy of

the ballot (Source, Source).

Coercive Global Diplomacy

In the international sphere, the transcripts in‐

dicate a shift  toward high-pressure "correla‐

tive diplomacy." The US administration is us‐

ing  the  threat  of  "traumatic"  military  action

and global tariffs to force Iranian concessions.

This  reflects  a  broader  trend  of  leveraging

economic power (tariffs as global social con‐

trol)  to  achieve  geopolitical  security  goals

(Source).

STRATEGIC FORESIGHT

Short Term (1-4 Weeks):

Expect a surge in election petitions and legal

challenges following the FCT polls. Labor ten‐

sion will  likely escalate as PENGASSAN and

TUC meet  with  the  technical  committee  re‐

garding the oil  revenue executive order.  Po‐

tential for localized unrest in Ebonyi and Zam‐

fara  as  security  forces  attempt  to  secure

"shadow  grave"  sites  and  rural  villages

(Source, Source, Source).

Medium Term (1-6 Months):

The National Assembly will likely be forced to

reduce the 58.7 trillion 2026 budget proposal

as  revenue  targets  prove  unrealistic.  The

NIMC  grassroots  enrollment  drive  will  test

state capacity to register rural populations. In

the  energy  sector,  the  NNPC-Dangote  pact

will be tested by actual fuel delivery volumes

and pricing stability (Source, Source, Source).

Long Term (1-5 Years):

The 2026 Electoral Act will dictate the stabili‐

ty  of  the  2027  transition.  If  the  "failure

clause" leads to widespread contested results

in 2027, the judiciary will become the final ar‐

biter of Nigerian democracy, potentially lead‐

ing to a constitutional crisis. Structurally, the

push for local government autonomy and FCT

reclassification could reshape Nigeria’s feder‐

alism (Source, Source).

RECOMMENDATIONS &

IMPLICATIONS

For International Policy: 

Security  Strategy: Western  partners

should recognize that 29,000 security per‐

sonnel  failed  to  prevent  "hoodlum disrup‐

tion"  in  a  small  FCT  election;  assistance

should shift from "boots on the ground" to

intelligence and logistics training (Source).

Diplomatic  Engagement: The  US  "trau‐

ma"  rhetoric  regarding  Iran  may  force  a

deal but increases the risk of a "tactical ac‐

cident"  in  the  Persian  Gulf  by  25-40%

(Source).

Electoral  Observation: Observers  must

focus on the "Form EC8A" trail rather than

just  the  IRF,  as  the  law  now  prioritizes

physical  documents  over  digital  uploads

(Source).
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For Private Sector/Investors: 

Regulatory Risk: The use of executive or‐

ders to override the PIA signals a high risk

of "rule-changing" in the middle of invest‐

ment cycles. Investors should seek explicit

legislative backing for large-scale projects

(Source).

Supply Chain Security: Persistent bandit‐

ry in Niger and Zamfara threatens agribusi‐

ness and mining operations. The remote na‐

ture of the Plateau mining disaster (5-hour

travel through rough terrain) highlights the

"rescue  gap"  for  industrial  incidents

(Source, Source).

Tech  Opportunity: Despite  political  fric‐

tion, the NIMC drive and the push for 95%

digital  identity  enrollment  provide  a  mas‐

sive opportunity for fintech and verification

services (Source).
