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IRAN MANAGES A HISTORIC
TRANSITION TO MOJTABA
KHAMENEI WHILE EXECUTING
STRATEGIC "BLINDING" STRIKES
AGAINST THE UNITED STATES
REGIONAL SECURITY
ARCHITECTURE.

DAY-AT-A-GLANCE

March 8, 2026, marks an existential turning
point for the Islamic Republic of Iran,
characterized by the intersection of a high-
intensity regional war and the most significant
leadership transition in nearly four decades.
Following the reported "martyrdom" of
Supreme Leader Ayatollah Ali Khamenei in
the early stages of the "Ramadan War," the
Assembly of Experts has moved with

unprecedented speed to appoint Ayatollah
Mojtaba Khamenei as the third Supreme

Leader. This appointment, finalized during the
holy night of 19 Ramadan, is intended to
project domestic stability and continuity of the
"Imam’s path" even as the country faces
sustained US and Israeli bombardment. State
rhetoric is heavily focused on framing the
elder Khamenei's death not as a systemic
collapse, but as a "trade with God" that has

"multiplied" the nation's resolve to expel US
forces from the region.

Militarily, the conflict has escalated into
"Operation True Promise 4," a multi-wave
offensive involving hundreds of ballistic
missiles and drones. Iran’s strategic priority
appears to be the systematic blinding of US
eyes in the region by targeting high-value
radar installations, including THAAD and
FPS-117 systems, reportedly worth over $4
billion. By neutralizing these sensors, Iranian
military officials claim they have created gaps
in the US-Israeli air defense "umbrella,"
allowing successive waves of strikes to hit
critical infrastructure in Haifa, Tel Aviv, and
US bases in Kuwait, Bahrain, and Jordan.
Domestically, the war is beginning to impact
civilian life significantly; strikes on fuel depots
in Tehran and Alborz have forced the
government to implement fuel rationing,
reducing the per-visit limit to 20 liters to
prevent a total energy crisis.

MAJOR DEVELOPMENTS

Supreme Leadership Succession and
Political Consolidation

* The Assembly of Experts officially selected
Ayatollah Sayyid Mojtaba Hosseini
Khamenei as the new Supreme Leader,
citing his "time-sensing" and "policy-
oriented" capabilities as essential for

navigating the war.

e The Council for Article 111, led by
Ayatollah Arafi, has managed the state's
transition, emphasizing that the "regime of
the free" is not dependent on individuals
but on "divine institution."
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* Prominent  figures, including SNSC
Secretary Ali Larijani and Speaker
Mohammad Bagher Ghalibaf, have publicly
pledged allegiance to the new leader,
signaling elite cohesion amidst the conflict.

Strategic
Promise 4

Military Operations: True

* Iran claims to have destroyed five advanced
US radar systems in the first days of the

conflict, effectively paralyzing US defensive
networks in the region.

Missile strikes have specifically targeted
the headquarters of the US Fifth Fleet in
Bahrain and the Al-Udeid and Arifjan bases,
with claims that US commanders are being

hunted even in civilian hotels.

* The IRGC and Army have launched Wave
29 of operations using "Khyber Shekan"
and "Fattah" missiles against targets in Tel
Aviv and the Negev desert under the
codename Ali ibn Abi Talib.

Domestic Infrastructure and Economic
Hardship

* US and Israeli airstrikes hit four fuel
storage facilities and one distribution
center in the Tehran and Alborz provinces,

causing heavy smoke plumes visible across
the capital.

* The Ministry of Petroleum has moved to a
"crisis management" footing, lowering fuel

quotas and urging citizens to avoid

unnecessary travel for the next 48 to 72

hours.

* Despite the strikes, the government
continues to release "business-as-usual”
reports, including the release of equity
shares (Saham-e Edalat) to 44 million
citizens to bolster public morale.

Global Energy and Shipping Turmoil

* Global oil prices have reportedly surged by
34% in one week, with gas prices jumping
50% in a single day due to the threat of a
permanent closure of the Strait of Hormuz.

