Its elliptical
dome has become a visual
symbol of the city.

A department store building
from the communist era
adorned with artworks, in-

DRUZBA THE CINEMA
One of the first panoramic
cinemas in Czechoslova-
kia (1967-1972), designed
by Eugen Kramar and Jan
Sprlék-Uli¢ny, featuring

a unique circular layout.

ATRIUM HOUSES
Pioneering atrium houses in
Kosice, located on Murdnska
St and Belanska St, designed
by Pavol Merjavy, were the
first of their kind in the for-
mer Czechoslovakia.

BELANSKA ST

National Bank of Slovakia is
one of the first buildings in
Slovakia to feature a rooftop
garden. It was also awarded
the Building of the Year 1996.
