The letter pattern ‘ough’ is often difficult to spell because it makes
different sounds in different words. It can make /or/ as in brought, /oo/
as in through, long /o/ as in dough, /awf/ as in cough, /ow/ as in plough,
/uhf/ as in rough or /uh/ as in thorough.
