Answers

. What word means ‘rose from the dead'?

The word resurrection means ‘rose from the dead’.
On which day was Jesus killed and buried?
Jesus was killed and buried on Good Friday.

Easter Sunday is a joyous occasion because Jesus rose from the dead.

The disciples had difficulty believing it was really Jesus. Although Jesus had told them
stories about what was to come, they had not really understood what he had meant.

What word has been used which means “said it was going to happen”?
‘Predicted’ is the word which means, “said it was going to happen”.
Explain the purpose of Jesus’ return to the disciples.

The purpose of Jesus returning to the disciples was to show them that what had been
promised was true.

Describe how the disciples would have felt when Jesus spent time with them again.

How long did Jesus spend with the disciples after his resurrection?

Some of the disciples had difficulty believing it was actually Jesus they were seeing
because they had seen him crucified and buried just a few days before.

the surprise and joy the disciples felt on realising it was Jesus;

that they had not understood what Jesus had explained to them in all his teachings;

that the whole purpose of Jesus being crucified and rising from the dead was to show
everyone that what had been prophesied was true.

It is a joyous occasion after the despair felt by Jesus' crucifixion
on Good Friday.

After the resurrection, it is written in the Bible that Jesus appeared many times
to his disciples and followers. At first, some of them had difficulty believing it
was really him. After all, they had witnessed him being crucified and buried in
a tomb a few days before.

Jesus returned

However, they gradually realised that
Jesus had returned to them and they were
overjoyed. Despite having followed Jesus
for three years and spending many hours
listening to his teaching, prophesying his
own death and resurrection, they had not
truly understood what he meant.

Jesus returned after his resurrection, to
show that what he had said was true.

For the next forty days, Jesus lived amongst
his disciples. He appeared to them at
different times, talked with them, walked
with them on familiar journeys and shared
meals with them. They were delighted to
have him with them once again.
