Our ability to develop novel vaccines is now outpacing our practical
ability to integrate them into the increasingly crowded vaccine schedule.
Combination vaccines that protect against multiple diseases may be the
best—and possibly only—pathway forward.

But historically the value of a vaccine has mainly been a function of its
ability to reduce disability and deaths from a specified pathogen. This
construct may be less useful in estimating the value of combinations,
particularly those formed by merging existing licensed in-use vaccines,
where the benefits center on operational efficiencies.
