PURPOSE OF THE POST AND THE MORE-P PARTNERSHIP
This post is the leader of a team of part-time Human Rights Educators. It is accountable to the REH Patients Council Management Committee, lead partner of the MORE-P partnership, a collaborative programme between REH Patients Council, CAPS, and the Edinburgh Carers Council. The purpose of the partnership is to create and deliver an excellent human rights awareness-raising educational programme primarily aimed at NHS Lothian and Edinburgh Health & Social Care (H&SC) Partnership staff.
Key Objectives
Programme lead duties
· Leading on, co-creating and co-delivering a new experience-led, human rights-based training programme primarily for NHS and H&SC Partnership staff, as well as people with lived experience;
· Ongoing line management of four part-time educators, including the support and supervision of the programme’s educators;
· Ongoing project management tasks e.g. budgets, petty cash, monitoring and evaluation
· To contribute to the ongoing development of the content and delivery of current and future courses in the light of feedback from participants and collaboration partners;
· Working with other members of the team to ensure adequate staffing coverage for the expected frequency of training events
· To be able to deliver both in-person and on-line training sessions as required and be sensitive to the needs of the audiences.
General tasks

· Support and oversight of the MORE-P team, prioritising and allocating workload and meeting deadlines;

· A commitment to ensuring the practical application of the REH Patients Council and various partner organisations’ policies and procedures (e.g. NHS Lothian and EH&SC Partnership) as required;
· Ensuring that your actions and work behaviours meet the standards set by the REH Patients Council and that we are all working to agreed REH Patients Council values -especially human rights!
· Any other duties deemed relevant to the post.

LOCATION

This post is based in the REH Patients Councils offices, Edinburgh. However, you may be expected to travel throughout and occasionally outside Edinburgh. Travel expenses will be reimbursed.

FUNDING
