The Community Fundraiser role is an exciting opportunity to help shape and grow a new area of fundraising for PCCS. Since launching community fundraising in 2024, we’ve seen a hugely positive response - bringing people together, raising vital funds, and deepening awareness of our work.
There is a natural connection between our supporters and our services. Many people first engage with PCCS by donating baby items or volunteering, and community fundraising provides the next step to become more deeply involved. This not only generates income but also builds stronger visibility for the charity and the families we support.
We have recently moved into a larger permanent home that brings our Baby Bank and Counselling Service under one roof. Our previous base at the Gyle Shopping Centre gave us fantastic visibility and helped expand our supporter base, and we are now building on this momentum. With community fundraising events already in our calendar and growing interest from local businesses, there is huge potential to develop this area further.
As Community Fundraiser, you will work closely with colleagues across the organisation, be line-managed by the CEO, and supported by an experienced trustee with fundraising expertise. This is a unique opportunity to make a tangible difference in a charity where your ideas and energy will directly impact the families we serve.

Job Description
· Plan and manage a regular calendar of events, from large scale events such as the Edinburgh Marathon Festival, and other running/walking events to one off community events and promote to supporters and encourage uptake
· Administer and support participants through all aspects of their fundraising journey with us:
· Maintaining contact by email & phone with new fundraisers to encourage fundraising
· Sending resources for event participation
· Attend events where we have participants, or arrange board/volunteers to represent the charity
· Post-event follow up with fundraisers, including donor feedback to improve their journey
· Work with Baby Bank staff to plan a schedule of corporate approaches/ volunteering opportunities (on “Corporate Volunteering Fridays” in the Baby Bank) and encourage corporate employees to get involved in a wide range of fundraising activities
· Attend business networking meetings to help increase awareness of opportunities and follow up corporates and future donors interested in supporting PCCS
· Engage volunteers to help run events, like charity cycles and bag packs 
· Update social media with stories of fundraisers and fundraising events
· Using Canva to create posters for events. Create events on Facebook. 
· Manage records & monitor Just Giving, Just Running and other platforms
· Produce reports for regular board meetings to monitor progress
· Work with other members of the staff team to maximise support for all aspects of PCCS services
