About Us

The Role
We’re looking for a Playworker to join our team, taking a lead role in our Afterschool Project. The project collects children from local schools and walks them safely to Baltic Street Adventure Playground, where they take part in free play, creative activities, games, and outdoor fun until collected by their parents or carers.
In addition to supporting the Afterschool Project, the role will also include working on the playground as a Playworker during regular opening hours, contributing to the wider day-to-day running of the site and supporting children’s play across all sessions.
You’ll play an important part in ensuring the project and playground run safely and smoothly while supporting children to explore, make choices, and lead their own play.
Key responsibilities
• Lead and oversee the daily running of the Afterschool Project.
• Collect and safely accompany children from local schools to BSAP as part of the walking bus.
• Register children and maintain accurate attendance records.
• Liaise with parents, schools, and partner organisations to ensure good communication and coordination.
• Support children’s play in a way that is inclusive, creative, and responsive to their ideas.
• Ensure the safety and wellbeing of all children during travel and play sessions.

• Monitor and report on the progress of the Afterschool Project, recording observations and feedback.
• Contribute to wider playground sessions and activities outside of the Afterschool Project as required.

The person
We are looking for someone who values children’s freedom to play and is enthusiastic about supporting creative, outdoor play experiences. Someone who brings warmth, reliability, and a calm approach to working with children in a busy environment.
