Since its official opening in 2008 the club has played host to several events including the 
LET Access series for the last ten years. The Liechtenstein Championship has been 
carried out since the opening of the venue and from 2011 the Gams-Werdenberg Golf 
Course has been the official home course of the Liechtenstein Golf Association. The 
course is located in Switzerland, but only 1.5 km from the border to Liechtenstein. From 
Vaduz, the capital of Liechtenstein, the golf course can be reached in less than 15 
minutes.  







Practice round 

A team player, team captain or advice giver will not be allowed to practice on the 
championship course for a period of fifteen days prior to the first official practice day, 
unless he is a member of the golf club at which the championship is being played. Only 
registered team players will be permitted to practice during the official practice rounds 
and in official practice areas. 

The official practice day is Tuesday, 30 July. 

Starting will be allocated by EGA Championship Committee. One ball only may be played 
during practice rounds, with the following exceptions: a) If a player misses the green with 
his shot to the green, he may play one additional shot. b) Where the Rules of Golf apply 
(e.g. provisional ball). c) A player may practice putting, chipping or bunker play, provided 
play is not delayed. 

Players should discontinue such practice immediately when the following group is waiting 
to play. 

Only team players are permitted to play the practice rounds.

Useful Information 

The Principality of Liechtenstein is located in the heart of Europe’s alpine region, between 
Switzerland and Austria. It is home to 40,000 inhabitants. Covering an area of 160km², it 
is the fourth-smallest state in Europe and the sixth-smallest in the world. Yet, despite its 
compact size, the Principality of Liechtenstein offers everything you could wish for: mighty 
mountain landscapes, a vibrant cultural scene, charming villages and plenty of 
opportunities for entrepreneurs. There is no border crossing between Liechtenstein and 
Switzerland! 

● Medical services will be provided during the championship.
● Golf bags can be stored at the golf club storage facility.
● The changing rooms are situated in the Clubhouse.
● Dress code for Opening and Closing Ceremonies is the official team uniform.
● The Driving Range will open one hour prior to the first starting time and will close one

hour after the last group has finished their round.
● Restaurant facilities are available at the restaurant Bahnhöfli.
● Payment of expenses at the golf club can be made by credit card.
● The official practice day is 30 July. Each team will receive the draw for the practice

round ahead of the event.
● Pull trolleys are available.
● Electric trolleys are prohibited (Terms of Competition)
● Caddies: No caddies are permitted except for fellow team players (Terms of

Competition)
● Weather temperature for August: 20° – 30° C.
