1) The period of recognition will not be extended and after Class 8 there
will be no condition or obligation to grant recognition or affiliation.

5) Institution / School will not collect any capitation. and shall not
compel the child or will not force his or her parents or guardian.

6) Any child shall not be denied admission to school on the grounds of
religion, caste or dynasty or place of birth or any of these for want of
proof. |

7) (1) Any child admitted to the school shall be held back in the same
grade as he belongs or shall not be removed from school until
elementary education.  (2) Any child shall not be subjected to
physical punishment or mental torture. (3) Any child shall .not be



necessarily to pass any mandal examination ftill completion of
elementary education. .

(4) Every child who has completed elementary education shall be
given the certificate prescribed under rule 23.

(5) Students with disabilities / special needs will be included as per
the provisions of the Act.

(6) Teachers possessing the minimum qualification prescribed under
Section 23 (1) of the Act shall be appointed. Provided further that the
teachers who do not possess the minimum qualification on the date
of commencement of the Act shall acquire such minimum
qualification within a period of five years.

(7) A teachér shall perform his/her duties specified in Section 24 (1)
of the Act '

(8) The school shall ensure that the teacher does not engage himself

in private tutoring.
