Education Rules, 2011, The terms and conditions and the directions issued by the Government
under this Act shall comply with the standards or terms and conditions specified by the Government
from time to time.

2) It is mandatory for registered institutions, trusts and companies to comply with all standards,
terms and conditions prescribed by the Maharashtra Self-Funding Schools (Establishment and
Regulation Act, 2012) and the directions issued by the Government under this Act or the standards
specified by the Government from time to time. .




3) CBSE or CISCE or C.A.LE. or I. B. etc. it is mandatory for the school managements who are
interested in the affiliation of the board, to obtain a no objection certificate from the government as
per the instructions issued by the government from time to time.

4) The school management shall inform the concerned district education authority before the
commencement of the academic year as approved by the Government.

6) If the school management, within 18 months, fails to start the school, the approval letter issued
shall lapse.
