1. Thisis a provisional grant of recognition under the RTE Act and rules and is not extendable beyond Class VIII.

2. The school shall abide by all the provisions of the RTE Act 2009 and the RTE Rules 2010 referred here in.

3. The school shall admit in Class |, to the extent of 25% of the strength of the class, children belonging to
weaker sections and disadvantaged groups in the neighborhood and provide free and compulsory education
till completion of elementary education. Provided that if the school admits children in pre-primary classes
also, the school shall follow these norms. The children so admitted shall not be discriminated from the rest
of the children or segregated or treated separately in any manner.

4. For the children referred in paragraph3. the school shall be reimbursed as per section 12(2) of the Act. In
order to receive such reimbursements, the school shall open and maintain a separate bank account which is
subject to audit by the department.

The school shall ensure:
I. No child admitted shall be held back in any class or expelled from school till completion of
elementary education in a school
Il. No child shall be subjected to physical punishment or mental harassment.
lll. No child is required to pass any Board examination till the completion of elementary education.
IV. Every child completing elementary education shall be awarded a certificate as laid down under
Rule 21.
V. The school shall also admit children with special needs / special children as per provisions of the
Act.
VL. The teachers recruited have minimum qualifications as is prescribed for elementary school
teachers in the RTE Rules.
VIl. The salary and allowances payable to and the terms and conditions of service of teachers shall be
as prescribed by the state Government and the salaries are paid to teachers only through bank.

The school buildings another infrastructure facilities should not be used either during day or night for any
commercial activities or for political and non-educational activities
The school shall not be run for profit to any individual or group or association of persons.
The accounts of the school are audited by a Charted Accountant and a copy of such audited statements is
sent to the DDPI / BEO by end of June every year.
