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Read the passage given below and answer the questions that follow, based on your understanding
of the passage.

Here, with Rousseau and then Kant, was the beginning of a radical tradition that would take
Locke’s noble but liberal ideas further. The linkage of Locke’s philosophy of natural law and the
political constitution of states came with the publication in 1791-2 of Rights of Man by Thomas
Paine (1737-1809). Paine, a supporter of the revolutions in America and France, was a radical and
democratic republican who believed wholly in the sovereignty of the individual person. In many
respects he was, like Locke, a classical liberal, in so far as he advocated minimal state
intervention and supported free market economics, although he was also an early advocate of the
right of the people to education and social welfare. Rights of Man was written largely as an attack
on Edmund Burke, who had previously published a severe condemnation of the revolution in
France. Paine, by contrast, celebrated the revolution and the subsequent approval of the
Declaration of the Rights of Man and the Citizen on 26 August 1789. For Paine, the formal imple-
mentation of rights within the political sphere was essential for the establishment of social justice.
Like Locke, he justified his defence of certain inalienable rights - rights of mind and rights of
personal happiness and freedom - by returning to a pre-social time, which in his case was the act
of Creation. Thus, the two major revolutions of the age, in America and France, were perfectly
justifiable for Paine because they represented the awakening of people from their forced slumber,
and, more significantly, they both resulted in the signing of formal documents in which individual
rights were legally and positively enshrined.

During his colourful life, Paine served as a revolutionary and a writer of constitutions as well as a
pamphleteer. More than anyone he sought a marriage between human rights in theory and in
practice. He was a charismatic individual and he gathered support from various writers and
commentators of the time. Among the members of this circle was Mary Wollstonecraft (1759-
1797), who, in 1792, wrote A Vindication of the Rights of Women, a book which borrowed from
Paine’s ideas but focused specifically on the role women played in the emergent human rights
movement. While Wollstonecraft was primarily concerned with the importance of education and
self-actualisation, she is rightly considered to be a major pioneer of the struggle for women’s
emancipation. Another writer who, via an engagement with Paine, developed the literature on
rights was Giuseppe Mazzini (1805-1872). This Italian philosopher and ardent republican was
among the first to struggle with the relationship between an individual’s role within a nation-state
and within the wider community of humankind. However, Mazzini focused not on the rights of
individuals within these fields, but on their duties, The central argument in Mazzini’s Duties of
Man was that an individual’s duties towards humanity represent the ultimate morality.” The role
of the nation-state was to unite individuals with otherwise diverse identification under one banner
so that they could more effectively realise their ultimate duties towards the community of all
people.

Not all influential philosophers and writers of the period were as enamoured of the idea of the
‘rights of man’ (or woman) as those who followed Paine. The various ideas we have so far
discussed — notably Locke’s reliance upon natural law and Paine’s celebration of the ‘rights of
man’, were subjected to considerable criticism from some of their more illustrious contemporaries
or interpreters. Chief among these are the utilitarian critique of rights made by Jeremy Bentham,
and the radical critique of bourgeois individualism espoused by Karl Marx.
