Currently,
Maureen is set to direct and is co-writing a new horror comedy feature, Tina's 40th Birthday Party, with Mary Holland
and Betsy Sodaro, Sharon Horgan’s Merman is attached to produce.

Previously Maureen was a segment director on Jimmy Kimmel Live! for three seasons and started her career with her