* Iran has implemented a ‘"selective"
blockade of the Strait, allowing only
friend] | \ Chi e
(cargo) to pass, while over 200 tankers
remain stalled outside the waterway.

KEY GOVERNANCE TOPICS

Succession and Stability The regime has
prioritized the appearance of an orderly
transfer of power to Mojtaba Khamenei. By
holding an emergency meeting of the
Assembly of Experts and securing early
endorsements from the military and judiciary,
the state seeks to prevent any internal power
vacuum that the US might exploit for "regime
change" or "disintegration" targeted by enemy

strategy.

Energy Security The targeting of fuel depots
in Shahran, Fardis, and the Tehran refinery
district represents a tactical shift by the US-
Israeli coalition to induce domestic paralysis.
Government officials, including the Governor
of Tehran, have acknowledged temporary
disruption while maintaining that sufficient
reserves exist in other provinces to meet
demand if consumption is minimized.

Regional Influence and Power Projection
Iran is leveraging its "Axis of Resistance" to
widen the battlefield. Hezbollah has
reportedly conducted 33 operations in a single
night deep into the Galilee and Haifa, while
Iraqi resistance groups have struck US
positions 24 times in 24 hours. This
coordinated effort aims to exhaust US air
defense interceptors, such as the SM-3 and
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Patriot, which Iran claims are depleting at
unsustainable rates.

Critical Infrastructure and Minerals
Military analysts on state TV highlighted the
vulnerability of US high-tech weaponry to the
scarcity of ‘'rare earth minerals" (like
Gallium). They argue that the US cannot
rebuild destroyed radar systems dquickly
because China controls the supply chain for
these critical materials, which are essential
for military-grade semiconductors and high-
frequency sensors.

Economic Security and State Capacity To
counter the "psychological warfare" of the
coalition, the Iranian government is
accelerating '"redemption" payments and
commodity distribution. Customs officials
report 230,000 tons of basic goods were
cleared in 48 hours to ensure food security,
while the Ministry of Industry (MIMT) is
enforcing 24-hour monitoring of prices to

prevent war-profiteering leading to heavy

fines.

LEGISLATIVE ROUNDUP

Governance during this period has shifted
from legislative debate to executive decree
under the oversight of the Assembly of
Experts and the Supreme National Security
Council (SNSC). The primary focus is the legal
and religious legitimization of the new
Supreme Leader and the management of war-
time resources.

BILLS DISCUSSED/DEBATED:

* Article 111 Succession Decree: A formal
legal instrument used by the Assembly of
Experts to appoint Mojtaba Khamenei and
ensure the continuity of the Guardianship
of the Islamic Jurist (Velayat-e Faqih).

* Emergency Fuel Rationing Policy: A
temporary measure issued by the Ministry

of Petroleum capping fuel purchases at 20
liters per visit using personal fuel cards.

* Commercial Card Extension: A decree
from the Iran Chamber of Commerce
extending the validity of business licenses
until June 2026 to prevent bureaucratic
hurdles for traders during the war.

HEARINGS & PRESS EVENTS:

* SNSC Briefing: Ali Larijani provided a
detailed 44-minute interview clarifying that
Iran is not seeking an early exit from the
war until "compensations are paid" and US
forces leave the region.

* Ministry of Transport Crisis Meeting:
Vice President Mohammad Arif presided
over a meeting of the Crisis Management
Committee, reporting a 53% increase in

cargo loading at ports compared to pre-war
levels.

* Judiciary Inspection: High-ranking
judicial officials conducted a site visit to the
Shahid Modarres courts to ensure that

legal processes continue despite the

national emergency.

DEEP DIVE: TRENDS AND
THEMES

The "Blinding" Doctrine Iran has shifted
from a doctrine of simple saturation
(overwhelming defenses with quantity) to a
targeted "decapitation" of sensor networks.
By prioritizing the destruction of THAAD and
FPS-class radars, Iran is attempting to render
US ‘"theaters of operation" dark. State
analysts suggest this is a specific response to
the US "Third World War" stockpiles being
deployed against Iran, arguing that the US
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cannot sustain a war where its billion-dollar
"eyes" are blinded in the first week.

Management of the "Cult of the Martyr"
The state is effectively utilizing the death of
the previous Supreme Leader to unify the
domestic front. The phrase "the Martyr
Leader" (Emam-e Shahid) is being used to
frame current military actions as a "sacred
blood-debt." This narrative is designed to
suppress dissent, as evidenced by the Ministry
of Intelligence's warning to the "Fifth
Column" that sharing footage of strikes with
"terrorist satellite channels" will be met with
"maximum severity" under Article 4 of the
Punishment Law.

Asymmetric Economic Leverage Iran is
openly weaponizing its control over the Strait
of Hormuz, not just through threats of
closure, but through "selective sovereignty."
By allowing Chinese vessels to pass while
blocking others, Iran is forcing a wedge
between US allies and the "Eastern Bloc." The
stated goal is to drive oil prices to "over $150
or $200" to break the political will of the
Trump administration described as a
"gambler" who has already lost the war at
home.

Refutation of "Syrianization" A recurring
theme in state broadcasts is the rejection of
the "Syria/Libya"
Commentators argue that the US goal is to
disintegrate the country to control its oil
fields, but that the presence of a "coordinated
and offensive" military prevents this. The
narrative emphasizes that unlike Libya, Iran
has a "unified command" that remained
functional even after the loss of the top

leadership.

STRATEGIC FORESIGHT

Short Term (1-4 Weeks) The conflict is
likely to enter a "war of attrition" centered on
infrastructure. Iran will likely intensify strikes
on Israeli desalination plants and power grids
in retaliation for the strikes on fuel depots.
Domestic unrest is a risk, but the current
"martyrdom" fervor and the appointment of
Mojtaba Khamenei provide a temporary
buffer. Expect the "Operation True Promise 4"
waves to continue as long as US air defenses
are deemed compromised.

Medium Term (1-6 Months) The global
economic impact of the Hormuz blockade will
reach a critical point. If oil prices remain
above $120, diplomatic pressure from China
and the EU on the US to "return to the
negotiating table" will become unsustainable.
Internally, the new Supreme Leader will need
to consolidate the security apparatus,
potentially leading to a "cleanup" of any
elements deemed insufficiently loyal during
the transition.

Long Term (1-5 Years) A permanent
restructuring of the regional security
architecture is possible. If Iran successfully
maintains its "blinding" doctrine, the
perceived utility of US "stationary" bases in
the Gulf will collapse, potentially leading to a
long-sought US withdrawal from the Persian
Gulf. Iran will likely emerge either as a
fragmented state (if the coalition achieves its
"disintegration" goal) or as a more
centralized, military-dominated  regional
hegemon under the Mojtaba Khamenei era.
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RECOMMENDATIONS &
IMPLICATIONS

For International Policy:

* Security Architecture: The "blinding" of
US radars suggests that reliance on
centralized, high-cost radar installations
(THAAD/Patriot) is a strategic vulnerability
against a peer adversary with mass-
produced precision costing
billions to the US.

* Diplomatic Engagement: China is
emerging as the primary "guarantor" of
safe passage in the Gulf; international
powers may need to coordinate shipping
security with  Beijing rather than
Washington due to selective passage.

* Bloc Politics: The war is forcing a hard
"de-globalization" of energy, where
"friendly" nations receive Iranian energy
while coalition partners face drastic price
spikes.

For Private Sector/Investors:

* Supply Chain Risks: The semiconductor
and radar manufacturing sectors face
severe risks due to the potential disruption
of Gallium and other "rare earth" mineral
flows controll he E rn bl

* Energy Volatility: Investors should hedge
for a long-term "high-oil" environment, as

Iran indicates it is prepared for a "six-
month high-intensity war" with pre-filled
stockpiles.

* Aviation and Logistics: Massive flight
cancellations (over 14,000) and the
collapse of regional aviation hubs are
expected to continue; shipping insurance
premiums in the Gulf will remain

prohibitively expensive for the foreseeable

future.
